The locomotive illustrated consists’<0f @ system which has been developed

a false end at the front and fitted
with only such apparatus as is re-
quired for ~ie control of the steam to
the cylinders. .The latter, all the driv-
ing mechanism and the outside lag-
ging to prevent heat radiation ure ex-
actly like those of an ordinary loco-
motive.

Three crosswise perforated baffle
plates are fitted in the tank. These
serve*to prevent the water from surg-
ing from one end to the other aud to
prevent the locomotive from rocking.

In operation, the £ank is first filled
about half full of water. This enters
through a valve at the front aud passes
into and out of a long perforated pipe
extending the full length of the tank
neur the bottom. Then live steam from
the power plant on the factory site is
admitted to the tank through the same
pipe as was the water. By the time,
the pressure between the boiler aud
the tank ik equalized, generally at 150
pounds, the wtfter level in the tank
will be raised considerably sand the
temperature of the water will'be near-
ly equal to that of the steam by which
It is charged, about 370 degrees Fahren-
heit.

The steam is tlien drawn off through
a throttle-valve in a dome in the tank
top and led thpoagh a pipe to a re-
ducing-valve In the false front end of
the tapte~This valve reduces the pres-

the steam to between G0 and
65 pounds per square Inch before it
is led to the cylinders. These are es-
pecially large in diameter so that the
piston area is such that the locomotive
can be moved when the steam is at a
pressure df four pounds. The exhaust
steam Is carried out through a pipe in
the stack as shown.

As the steam Is used, the pressure
lu the tilnk becomes less and less, al-
lowing the water to evaporate gradual-
ly add maintain a steam supply until
It has been depleted to the point where
it.is no longer sufficiently effective.—
Popular Science Monthly.

Much Equipment Ordered.

All high records for equipment pur-
chases by the railroads were broken
during the first three weeks of No-
vember, no less than $75,754,000 being
Involved In the orders, placed for that
period for new locomotiA-es and freight
and passenger cars. During the three
weeks the'railroad equipment manu-
facturers have booked orders for a
total of 34,908 freight cars conserva-
tively worth $1,500 apiece, $52,362.000;
256 domestic locomotives averaging
about $30,000 each, $7,680,000; 633
foreign locomotives/ worth conserva-
tively $8,640,000, and 416 passenger
train cars at $17,000 each, $7,072,000, a
total of $75,754,000.

Last year the American railroads or-
dered .123,386 freight cars for their
own use, compared with 84,298 for the
corresponding period of 1915, Domes-
tic orders for locomotives aggregated
2,386, compared with 1,023 for the
same period of 1915.

Railroad Building in Russia.

Russia has beaten All records In
railroad construction. She has built a
great double-track, broad-gauge line
from Alexandrovsk, an lee-free port on
her northern coast, down to Petrograd,
and completed It within six months. It
is 1,220 miles long and 10,000 men,
mostly convicts, were employed upon
It

The Qreat Siberian railroad,-5,527
miles long, was built In eight years.
The line stretches across wild plains
and forests-and over great,mountain
ranges in a climate where for' five
months in the year the soil is frozen
as hard as granite. It cost $140,000,-
000 and since the .date of its comple-
tion another $22,000,000 has been spent
In improving the line.

-generation ago the loss of life would
have been terrible. That It proved
bloodless is due to a system which has
been evolved at the cost of possibly
4100.000,000. We think of railroad ex-
penses in terms of construction cost
jtind of equipment, but In these days
the cost of safety has become a very
large factor. It Is an increasing ex-
pense.—Philadelphia Inquirer.

BUILT THROUGH WILD REGION

First Railroad to Reach the Arctic
From Petrograd Went Across
Unexplored Country.

The first railroad built to reach the
Arctic from Petrograd was the now ex-
isting Vologda-Arcliange! railroad. This
road was begunlin 1895 and was opened
to daily traffic in November, 1897. The
road was built through uninhabited re-
gions, through forest wilds that had
never known the foot of man, and
over tundras andldeep swamps. To-
day one is able to travel through this
country rapidly and without Interrup-
tion. The distance from Archangel to
Vologda is 396 miles and the distance
from Archangel “to Moscow Is 700
miles. The Archangel 4*oad Is connect-
ed with the Trans-Siberian by whay of
Kollars, in the northern Dwina. The
Archangel line Isa single track railroad
and the tremendous business which has-«
flooded Archangel since the beginning
of. the war has proved too much for
the single track connection. All ac-
counts agree that the quays at Arch-
apgel are glutted with goods awaiting
forwarding. It was largely because of
this situation that the Russian authori-
ties decided to reach Ekaterina harbor
and to build a double-track road while
about It! Even with the Ekaterina
line [running] Archangel will continue
to be d port of Importance, and It Is
freely predicted that The Russian au-
thorities will doable-track the Arch-
angel route.

Result of Forty-Five Years’ Train-

ing Thrown .Into Scrap Heap

by French Army.

NOW MOVE IN CPEN CROER

Neglected Lesson3 of the South Afri-
can War Are Recalled—Com-
panies In France Ndw Op-
erate as Separate Units.

French Front.—The result of 45
years’ infantry training has been
thrown on lo the scrap heap by the
French army.

At the beginning of the war the
French infantry, like that of all other
continental nations, marched shoulder
to shoulder to the attack. Soon, how-
ever, the power of the very numerous
machine guns with which the Germans
wore provided—outnumbering at least
four times those of other armies—
brought about the adoption of more
open formations and recalled the les-
sons of the South African war, which
had been neglected.

Change Their Tactics.,

After the battle of the Marne, when
the Germans dug themselves into deep
trenches, the French found it impos-
sible to carry out successfully* any in-
fantry attack in the formations until
then in use without losing a number
;if men disproportiouate to the advan-
tage gained. They Increased the num-
ber of their machine guns, but those
of the Germans ~were placed in posi-
tions which enabled them to sweep
away any frontal attack even before it
had been properly developed

At the present no Infantry officer of
the old school would recognize an in-
fantry unit going Into action, so much
has everything been changed.

The Associated Press correspondent
was present recently at a demonstra-
tion of the new Infantry formation at
a school. Instead of, as formerly, n
battalion' being composed of so many
hundreds of men armed merely with
rifles and bayonets and Intrenching
tools and dependent on artillery to
clear the way for It during an advance,
the battallou-is now a little army per-
fectly’ equipped for offense und de-
fense and able at all times to take
care of Itself without any assistance

ing the wounded of her own race.

It has been found thatlmany pris-
oners, wounded or otherwise, who are
captured, have received Instructions
regarding answers which they 'should
make to their captors. Among the
lower classes of the Germans there is
a widespread belief that their cap-
ture by the British will be rewarded
with tortures.

One of the most Interesting stories
which | heard about Prussian pride
was delated to me by a British colonel.
He said that a Prussian officer had
been captured, and, preparatory to his
being sent to a regular camp with oth-
ers, was Invited to share the mess
quarters with several British officers.
He refused to sit down with them at
the table. Later, he complained that
he shopld have fitting quarters in
which to slee”. In the meantime one
of the British officers had voluntarily
given up his bed to the man and in-
tended spending the night on some
blankets on the floor. *

When this incident became known
to the Prussian his complaining
stopped, his features relaxed and he
burst into tears.
