GERMAN PLOT
AGAINST U. S.
S REVEALED

War on America by Alliance of
Mexico and Japan With Teu-
tons Proposed.

WILSON HAS THE EVIDENCE

President Has Copy of Official Instruc-
tions Outlining Details of Conspir-
acy Against Our Government—
Carranza Told to Recon-
quer Texas, Arizona
and New Mexico.

Washington, March 3—On Friday
morning the Western Newspaper
Union was enabled to reveal that Ger-
many in planning unrestricted subma-
rine warfare and counting Its conse-
quences, proposed an alliance with
Mexico and Japan to make war on the
United States if this country should
not remain neutral.

Japan, through Mexican mediation,
was to be urged to abandon her allies
and join in the attack oa the United
States.

Mexico, for her reward, was to re-
ceive general financial support from
Germany, reconquer Texas, New Mex-
ico and Arizona—lost provinces—and
share in the victorious} peace terms
Germany contemplated.

' Details of the Plot

Details were left to German Min-
ister  n Eckhardt In Mexico City,
who by instructions signed by Ger-
man Foreign Minister Zimmermann
at Berlin January 19, 1917, was direct-
ed to propose the alllanch with Mex-
ico to General Carranza and suggest
that Mexico seek to bring Japan into
the plot.

These instructions were transmitted
to Von Eckhardt through Count ven
Bernstorff, former German ambas-
sador here, now on his way home to
Germany under a safe conduct ob-
tained from his enemies by the coun-
try against which he was plotting
war.

Vast SuOi* Appropriated for Fighting
Vessels—Ship Purchase, Child La-
bor, Immigration and Other

< Important Laws Passed.

Washington, March 5—On Its re-
sponse to the popular demand for na-
tional preparednen?#!! rest the fame
of. the Slxty-fourtm ’congress, which
has just .expired. Though it also en-
acted some economic Statutes of great
moment, the preparedness measures
stand out above all other legislation.

Although ample prevision has been
made for! fortifications, and authority
has beenjgranted by congress to more
than double the standing army of the
country, the metaJddrpbosis of the
United States from",a commercial to
a fighting nation has been wrought
by the naval _Increases authorized.
The congress now expired has au-
thorized naval armaments destined to
make Uncle Sam eventually the peer
of any nation oa earth In sea power,
excepting, perhaps Great Britain.

In the two sessions comprising the
Sixty-fourth congress there have
beOn authorized and appropriated for
no less than 118 war,cra Nor is
this MJ.  The first session adopted a
three-year-bnllding program, the con-
struction of which, should be under-
taken prior to July 1, 1918. This pro-
gram Included this allotment of fight-
ing ships: Ten battleships, six battle
cruisers, ten scout cruisers, 50 torpedo-
boat destroyers, nine fleet Submarines,
58 coast submarines, one experimental
submarine (Neff system), three fuel
ships, one repair ship, one transpbrt,
one hospital ship, two destroyer ten-
ders, one fleet submarine tender, two
ammunition ships, two gunboats.

Naval Vessels Appropriated For.

By the act which adopted this buffd-
Ing  program congress appropriated
for four battleshlffs, four battle cruis-
ers, four scout cruisers, 20 destroyers,
80 submarines, and one each of these
craft:  Experimental submarine, fuel
<hip, hospital ship, ammunition ship
and gunboat. During the second ses-
sion provision was made for three bat-
tleships, one battle cruiser, three scout
cruisers, 15 destroyers, one destroyer
tender, one .submarine tender and 18
submarines.

If the Sixty-fifth congress adopts the
three-year program the remainder of
the units for the reorganized battle
fleet will be appropriated for next
year. Staggering sums have been re-
quired to-meet these demands, the na-
val' appropriation for the second ses-
sion of the expired congress alone
amounting to almost a round half-bil-
Uon dollars.

So great bare been these expendi-
tures that,the qrdlnary sources of rev-
tpBrtPIl
revenue measure had .to be passed/
Representative Kltchln, majority lead-
er and chairman of the house ways
and means committee, a smali-navy
man, In drafting the revenue measure
and pressing It to passage through the
house charged full responsibility for
the measure to the advocates of pre-
paredness.

Increase of the Army.

Increases of the regular army and Its
reorganizations under the national de-
fense act were less striking than the
naval increases. But the regular army
was Increased from an authorized
peace strength of 100,000 to an author-
ized peace strength of 216,000, capable
of expansion in war time to 256,000.
After prolonged agitation for prepared-
ness both on land and sea, the consen-
sus of the military experts was that the
United States with its enormous length
of coast line must rely on Its fleet to
defend Its shores.

In the discussions that preparedness
agitation In congress provoked It was
again and again demonstrated that the
temper of the American people Is ab-
solutely against a big standing army.
Former Secretary Garrison formulated
and laid before congress with Presi-
dent Wilson’s approval a scheme for a
Continental army to be recruited and
trained under the universal military
training principle. Representative Hay
of Virginia, then chairman of the pow-
erful house military committee, op-
posed the Continental army idea and
substituted for it in the national de-
fense act. the federalization of the Ra-
tional Guard. Mr. Hay won President
Wilson over to his way of thinking—the
Federalized National Guard became the
second line of the land defenses and
Secretary Garrison resigned from the
cabinet. _

Hence, every child
should be given duties to perform In
that home als wgll as privileges to en-
joy. It Is doubtful If a child should

e paid for performing his share of
the home duties. Each child should
care for his own room and should do
this properly at the right time. Cer-
tain other household or farm tasks

Happenings

Grand Rapids —ProhlblUon cam-
paigns have been begun in Caledonia,
Rockford, Cfedar Springs and Band
Lake to oust saloons in May, the dry
forces fearing that Kent county sa-
loons will operate with undue laxity
the last year of their existence.

