The New Mexico natives live “close
to the soil”; they are intensely local
In their affiliations and their loyalty
Is based simply on the fact that their
home Is the United States. New Mex-
ico Is their home state and they live
largely In the same .spot where their
forefathers have lived for centuries.
With Mexico they have no more ties
than with any other foreign country,
save that they speak the same lan-
guage. The fact that the native peo-
ple have furnished three companies of
the National' Guard at the border and
that the Spanish-American company. In
Santa Fe went off with a larger initial
number of recruits than any other
company In the state ought to be suf-
ficient answer to these intimations.

MORE AMERICANS GO TO SEA

The Number Has Increased Two and
One-Half Times since Start
of War.

That the Untied States will he well
supplied with native sailors in the
event of war with any other country is
the statement made by Dr. George S.
Webster, secretary to the American
Seamen’s Friend society of New York,
an exchange says. Doctor Webster
says that the European war is respon-
sible for many thousand Americans be-
coming sailors. He states that his
society within the last half year has
aided more than 100,000 American
sailors.

Doctor Webster says that there are
approximately two and a half times as
many American sailors now shipping
for foreign ports as at any time previ-
ous to the war. He attributes this in-
crease partly to the increased wage be-
ing given seamen and partly to the
improved conditions under which they
are working.

In announcing the six months’ report
of the society, Doctor Webster says:

“The pnst three years have marked
an almost unbelievable Increase in the
number of Americans who are shipping
as sailors from our own ports. At our
sailors’ home on the North river water
front the men we have previously
cared for were almost entirely British,
Swedish and German. If an American-
born jsallor should have mingled in
with this company, he would have beefi
more or less conspicuous.

“Today we frequently lodge Ameri-
can sailors, and they are practically
all men who have not seen service to
the merchant marine prior to the out-
break of the war. It is a very fair
estimate to say that fully two and
half times as many Americans are now
seafaring men as prior to the war.
We can no longer say that the Ameri-
can is a ’landlubber.”

“We venture to predict at the Amer-
ican Seamen's Friend society that the
proportion of American-horn sailors to
those of other nationalities will im-
mensely' increase after the war. In
case there Is a slight lapse In Industrial
activity, the seafaring life will doubt-
less be an attraction to many who have
not heretofore considered Its desir-
ability."

PROCLAMATION

President Calls Upon Americans

To Support Measures ot

Government

ALIENS MUST KEEP PEACE

All Who Fail to Conduct Themselves
Properly Are Liable to Restraint
and Other Penalties—Execu-
tive Calls for Volunteers
for Both the Navy
and Army.

Washington. April 7.—The president
on Friday signed a proclamation for-
mally declaring a state of war be-
tween the United States and Germany.
In the proclamation he called upon
American citizens to give support to

*all measures of the government.
Text of War Proclamation.

The war proclamation Issued by

President Wilson is as follows:
- “Whereas, the congress of the Unit-
ed States, In the exercise of the con-
stitutional authority vested In them,
have resolved by joint resolution of
the senate and bouse of representa-
tives bearing date this day, that a
state of war between the United States
and the Imperial German government,
which has been thrust upon the Unit-
ed States,” Is hereby formally declared:

“Whereas, It Is provided by section
4067 of 'the revised statutes as fol-
lows: «

*“ Whenever there is declared a war
between the United 'States and any
foreign nation or government or any
Invasion or predatory incursion is per-
petrated, attempted or threatened
against the territory of the United
States by any foreign nation or gov-
ernment and the president makes pub-
lic proclamation of the event, all na-
tives, citizens, denizens or subjects of
a hostile nation or government being
male of the age of fourteen years and
.upward who shall be within the Unlt-
’ed States and not actually naturalized

: shall be liable to be apprehended, re-

strained, secured and removed as alien
enemies.

“The president is authorized In any
such event by his proclamation there-
of or other public acts to direct the
conduct to be observed on the part of
the United States toward the aliens
who become so liable; the manner anti
degree of the restraint to which they
mhall be permitted.”

