TEUTONS EVADE BRITISH WATCH

N ine  M erchan tm en  and T w o  B r it is h  
D e stro ye rs  A re  P re y — No A id  

G iven  D ro w n in g  S u rv iv o rs .

London—Two British .destroyers and 
nine unarmed merchantm en was the 
toll which two extraordinarily swift 
and heavily armed German commerce 
raiders took In a North sea battle 
last week, according to an announce­
ment made by the British admiralty.

The traditions of the British navy 
were fully sustained by the two Brit­
ish hornets of the seas—the Mary 
Rose and the Strongbow. Outranged 
by the raiders’ guns, outspeeded, they 
went into battle and fought to a finish 
with their formidable antagonists— 
two pigmies against giants. Eighty- 
eight officers and men perished on the 
Mary Rose and 47 on the Strongbow.

The two German raiding ships slip­
ped out of their harbor in the dark. 
They sped north, scouring the seas 
for merchantmen bringing supplies to 
England. Somewhere between the 
Norwegian coast—far to the  northern 
boundry of the North sea—they came 
suddenly on a fleet of Norwegian and 
Swedish m erchantmen, convoyed by 
the two British destroyers.

No E ffo rt  M ade to  S a ve  S u rv iv o r* .

The battle was furious, but unequal 
from the start. The attack  of the 
British ships, however, enabled three 
of the neutral merchantmen to escape. 
When the British destroyers were 
sunk, the Germans promptly proceed­
ed to their assault on the unprotected 
and unarmed m erchantmen. Five 
Norwegian and three Swedish ships 
were sunk at once—without examina­
tion of their papers, without warning, 
and without any regard for the lives 
of passengers and crews aboard them. 
Then the two m arauders, fearing arri­
val of British patrol boats, turned tail 
and.,fled. Not an effort wa6 made to 
rescue survivors who struggled In the 
water.

Two British vessels attracted by 
the sound of the gunfire, later picked 
up 30 Norwegians and others. A 
Christiania dispatch added that the 
admiral commandant of the Swedish 
navy had reported the rescue of 37 
persons “from Norwegian and Swedish 
ships"—presumably survivors of the 
same German sea victims.

$100,000,000 BASE IN FRANCE

U . S . W il l  B u ild  G ian t Depot to Sup p ly  
T ro o p s  a t F ro n t.

W ashington—W ork of building an 
Immense ordnance depot and arsenal 
base in France for the*American army 
will s ta rt soon. A contract for its 
construction has been awarded.

The great supply depot will be near 
the seaport "somewhere In France,” 
on a 8pot which has been turned over 
to the American forces for their ex­
clusive use.

Total oost of the enterprise will be 
about $100,000,000. it Is expected. Ma­
chinery for the arsenal is already be­
ing delivered. The cost of this equip­
ment alone is $6,000,000.

More than 1,000 miles of standard 
gauge railway will be built from the 
base to the sector of front occupied 
by General Pershing's army.

Engineering organizations, recruited 
largely from the staff of the Pennsyl­
vania railroad, already are in France, 
preparing for construction work. Pay­
ment for the work will be on the basis 
of cost plus 10 per cent.

W ashington—A new method of rais- 
ng future draft arm ies has been an­

nounced by the war department.
It involves many and important 

changes in the original system. As ex­
plained at the office of the provost 
m arshal general, the plan is designed 
to put the right man into the right 
place at the right time.

It means the examination of every 
registered man who has not already | 
been sent to camp, including those ! 
who were exempted from the first 
draft. In practical operation, it will 
probably mean a general exemption 
during the next draft of nearly all 
married men or men who have depen­
dents of any. kind.

