BANKS AND STORES THROUGH.
OUT COUNTY COLLECTING
ON PATRIOTIC PLEDGES.

GREAT PRAISE GIVEN TOWNSHIPS

Generous Support In May Campaign
Wat Much Appreciated, Says
Secretary.

A convenient plan for the payment
of Patriotic Fund pledges in the vari-
ous townships of Wayne county has
been worked out by the executive
committee of the fund. Banks: or
stores in practically every town in
the county have consented to act as
connection agencies for these “mercy
dollars” and have been provided with
official receipt books.

This plan makes it unnecessary for
subscribers living in the townships
to go all the way to Detroit to make
their payments. They may still pay
at Patriotic Fund headquarter's; 100
Griswold street, Detroit, when they
are visiting the city, if they prefer, or
may mail their remittances to head-
quarters, but it is expected the ma-
jority of these subscribers will avail
themselves of the opportunity of pay-
ing in their own districts.

Because of the remarkable showing
made by the townships in the May
drive, when, these districts, exclusive
of the big down-river plants, contrib-
uted over $250,000, the executive com-
mittee of the Patriotic Fund felt that
these communities were entitled
equal consideration with the city.

“We want the people of Wayne
county to know that we appreciate
their generous support in the Patrio-
tic Fund campaign,” said W. J. Nor-
ton, secretary of the fund. “Our
county organization, under E. W.
Yost, gave a splendid account of it-
self, and w®© feel that it is our duty
to back up that organization by facili-
tating collection of the money bo will-
ingly subscribed as far as possible.
The bankers and other business men
of the townships have shown a fine
spirit in consenting to act as collec-

tion agents for the fund. This co-
operation on their part will save
many thousands of dollars for the

use of the Red Cross and other war
relief agencies participating in the
Patriotic Fund, which otherwise
would have to be spent for postage,
clerical help, etc. In this way we
will be able to keep the expense of
administration down to a minimum,
and we expect that practically 100 per
cent of the money subscribed will be
devoted to the humanitarian purposes
to which our organization is dedi-
cated.”

Proper Treatment
of American Flag

Prepared by National Committee of
Patriotic Societies.

When the colors are passing, the
spectator, if a man, should halt if
walking, arise if sitting, and un-
cover, holding the head-dress oppo-
site the left shoulder with the right
hand. A woman should stand atten-
tion as the flalg passes by.

When the flag is waving from a
stationary flag-staff or pole it is not
saluted with the hand.

In decorating, the flag should never
be festooned or draped. Always
hung flat. If hung with stripes hori-
zontal, Union should be in upper left
comer If hung perpendicularly,
Union should be in upper right cor-
ner.

When the flag is carried in parade
or when crossed with other flags, the
Stars and Stripes should always be
at the right.

The law specifically forbids the use
of and representation of the flag in
any manner or in any connection with
merchandise for sale.

The flag should be raised at sunrise
and lowered at sunset. It should not
be displayed on stormy days or, ex-

cept under fire of the enemy, left out.

Although there is not
authoritative ruling which compels
civilians to lower “the flag at sun-

down,, good taste should impel them
to follow the traditions of the arm

and navy in this sundown ceremonia?/.
Primarily the flag is raised to be
seen, and secondarily, the flag is

something to be guarded, treasured, |

and so tradition holds it shall not be
menaced by the darkness. To leave
the flag out at night, unattended, is
proof of shiftlessness, or at least
carelessness.

On Memorial da?/ the flag should
be displayed at half-mast from sun-
rise until noon, and at the peak from
noon until sunset. It should on be-
ing retired, never be allowed to touch
the ground.

When the “Star-Spangled Banner”
is played or sung,,uncover, stand and
remain standing IN SILENCE, until
it is finished.

Applause at the conclusion of the
“Star Spangled Banner” is out of
place.

Worn out and useless flags should
be destroyed by burning.

A flag torn and frayed by the wind
and weather should "never again* be
hoisted until it has been repaired.
This is a regulation of both army and
navy, and should also be followed by
all civilians.

AFAYETTE, we are here.”

In these simple words. Gen-
eral Pershing gave eloquent ex-
pression to the thought that
'America today is but paying
her debt to France.

The words of General Pershing were
spoken as he stood at the tomb of
Lafayette, French aristocrat by birth
but democrat at heart, who gave hls
own services and fortune to the cause
of American independence and wad in-
strumental in bringing from France the
aid that turned the tide In favor of the
revolutionists.

Those of the present generation who
are not familiar with early American
history are apt not to realize the mag-
nitude of the debt which the United
States owes to France and to the mem-
ory of the gallant Lafayette. In the
dark hours before the dawn of free-
dom for America, France poured forth
her men and money in quantities that
were In those days most Impressive.

It Is not generally remembered that
France ‘furnished more troops than
America at the battle of Yorktown,
where final victory was won for the
struggling colonists.  In that battle
there were engaged 8,500 militia un-
der Gen. Thomas Nelson, 5,500 conti-
nentals under Generals Washington,
Lafayette and Alexander Hamilton and
7,000 French under Rochambeau, be-
sides the French fleet of nineteen ships
at anchor In the York, commanded by
De Grasse. Altogether, the total mil-
itary, naval and transport service
which France sent to our aid In the
American revolution amounted to 47,
980 men and 99 vessels of war and
transports.

