Wilson Declares U. S. Witt Not
,Consider Peace Until Foe
Is Crushed.

Mount Vernon, July 4—That George
Washington an<J his associates spoke
and acted/not for a class, butfor a peo;
pis and .that it haa.been left fer us to
seeto it thatitshall beandersteod that
they spoke and acted, not for a single
people only, but for ail mankind and
were planning that men of every class
should be free and America a place to
which men out of every nation might
resort who wished to share with-them
the rights and privileges of free men,
was the gist of a speech delivered by
President Wilson at Washington’s
tomb today.

In the course of his address the pres-
identasserted that in the present world
stzaggle the. peoples of the world find
themselves confronted by a
group of nations who speak no com-
mon purpose but only selfish ambitions
of their own and by which none can
profit but themselves and whose people
aje fuel in their hands.

Text of Address.

The text of the president's. speech
follows:

“Gentlemen,of the Diplomatic Corps
and My Fellow. Citizensl am happy
to draw apart with you te this quiet
place of old counsel in order to apeak
a little of the meaning of'this day of
our nation's Independence. The place
seems very still and remote. It la as
serene and untouched by the hurry of
the. world as it was in those greetjdaya
long ago when General Washington
was here and held leisurely conference
with the men who were "to be associ-
ated with him in the creation of a na-
tion. From the gentle slopes, they
looked ont upon the world and‘saw It
whole, saw it with the light of the fu-
ture upon it, saw It with modern, eyes
that turned away from a past which
men of liberated spirits could no longer
endure, it is for that reason that we
cannot feel, even here, In the Immedi-
ate presence of this sacred tomb, that
this Is a place of death. It was a
place of achievement A great promise
that was meant for all mankind was
here given, plan and reality. The as-
sociations by which we are here sur-
rounded are the Inspiring associations
of that noble death which Is'only a
glorious consummation. From this
green hillside we also ought to be able
to see with comprehending eyes the
world that lies about us and should
conceive anew the purposes that must
set men free.,

“It Is significant—significant of their
own character and purpose and of the
influences they were setting -afoot—
that Washington and hi* associates,
like the barons at Runnymede, spoke
and acted, not for a clasts but for. a
people. It haa been left for us to see
to it that it shall.be understood that
they spoke and acted, not for a single
people only, but for all mankind. They
were thinking, not of themselves and
of the material interests which cen-
tered In the little groups of landhold-
ers and merchants,and meq of affairs
with whom the®: ware accustomed, to
act, in Virginia and the colonies to the
north and south of her, but of a people
which wished to be done with classes
and fecial interests and .the author-
ity of men whom they had not them-
selves chosen to rule over them. They
entertained..no .private. purpose, da-
aired no peculiar, privilege.

Sought Freedom for All Men.

Settlement Must Be Final.

“There can be but one issue. The
settlement must be final. There can
be no compromize. No halfway de-
cision would be tolerable.  No half-
way decision is conceivable. These
are the ends for which the associated
peoples of the world are fighting and
which must be conceded them before
there can be peace: L The destruction
of every arbitrary power anywhere,
that can separately, secretly and of Its
single choice disturb the peace of the
world; or, If It cannot be presently de-
stroyed, at the least its reduction to
virtual impotence.

“2. Tha settlement of every question,
whether of territory, of sovereignty, of
economic arrangement, or of political
relationship, upon the basis of the free
acceptance of that-settlement by the
people Immediately, concerned, and not
upon the. baits of the material interest
or advantage of any Other nation or
people which may desire a different
settlement for the sake of its own ex-
terior- influence or mastery.

"S. The consent of all nations to be
governed In their conduct towards
each other by the Bame principles pf
honor and of respect for thd common
law of civilized society that govern
the Individual citizens of all modern
states, in their relations with one an-
other; to the end that all promises and
covenants may be sacredly observed, no
private plots or conspiracies hatched,
no selfish Injuries wrought with impun-
ity, and a mutual trust established
upon the handsome foundation of a
mutual respect for right

"4. The establishment of an organi-
zation of peace which shall make It
certain that the combined power of
free nations will check every invasion
of right and serve to make peace and’
Justice the more secure by affording a
definite tribunal of opinion tolwhich
all must submit and by which every
international readjustment that cannot
be amictLhly. agreed upon by the peo-
ples directly .concerned .shall be sanc-
tioned.

