Although the  w rite r  is  now here 

-among us and m any will h ea r his 
lecture th is  evening, we feel th a t  tins 
le tte r  is  so in teresting  th a t  i t  will be 
read  w ith g re a t  pleasure by  our 
readers:

“Somewhere in France,”
June 29, 1918.

Plymouth Mail,
Mr. Lawrence Samsen, Editor, '  

Plymouth Mich.
My D ear Mr. Samsen:

M ay I  have the  privilege of send­
ing a  few  lines to  Plym outh friends 
through the* medium of the  columns 
of your splendid pap er?  W hen I 
came “ over here” I  hoped to  w rite  
frequently  to  Plym outh friends, but 
the  life has been so strenuous th a t  
th is  hope had to  be abandoned. Long 
hours requiring  'g re a t  stren g th  and 
infinite patience has broken down 
m any a  m an and  woman in  th is  work. 
F ortuna te ly  fo r  me I  had stored up 
enough surplus beef through the 
feeding of Plym outh people to  las t 
m e  through the  try ing  work^ in  De­
tro it, and th e  testing  process “over 
here.” I  say “testing  process” be­
cause i t  is ju s t  th a t  and one’s ta len ts  
and deficiencies show up very quick­
ly. '  You cbme to  know one very 
soon th rough  an  unnamable some­
th ing  about th is  w ork which gives 
you th eir  caliber and fiber. I t  has 
been m ost in teresting  to  w atch the 
grow th o f some as they  rise  to  the  
emergency, and the  subm erging of 
others who have not th e  “stuff’ to 
“m ake good.”

There a re  so m any th ings th a t  are 
in teresting  th a t  one scarcely knows 
where to  begin, and he certainly can­
not tell i t  all in the  space of one le t­
ter. I will l if t  ju s t  a  few  pages 
from  my experiences.

Let. me tell you of the g rea t day 
we had on Memorial Day. In  the  
m orning there  was a  g rea t parade to 
the  cem etery where more th an  fifty 
of our boys lie buried. Soldiers, Red 
Cross, Y. M. C. A., Y. W. C. A., Sal­
vation Arm y, French officers and 
civilians gathered about the graves. 
Hym ns were sung and Lead, Kindly 
L ight as a solo. A chaplain made a 
speech and a  French officer respond­
ed. The French have a  way of say ­
ing a  g rea t deal in a  very few words. 
Here is his b rief but splendid speech: 
“W e welcome your dead alongside of 
our own comrades in arm s and in 
graves. To the honor of America, the 
United S tates has decided to take  its 
own share in th e  g r§ at fight of 
France and her allies to obtain more 
justice and liberty  in the world. 
W ith your whole power, with all 
your heart, you came to help us and 
to relieve us. And so, on th is  Me­
m orial Day, a  French voice assures 
you th a t your feelings for your dead 
a re  faith fu lly  echoed in our hearts. 
Between you and us the  soul com­
munion is entire, and we cannot be 
indifferent to  anyth ing  th a t  is yours, 
e ither joy or sorrow. W ith those 
feelings of g rate fu l sym pathy, the 
medical service officers and the pupils 
o f ---------------- college come to  p a r­
tic ipate  in th is  rem embrance cere­
mony and m ake m ore evident by 
th e ir  presence the Franco-American 
brotherhood.” This eloquent speech 
was in  keeping w ith the impressive 
service. Many of us were moved to 
tea rs  by the  impressiveness of i t  all. 
Our hearts  w ent out to  .the loved ones 
of the boys whose bodies lie beneath 
the  sod of France. We thought also 
of our own dear ones, and were 
g ratefu l th a t  our lives had been 
spared thus fa r . The graves were 
decorated w ith flowers and flags, guns 
were fired and taps played, and the 
la tte r  was like a  glorious benediction. 
I  th ink the tap s  o f  our bugles is the 
m ost beautiful bugle call I  have ever 
heard. As i t  is sounded over the 
grave, indication of th e  la s t call on 
earth , the echo comes from  a  neigh­
boring hill as if  the  call had been 
heard on yonder shore and the soul 
was responding—the  echo is another 
bugler of course. I t  is  beautifully 
conceived and m ost im pressive in  its 
use. The French  do not lp o w  all 
th a t  Memorial Day means to  us, but 
they  have caught the  sp ir it of the 
day, and on th is  occasion did every­
th ing  in th e ir  power to  show their 
in te rest and sym pathy. Many of 
them decorated the  graves and others 
gave g rea t arm loads of flowers to 'o u r 
boys to use in  decorating the  last 
resting  places of their comrades. 
In  the evening I  attended a  g rea t 
patrio tic  ga thering  o f soldiers and 
had the honor of delivering th e  chief 
address. My them e was “The Power 
of Memory.” On th is  day 1 helped 
to  place a  program  w ith  speaker in 
every h tit in th is  area. I t  w as a  big 
task  and required much planning 
hard  work, h u t  we “p u t i t  across” in 
fine shape. I t  was a  g rea t day and 
one never to  be forgeotten.