Kalamazoo.—Seventy-five members
of the Rotary club of this city have

each volunteered to take In charge,

for one year &boy who i3 now with-
out a source of proper counsel and
advice. The idea was adopted at the
behest of Judge Samuel H. Van Horn
of the juvenile court.

Manistee.—Four firemen were over-
come by gas and smoke while fight-
ing fire in the basement of the Ben-
jamin Russky Clothing store. Mr. and
Mrs. Swan ~Pierson and daughter,
Allda, occupying apartments above
were aroused by rescuers after smoke
had partially overcome them.

Traverse City.—Sixteen hundred
bushels of potatoes were destroyed
when- the Warehouse here of L. Sark
& Co., Chicago, was burned to the
ground. About 1,000 bushels more
were moved a few hours before the
fire. Other warehouses near by filled
with potatoes were saved by shoveling
snow on then!.

Flint.—The Bryant hotel fire caused
the largest loss recorded here In
several years, $65,000. One hundred
and fiftg hotel guests, were twice
routed from their beds. After it was
thought the fire had been conquered
the guests returned to their rooms,
only to be driven out when the flames
broke out again.

Saginaw—Saginaw was treated to
an old-time spectacular lumber fire
when the big mill and two dry kilns
of the S. L. Eastman Flooring Co., a
short distance north of the city,
burned at a loss of about $75,000. As
the plant is beyond the city limits, the
fire department ran their heavy pump-
ing engines out on, the ice of the
rived and pumped Niirect through
holes in the ice. J

Clare—William R. Harper, secre-
tary of the Michigan livestock sanl-
tary commission, after a trip through
Clare, Midland and Gladwin counties,
Investigating cases of domestic ani-
mals being bitten by mad dogs, has
placed a 90-day quarantine on all three
counties.

His collection embraces every
species known to Michigan.

Holland—Extra precautions against
tuberculosis in cattle, since 18 cows
were killed here by state inspectors,
have caused a rise in the milk price
from seven to seven one-half cents a
quart.

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AUSTRIA INVITES
FURTHER PARLEY

AGREES IN SUBSTANCE TO LIVE
UP TO PREVIOUS PROMISES
ON U-BOAT WARFARE.

WARNS SHIPS IF POSSIBLE

Officials See Hope of Averting Break
Because of Thia Apparent Attempt

to Reapect Law

Washington—Austria-Hungary, ans-
wering the American “ultimatum”’re-
garding its pledges concerning U-boat
warfare, promises everything and
nothing.

In a document of fully 4,000 words,
the dual monarchy thoroughly agrees
the equally as thproughly disagrees
with President Wilson.

The tenor, form and length of' the
reply, however, combine to make it
an emphatic and evidently sincere
plea for continued peace and friend-
ship with the United States. *

It was stated officially, that Aus-
tria's reply left the door open to fur-
ther negotiations, delaying, at least
temporarily, the break which has been
regarded as inevitable since the sever-
ance of relations between the United
States and Germany.

Study of this version reveals the
following features:

Austria-Hungary endeavors in long-
winded phrases of diplomacy to make
appear as mild as possible her full in-
dorsement of the German unrestrict-
ed U-boat decree. Yet this indorse-
ment looms in nearly every o*her par-
agraph.

She declares that armed merchant-
men are pirate vessels, but adds that
in spite of this her submarines have
beefn instructed, “"wherever possible.”
to warn such vessels and to take ade-
quate care of human life.

Mbre than this, unlike Germany,
which has “called off* all separate
warnings to ships entering the barred
zones, Austria tells the United States
she has instructed her submarines "if
possible to warn merchantmen en-
countered in these areas and to bring
IntOjSafety the crews and passengers.”

It was in this declaration that offi-
cials say strong hopes for averting a
break with the dual monarchy.

This hope was reinforced by a pass-
age in the note which says there
seems no possibility of any Austrian
menace to American interests at sea
since Austrian submarines are operat-
ing solely in the Adriatic and Medi-
terranean.

A great deal of the note is to all
intents and purposes a plea of justifi-
cation, aimed both at convincing Am-
erican readers of the "necessity” of
full-fledged U-boat warfare and at
showing the “people at home" that
every possible argument was being
resorted to la the effort to avoid a
break with the most powerful nation
not yet in the war.

COAL BARONS ARE INDICTED

108 Corporations Charged With Con-
spiracy to Vlolafo Sherman Law

New York—One hundred and eight
corporations, mining and selling New
River and Pocahontas coal in Virginia
and West Virginia, are charged with
conspiracy in violation of the Sher-
man anti-trust law, in two indictments
returned by the federal grand jury,
which has been investigating food and
fuel prices here.

The Indictments charge that the
corporations have combined to in-
crease the cost of New River and Po-
cahontas coal and have gained control
of 25,000,000 tons of the 35,000,000 tons
of this coal mined annually in Vir-
ginia and West Virginia.

Fifty-five of the officers of the cor-
porations are named in the indict-
ments.

The defendants in the first indict-
ment are charged with participating
in a combination among selling agents
and producers of 22,000,000 tons arbi-
trarily to fix prices at which this coal
is_marketed.

The defendants in the second Indict-
ment’ are charged with combining,
through nine mining companies pro-
ducing 3,000,000 tons of such coal and
with a selling agent, arbitrarily to fix
prices and to pool the proceeds of the
sale of the coal.

The indictments were fonnd under
the Sherman anti-trust law.