“Whereas, by sections 4068, 4069

and 4070 of the revised statutes, fur-
ther provision la made relative to
alien enemies:
- “Now, therefore, I, Woodrow Wil-
son, president of the United States of
America, do hereby proclaim to all
whom It may concern that a state of
war exists between the United States
and the imperial German government,
and i do specially direct all officers,
civil or military, of the United States
that they exercise vigilance and zeal
in tlte discharge of the duties Incident
to such a state of war, and | do, more-
over, earnestly appeal to all American
citizens that they In loyal devotion to
their country, dedicated from its foun-
dation to the principles of liberty and
justice, uphold thp laws of the land
and give undivided and willing support
to those measures which may be adopt-
ed by, the constitutional authorities In
prosecuting the war to a successful
issue and in obtaining a secure and
Just peace. f

AHens Enjoined to Keep Peace.

“And, acting under and by vir-
tue of the authority vested in me by
the Constitution of the United States
and the said sections of the revised
statues, | do hereby further 'proclaim
and direct that the conduct.to be
observed'on the part of the United
states toward all natives, citizens,
denizens or subjects of Germany, be-
ing male, of the age of fourteen years

-and upward, who shall be within the
United Stages and not actually natur-
alized, who for the purpose of this
proclamation and under such sections
of the revised statutes are termed
alien enemies, shall be as follows:

“All. alien enemies are enjoined to
preserve the peace toward the United
States and to refrain from crime
against the public safety and from
violating the laws of the United States
and of the states and territories there-
of,. and to refrain from actual hostil-
ity or giving information, aid or com-
fort to the enemies of the United
States and to comply strictly with the
regulations which are hereby or which
may be from time to.time promulgated
Jby the president, and so long as they
shall conduct themselves in accord-
ance with law they shall be undis-
rturbed in the peaceful pursuit of their
lives and occupations and be accord-
ed the consideration due to all peace-

“And ail alien enemies who fall to
conduct themselves as so enjoined in
addition to all other penalties pre-
scribed by law shall be liable to re-
straint or to give security or to re-
move, depart from the United States.

“And pursuant to the authority
vested in me, | hereby declare and es-
tablish  the following regulations,
which | find necessary In the premises
and for the public safety:

“1 An alien enemy shall -not have In
his possession at any time or place
any firearms, weapons or Implements
of war or component parts thereof,
ammunition, maxim or other silencer,
arms or explosives or material used In
the manufacture of explosives.

“2. An alien enemy shall not have
In his possession at any time or place,
or use or operate, any aircraft or wire-
less apparatus, or any form of signal-
ing devices, or any form of cipher code
or any paper, document or book, writ-
ten or printed In cipher or In which
there may be Invisible writing.

“3. All property found In the posses-
sion of an alien enemy in violation of
the foregoing regulations shall be sub-
ject to seizure by the United States.

Must Keep Away From Fort*.

“4. An alien enemy shall not ap-
proach or be found within one-half of
a mile of any federal or state fort,
camp, arsenal, aircraft station, govern-
ment or naval vessel, navy yard, fac-
tory or workshop for the manufacture
of munitions of war, or of any prod-
ucts for the use of the army or navy.

“5. An alien enemy shall not write,
print or publish any attack or threat
against the government or congress of
the United States or either branch
thereof, or against the measures or
policy of the United States, or against
the persons or property of any person
in the military, naval'or civil service
of the United States, or of the states
or territories, or of the District of Co-
lumbia or of the municipal govern-
ments therein.

“6. An alien enemy shall not commit
or abet any hostile acts against the
United States or give Information, aid
or consfort to Its enemies.

Cannot Live In Barred Localities.

“7. An alien enemy shall not re-
side In or continue to reside In, to re-
main In or enter any locality which
the president may from time to time
designate by an executive order as a
prohibitive area.