After an official statem ent, signed 
by Maj.-Gen. E. II. Crowder, provost 
marshal general, had been issued, 
there was a farther explanation of 
the new plan by one of his aides, 
giving an idea of how it will be put 

, into operation.
| D iv ided  In to  F iv e  C la sse s .
i The registered men will be divided 
. into five classes.
| In class one they will place all men 
who can most easily be spared for 
military duty. This wiU Include men 

I with no persons dependent upon them. 
Men with wives and families who are 

jnot dependent will not be exempt per 
' se. although it is 'expected that raar- 
'ried  men. generally speaking, will not 
! go into class one. Men who are not 
'skilled workers In any particular oc­
cupation , or who are  not skilled work­
ers in any particular occupation, or 
who are engaged in an occupation not 
necessary to the prosecution of the 
war. will go Into class one.

In class two the local board will 
place the men who are  slightly less 
preferable for military duty, such as 
men with partial dependents and those 
who are skilled in certain needed oc­
cupations.

In class three, will be placed the 
men who are highly skilled operatives 
or who have persons utterly, depen­
dent upon them, such as aged parents 
or, small children.

In jcla8a four will go the men who 
are  the last to be taken for military 
purposes, those who may have large 
families who would be left destitute if 
the breadwinner should be taken away 
or who are  absolutely essential factors 
in war work.

In class five will be grouped men 
who will never be called for military 
service, such as cripples, mental or 
moral defectives, criminals »and the 
like, or persons whose physical unfit­
ness is manifest even without exami­
nation. This is the discard class. No 
man who is placed in it will ever get 
into the army.

COUNTRY FACES SUGAR FAMINE
H o ove r W a rn s  T h a t  Shortage  M akes 

S a v in g  Im p e ra tive .

Chicago—Formal warning was iss­
ued here Saturday on instructions 
from the office of Herbert C. Hoover, 
food administrator, th at a sugar fam­
ine is upon the country and that the 
moment of America's first self-denial 
in the m atter of food has arrived.

The warning sta tes that manufact- 
urers using sugar in their products 
are closing down and th at thousands 
of persons are  threatened with tem­
porary loss of employment. Individ­
uals as well as dealers are  called up­
on to do with the absolute minimum 
of the product. It was announced that 
as the Atlantic sta tes have the great­
est scarcity that beet sugar from the 
west will be rushed first to that 
section.

When these five classes are estab­
lished by the local boards, all over the 

i country, the war departm ent will be 
ready to proceed with the business of 
raising the second draft army. Men 
in class one will be summoned first 
for physical examination and no class 
two man will be taken in any draft dis­
trict until the entire roster of class 
one is exhausted.

While there is no way of obtaining 
accurate information at this time, it is 
believed that few men outside of class 
one will be taken in the next draft 
of 500.000 men, which is expected to be 
called into service next spring.

From its new* position the fleet is 
so situated that it may make a dash 
for the gulf of Finland around the 
western Esthonia coast or. if menaced 
by attack from the greatly superior 
Grman units, take refuge again in the 
waters of Moon Sound and play hide 
and seek with the enemy.

Meanwhile the Germans haver land- 
ed forces on theHEsthonia coast, press­
ed back the Russian right wing slight­
ly and occupied the western portion 
of the W erder peninsula.

Lansing.
Camp Custer men have already be­

come experts in the famous a rt  of 
camouflage.

Field artillery batteries have been 
concealed in the fields close to divi­
sional headquarters so cleverly that 
they are not noticed by scores of 
camp visitors.

S trangers in camp wander close to 
a  network of trenches, emplacements, 
gun pits, sleeping quarters and bomb­
proof shelters, without ever discover­
ing them. There are  now some excel­
len t examples of the best kind of 
camouflage.

Nearby is a pretty  little copse, 
which really is a “manufactured” 
thicket to conceal a  regular wartime 
shelter for three and six-inch guns. A 
whole battery has been concealed from 
imaginary aeroplanes.

From this are  narrow underground 
passages to the sleeping quarters of 
th e ' men. ammunition and storerooms, 
and other d®)artments. These under­
ground rooms all have two or three 
separate entrances, some a  consider­
able distance away. All of this work 
has been done by the new men at 
Camp Custer after the latest styles 
d irect from France.