Gave Money ae Well as Men.

France, moreover, advanced to the
depleted treasury of the revolutionists
the equivalent of $50,000,000, without
Interest, a loan or gift which she has
never claimed. Furthermore  she
agreed, and adhered absolutely to the
compact, that she would ask no share
In such territory or booty as might be
Incident to victory. This agreement
was the more remarkable In view of
the fact that England had but a short
time before taken the richest of French
possessions—the Dominion of Canada.

And it was almost wholly due to
LaTayette that this Invaluable uld was
given by France to the new republic.

At the time of the declaration™* in-
dependence of tfe United States,
Lafayetjg was only in hls nineteenth®
year. Hls life had been one of efi6e
and luxury. His family was among
the most eminent In France. He was
a nobleman with the title of marquis.
He never had encountered those Influ-
ences that usually lead people In the
fight for democracy. But, as If it were
a vision calling him Lafayette saw the
new spark of liberty struck In the
West. The greatest fight of the world
was being fought for the greatest Ideal
In the world.

The youth of nineteen realized this,
and in the fight he was determined to
take part. He made known hls Inten-
tion, but lie was forbidden by royal
command to leave France. He escaped
to Spain, and from there aboard u ves-
sel he had purchased himself sailed for
America. He landed In Charleston
and set forth immediately to oongress,
which was then in session at Phila-
delphia.

Congress at First Lukewarm.

Hls name and fame had preceded
him, yet such was the unsettled state
of affairs that when Lafayette went to
Philadelphia congress was at first luke-
warm concerning him. Some of the
members could not sense the zeal and
devotion of a man who had come 3,000
miles to fight in a cause not hls own.
There had been a contract signed In
Paris through which Lafayette was to
have the rank of major general in the
American army. Even the wise Frank-
lin, however, did not realize to the full
the worth of Lafayette at this time,
for In a letter of advice he speaks of
the distinguished rank and family of
the young soldier and hints that on ac-
count of the fact that he had a lovely
wife and had left such surroundings
at home that it would be well not to
place him In any danger unless there
should be some unusual emergency.

When the meaning of the self-im-
posed mission of Lafayette did dawn
upon our forefathers recognition soon
came. The rank of major general was
conferred and it proved no empty title.
Washington had gone to Philadelphia
to consult with congress, and he and
Lafayette, meeting for the first time
at a 'dinner, began that friendship as
proverbial as the affection between
David and Jonathan.

Lafayette was then not of age, boy-
ish in appearance, and had never stud-
ied English until he began hls seven-
weeks’ voyage across the Atlantic. His
zeal for liberty was such and there

Enlisted Aid of France.

Part of the year 1779 was spent by
Lafayette in France, where he did so
much to get substantial aid from tho
French government, which was then
In actual war with Great Britain.

That victory ultimately rested upon
the American standards was largely
dne to those activities In Paris, for the
coming of the French fleet was a de-
riding factor in the long and unequal
struggle for American Independence.

Lafayette was received with affec-
tion and admiration by those who bad
so bitterly opposed hls going from
France, and he gained support even
from the powerful Noailles, father of
the Marquise. On Lafayette’s return
to America Washington sent him In
1781 to operate against Benedict Ar-
nold In Virginia. ~ After Cornwallis
came wlth|*,500 more men Washing-
ton showed hls confidence In the young
general by continuing him in the com-
mand. Lafayette was near Richmond
when Cornwallis started for him.

With
4,000 men he gave
battle to Cornwallis
at Albemarle and sent
him In retreat to
Yorktown. The sur-
render of Yorktown
soon followed, and
Lafayette stood by the
side of Washington
when  the  British
forces laid down their
arms. He received the
thanks of congress
for hls part in this
campaign, which
brought triumph .at
last to the cause of
American  Independ-
ence. He returned to
hls native land with
the love and respect
of a people who re-
vered him as second
only to Washington
himself.

Throughout the
eventful  years in
which  France was
forming the ideals of
republicanism on the
ruins  of an order
which  had  passed
from earth the mar-
quis was one of the
architects of this new
fabric. To hls native
conceptions of liberty
he had added Ideals
To Lafayette France
owed Its flrst declaration ot rights
drawn In the revolution. To JIm
it owed Its tricolored flog, the.
red. white and blue as that which Slor-
Iflea our own Stars and Stripes, under

hich Major General Lafayette, U. S.

.. fought for the existence of a na-
tion of American freemen.

In the present struggle for the wrest-
ing of the world from the grip of an
avid Attila Americans, British and
French are shoulder to shoulder at the
front. How our General Lafayette
would have enthused and gladdened at
the thought! The quarrel of the Amer-
ican colonies, many historians show,
was not with the people of England but
with a Hanoverian king who acted
against the counsel of the wisest states-
men of British birth. The Instinctive
love of fair play which is implanted in
the Englishman rebelled at the thought
of a colonial taxation without represen-
tation.