U. 8. Can Never Be Cr«ih”.

"These great objects can be put Into
a single BoAence. What we seek Is
the reign of law..baaed upon the con-
sent bf the governed and sustained by
«the organized opinion of mankind.

“These grant ends cannot,- be
achieved by debating and seeking to
reconcile and accommodate what

statesmen may wish, with thetr proj-
ects for balances of power and of na-
tional opportunity.  They can be
reached only by the -determination of
whatthe thinking;.people of. the world
desire trtth their longing; hope for.
Justice and for social free~cpkond op-
portunity. .

ITALIANS TAKE ENEMY PO08I-
TtbNS'IN ALPS WHICH. WERE
STRONGLY ENTRENCHED;
VFENNf ADMITS DEFEAT.

UAZ.HOLO&&MHS AGAINST

London—Success apparently has
crowned thA offensive of the Italians
to the mountains north of the Venetian
plains. Launched on Saturday, the
attack on the Austrian lines has gaiped
nigged.heights where the epemy was
strongly entrenched, and the fighting
goes on. Vienna admits a retirement
to "prepared positions,” which is the
expression used In official statements
to mean an enemy blow haa gained im-
portant ground.

After, three days of struggling in,the
mountains* the Italians are hammering
hard at the most powerful and threat-
ening positions of the enemy. They
have not only gained ground, but have
held it against desperate counter at-
tacks by Austro-Hungarian forces
which were mown down by artillery
fire and completely checked by Italian
infantry.

Detail maps of the area in which
-the fighting is going on do not Bhow
distinctly some of to®-Places men-
tioned in the official statements. The
Vienna admission that the new Aus-
trian line runs tfirough “Stemple
wood” is, therefore, without signifi-
cance, but as the positions held by
the Austrians before the Italian attack
began were above the forest line, Jt
would seem’'Hie enemy had been ousted
from the higher ground and placed at a
disadvantage in the fighting to come.

An official statement issued at Ber-
lin claims 191,454 unwounded Allied
prisoners have been captured since
March 24. Of these 94,939 *ere Brit-
ish, *89,099 French and the rest Portu-
guese, Belgians and Americans. Six
Allied gbnerals and 6,200 officers are
said to have been taken by the Gei*

U. 8. Army Corps In Line.

Washington—Resumption of the
west front is xexpected momentarily
by army officials here. General Per-
shing's reports, as well as French and
British advices from the front have
shown increasing enemy activity day
by day, indicating Germans are pre-
paring for another assault.

There Is great stir and movement
among Germans before American lines
around Chateau Thierry. Part of the
drive may be directed against this
front in a renewal of the thrust at
Paris through the Compiegne gateway.

If so an army corps of American
troops stands Bhoulder to shoulder
with the French again to blook the
road.." The corps organization plan,
however, calls for six.divisions, four
combatant and two replacement, and
with the necessary artillery unite and
other additional troops, the total
strength of a corps would be nearly
220,000 n\®n- Undoubtedly, General
Liggett has all the elements necessary
for his corps if his organization is
complete.

At 12 odoek. midnight we were
alarmed and halt an hour later were
on the march. The cool night air felt
ggpd, and despite our weariness, we
made rapid progress. Toward four
o'clock in the morning we arrived at
Cheppy. It had been completely plun-
dered. We halted here for a brief
rest and watched preparations being
made for the execution of two frac-
tireura. They were two little farmers
who had supposedly concealed a
French machine gun with its crew
from-the Germans. The sentence was
executed in such a way that the peo-
ple were shown who their real- rulers
now were.

The little town of Pogny, located
midway between Chalons-gur-Marne
and Vltry-le-Francois, fared no bet-
ter than Cheppy, a fact which we dis-
covered when we entered there at nine
o’clock.

We were now considerably neater
tee spot where the guns were roar-
ing, and retiring of wounded and the
munition columns showed ns that? west
of Vitry-le-Francois, a terrible battle
raged. At four o'clock In the after-
noon, we arrived at Vltry-le-Franceis-
after a forced match. The city was
filled with wounded, but the town It-
self was not damaged. The battle must
hive been going badly for the Germans
because we were ordered Into action
without being given any rest. We were
within three kilometers of the hattle
line, when we came within reate of
hostile fire, a terrific hall of shells tore
uirgrery fbot of ground. Thousands
o” corpses of Geipnan soldiers Indi-
cated at what enormous cost the Ger-
mans had brought up all available re-
serves. The French did everything
they could to prevent the Germans
from getting the reserves Into action
and Increased the artillery fire to un-
heard-of violence. it seemed Impos-
Bible for us to be able to break through
this barrage, “e saw hundreds of
shells exploding every minute. We
were ordered to.run the gauntlet of
this hell In single file.