This is a  wonderful country. I  am 
in one of the  m ost beautiful p a rts  of 
th is  land. H ie  scenery is m ag­
nificent w ith its  g re a t  hills covered 
w ith wonderful fo res ts  and its  val­
leys cultivated to  the  la s t foot of 
soiL As one looks upon a  g rea t ex­
panse o f territo ry , he m arvels a t  it 
all and  realizes th a t  the  hand of a 
g re a t  architect has planned and di­
rected its  creation. The roads are  
splendid and one m arvels a t  the  way 
they  have stood up under the  heavy 
traffic th a t  has passed over them  in 
tiie  p as t fo u r years. As you- look 
across th e  country your eye follows 
the  roadw ay which stre tches fo r 
miles like a  silver th read  between th e  
ta ll and s ta te ly  trees  which line both 
sides. J u s t  now the* fields and road­
sides a re  covered w ith  re d  poppies- 
They appear like  beautiful red drfU

__ _ Off" laughter
am ong th e  children. T here  id n o t  the  
happy lau g h ter to  which o ur ears  
a re  accustom ed w hen i n  th e  .presence
o f children.” I t  i f  true. I  have 
missed i t  and shall b e  g lad  to  h e a r  i t  
again. One incident w ill te ll you 
why. A refugee wom an w*& p u t on 
a  t ra in  on a  s tre tcher, and walking 
by the s tre tcher W es''a six-year old 
boy carry ing  and caring  fo r  a- four- 
days old tob y . He fere the  respon­
sibility  and was f a r  beyond his years
in experience and tria l. This is only 
one of the m any cases:

Our soldier boys! W hat a-fine lot 
they  are! W e m ay well be praud  of 
them all as they  a re  m easuring up 
to the  task  which th e  world has laid 
upon them . I love them  everyone 
and I  count it  the  g rea te st joy o f  m y 
life t o ' have been among ^them in 
France, and  I  come back to  sing  th e ir  
praises. Anyone who berates the 
American spldier does not know w hat 
he is talking; about. I  saw  tw o of 
our boys—M yron Beals and W illiam  
Cassady—and they  have lived up  to  
the  fine th in g s  I  have ju s t mentioned. 
I  have not learned how they  fared  in 
the  terrific ba ttle  in  which they 
m ust have had a  p a rt, as  1 saw them  
ju s t  before they  w ent up  in to  th a t  
section. I  expect tq  see Kenneth 
H arrison before I  retu rn . Harvey 
Sprifiger ^  have n o t been able to  lo­
cate. 5#It is a  m ost difficult m atter 
to locate our boys “over here.”

My task  has been a  big one, but 
one in which th ere  h as  been g rea t 
delight and satisfaction  o f souL I 
have had en tire  charge of th e  re ­
ligious activities o f th is  a re a  in 
which there  a re  tw enty points. W ith 
this as a  cen ter we go out a  radius 
of tw en ty  miles. D uring th e  week 
I  have .lectured and entertained, and 
on Sunday preached two and three 
tim es and sometimes more. The 
combination of speaking and organ­
izing has been a  splendid one in 
which to reach  thousands of soldiers, 
and also to do a  piece of construc­
tive  work th a t  will .live even a fte r  
I  leave it. The service I  have ren ­
dered is as nothing compared to  th a t 
rendered to  me. I  feel th a t  the 
g rea te st blessing and inspiration of 
m y life has  come to  me in  th is  work 
“over here.”