“8. An alien enemy whom the presi-
dent shall have reasonable cause to e-
Ueve to be aiding or about to aid the
enemy or to be at large to the danger
of the public peace or safety of the
United States, or to have violated or
to be about to violate any of these reg-
ulations. shall remove to any locality
designated by the president by execu-
tive order and shall not remove there-
from without permit, or shall depart
from the United States if so required
by theNpresident

“9. No alien enemy shall depart
from the United States until he shall
have received such permit as the pres-
ident shall prescribe or except under
order of a court. Judge or Justice, un-
der sections 4069 and 4070 of the re-
vised statutes.

“10. No alien enemy shall land In or
enter the United States except under
such restrictions and at such places as
the president may prescribe.

“11. If necessary to prevent viola-
tion of the regulations all alien ene
mles will be obliged to register.

“12. An alien enemy whom there

may be reasonable cause to believe to j

be aiding or abdut to aid the enemy. ,

or to be at large to the-danger of the

public peace or safety, or who violates |
or who attempts to violate, or of whom

there is reasonable grounds to believe

that he is about to violate, any regu-
lation to be promulgated by the presi-
dent or any criminal law of the Unit-
ed States or of the states or territories

thereof will he subject to summary ar-
rest by the United States marshal or

his deputy or such other officers as

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AMERICA FORMALLY
ENTERS THE WAR
WITH GERMANY

Congress Declares a State of

W ar Exists With the Inrne-

rial Government.

HEATED DEBATE IN SENATE

Washington, April 6—The United
States Is now formally at war with
Germany. In response to the presi-
dent’s message congress has adopted
the resolution declaring that a state
of war exists between the two coun-
tries.

The senate was the first to act on
the war resolution and adopted it by a
vote of 82 to 6. The six senators who
voted against the resolution for war
were:

There were eight senators absent or
paired. They were: Bankhead, Goff,
Gore, Hollis, Newlands, Smith of
Maryland, Thomas, and Tillman. Of
those absent it was announced that all
except Senator Gore of Oklahoma
would have voted for the resolution if
present.

All six of the senators who voted
against the resolution were members
of the group of twelve which de-
feated the armed neutrality Bill at the
last session. There was no attempt
to filibuster this time, however.

Thirteen Hour Debate.

Thirteen hours of heated debate
preceded the vote. Party lines dis-
appeared in thl9 discussion and Repub-
licans joined with Democrats In sound-
ing the call to the nation to support
the president unitedly.

The little group opposed to the reso-
lution drew fire from every side. Sen-
ator La Follette, defending Germany
and heaping blame upon England, was
informed by Senator Williams that Dr.
von Bethmann-Hollweg, the German
chancellor, would have made the same
speech in the relchstag had h? been
Imbued with sufficient effrontery.

Senator Norris, charging that the
United States is going to war at the
behest of the munition barons of Wall
street, drew from Senator Reed the re-
tort that such an accusation is “al-
most treason.”

The assertion that the nation was go-
ing to war on the demand of gold, he
said, was “an Indictment of the presi-
dent of the United Spates, an Indict-

In Introducing the resolution Into
the senate, SenrftOr Hitchcock made a
brief statement in which he said that
the present time was one “for action,
not discussion.”

grave step necessary. The resolution
provides for war against the Imperial
German government. It places re-
sponsibility for the war squarely upou
the shoulders of the German govern-
ment, charged with repeated acts of
war against the United States.

House Vote, 373 to 60.

The house, after a debate lasting
about seventeen hours, adopted the
joint resolution by a vote of 373 to 60.
Nearly a hundred representatives made
speeches.

In offering the senate resgtotlon as
a substitute for Its own, the house for-
eign affairs committee submitted a
long report reviewing the history of
submarine warfare and America’s fu-
tile protests against it, German in-
trigues and bomb plots In this country,
the effort to ally Japanland Mexico
against the United States and the mis-
treatment of American officials and
citizens In Germany.

“It Is with the deepest sense of re-
sponsibility for the momentous results
which will follow the passage of this
resolution,” said the report, “that your
committee reports It to the house, with
the recommendation that It be passed.

“The conduct of the Imperial Ger-
man government toward this govern-
ment, its*citizens and its Interests, has
been so discourteous, unjust, cruel,
barbarous, and so lacking In honesty
and practice that It has constituted a
violation of the course of conduct
which should obtain between friendly
nations.