S e le cte d  Men On W a y  South .
Selected men of ths Eighty-fifth di­

vision a t Camp Custer began moving 
south Monday to aid in filling to war 
strength divisions a t Camp Pike, Lit­
tle  Rock. Ark., and the Michigan-WIs- 
consin division, a t Waco, Texas. The 
movement will continue until 6 ,000  
have gone.

According to word received from 
Waco, Texas, the men on their arrival, 
will be distributed among companies 
from their home cities as nearly as 
possible and will be regarded ns volun­
teers.

General L. C. Coveil, commander 
of the Michigan Brigade a t Waco says 
th a t 3,000 men will not bring the di­
vision to full war strength, and there 
is question as to how the vacancies 
will be filled.

R o ad s to Cam p to B e  Im p roved .
Following a mass meeting of Battle 

Creek citizens, prompted partially by 
a report that Kalamazoo was prepared 
to spend $1,000,000 on roads and street 
car lines to get a share of Camp Cus­
te r  business, 200 Battle Creek busi­
ness men wrung a promise from the 
Calhoun county board of supervisors at 
M arshall to give Immediate attention 
to improving the highways. .

The Stringham road, connecting Bat­
tle Creek with the camp will be im­
proved at once and plans were laid 
for the building of two perm anent 
highways to the cantonm ent—a $45,000 
paved way to replace the improved 
Stringham  road next spring, and a 
$50,000 cement highway on what is 
known as the Territorial road.

The total cost will be more than 
$100,000. The dity . county and state 
a re  now buildinig a third highway on 
what is known as the Harmonia road.

Negroes Go to Custer October 27
Michigan’s Negro troops will be call­

ed to Camp Custer October 27. orders 
to  the division commander from W ash­
ington advise. It is understood that 
the Negroes will be sent in advance 
of the rest of the second contingent, 
but of this there is no official noti­
fication.

The Negroes, some 600 strong, will 
be provisionally part of the 160th de- j 
pot brigade. Since 300 men will be 
sent east to be trained for special | 
duty, there will be two companies o f 1 
Negroes under Lieut.-Col. E. A. Frye, 
quartered and acting as part of the 
depot brigade. Officers have been tern- i 
porarHy assigned for the training of 
these troops.

The colored troop, as it has up to 
now when officially designated, will 
have more officers than the ordi­
nary company of the depot brigade, 
being practically up to war strength 
a s  regards commissioned men. At 
present there are a dozen soldiers in 
the troop. ,

These men have been accepted and 
equipped, and drilled as a squad, and 
th eir  officers say th a t they have learn­
ed rapidly and will be able to help 
w ith the new men arrive.

Michigan Troops Being “Gassed.”
U nder the direction of war experts, 

tra ining of the Michigan soldiers at 
. Gamp McArthur, Waco, Texas, is ad­

vancing rapidly.
Among the poison gases that they 

will be called upon to Ja ce  in the be­
ginning of the course is the death-deal­
ing “laughing gas.” Victims of this gas 
a re  thrown Into spasms of laughter be­
fore succumbing to  i t  Other gases 
th a t  will be loosed on the Wol­
verines are  fosline, chlorine and prus­
sic  add .

Foreigners Get Degrees of U. of M.
The degree I of m aster of arts was 

conferred on four representatives of 
America’s allies a t the annual convo­
cation exercises of the University of 
Michigan. Those honored are  Col. 
Thom as H. Goodwin and C ap t John 
Gilmore, of the  British medical Ber­
rio s ; and  CoLl C. U. Dercle and Maj. 
Eduard R ls t  of the  French medical 
service. All four are  assisting in an 
Investigation into the sanitary equip­
m en t' of the various new arm y canton-

Drafting Aliens Causes Trouble.
The relation of the alien to the so 

lective draft has suddenly loomed as 
vitally important in Michigan and at 
the rate  things are going there will 
be many Americans, far down in the 
lists who consider them selves safe 
from actually "being called.” who 
may yet have to go to Camp Custer.

Camp Custer now holds a number of 
aliens, dll of whom, according to the 
local boards, were certified only after 
they had been cautioned that unless 
they practically volunteered they could 
not be held. But the friends of these 
men on the outside are  now working 
tooth and nail to get them  out.