Lafayette’s nttitude to the English
was revealed when, while visiting hls
uncle, the Marquis de Noailles, then
ambassador to the Court of SL James,
he declined all Invitations to visit ar-
senal# and shipyards, believing that by
so doing he would be taking an unfair
advantage of a nation whicbh was to be
his foe throngh the stupidity of a rul-
er who could not and would not under-
stand.

His home In Paris after the close of
the \tar of the revolution became a
place of rendezvous for both English
and Americans.

“Since the war is over and we have
won It,” he wrote to General Wash-
ington in 1788, “I have. | confess, an
extreme pleasure in meeting English
people. Either as a Frenchman, or a
soldier, or an American, or a mere In-
dividual, I find myself without embar-
rassment in the presence of that proud
nation.”

There could have been no gentler
acts of courtesy than those which he
did when Cornwallis had surrendered
at Yorktown; for he had the highest
opinion of the British commander as
a man. and, as he modestly wrote Corn-
wallis, “held him in high esteem.”

Long before there were hands
stretched across the aea between this
country and England, Lafayette, the
American general, was doing much to
bring about a reunion of the two na-
tions which are brothers of one blood.

The ejead bodies were seized by two
nen, one at the head and the other at
the feet, and thrown into the ditch.
Corpses were handled exactly as was
a board to be used In building a bridge.

event of a cavalry attack. An old
major of Infantry, with white hair,
took command. Our unit was placed
with the Infantry, but our “brave” of-
ficers disappeared suddenly. To them
the defense of the fatherland was the
business of a private.

Our instructions were as follows: In
the event of a cavalry attack, every-
thing must be quiet.

track of the time entirely. Nobody
knew whether It was Monday, or
Wednesday or whether It was the fifth
or tenth of the month, This condition
became more and more general, Sol-
dlers never know the day of the week;
one is just like another, Saturday,
Sunday or Thursday.

We stopped to rest at noon on a
large farm but were obliged to wait
in the rain for the field kitchens. Mean-
while we helped ourselves. We shot
one of the cows grazing Inthe meadow,
cut open the hide without bothering to
drain the blood from the carcass. Then
everybody cut off a piece of meat, still
warm, which was fried in a pot cover
or eaten raw with a little salt by a
great many of the soldiers, This KllI-
ing of cattle was repeated almost dally
by the soldiers acting without orders
from their superiors. As a consequence
they all got stomach trouble from eat-
ing meat which was too fresh without
bread or vegetables. In spite of this
the practice was continued. If a sol-
dier became hungry during a pause In
the marching and found a pig, cow or
lamb, he shot It, cut out a piece for his
own use, and let the rest spoil.

Under a burning midday sun we
marched on amid clouds of dust, along
a road used by munitions columns and
other units, which never gave the dust
ah opportunity to settle. In all the
fields which we passed, fugitives had
set up their camps, where they lived
like poor homeless gypsies. Many came
up to us and begged for scraps of
bread.

We marched without resting till late
In the evening and at about nine
o’clock we approached the city hall
of Sommepy. In and around Som-
mepy a battle had started. We were
ordered to take a part of the north-
west section of the city. It was al-
ready dark and once more we halted.
The fields all around us were covered
with dead. In the middle of the streets
were French batteries and munition
columns. Horses and drivers had been
killed.

After a ten-minute rest we started
again and In double-quick step ap-
proached a little forest, in which dis-
mounted cavalry and Infantry were
engaged with the enemy In a desperate
hand-to-hand fight.

As a subterfuge we threw ourselves
Into the place with blood-curdling yells.
We succeeded In the darkness In reach-
ing the enemies’ rear. The surprise
attack was a success and the French,
startled by our yells and by the at-
tack, threw up their hands and sur-
rendered. Mercy was not shown them
by the infuriated cavalrymen.

Whenever there appeared to be any
letup of the slaughter of the disarmed
soldiers by our men new horrors were
enacted under the commands of the
officers, who kept shouting, “No quar-
ter, slaughter everybody.” Such were
the- orders of our distinguished offi-
cers. We pioneers also had to take
part In this cold-blooded murder of un-
armed men, who had thrown down
their arms when they realized the fu-
1tllity of further resistance. Our offi-
cers took care this time, as In many
learlier and later instances, that there
should not be many prisoners taken.

The pioneer has a sidesrm which,
according to the law of nations, must
not be used because the back of this
sidearm consists* of a three-millimeter
sharp steel saw. ,In peace times'the
pioneers are not drilled with the bayo-
net because this sldearm should be
used only for the special duties which
the pioneers perform—but the law of
nations Is not the law of Prussian mili-
tarism.

We were obliged to use the saw from
the beginning of the war. It was In
opposition to all the laws of humanity.
When an enemy had this saw In his
breast and the victim had long since
stopped evei-y effort of resistance and
an effort was made to try and remove
the deadly steel from the wound an In-
stant and horrible death retalted.