Lying prone upon the ground, we
saw how the first of our men. at-
tempted to pass. They ran, unmindful
of the shells bursting around them, like
madmen; others were burled under
ground thrown up by thje high-power
explosives, or torn-by shrapnel or gren-
ades. Two men had scarcely reached
the line when a.weU-directed shot from
a gun of a large caliber burst directly
at their feet When the smoke cleared,
there was no trace of the men.

'You can imagine the feelings of
those whqlay on tee ground not 100
feet away -WKpessing this spectacle,
and waiting, their turn.

French. Before the first ammunition
and other relief supplies reach us wfe
will all be killed.”

Up to this time we had trusted
blindly In the Invincible strategy of our
great general staff. Now It was brought
home to us on aH sides that the
French were fighting at home, close
to their greatest source of supply, and
had- excellent railroad connections at
their disposal. Further than that the
French maintained a terrible artlljery
fire from ~gurg of far greater caliber
than we believed they owned. This led
ns to [he conclusion that they were oc-
cupying positions which had been pre-
pared for a long time. Yet we believed
that the picture painted by the artil-
leryman had been too black. We were
soon to know better.

As we approached the enettiy’e
trenches, we were met with a heavy
machine gun ffre, and In double-quick
step hurried to the temporary Iprotec-
tion of hastily thrown up dugojots. A
hard rain had set In. The field around
us was covered with dead and wound-
ed. Even our trench was filled with
wounded, which made Its occupation
by the defenders difficult. Many of
the wounded men were paralyzed from
lying on the slimy ground. All were
without bandage* They begged for
bread and water, but we had none for
ourselves. They pleaded piteously, Just
for a scrap of bread. Many of them
had lain In this Inferno for two days,
without having eaten anything what-
ever.

We wcwrscgreety established “when
the French attacked en rpasse. The oc-
cupants of these trenches, whom we
had re-enforced had already repulsed
several of these attacks. They urged
us to shoot and fired wildly themselves
.inte’the ranks of the advancing masses.
We responded to the exhortations of
the Infantry officers: “Fire, fire hard-
er, harder!”

We fired until the barrels of our
guns became red-hot The enemy
turned. The victims- of our fire &

JT realized finally that this man bad
lost his reason. A man passed bring-
ing ammunition and 1| asked him to
fetch the commander at once. The of-
ficer arrived, accompanied by an Infan-
try lieutenant | met-them and report-
ed that my neighbor had been firing ou
the wounded, talking nonsense, and
undoubtedly was Insane. The lieuten-
ant stepped between us.

The lieutenant nodded to me. He
tried to take the gun from the man.

Our trench was filled with several
inches of water and underneath that,
mud. In this morass lay dead and
wounded, thrown together. It became
necessary to make room and so the
dead were thrown over the ramparts.
At one oclock in the night men game
with stretchers and took away some of
the wounded, but for those wretches
lying In No Man’s Land there was no
help.

CHAPTER VI

To complete our misery, we received
orders during tbe night to attack the
French at 4:15 In the morning. We
made our preparations under a pour-
ing rain. Promptly at 4:15 we went
over the top, jumping over corpses and
wounded men. We ,were forced to re-
tire before a hail of machine gun fire,
and sustaining a large number of un-
necessary casualties.

Hardly had we regained our trenches
when the French attacked us. They
came within three meters of our trench,
and here their nttack broke down un-
der our fire. They too had to retire
with fearful losses.

Three times In two hours the Erench
attacked, always wtfh heavy losses
and no results. We were at our wit’s
,end. Unless help came »<oon It would
be impossible for us to hold the posi-
tion. We were tortured by hunger and
thirst as well as being wet to the skin
and were so exhausted that we could
hardly stand.

The Freneh troops, held In con-
temptby the Germans before the
war, halt the .Prussian military
machine on the second and third
days of the battle of the Mime
and the German line breaks un-
der the terrific assaults of the’
French. A fierce struggle for the
possession of a German battery
is described In the next install-
ment.