As I  am  w riting  to those who have 
been m ost kind to me I  feel th a t  they 
will be glad to know th a t  my work 
has been counted a  g rea t success. 
A few days ago a  message from 
Pafis  said: “You have done a fine 
piece of work in your' area.” To 
prove the sincerity  of th a t  statem ent 
Bishop Wilson, one of the g rea t men 
of the Methodist church who is “over 
here" to  m ake a  survey of th e ' re­
ligious work, was sen t to  my a rea  to 
learn w hat I  had done and then  go  
to other a'teas to  tell about it. He 
talked to me fo r over an hour one day 
hoping to get ipe to  stav/On in this 
work. He saicW “F&w men are 
capable of doing th? work you have 
done, and it is too bad you cannot 
stay  longer.” Then one of the head 
men came and said: “We are  very 
so rry  to see you go back to  the 
States; I f  you will s tay  you can 
have your choice of apy one of the 
three divisions and be the  divisional 
secretary of th a t  a rea .” B ut the 
hardest pull came when I was select­
ed as one of seven men to  go to Italy 
to organize the  work there. I t  is 
hard to give up the opportunity of 
seeing the wonders of th a t  country, 
and to do the g rea t work th a t lies be-

Soon the whole village was crowded 
with soldiers. After a rest of two days 
the regular nightly pioneer service was 
resumed. Every night we were sent 
to the front-line trenches to build wire 
obstacles. The French found us out 
by the noise required to set up the 
posts, so that we had fresh losses 
almost every night. We completed the' 
task df .setting up barbed wire entan­
glements in the sector assigned to us 
in about fourteen days.

CHAPTER XI.

We were once more aroused at 
eleven o’clock th at night, and with the 
utmost haste made ready to resume, 
our march. The night was pitch dark 
and the rain continued. At daybreak 
we passed the city of S t  Menehould. 
This had not been harmed. From here 
we turned to the east, closely pressed 
hy th e :French and in the afternoon we 
reached Clermont-en-Argonne. Once 
more we managed to get a rest of sev­
eral hours. Toward evening we pro­
ceeded again and maintained a forced 
m arch th rough 'the  whole n ig h t We 
were now more exhausted 'than ever, 
J« t could not halt.

The rain had stopped before ten 
o’clock In the morning a t which hour 
we le ft the road and made Camp. 
There was a  general sigh of relief, for 
th is  long-continued, wearing retreat, 
h a d  brought o u r troops into a state 
now-become unendurable.' We began 
to  dig ourselves In. Before our 
trenches^wers- even, half completed a 
literal hailstorm df shrapnel fell 
among u £  Oar looses were so great 
that It became impossible to  re mala. 
W ¥ received orders to  retire  a t one* 
W% matched over the fields until dark, 
when we. began' once more' to dig in. 
Wfc were bow n e a r  the Village' o f  Cer- 
fnajprai-DormoJs. I t  was pitch dark and 
a ''heavy fog lay over everything. Of 
th b  etoemy w e kfiew nothing. With the

period we rested by day, but a t night 
we went ont regularly. But our rest 
had many interruptions, for the enemy 
artillery bombarded the village regu­
larly. Tihs always happened a t cer­
tain hours, for Instance, In the begin­
ning, evfery noon from twelve to two 
o’clock, fifty to eighty shells fell In the 
village. Sometimes they were shrap­
nel, sent over by the field artillery. We 
soon grew accustomed to this, despite 
the fact th at soldiers of other detach­
ments were killed or wonnded dally. 
Once o r  tw ice during this noon bom­
bardment a  shrapnel shell fell, into o a f  
room and burst without doing much

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Night now came, yet no sleep nor 
te s t  was in sight. No one knew how 
much farther we would have to retire 
before there would be a respite. The 
■nfamfUwr surroundings indicated to 
u s  th a t wd were not returning over the 
road which we had traversed when, as 
victors,-' we marched to the Marne. 
W ith th is  and similar thoughts, horn- 
a fte r  hour passed. Some of ns ran 
along, o thers actually walked in their 
sleep. Our boots were filled with wa­
ter, yet we had to keep on. Thus the 
night passed.