1 Flood Opens the Debate.

Under the unanimous consent rule
by which the resolutlon was considered
Representative Flood could move’the
previous question at any time after one
hour and, if sustained, bring the meaa
ure to a vote. He was disposed, how-
ever, to give members every opportu-
nity to speak throughout the day. The
debate began without any limitation.

“War Is being made upon our coun-
try and Its people,” Representative
Flood said in opening. “Our ships are
being sunk.  Our noncombatant citi-
zens, including men, women and chil-
dren, are being murdered, our mer-
chantmen are denied the freedom of
the seas.

“The time for argument has passed ;
the time for heroic action is here, and
our people will rally to the support of
their government in this high and pa-
triotic hour and meet war’s sacrifices
and war’s perils as a brave and patri-
otic people should.

“We should take our stand by the
side of the allied nations who have
been fighting humanity’s battles for
two and one-half years, determined
that our power shall be so employed
that complete victory shall crown their
efforts and that Prussian militarism
shall be crashed and the world shall be
delivered from the threat and danger
of the Hohenzbllern dynasty.”

ONE HUNDRED TWELVE KILLED
AND T21 INJURED BY SER-
IES OF BLASTS.

DEATH TOLL MAY REACH 150

Many of Injured Are
and Will

Mortally
Die—Others
for Life.

Hurt,
Maimed

Chester, Pa—One hundred and
twelve persons, most of them young
wopien $nd girls, are known to have
been killed and. 121 injured by a series
of terrific and mysterious explosions
in the shrapnel building of the Eddy-
stone Ammunition corporation at Ed*
dystone, one mile from this city.

Many of the injured were mortally
hurt. It Is feared the final death list
will reach 150, while others probably
will be maimed for life.

How any of the 300 or more employ-
ed In the building. In which was
stowed approximately 30,000 shells, es-
caped is almost beyond conception.
There was scarcely a fragment of the
structure left Intact. Fire added to
the horror. *

Most of the bodies were so badly
charred identification was Impossibly.

Twenty  Philadelphia  detectives
were sent to Eddystone soon after
the explosion on a rumor it was the
result of a plot. After spending sev-
eral hours investigating, they report-
ed they had learned from officials of
the corporation who had investigated,
that a quantity of shrapnel had been
placed near a radiator and the heat
might easily have exploded it. In their
opinion the explosion was purely ac-
cidental.

The explosion, which was felt in
Philadelphia, 15 miles away, occurred
in what is known as the “10-F” build-
ing, a two-story structure, 75 by 300
feet. In this building, time fuses were
prepared, more than 80 per cent of the
workers being women and girls.

The financial loss is estimated at
less than $25,000, not Including am-
munition destroyed. Work in all de-
partments will be in full ‘'operation by
Ajiril 24.

The Eddystone Ammunition corpor-
ation which was organized originally
by Interests identified with the' Bald-
win locomotive works and operated by
these interests, was taken last Sep-
tember by a' commission represent-
ing the British and Russian govern-
ments. Since that time this commis-
sion has been carrying on the manu-
facture of munitions for Entente Al-
lies. More than 10,000 persons are
employed in the plant.

FARMER DIES UNDER AUTO
Machine Turns Turtle in Creek Pin-

ning Him Beneath It

Allegan—While returning to his
farm in an automobile Austin P. Cook,
a farmer residing near here, lost con-
trol of his machine and it crashed
over an embankment and into a creek,
turning turtle and pinning Cook' be-
neath it.

Residents of the vicinity say they
heard an auto horn blown at intervals
for about a half hour but as it was
late and it is customary for autoists
to disturb their slumbers no persons
investigated.

A farmer on his way to town Tues-
day morning passed the spot and saw
the automobile lying in the creek.
Cook’s body, except his face was cov-
ered by the water and when the body
was dragged forth it wa9 found Cook
had been dead for many hours. It is
believed he died of exposure. He had
been pushing the button which sound-
ed the horn until he became too cold
to use his fingers.