They have gone so far that from 
Washington have come direct orders 
to the sta te  officials to investigate 
many cases. The war departm ent has 
evidently acted on representations 
made by ambassadors.

Under the original ruling of the war 
department, aliens, providing they did 
not ask. exemption on th at ground, 
were to be certified. This was changed 
so that all local boards were cautioned 
to see to it absolutely th at the men 
were Informed of their rights. This 
the Michigan boards say they did, but 
now many of the aliens are  having 
their cases reopened on the ground 
th at a t the time of their appearance 
before the boards tftey “did not under­
stand what was going on.”

Cafes At Waco Under Ban.
As a result of investigations by gov­

ernm ent surgeons, which included 
poking into kitchens and ice boxes of 
all eating houses, a t Waca, Texas, a 
half dozen restaurants were put under 
an absolute ban because of unsanitary 
conditions. No soldiers are  permitted 
to patronize these places for the pres- 
ent. «

The edict extended to cOTimandlng 
officers as well as privates. But when 
the reason was given this order was 
not difficult to enforce.

One of the places barred has been 
popular with officers, also with sol­
diers who did not care to stre tch  their 
$30 a month over the entire 30 days.

These inspections will be made at 
irregular intervals and any hotel or 
restaurant found wanting will have 
no soldier trade. Any man who eat3 
at any of these places will be placed 
under arrest.

Another order forbids the use of 
veal by the soldiers of Michigan and 
Wisconsin. This followed the illness 
of 50 members of the 126th regiment 
who had eaten veal too young for 
food.

Food conservation p lays-a t a r t  In 
the order also.

Arrangem ents have been made to 
supply the men who are  doing night 
guard duty around the cantonment 
with hot coffee a t midnight.

Camp Custer’s edition of “-Trench 
and Camp” has been put out* by the 
Y. M. C. A. This is a weekly paper, 
distributed free to the army men.

One of the pathetic sights in camp 
is the old Civil war veterans who 
come and gaze with longing eyes on 
the young fellows as they drill. They 
would all be there if they could.

Signs of a previous war at Camp 
Custer were picked up when Capt. 
Guy Nash, adjutant of the 330th ar 
tillery. found a nicely made flint ar 
row head in front of his quarters.

A million pounds of hay—one-third 
of the stock on hand—was destroyed 
by fire at Camp Custer. Major Robin­
son, who discovered the fire, said that 
it seemed to puff up suddenly from 
the middle of the 3.000,000 pound hay 
pile a t the remount starion. One of 
two explanations was offered—spon­
taneous combusion or incendiarism.

G overn o r T e l l s  Pu rp ose .

Gov. Albert E. Sleeper, in a pro- 
clamation addressed to Michigan 
housewives when the organization 
work of the campaign had been gotten 
fairly under way, stated the  purpose 
in words as succinct and significant 
as it can be stated. This is what ho. 
said, after .mentioning the dates, now 
established as Oct. 28, to Nov. 3, In­
clusive:

"During thi3 week duly accredited 
agents of the United States food ad­
ministration will visit every home in 
the United States with a view to ob­
taining the signatures of housewives 
to cards which pledge the signer to 
<jo-operate in a  nation-wide food con- 
servation endeavor. Michigan will be 
Canvassed thoroughly, and it is the 
hope of every patriot that our state 
shall make a  showing equal to the 
best. You a re  earnestly requested to 
give these canvassers a courteous re­
ception and a  moment of your time. 
They have a  few days only iu which 
tp canvass your community, and they 
\Aill be brief and to the point.

“They will explain that the object 
Pf the conservation campaign is to 
save food stuffs th a t can be sent 
abroad for use of our soldiers and to 
Kelp feed the starving populations In 
countries that have been made the 
theatre  of a hideous war which, with­
out our defensive cooperation in con. 
tribution of men, money and food will 
certainly be brought to our own 
doors.”

There was more of it. but the ab- 
i solute necessity of patriotic helpful­
ness in the kitchens of the homes In 
this sta te  is sufficiently indicated by 
the above.