The next morning troops of the 
main army were placed in the rear 
guard. They formed long columns’ 
which ’they opened to let us pass 
through, a fter which they closed 
ranks. We gave a sigh of relief, for 
we were a t last free of hostile artil-

lery fire. After marching about five 
more hours, we Joined a company of 
infantry which fortunately had saved 
Its field kitchen. I t  was not quite 
dark when we reached the village!-

H ere 'w e  were billeted in order to 
get . as  much rest as possible. But we 
all khew th at we could rest only as 
long ,as -the  rear guard was able to 
keep back the enemy. We were placed 
In the village school. Because of the 
shortage of provisions we were al­
lowed to use our tinned supplies, bat

trench, month afte r month, without 
gaining territory. The wounded, who 
lay in No Man’s Land between the 
trenches, were left to perish.

The French tried to rescue them un­
der the protection of the Geneva flag, 
the emblem of the Red Cross, but we 
only sneered a t  them and shot it to 
bits. The Impulse to shoot down the 
enemy surpassed every human feeling. 
The Red Cross flag had lost all its 
value for us when It was raised by the 
French. M istrust was nurtured among 

We were told that the enemy mis­
used the flag and th at we must shoot 
down the men that bore It.

We repulsed all a ttacks until they 
gradually ceased. We were now able 
to fortify our position, which we did 
with the greatest care, making It as 
strong as possible. Half the men re­
mained on guard while the other half 
deepened and widened the trenches. A 
lively fire was maintained continuous­
ly by both sides. The losses were very 
large. Most of the men killed were 
shot through the head, the trench pro­
tecting the remainder of their bodies.

Firing increased in intensity as 
night fell. Although nothing could be 
seen we continued firing all the time 
because we thought this would prevent 
the enemy from making any attacks. 
Through the nights munitions and ma­
terial were brought up and new men 
arrived. Great quantities of sandbags 
were sent us, which were filled and 
used as a protection against bullets.

The pioneers were relieved towaTd 
morning and gathered in a farmyard 
behind the firing line. The farm  had 
been spared by the cannon, and even 
all the stock remained. This booty 
was soon to be consumed. Several 
hundred soldiers came and a wild hunt 
ensued for ducks, chickens, geese, pig­
eons, etc. About five hundred of these 
were caught, afte r which everybody 
began cooking. Not fa r  away 80 cows 
and heifers were seized and turned 
over to the field kitchens. 9 a y  and 
grain were carried away, even the 
strawstacks and barns were torn down 
and the lumber used for firewood. In 
a few hours a beautiful farm  had be­
come a ruin and the proprietor a beg- 
gar.11 I had seen the owner In the 
morning, but he hajT suddenly disap­
peared with bis wife and children, and 
nobody knew where he was.

The next night we were sent into 
the trenches again. There was little 
to do, so we talked with the men who 
had re-enforced us from the Interior 
of Germany. They knew absolutely 
nothing of our retreat from the Marne 
and were astonished when we pictured 
to tliem the events of the last few 
days!

The following morning we left f ix e  
trench before daybreak and went into 
quarters a t Cemay-en-Dormols. We 
were billeted In the middle of the  vil­
lage In an abandoned house. Our field 
kitchens failed to arrive, so we pre­
pared ourselves a meal of fowl and 
whatever else we discovered. When-

were sow  falling regularly a t  eight 
o'clock In the  evening. They -were of 
heavy caliber. A t e ight o'clock prompt­
ly, when the firat shell, arrived, we left 
the town. There followed, in short In­
tervals, fourteen to  fifteen shells,, the 
“iron ration." W e believed th at the 
French cannon sending these sheila 
were brought up somewhere a t .n igh t

When we returned from our prome­
nade, as we called the nightly excur­
sion, we were sent to our places In the 
trenchep. There we were used- for ev­
ery! kind of duty. One evening we 
were called up to fortify a  farm taken 
from the French the previous day. We 
had to build machine guns and place 
them.