CONSTANTINOPLE FOR TURKS

Russia Relinquishes Claim for Warm
Sea Harbor As Peace Price.

Petrograd—The provisional govern-
ment has announced relinquishment of
its claim of Constantinople and a
warm sea harbor as part of Russia™
price for peace, as previously stated
by the bureaucratic regime, and dis-
claimed any policy of territorial ex-
pansion.

ACT UNDER M’ADOO’S ORDERS

Vessels Now In American Ports Are
Declared to Have a Tonnage of
About 600,000—Flower of
Teuton Empire's Marine.

New York, April 6.—Federal officials
seized German merchant vessels that
took refuge in Atlantic' ports at the
beginning of the war, almost Imme-
diately after congress passed the reso-
lution declaring a state of war be-
tween the United States and Germany.

V.S.—Teutonic War News

President Wilson’s advisers at Wash-
ington have decided to press congress
at once for authorization for launching
the grgat $3,500,000,000 military plans
of the administration and $2,000,000,-
000 or $3,000,000,000 to the entente.

Cuba is at war with Germany. At
7:16 Saturday night President Meno-
cal affixed his signature to the joint
war resolution passed unanimously by
both the senate and house at Havana
without a dissenting voice being raised.

The German cruiser Cormorant, in-
terned in the harbor of Guam, has been
blown up by its crew, the navy depart-
ment announced at Washington.

More than 500 German spies and
sympathizers are ensnared in the great
dragnet the department of justice hour-
ly Is drawing closer. More than 500
arrests have been made. From every
section of the United Strtes there
cyme reports of additional arrests and
raids on offices and residences in which
more evidence of plots against Ameri-
can lives and property were found.

There will be no labor troubles,
such as have harassed the belligerent
nations of Europe, in the United
States during the war. At the joint
meeting of the council .of national de-
fense and its advisory commission at
Washington, Samuel Gompers, presi-
dent of the American Federation of
Labor, and a member of the commis-
sion, made the pledge in behalf of or-
zanized labor.

A united western hemisphere against
Germany. That is the aspiration and
aim of President Wilson. Every na-
tion of Latin-Amerlea will be required
to show its colors. Either it must de-
clare war against Germany or observe
a policy of friendly neutrality toward
the allied powers. Otherwise it will
be under grave suspicion of harboring
designs inimical to the cause to which
this and Europen nations are commit-
ted.

Auto Licenses Net Large Sum

During the first three months of this
year the. state collected 11.-194.0S1.29
in automobile license fees, the largest
quarterly receipts in the history of the
state.

Of this tptal $17,019.85 was in spe-
cilal fees, while the balance was reg-
ular.

Adding the money collected for
1917 lieenses dqring the months of
November and December, 1916, the to-
tal to April 1 for the 1917 licenses
amounts to $1,377,566.86.

An apportionment between the
counties ofr origin will be made of
what has been collected so far this
year by the auditor general and the
state treasurer in a few days. Ot the
total \$558,430.53 will go to the coun-
ties and the balance to the state high-
way department.

The counties get no share of the
special fees, which accounts for the
fact that their share is not the eiact
one-half of the amount collected.

Although
now after nearly three years of Inces-
sant strain even the Teutonic rail-
roads are lapsing into chaos, the fact
remains that they have astonished the
world -by their precise and deadly ef-
ficiency of operation.

American Idea railroads In Germany
are often Nvlthout objective.  Along
the borders of Flandprs stretch for
miles tradks which in days of peace
seemed to have no reason for exist-
ence. When war came they were the
highways over which artillery, mu-
nlitions and men were hurried to bat-
tle.

The success of Germany’s operations
against Russia in Poland has been
largely due to the network of her rail-
roads near the Polish boundary. For
many miles the Russians were not Id
touch with their own borders, while in
the meantime the armies of the cen-
tral powers were being quickly moved
over Intersecting lines of traffic. The
Germans were able to advance so far
into France because of their seizure
not only of Belgian lines but of the
very heart of the French Northwest-
ern railroad.