Y ou  A re  A sk e d , Not Com m anded.

Please take note of the general 
tenor of the governor’s words. It is 
an appeal, not in any sense a com­
mand. You. the housewife or Michi. 
gan, are ASKED, not commanded, nor 
cajoled, not even entreated, lo do 
your “bit”. The case is stated, merely, 
in direct common sense ternfn, and 
the expectation of response is obvious.

Campalgn a Test of Loyalty*
If the United States were an auto­

cratic country there woald he no pop­
ular appeal for the conservation of 
food. There would, be an a autocratic 
food control. The mailed first would 
rule in  the kitchen. Imperial food 
decrees would be enforced a t the  point 
of the  bayonet. Bnt ours Is not an 
autocratic country. Food control is  in 
the hands of the  people themselves 
and It is to the people th at the food 
adm inistration has appealed In the 
food pledge card campaign.

H erbert C. Hoover, term ed this ap­
peal an unprecedented adventure in 
democracy—an adventure th at will de­
term ine whether a  democratic form 
of government is fitted to engage in a 
death grapple with an autocracy.

If soldiers are  to fight they must be 
fed. F or the past three years our 
allies across the sea have been taking 
the men from the farm and factory 
and sending them to  the firing line. 
Each man sent m eant one less who 
could be relied upon to help produce 
the  food that “Will win the w ar/;

selves. It is NOT expected th at Mich­
igan people are  to go hungry th at they 
may help to feed others. Such a  thing 
would not be desireable If it could be 
expected. Furtherm ore It will never be 
necessary, as the food clnservationists 
believe, if the proper method in the 
use of foods is universally observed. 
T hat is the nub of the  situation — 
the adoption by a vast majority of 
households throughout the country of 
a certain system.

N ot N e c e ssa ry  to 8 t ln t

The best name for the proposed 
system, undoubteiy, Is SUBSTITU­
TION.

W hat will be asked of Michigan 
housewives during the coming week 
is a  pledge to substitute certain foods 
for others. Conservation, a saving of 
food stuffs, is  to be effected, in the 
main not by cutting down the 
use of food but by using here a t 
home good food th at cannot with ad­
vantage be sent abroad, thus releas­
ing for export, foods that can be sent 
abroad. And it is “food th at will win 
the war”.

Mr. Prescott, in his proclamation, 
gave a general indication of what the 
substitutions a re  to be. He points out 
that the four prim ary needs of the ar­
mies are meats, wheat, flour, sugar 
and fats—milk products, mainly.

C o m  C anno t Be Sh ipped .

“W e cannot ship corn,” he says, “It 
will spoil in tran sit by heating. We 
can send wheat, and i t  is one of the 
staples on which all peoples depend. 
Let us, then, substitute rye, buck­
wheat and corn for wheat upon our 
tables. Beef and pork are the meats 
upon which our allies fortify them­
selves for the terrific endeavors of 
trench warfare. By our observation 
of m eatless days *we can Increase the 
supply which is being send abroad. 
Fats are  indispensible for the pro­
duction of explosives. Let us save 
fats by boiling instead of frying in 
order that more lard may be sent 
overseas. Liberal use of vegetable oil 
is recommended.”

The women of this country a re  the 
real food experts. They are  the real 
food adm inistrators. Nobody knows 
th a t better than the men and women 
who have been organized as an army of 
appeal to enlist the women of the 
country as an army of subsistence in 
the waging of war for democracy. It is 
readily believed that they will have 
the willing assistance of their house­
holds in their opportunity or service. 
A man who would ’’kick" about the 
quality of a nutritious meal planned 
and perfected by a patriotic wife in 
her country’s servic<£>would he a 
mighty poor patriot, 'Any housewife 
whose efforts are not properly sec­
onded by fbe lord of the house can 
tell him just that and jjnow th at s ta  
has public opinion a t her back.

Well Organized for Campaign.

The 
upper peninsula campaign is being 
conducted from a  branch office in 
M arquette.