Our camp at Cernay-en-Dermols was 
continually under heavy bom bardment 
Finally rest became Impossible. The 
heavy-caliber shells struck the roofs 
of the houses and penetrated to the 
cellars. The civilians were taken away 
after several had been killed by shells. 
After about ten weeks in this country 
we-! were sent to another p art of the 
f rq n t Our destination was kept from 
us.

At the depot a t  Challerange we en­
tered a train  waiting for us. I t  con­
sisted of second and third class 
coaches. The train  rolled, slowly 
through the beautiful country, and for 
the first time since the w ar began we 
saw the light behind the front. All the 
depots, crossings and bridges were oc­
cupied by the m ilitary. Everywhere 
was activity. Long trains loaded with 
agricultural m achinery’ of every vari­
ety stood at the larger stations. The 
crew of our train consisted of officials 
of the Prussian s ta te  railways. They 
had traversed this country often and 
told us th at there was no agricultural 
machine in all occupied territory. The 
same thing happened with all machin­
ery of Industry th a t could be spared. 
Everywhere we saw the finest kind 
of machinery en route toXlermany.

a the evening we passed Sedan. 
Early the next morning we arrived at 
Montmedy. Here we had to  leave the 
train  and were perm itted to go to the 
city for several hours. Monrtmedy is 
the principal base of tbs Fifth  army, 
commanded by the crown prince. Enor­
mous stores of w ar m aterials were 
gathered here. Added to this there 
was the army field post institute and 
the executive offices of the railways as 
well as a  number of hospitals.

I t was very lively in Montmedy. 
Many wounded men were seen strol­
ling through the city and an especially 
large number of officers all a t home 
were attached to single etapes. In 
faultless uniform, carrying riding 
whips, they strolled around. This 
point was about thirty-five kilometers 
behind Verdun and one hundred kilo­
meters from our former position. As 
we marched away shortly afte r noon 
we suspected th a t we were being 
taken to the  neighborhood of Verdun

CHAPTER XIII.

After a march of 15 kilometers we 
reached the town of Jametz. Here 
everything was offered us by the In­
habitants. We were treated with cof­
fee, milk and meat. We went on early 
the next morning and in the evening 
arrived a t Damvlllers, where we heard 
th at we were about five kilometers be­
hind the firing line. The same evening 
we advanced to the little  village of 
Wavrille, which was our destination.

We took up our quarters in  a house 
which had been abandoned by its In­
habitants. We were attached to the 
Ninth reserve division and the next 
morning went to our position. Fifteen

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FOR 50 YEARS
Death of Jim Jordan Closes Ca­

reer of Picturesque 
Character.

HIS VICTIMS ARE MANY
Gold Brick Artist of Early Border 

Days, Who Stole Million, Dies
in Baltimore Hospital Dead 

Broke.

Baltimore, Md.—The death of Jim  
Jordan a t  the ripe age of seventy-five 
years in the Johns Hopkins hospital, 
has brought to an end the career of 
one of the greatest and most pictur­
esque swindlers th a t America has ever 
produced. Jordan  was not a  “yeg" 
o r a  “gunman” or a  “holdup man.” He 
played the confidence game in the 
early border days, when three-card 
monte was the center of attractions In 
the numerous gambling shacks in the 
West, and later sold “gold bricks” to 
the innocent tenderfoots. Toward the 
end of his career as  a  confidence man 
Jordan became a  poker shark. He 
crossed the Atlantic on the luxurious­
ly-equipped liners and never was 
averse to play a “quiet little  game.” 
He made a fortune estimated a t a mil­
lion during the half century he op­
erated as a confidence man, but when 
he died he ran  true to form and was 
broke.