F lint—William Coltelo, 23 years old; 
Henry Frase, 32 years old; Virgil 
Hale, 25 years old, and John Dutka, 
25 years old, were badly burned about 
the feet and legs when they dropped 
a large container of sulphuric acid 
which they were carrying in a local 
factory.

Olivet—Notwithstanding the soaring 
prices of all foodstuffs, the steward 
of Shipherd hall, Olivet college’s dor­
mitory and dining hall, finds that it 
will be possible to furnish board to 
the 150 students taking their meals 
there a t las t year’s rate  of $14 a 
month.

Camp Custer, Battle Creek—August 
Kempienen, a private in the second 
company of the 160th Depot Brigade, 
killed himself by slashing his throat 
with a razor. No reason is known 
for his act. but the circumstances lead 
to the belief that he was temporarily 
deranged. His death makes the sixth 
in camp. All the others were from 
disease, and all but one from disease 
contracted before entering the army.

Paw Paw—Rev. A. O. Carman has 
retired from the M. E. pastorate here 
to assist his aged father on a farm 
near Potterville.

Grand Rapids—More than 400 Pol­
ish recruits, most of them Falcons, 
have left here for Canadian training 
camps. They will en ter their own 
army in France soon.

Hillsdale—The county W. C. T. U. 
In session a t Pittsford voted against 
sending cigarettes to soldiers, many of 
whom are  learning to smoke for the 
first time, speakers declared.

Benton Harbor—Higher pay for 
Michigan Baptist m inisters was asked 
in a  resolution adopted here by the 
sta te  Baptist convention. The resolu­
tion declares th at such action is nec­
essary because of the rising cost of 
living.

Pontiac—Excited by talk of war. 
John Mathewson, 12 years old, left his 
home and is believed by his parents 
to have started  with a playmate for 
Cam p' Custer. Other boys say that 
before he left he planned "to kill 
the kaiser.” 0

Olivet—Despite the increase in the 
cost of food Shipherd hall, a dormitory 
of Olivet college, will board 150 stu­
dents for $14 a month, the price given 
in last year's catalogue. Possession 
by the college of a 130-acre farm, 
from which is obtained dairy products 
and the purchase of other products in 
large quantities some time ago, has 
made this possible.

Benton Harbor—W hat is believed to 
have been an attem pt a t the life of 
Charles K. Farmer, commander of the 
second battalion, Michigan naval mi­
litia, occurred as the official was pre­
paring to leave for the great lakes 
training station where he was to re ­
port. Farm er was standinig on the 
back porch of his residence when a 
bullet whizzed over his head and was 
imbedded in the wall behind him.

Monroe—County road work will stop 
soon as the stone quarry has received 
notice the railroad will furnish no 
more cars.

Kalamazoo—Charles A. Parcells, of 
the department of labor, issued an ap­
peal for pickers in the grape vineyards 
of Van Buren county. The crop is go­
ing to waste from lack of pickers to 
harvest the fruit, he says.

Grand Rapids—One unidentified wo­
man was killed and 14 persons were 
injured when a street car was struck 
by a Grand Trunk freight train at the 
Sweet s tree t Crossing. Aaron S. Lee, 
a Civil war veteran, was fatally hurt.

Pontiac—The high cost of living has 
bit the jail and Sheriff Green has re­
quested the supervisors to raise the 
daily board allowance for prisoners 
from 50 to 70 cents each. He also 
wants a drawing account of $600 a 
month instead of $150.

Gentlemen:

A suggestion came to me today 
from Grand Ledge which leads me to 
believe tha t  the committee in your 
town, :which is preparing fo r a Fikes 
revival would like to have you learn 
from me something about the  Itaan 
and his work. The news has gtone 
out from Portland th a t  there were 
377 converts here, and th is  is correct. 
How such results were accomplished 
may be of interest.