Began Career as “Steerer."
Jordan served his apprenticeship un­

der “Canada Bill,” the most successful 
confidence man who roamed the W est 
during the early days. He first was 
employed as a  "steerer,” but showed 
such early proficiency th at he rapidly 
came to be full partner to “Canada 
Bilk" Jordan soon abandoned the 
monte game and went into the broad­
er and more lucrative field afforded 
by the “gold brick" Industry, and rose 
step by step to be one of the most suc­
cessful poker sharks th at operated on 
trans-Atlantic liners plying between 
New York city and European ports.

Jordan had a close call on the ill- 
fated Titanic, which was destroyed at 
sea several years ago. The swindler 
had been booked for passage and 
would have sailed had not the steward 
discovered his Identity.

Jim  killed two and perhaps three 
men in the  early days of the W est 
One o f his victims was “Bill” Mat­
thews, killed in Chicago. Jordan made 
a  run for it and reached California, 
but came back and was picked up by 
the police in a Chicago cafe. Jim was 
convicted and sentenced to 20 years in 
the penitentiary. He served four years 
when he was pardoned. Jim  then 
joined up with some railroad gamblers 
*ind went to Denver. Colo., where he

shot Cliff Sparks, an Innocent bystand­
er, In a  fight in a gambling house. 
They dldq’t  hang a man In those days 
fo r  m istakes and Jordan came clear.

“Sport*”  of Border Days.
In the early border days Jordan's 

name was known throughout the West. 
W ith his partner, “Canada Bill," head­
quarters were established a t  the  fa­
mous Marble hall, the rendezvous of 
“sports.”  They posed as farm ers and 
didn’t  need any makeup. During the 
LeadvlHe excitement Jordan  and sev­
eral of hla confreres organized a gang 
th a t worked the cattle ranch 
tear Denver, Colo. They secured a 

small ranch of. about forty acres that 
had a wide range extending into, the 
foothills. In  those days there were 
many Englishmen going to  the W est 
looking fo r ranch Investments and 
some of these visitors knew very little 
about W estern ways.

Jordan would get in touch with one 
of these tenderfoots and take  him out 
to his ranch where ho would round up 

o f cowboys, who would 
teach  "headquarters” ju st fo r  the  fun 
o f  trimming their g u est They would 
have a ff ik e  ranch superintendent and
a  fake  r a t  o f books, showing h o w -------

Fresh Beef Travels 
on a Rapid Schedule

Fresh beef for domestic mar­
kets goes from stockyards to 
retail stores within a period of 
about two weeks. Although 
chilled, this meat is not frozen; 
hence it cannot be stored for a 
rise in price.

A steer is dressed usually 
within twenty-four hours after 
purchase by the packer. The 
beef is held in a cooler at the 
packing house, at a temperature 
a Httle above freezing, for about 
three days.

It is then loaded into a refrig­
erator car where a s i m i l a r  tem­
perature is maintained, and is 
in transit to market on an aver­
age of about six days.

Upon arrival at the branch 
distributing house, it is unloaded 
into a “cooler”, and placed on

Use of Spray Is Recommended to 
Growers by Plant Patholo­

gists of M. A. C.

DISEASE IS SPREAD BY RAIN

Investigations by Experiment 8tatfon 
Disclose T hat July Rains Bring 

August Blight.

By DR. G. H. COON8, P lant Pstholo- 
glet Michigan Agricultural College. 
East Lansing, Mich.—The late pota­

to crop In Michigan Is In many sections 
the Important money crop. Growers 
who remember the disastrous losses of 
1912 and 1915 when the crop blighted 
badly and ro tted  In the field are  ask­
ing themselves “What abont the blight 
this year?" Indeed, the big question to 
be asked abont the Michigan tulter 
crop Is not a question of price, but 
one of soundness. Will the crop es­
cape the ravages of this most serious 
of all plant diseases or will one-fourth 
to  one-half of It ro t in the ground and 
In storage?