F irst, Dr. Fikes has an excellent 
business organization, which is en­
tirely  proper. He applies modem 
business methods to his work, which 
is also proper. He is entirely differ­
ent from the average evangelist, be­
cause he does not hold his m eetings 
in a church, b u t gets a place down 
town, where people who would not 
exert themselves enough to go to 
church, or who may have other rea­
sons for preferring  not to  do so, may 
drop in without effort. He stops al^ 
a hotel a n J ’looks, talks and acts like* 
a business m an to the people with 
whom he comes in contact. I t  is 
only on the platform  of the taber­
nacle th a t  he appeal^ like a revival­
ist, and even there his work is differ­
e n t than  the generally accepted style. 
He is a splendid speaker and he talks 
plain common sense. He doesn’t  a t­
tack pny of the institutions of the 
town, or any of the people, bu t he has 
a way of putting  it  up to his hearers 
so they decide fo r  themselves. His 
personality has fnuch to do w ith his 
success, fo r none who talk  with him 
doubt his sincerity. He has talen ts 
which would bring him in a much 
g rea te r income than  he gets for his 
work in the evangelistic line. Thi* 
disposes of the m ercenary side and 
of argum ents which are  often heard 
th a t  revivalists a re  in the work for 
the money they get out of it. His 
business system  gets people to his 
meetings and people of the  so rt whom 
he is try ing  to reach. Then he does 
the rest.

When he first came to  town the 
Review feeling th a t  i t  was a good 
cause gave support in the way of 
publicity, bu t from  th a t  tim e on he 
got on the first page, every week be­
cause he was the b iggest story we 
had and you will find th is  the cas* 
when he comes to Grand Ledge.

While 377 actually became con­
verted—went forw ard and expressed 
a church preference—his work was 
even wider in scope, for many who 
considered themselves good, moral 
citizens, have paused to  take  inven­
tory. People who did' not attend  
his meetings have fe lt their influence. 
.We have people here who do not be- 
lievg in revival meetings, b u t none 
are  claiming th a t  the Fikes series 
was a mistake. On the con trary  all 
concede th a t  the town ismuch better 
off, m orally and religiously speaking, 
for his coming.

I am glad to comply with the sug­
gestion referred to above, fo r  while I 
had formed some idea of his work 
through perusing i the St. Johns pa­
pers while he was in th a t  town, I 
found, when he came here, i t  was. 

I did 
not attend many of his meetings, but 
I saw the crowds filling his tab er­
nacle twice daily and came in contact 
with the earnestness of the people 
who were daily attendants and it 
gives me pleasure to  w rite you these 
impressions, thus produced.

IMPROVEMENTS 
ARE NOT TAXED

Western Canada Does Not Tax 
Stock or Improvements but 
Collects an Additional Tax 
From Land Speculators.

Owners of uncultivated lands In

to either sell his land to a  settler or to 
cultivate lt himself. At present a sur­
tax  of a few cents an acre Is levied 
against all wild land, so th at the own­
er of land held in Its natural state, 
without Improvements, Is contributing 
more taxes to the government than the 
owner of a farm  th a t  Is cultivated and 
even Improved with buildings and 
stock to the value of thousands of dol­
lars. In order to encourage the farm­
er to Improve and to go Into stock rais­
ing, he Is not charged one cent of taxes 
on any of his improvements, Imple­
ments or stock of any kind.

As a result of this surtax on un­
cultivated or speculatively held lauds, 
the owners are now trying to sell them 
to actual settlers, and. In nearly every 
Instance, have been offering on very 
easy terms of payment, usually a quar­
ter down, and the balance extending 
over a term  of years a t prices much 
lower than their productive value 
would warrant.

Ajworid-wide shortage in farm stuffs 
has given a new value to all agricul­
tural products and the margin of profit 
today is greater than ever in th e  past. 
I t is true labor end Implements have 
Increased In price, but i t  is now pos­
sible to secure 50% profit In  farming, 
and higher. Possibly not on the $100 
to $200 an acre farm  lands but on land 
that can now, under existing condi­
tions, be purchased a t from $15 to $80 
per acre, \yestern Canadian farm 
lands are as productive as any In the 
world and con be as economically 
farmed.