The "Weather holds the answer to 
this question. Late blight of potatoes 
Is a fnngoos disease and as such Is 
markedly Influenced by the weather 
conditions. T h e^  late blight fungus 
thrives and spreads In cool wet weath­
er. Hot, dry ?Mpsons while not so 
favorable for growth. of the tubers 
carry freedom from b ligh t 

Significant as Is the relation to 
rainy weather, yet it must not be 
thought th at the  coming of blight 
a chance affair dependent on this 
heavy rain or t h a t  P lant pathologists 
of. the Michigan experiment station 
have found th a t the relation of late 
blight epidemics to wet w eather \ Is a 
very definite one and they have learn­
ed how to predict when- late blight 
threatens the crop. This informa-

keeps tj»«. leaves in be tte r  working 
condition, they, explain.

Tbe farm er whose land to rlghf can 
get a Bumper yield If be will spray. 
H e should do- th is  consistently every 
year. He can jf ld  enough bushels to 
the acre to  more than pay for his la­
bor and m aterial. He has as well In­
surance against^ blight.

The question as  to  whether potatoes 
will blight or not is  answered. Watch 
the weather of July. If July Is cold 
and wet like It was In 1915, blight Is 
threatening. If Ju ly  Is a month of 
drought with rainfall belqw the aver­
age then there will be no blight.

We recommend spraying every year 
to men who are  specializing In pota­
toes and who know th at th e ir  soil Is 
capable of producing a good crop. For 
the ordinary field while safety comes 
from full preparedness It seems that 
our knowledge of weather relations 
lets us foresee the danger and fore­
stall it. ;

In 1912 and 1915. The distribution of 
blight In those years was found to 
be exactly th at of the  heavy rainfall 
areas—this might readily  be expected, 
b u t the  interesting and Important dis­
covery was m ade th at fee  rainfall th at 
determined blight was not th a t of the  
months of August and September In 
which the actual blighting and rot­
ting occurred, but was th at of Jufy.

The explanation of the relationship 
of July w eather to the blighting th at 
occurred In the la tter months is found 
in the life s to ry  of the fungus that 
is  responsible for the  wholesale dam­
age. The fungus causing late blight 
does notN live over In the soil, but Is 
carried to the fields In the tubers. 
Probably every lot of seed carries 
more or less of this fungous trouble. 
When the partially  blighted seed stock 
Is planted the fungus grows into the 
sprouts and first appears as a blight 
of fee  first leaves. Only a  plant here 
and  there  inf fee  fields Is affected. If 
fee  disease is to establish Itself In oth­
e r  p lan ts It m ust have wet conditions. 
From the original sources the blight 
spreads with every rain. I f  the rains 
a re  frequent it gets established 
throughout fee  h e ld /  I f  the perl->d is 
oae pf drought then the blight Is re­
stricted to fee  few plants Immediately 
arounffthe blighted sprouts.

The story of la te  blight is th at of 
many o t t e r  p lant diseases. The Ini­
tia l sources of Infection a re  few, and 
the severity o f  a ttack  hinges upon fee 
w eafeer of fee first half o f  the season. 
This w eather determ ines-w hether the 
fungus is to get an early s ta r t  or 
M L

As late potatoes a re  generally plant­
ed in Michigan. Ju ly  and early  August 
w ill m ake up  the first h alf o f fee  grow­

ing season. I f  the grower watches the 
w eather of this period be has the In­
dex which tells him whether blight has 
made a s ta rt or hot.

The treatm ent for late blight con­
sists In spraying the tops frequently 
wife homemade bordeaux mixture. 
This spraying Is recommended as a 
m atter of insurance against leaf dis­
orders of potatoes. I t  is good one 
season as well as another, declare the 
pathologists.

BREAD MA0E WITHOUT SUGAR
Two Processes 8ald to  Have Been

Worked Out by Milling Company 
of Kaneua City.

A method of making bread wife 
neither sugar nor malt has been 
worked out by a milling company of 
Kansas City, according to the Baker’s 
Helper. This process uses germ mid­
dlings, which are  ordinarily sold for 
live stock food. Seven pounds pf 
germ middlings are  weighed out for 
use with 100 pounds of flour, placed 
in a vessel and scalded with w ater. 
After i t  has stood for a short time, 
fee  resldium is strained out, and the 
w ater is used In making up the 
dough, adding as much w ater as Is 
necessary. Spenge made In this way 
without the use of sugar or malt 
Shows an increased, expansion, with a 
loaf of fine texture and exceptional 
flavor, a trifle whiter than when 
sugar Is used In baking. The process 
has been perfected in the milling 
company's laboratory, and is now be­
ing applied commercially. Another 
process consists In taking 5 per cent 
of the flour to be used in. the bread 
batch and let It stand for several 
hours in five times its volume of wa­
ter, af a uniform tem perature of 150 
degrees. This makes sugar unnec­
essary, but does not dispense with 
the desirability of using malt,

Army Makes Resord Meat Purchase.
Chicago.—The largest single order 

for bacon and canned meats in the 
history of the world—99.560,000 
pounds of bacon and 134,000,000 pounds 
of canned meat—has Just been placed 
by the Quarterm aster’s Department. 
U. S. A., for the American Army over­
seas. ; »

Louis F.j Swift, in commenting on 
this today; said the order will take 
the bacon from approximately 1,900,- 
000 hogs, ar.d If other work were 
dropped to produce It, would be equiv­
alent to the tdtal bacon production of 
the five largest Chicago packers for 
nearly five weeks. However, six months 
will elapse before delivery Is to be com­
pleted. Mr. Swift s a id :

“At the current prices on the day. 
last week, when -the purchase was 
made, the packers would pay the live 
stock producers about $80,000,000 for 
the necessary hogs and over $50,000,000 
for about 900,000 cattle required. The 
cattle will cost us twice as much, and 
the hogs two and one-half times as 
much as in the pre-war period.

The whole order will be made up be­
fore the first of the year, despite the 
fact that, even before this purchase, 
one-fourth of the packers’ facilities 
have been devoted to filling military 
demands. In order to get out the 
canned goods the packers will find it 
necessary to employ night and day 
shifts of eanners. Notwithstanding 
the fact (hat the products are  being 
rushed forward thus hurriedly, not a 
single complaint has been received on 
meats delivered to the armies abroad.

The five packers are  now killing 
about 360,000 hogs weekly to keep 
abreast of martial and domestic needs."

Hiram  M urray, one of the  oldest 
and m ost respected citizens of Canton 
township, died las t F riday  morning, 
A ugust 2, 1918, aged 81 years, 8 
months. He was the  son of Hon. 
and Mrs. A. Y. M urray, who were 
Michigan pioneers in  1826, tak ing  up 
then , from  the governm ent, the land 
which has alwds been home to  th is  
son. The present house was built 
toe  year th a t  he was bom . Their 
fam ily consisted of fo u r sons and four 
daughters of whom the  only one still 
surviving is Elizabeth M. Safford of 
'Plymouth.

H iram  M urray  was m arried in 1869 
to  Fannie Moore of Greenville, Mich., 
who died February  9, 1918. To them 
were born tw o daughters, Marian, 
who died in 1895, a t  the  ag e-o f 22 
years, and Alma, now Mrs. S. W. 
Spicer, with whose fam ily he has 
made his home in the  la te r years.

Mr. M urray’s re tirin g  disposition 
has kept him from  any  public life, 
y e t  he has been, through all the 
years, well known and loved in the 
community by reason of his industry, 
his s trictly  honorable dealings ana 
his kindly generosity. U nder his 
hand the  farm  prospered and success 
crowned his hard work. He was un­
sparing of himself fo r  his fam ily or 
for o thers who were in need.

His death came as  a  surprise to 
many friends as he had only been 
confined to  the  bed for th ree  days, 
ye t all had realized fo r several 
m onths th a t  he was rapidly failing 
m health, both m entally  and physi­
cally. The funeral was held a t  the  
home Sunday, Rev. Olivia J .
