au thority  of Secretary  Stanton. CoL 
Stockton was a  W est P ointer, and 
had served w ith  credit in  the Mexican 
w ar. T he  Sixteenth in  point o f  tim e 
was ahead even of the  E ight, winch 
s ta rted  fo r  the  Bouth eleven days la te r 
The Sixteenth was n o t numbered 
until. Michigan was anxious to  get 
all the credit she could fo r- th e  reg ­
im ents she furnished.

This regim ent w en t in to  the field 
on the 16th of September, 1861, with 
an aggregate  of 761 men. On the  
f irs t of Ju ly  its  records had borne 
the names of- 1,002 officers and en­
listed men. Encamped during the 
w inter a t  H all’s  Hill, V a., i t  moved to  
the  Peninsula, under McClellan, 
shared in the seige o f Yorktown and 
participated in the  severe engage­
m ents of Haqpver Court House, 
Gaines’ Mill and M alvern Hill. 
.Afterwards i t  fough t a t  the battle 
of Bull Run, and was posted in sup-’ 
p o rt of the  line of a rtille ry  a t  An- 
tietam . Then the  regim ent took p a r t  
in the battles of F redericksburg in 
1862 and Chancellorsville and Gettys­
burg  in 1863.

H aving re-enlisted., the  regim ent 
was again  m ustered in to  service on 
December 24, 1863, and  s ta rte d  for 
Michigan, Jan u ary  2, 1864. I t  was 
here furloughed fo r th ir ty  days. On 
F ebruary  17th, the  regim ent le f t  for 
the Arm y of the Potomac, going into 
w inter quarters a t  Bealton Station, 
where it  rem ained until May 1, when^ 
i t  m arched to  Brandy Station. The 
Sixteenth participated in , th e  ba ttle  
of the  Wilderness, afterw ards going 
into the  neighborhood of Spottsyl- 
vania C. H. A fter m inor engage­
m ents the  regim ent finally reached 
Tolopotamy Creek, near which an en­
gagem ent took place in which Major 
Robert T. E llio tt was k illed*• while 
leading the  regim ent. F inally  "the 
Sixteenth arrived in fro n t of P eters­
burg  on June 17, where i t  was em­
ployed in' the trenches until August 
16th. I t  participated in  the  move­
m ent on the Weldon Railroad on 
A ugust 18th, and rem ained in  th is  
vicinity until Septem ber 30, when i t  
took p a r t  ‘in the  engagem ent a t  Pee- 
ble’s F arm , Va., form ing p a r t  of the 
storm ing p a rty  which drove the  
enemy from  th eir  Works. During 
th is  engagem ent Col. Norvell E. 
Welch, the  commander of the  reg i­
ment, was killed. As he led the  a t­
tack he said, “ Here goes fo r  a  s ta r ,” 
by which he m eant th a t  he hoped to 
be promoted. _ However, the  ambition 
of the brave soldier was never to  be 
realized.

The regim ent lay in the trenches 
before Peeble’s farm  for a time. 
A fterw ards, in Jan u ary , 1865, i t  was 
in the trenches before Petersburg. 
I t  was subsequently engaged in the 
battles of Dabney’s Mill, H atcher’s 
Run, W hite Oak Swamp, Quaker 
Road and Five Forks. Following 
Lee’s arm y until its  surrender, it 
w a^ engaged w ith the  enemy a t  
Amelia Court House, H igh Bridge 
and Appomatox Court- House; and 
a fte r  .the surrender it  m arched to 
Sutherland’s Station, where i t  was 
stationed during the rem ainder of 
the  month. In  May the  regim ent 

•marched to  W ashington, D. C., a rriv ­
ing th ere  on the 12th, where, on the 
23rd, i t  participated in the  grand re ­
view of the  Arm y of the Potomac. 
Remaining in camp near W ashington 
until June  16, i t  was ordered to  
Louisville, Kentucky, where i t  
rived on the 21st, and crossed the 
river to Jeffersonville, Indiana, and 
was, m ustered out of service Ju ly  8. 
I t  left on the 10th for Michigan, a r ­
riving on the 12th a t  Jackson, and on 
the 25th w as paid off and disbanded.

The percentage o f m ortality  of this 
regim ent from  wounds, received in 
service was among the  highest, in­
deed it  is claimed to be the highest 
by some good authorities. A t Bull 
R uri'the decimation was terrible, and 
a t  G ettysburg tw enty  m en were 
buried in a  single grave. The loss 
was terrible also in -the Seven Days’ 
fight before Richmond.

Gaines' Mill and M alvern Hill. 
A fterw ards i t  fought a t  the battle  
of Bull Run, and was posted in sup­
p ort of the line of a rtille ry  a t  An- 
tietam . Then the regim ent took p a rt 
in the  battles of Fredericksburg in 
1862 and Chancellorsville and G ettys­
burg  in 1863.

Having re-enlisted., the regim ent 
was again  m ustered in to  service on 
December 24, 1863, and s ta rted  for 
Michigan, Jan u ary  2, 1864. I t  was 
here furloughed fo r th ir ty  days. On 
F ebruary 17th, the  regim ent le ft for 
the Arm y of the  Potomac, going into 
w inter quarters a t  Bealton Station, 
where i t  rem ained until May 1, when_ 
it  m arched to  Brandy Station. The 
Sixteenth participated in the  battle 
of the  Wilderness, afterw ards going 
into the  neighborhood of Spottsyl- 
vania C. H. A fter m inor engage­
m ents the regim ent finally reached 
Tolopotamy Creek, near which an en­
gagem ent took place in which Major 
Robert T. E llio tt was k illed '  while 
leading the regim ent. Finally -the 
Sixteenth arrived in f ro n t of P eters­
burg  on June 17, where i t  Was em­
ployed iff the trenches until August 
16th. I t  participated in the  move­
m ent on the  Weldon Railroad on 
August 18th, and rem ained in  this- 
vicinity until September 30, when it  
took p a rt ’in the engagem ent a t  Pee- 
ble’s Farm , Va., form ing p a rt of the 
storm ing p a rty  which drove the 
enemy from  their Works. During 
this engagem ent Col. Norvell E. 
Welch, the commander of the  reg i­
ment, was killed. As he led the a t­
tack he said, “ Here goes for a  s ta r,” 
by which he m eant th a t  he hoped to 
be promoted. However, the ambition 
of the brave soldier was never to be 
realized.

The regim ent lay in the  trenches 
before Peeble’s farm  fo r a  time. 
Afterw ards, in January , 1865, i t  was 
in the trenches before Petersburg. 
I t  was subsequently engaged in the 
battles o f Dabney’s Mill, H atcher’s 
Run, W hite Oak Swamp, Quaker 
Road and Five Forks. Following 
Lee’s arm y until its surrender, it 
wa^ engaged with the  enemy a t  
Amelia Court House, H igh Bridge 
and Appomatox Court- House; and 
a fte r  .the surrender i t  marched to 
Sutherland's -Station, where i t  was 
stationed during the  rem ainder of 
the m onth. In  May the regim ent 
'marched to W ashington, D. C., arriv­
ing there  on the 12th, where, on the 
23rd, i t  participated in the grand re ­
view of the  A rm y of the Potomac. 
Remaining in camp near W ashington 
until June 16, i t  was ordered to 
Louisville, Kentucky, where i t  a r ­
rived on the 21st, and crossed the
river to Jeffersonville, Indiana, and 
was, m ustered out of seiwice Ju ly  8.
I t  left on the 10th for Michigan, a r ­
riving on the 12th a t  Jackson, and on 
the 25th was p&id off and disbanded.

The percentage of m ortality  of this 
regim ent from  wounds, received in 
service was among the highest, in­
deed i t  is  claimed to  be the highest 
by some good authorities. A t Bull 
Ruri'the decimation was terrible, and 
a t  G ettysburg tw enty men were 
buried in a  single grave. The loss 
was terrible also in  the  Seven Days’ 
fight before Richmond.

W a r  T im e  S w e e t e n e r s
MERfCA has several excellent war time sweet­

eners that will be used largely during the 
shortage in the sugar supply. s

They are maple sugar, syrups, honey and 
molasses and may be used in preparing des­
serts and other dishes requiring sweetening..

When a cup of syrup-or honey is used 
to replace a cup of sugar the liquid in the 
recipes should be decreased one-fourth. 
One-third ef'a cupful of sugar is equivalent 
to one-third of a cup o f honey; a&>nt.one- 

half cup of svrup and about one-half cup of corn sugar. 
One-fourth of a cup of sugar is equal ’to about one-half 
cup of syrup or one-third cup of corn sugar. One table­
spoon of sugar is e<Jual to one tablespoon of honey, about 
one and one-half tablespoons of syrup and one and one- 
third tablespoons of corn sugar.

Sugar may be saved by the use of raisins, dates, figs, 
dried pears and fruit pastes used on the-^breakfast cereals.

Fruit marmalades, butters and jellies should be used 
to take the place of the ordinary sweetening at a meal and 
not as accessories to it. Fruits may be preserved without 
sugar. It may be added when sugar is more plentiful.

Preserving demands this$ear a thin syrup instead of a 
heavy syrup. * ^

If sugar is.used one-half of the amount may be replaced 
by another sweetener.

Drying is a means of preserving (without sugar) ap­
ples, cherries, strawberries and black caps.

When ready toxuse they may have added the needed 
sugar in the form of a syrup. When sugar is more plentiful 
fruit juices may be made into jellies* or may be used as 
fruit juices with or without sugar, as beverages, fruit 
gelatins and frozen desserts.

Fresh fruits supply the place of sugar in the diet. They 
should be used freely. Desserts where sugar is scarce 
may be made of gelatins, junkets, custards, puddings and 
cakes.

W hat can the woifaen of America 

do to help win this war? Two things 
a re  certain; one th at they can do a 
great deal and another that, ' unless 
tile w ar lasts ten years longer, they 
can never do so much as the French, 
English and Italian women have done, 
they can never suffer so much as the 
French, English and Italian women 
have suffered.

To me, returning to America after 
two years in the war countries, the un­
touched gayety of the American people 
came as a terrific shock. I  bad left a 
world as black and silent as night; a 
world in which I  had seen no dancing, 
a  world in which I  had heard no spon­
taneous laughter or—except In the case 
• f  m ilitary bands—no music. At first 
tha atmosphere of America was almost 
unbearable. I  was obsessed with the 

desire to get back to the allied coun­
tries, to suffer with them, rather than 
enjoy the comparative comfort of a 
comparatively unaroused America. 
The luxury everywhere appalled me. 
Those hundreds of motors gilding 
through our streets for Instance! 
Private motors have long ago disap­
peared from allied Europe. The beau­
tiful fabrics, the furs and laces, the 
gorgeous sport clothes and the daxzling 
evening dresses which still distinguish 
tha women of America.

Ban on Evening Ciothea.
The first time I  was Invited to a 

dinner party on my return, I  wore a 
long-sleeved high-necked gray-and- 
blaek gown and fonnd .myself a  wren 
among birds of paradise. No woman 
• f  France would think of wearing eve­
ning clothes. Indeed, both men and 
women are prohibited by law from ap-

lustrous s treets  with their 
rows of electric lights and their vivid, 
flashing, changing, Iridescent electric 
signs. In Paris, yon plunge Into a 
deep twilight when you leave your res­
taurant, 'and In IZ E flbryw rgrbpe your 
way home through a ffiffif&bus Sty­
gian gloom. Then the  careless Spend­
ing In American hotels and Restau­
rants. In Paris  those p a c es  cfose a t 
half-past nine. And food! Food con­
ditions have never been so bad in 
France as In the 'other allied coon- 
tries, to r France has always fed her­
self ant^ la, moreover, the  world’s best 

tut In Italy  and England, m eat 
luxury to be obtained only 
i g reat w hile; bu tter and 
long-forgotten dreams. 

Their Hodiea Destroyed.
In the ease o f  France and 

degree of Italy, the allied 
women have seen vast stretches of 
carefully cared-for ancient forest and 
enormous sections of aoftiy-beaattful 
farming country turned into metal-rid­
den dum ps; they have seen dosens of 
kmall cities and hundreds of little  vil­
lages transformed to ash heaps; they 
have seen so much old sacred beauty 
In the form of churches, cathedrals 
and historic monuments reduced to 
h illi of rubble th a t the whole' world 
must seem a  desert to them. They 
have even had to endure the extra 
affront of an exhibition In Berlin of 
the a r t  treasures looted from northern 
France.

The allied women have nursed the 
wounded, the tubercular, the under­
nourished ; they have taught new 
trades to the  crippled and blind and 
those who i r e  Invajtted for life. They 
have taken care o f  thousands and 
thousands o f  refugees from Belgium, 
northern France and Siberia. They 
have had to  provide to r the bringing 
up of thousand! o f brphan children. 
This has not roam  *$oc them  gradual­
ly. but all tha tim e and 1n Increasing 
proportions. - \

They have not, except In the care of 
the famous Battalion of Obath, died 
in battle-; and yet a half to three- 
quarters o f  a  million women have been 
killed as the.d irect result of war ac­
tivities. More women have been kill­
ed In this war than men on both the 
Northern and Southern sides In our 
Civil war. That nearly three-quarters 
of a million Includes the women mas­
sacred by the Turks In Armenia, by 
the Austrians In Serbia, by the Ger­
mans In Belgium and northern France;, 
i t  includes army nurses and women 
munition m akers; It Includes civilian 
women killed by shells In the  war 
tone or near It, women billed by Zep­
pelin and airplane raids and by sub­
marines.

W hat can the women of America 
do to equal all this service and all 
this suffering?

For three years, the French and 
English, and for two years, the Ital­
ians, have stood between us and the 
death of our democracy. What can 
we do to make up for that long, hesi­
tating neutral Inaction of ours? The 
men of our nation have responded gal­
lantly. We have a real army in France 
now. As Lloyd George said In parlia­
ment to a listening empire, “The Amer­
icans are  in.” - We are  In and of 
course we are  in to stay, in for a 
century if need be, until the safety of 
the world democracy Is assured. The 
men of America are doing their part— 
doing it  with wittering and death. 
W hat can the women de?

W hat Women Can Do.
I t  Is the geographical misfortune of 

us women ef America that we cannot 
possibly give the personal service that 
the women of Enrope have glyen. 
They a re  near and we are far. They, 
so to speak, arq to the front tranches 
and we have not entered the w ar zone. 
Only a  very few of us, In proportion 
to our numbers, can work in the hos­
pitals or canteens there. Only a few 
more to proportion to our numbers can 
do Red Cross work or Y. M. G. A. 
-work here. There are, however, two 
things we can do all the time and 
with all the strength th at Is in us. 
One Is to conserve food. The other 
is to buy Liberty bonds. We can help 
•the government by buying bonds. Yet' 
again ‘we have an advantage; i t  is our 
peculiar misfortune th at most d t  
can help the government only by'help­
ing outoefvea. For the purchase of 
Liberty bonds a t  the  generous ra te  ol 
interest which the government grants 
is not self-denial but in lin e  with self- 
thterest—legitimate o f  coarse; but Still 
self-interest.

Women of America, wake u p ! Pour 
all your savings Into Uncle Sam’s lap 
Then save more, and pour them Into 
his lap.

Enormous forces of artillery were 
being mobilized. New guns continued 
to arrive every day and were installed 
without going into action. The trans­
portation of munitions and material 
was also very brisk. We did not sus­
pect a t  this time th at this was the first 
preparation for a  great offensive.

After four weeks in this vicinity we 
were sent to another p a rt of the front, 
once more without being told our des­
tination. We marched away and in the 
afternoon we arrived a t Dun-sur- 
Meuse.

Hardly had we entered the town 
when the German crown prince, accom­
panied oy several officers and a large 
pack of hunting dogs rode by.

‘‘Good morning, pioneers!” he called 
out to us.

Then-he inspected our unit closely. 
He spoke to our captain,, after which 
one of the officers of his staff took us 
to a Red Cross establishment where 
we were banqueted and given wine.

The headquarters of the Hoheuzol- 
lem  hefr were located a t Dun-sur- 
Meuse. The ladies of the Red Cross 
treated us cordially. We asked them 
if all passing troops were as well treat 
ed as we had been.

“Oh, yes,” a young woman answered, 
“but only a few come here. The crown 
prince, however, has an especial a t­
tachment for the pioneers.”

We were quartered over night. Sol­
diers told us th a t Dun-sur-Meuse was 
the headquarters of the Fifth  array, 
There were gay times in the town, with 
an open-air concert every day. The offi­
cers ' often received women visitors 
from Germany.

After a hard march we arrived at 
the front positions. In a veritable 
labyrinth of trenches, filled with water, 
we had the utmost difficulty finding 
our way about. Finally we arrived at 
the very front. The French were only 
ten meters away and before we had 
been there two days we took p art in a 
hand grenade encounter.

Some distance back we established a 
pioneer depot. Twenty-five of our men 
did nothing but assemble hand gre­
nades. We were soon settled and ready 
fo r an emergency. , .

fn camp tve were divided among 
various troops. They showed us how 
the w arfare waged at this front re­
quired evGfy Imaginable kind of fight­
ing. There was mining, sapping, hand 
grenade throwing, mine throwing and 
light patrol battles. This went on day 
a fte r  day and night a fter night* With 
48 hours in the trench and a 12-hour 
rest. The, shortage of men made a 
less strenoous schedule Impossible.

C H A P T E R  XIV.

The entire forest of Argonne was 
blown to pieces when we arrived. 
Everywhere was artillery, which main­
tained a fire on the villages behind the 
enemy’s  positions.

One of the. many batteries which .we 
constantly had to  pass on our march 
from the camp to the front, was In ac­
tion when we reached it.

I  asked one of the gunners what his 
objective was and he replied that It 
was any village within range.

A substitute first lieutenant. In 
charge of the battery, stood nearby. 
One of my comrades asked him if he 
did not think there might be women 
and children In those villages.

"T h a t ,  w ou ld  m ake  no difference,” 
the first lieutenant replied. “W om en 
and  ch ildren a re  Ffench , so  w hat does 
It  m atte r?

P ro m p tly  a t  8 :30  reg i­
ment No. U 7 w as o rdered to .attack. 
P ionee rs led  the  way. T h e y  w ere  su p ­
plied w ith  han d  grenades. T he se  week­
ly  attack s were opened h a l f  an  hou r 
before  the  In fa n try  w ent ove r by a 
storm  o f a rt ille ry  fire. T h e  a rt ille ry  
action  required ve ry  carefu l calcula­
tion because the  d istance  w h ich  sepa­
rated o u r  position  from  the enem y’s  
w as ve ry  s l i g h t  I t  varied  from  three 
to m e  hundred  m ete rs; never any  
more. A t  the  po in t w here we a ttacked  
the d istance w as 20 meters.

P ro m p tly  a t  e ight o 'c lock the  a rtil­
le ry  started.

T h e  section w on  w a s  fo rtified  w ith  
a ll po ssib le  haste. O nce  m ore w e  had  
acqu ired  a t  a  h ea vy  cost In  hum an  life  
a  few  m eters o f the  A rgo fin e  fo re s t  
T h i s  trench, w h ich  w e  took, had  
changed  h an d s m any  tim es and  even 
now  we w e re  p repa ring  fo r  the u sual 
counter-attacks.

Presently the “jackasses” went into 
action. The "Jackasses” are the guns 
of the French mountain artillery. They 
were so named because they were 
drawn by mules. They are  guns of flat 
trajectory, kept from 50. to 100 meters 
behind the enemy lines. The shells 
from these cannon flew directly over 
onr heads and cut their way through 
the branches a t a high ra te  of speed. 
Because of the high velocity of the 
Shell and the short distance It travels 
the detonation when the shot is fired 
and the noise of the explosion, sound 
almost a t  the same instant. These 
“jackasses” a re  .greatly feared by the 
German soldiers because they are  kept 
working day and night.

I t  was winter and very cold. The 
trenches had been filled with water 
and were now nothing except deep 
ditches of mud. Under these condi­
tions, through the ice-coid nights, our 
routine consisted of 48 hours duty 
and 12 hours rest. Every week a storm­
ing attack was made, the success of 
which was entirely out of proportion 
to the enormous losses. In a ll of the 
four months I was In the Argonne for­
ests we gained 400 meters. The fol­
lowing data will Indicate how heavy a 
price was paid in lives for this little 
piece of France. -v

Each regiment had its own ceme­
tery. There was the One Hundred and 
Forty-fifth Infantry regulars, the Sixty- 
seventh, and One Hundred and Seven­
ty-third infantry regulars and the 
One Hundred and. Fifth Hirsch- 
berg battalion. On the day we were re­
lieved from duty in th e ’ Argonne for­
ests there were more dead in these 
cemeteries than there were survivors

of the several regiments. The Sfxty- 
seventh regiment had more than 2,000 
dead. All the victims were members 
of th at unit except a few pioneers, 
who had been "assigned to duty with 
it. There was never a day without 
some lo ss  of life, and on the days when 
the starming attacks were made, death 
had an extremely large harvest.

C H A P T E R  XV.

Each day in the Argonne levied its 
toil of victims, sometimes many, some­
times only a few. I t  Is only natural 
th at the morale of the soldiers should 
not be a t its, best under_these circum­
stances. With the same indifference 
th a t  the men had once gone to their 
work to support th e ir  wives and chil­
dren they now went into action. This 
business of killing had become- daily 
routine. Whenever we disenssed our 
situation, the crown prince and the 
commander of the Sixteenth army

I  c a n n o t  gay. I  su spect they w ire :  H o w ­
ever, I  d id  see m a n y  dum -dum  bu lle t* 
m ade b y t h e  so ld ie rs them selves. T h e  
points were filed off from German m u s­
ke t shells so th a t the nickel covering 
was perforated, baring the lead filling.

The bullet flattened when It struck 
Its object. If, for Instance, i t  entered 
a man’s arm, the explosive charge in It 
would so shatter the arm  as to blow It 
entirely off and leave it hanging by the 
skin.

German soldiers were frequently 
seen supplying themselves with dum­
dum bullets in the trenches, preparing 
to inflict terrible wounds.

On January 5, 1915, the Germans a t­
tacked on their entire front of the Ar- 
gonue forest sector and several hun­
dred prisoners were taken. THe hand- 
to-hand fight continued until six o’clock 
in the evening.

A fellow pioneer and myself found 
ourselves in a bit of trench held by 
eight Frenchmen. I t  was impossible to 
retire so we accepted the unequal fight. 
Fortunately we were well supplied 
with hand grenades.

We cut the fuses short so th at they 
would explode as quickly as possible. 
I  threw one among the eight soldiers. 
Before the men could get out of the 
way of the first, the second one fol­
lowed, which exploded in their midst.

We took advantage of the confusion 
thus created to hurl five more. Our 
enemies were now reduced to four men. 
We opened fire with our m uskets, clos­
ing in  on the four. Their bullets 
whizzed around our heads. One man 
was shot in the mouth. That left three. 
They turned and tried to flee.

ki such moments as these one is in a 
great rage and forgets danger entirely.

We were very close to our enemies 
now, right on their heels when the last 
man stumbled and fell.

I sprang ou top of him. He defend­
ed himself with his fists. My comrade 
went afte r the other two. Bleeding a t 
the mouth, this man fought on. A lter 
I  had knocked several of his teeth out 
he raised his hands and surrendered.
I released him from my grip and 
looked him over carefully. He • was 
about thirty-five year's old. He showed 
me Ids wedding ring and talked to me.
I knew what he wanted, he wanted h is . 
life.

He gave me his canteen that I might 
drink some wine and wept. Perhaps 
he thought of his wife and children. I 
pressed Ids hand and he showed me 
his bleeding teeth. I  called him a  fool 
and told him he was lucky to have got­
ten away with the loss of only a  few 
molars. I was glad I had not killed 

>ok hiw back myself, in order 
to protect him \g ain st being misused. 
As I  delivered him over to where the 
prisoners were being assembled, he 
pressed my hand and smiled.

CHAPTER XVI.

The next day we received orders to 
march to an unknown destination. We 
soon .‘arrived a t the depot of Apremont 
where we were obliged to wait. The 
depot had been destroyed. The next 
station was Chatel. Both of these 
places are  about five kilometers behind 
the front.

Tile prisoners were assembled in 
Apremont. Several of them had come 
from that town. iThelr families were 
still In their homes ana many prisoners 
asked permission; to visit them. I had 
occasion to witness such a visit in Ap- 
reraont. Two reserves led one of the 
prisoners to the house, which he had 
pointed out as his. The prisoner’s 
young wife was in the kitchen with her 
three children. We followed them Into 
the house.

The woman turned pale as she sud­
denly saw her husband. They em­
braced. We went outside for we fell 
out of place there.

The woman had not had a  letter 
from her husband for five months be­
cause the Germans were between her 
and her husband’s army. H e had been 
in- th'e trenches for a month, realizing 
how nearby his wife and children were, 
yet unable to reach them and with no 
way of knowing whether they  were 
alive or dead.

5,275 AUGUST CALL FOR STATE

100,000 White Registrant* From 43 
States Ordered to Entrain Before 

End of August.

Washington.—Calls for 130,207 draft 
registrants, qualified for general mili- 
lary  seryice, to join the colors before 
end of August, were issued by the 
provost m arshal general. One hundred 
thousand white registrants from 43 
sta tes are  ordered entrained between 
August 26 and August 30. Twenty- 
one states and the District of Colum­
bia are  directed to furnish 30,20? 
Negro registrants, to entrain August 
22-24.

These orders bring the num ber of 
men called out in August to about 
300,000, the  number contemplated in 
the present military program. Mich!- 
gan is called upon to supply 5,275 
men; Ohio, 6,650, and Wisconsin, 500.

Enlistments Suspended.
Voluntary enlistm ent in the army 

or navy was suspended completely. 
August $ to prevent disruption of in­
dustry, pending disposition of the bill, 
proposing to extend draft ages to in. 
elude all men between 18 and 45 
years. Orders were issued by Secre. 
taries Bakers and Daniels directing 
th at no voluntary enlistm ents be ac­
cepted until further orders.

The orders also exclude civilians 
frojn appointment to officers’ training 
camps until further notice.

The orders were issued afte r a con­
ference between Secretary Daniels, 
and were made public after President 
Wilson had visited the offices of both 
secretaries. I t  is not known whether 
his visit had to do with (he enlist­
m ent situation, but ju st before he con­
ferred with the cabinet officers, there 
was no indication th a t a  step of such 
drastic nature was anticipated.

I t was explained th at the view of 
the governm ent is th at many of the 
older men are indispensible in their 
present occupations, but that the na­
tural result of the debate on the draft 
age question Is certain to lead to a 
rush to the ^recruiting offices. It is 
regarded as essential that,m en, great­
ly needed a t home, should be prevent­
ed from rushing into the army under 
m istaken idea th at they are certafn 
to be drafted anyhow, and prefer to 
Join the service voluntarily.

W hen the 
doctor got through with it, i t  was 
ten inches long, three deep and three 
and one-half wide. Another piece of 
the same shell struck m y big re­
volver and broke it  to  pieces, b u t it 
probably saved me a bad wound on 
my rig h t hip, which was only badly 
bruised. My m en got me into an 

^ n b u la n c e  pretty.-quickly, I guess, as 
otherwise I would have bled to  death. 
As i t  was I had to stay  in the Field 
hospital two days before they dared 
to  m o v e  m e. I was then taken to  an­
other hospital, where I  was operated 
on and .sdme German hardw are re ­
moved, I  suppose. A fter two more 
days I  was taken  to -a n o th e r  hos­
pital, where I stayed until two days 
ago.

’Heines” ' of poisoning their shells, 
etc., I  had gas gangrene in my back 
wound. F or about eight days a fter 
I was wounded they  did not expect 
me to  live, but I  refused to  die. My 
tem perature w ent up as high as 
104.7 degrees F. They will have 
to shoot me several tim es' more 
before they gfet me. A fter the eighth 
day I  started  to  g e t well and have 
improved steadily ever 'since. I  am 
h o t able to  use my rig h t arm  much 
yet. I don’t  like to change doctors 
and nurses, b u t so fa r  I have had 
eight doctors and twenty-one nurses 
th a t  I  know of. Most of them  were 
real good. I f  they had not been I 
would not be here. Most of th e  
nurses were Americans, a  few were 
English, a few French and one 
Japanese. The doctors were all 
American. I am sick of staying in 
a hospital. However, I  am glad I 
am alive.

D ear Folks:

W e arrived here  all O. K. and went 
on board the receiving ship a t  6 p. 
m. There were two trucks a t  the 
depot to  m eet us and they brought 
us up here. A good th ing  too, fo r  i t  
is a  long way. They gave us shore 
liberty  tonight, so we are  up a t  the 
Y. M. C. A. fo r  the  night. The rest 
of the  fellows a re  going up  town, b u t 
as i t  is a fte r  9 o’clock i t  will be bed 
tim e fo r me by the tim e I  w rite  a 
cquple of letters. I  w ould ra th er 
■write to you th an  run  way up town. 
I  do not know when I  will he p u t on 
a  ship, bu t probably in a  day o r two.

I  sure enjoyed my ride today. I 
awoke a t 4:30 m., and we were
then ' in Syracuse, N. Y. We had a 
fine breakfast, also dinner, b u t I 
m anaged to  ge t away w ith m ost of 
the  eats besides. They sure tasted  
good to me. We came through 
Schenectady, Albany and a  lot, of 
smaller’ towns. W e followed the 
Mohawk river fo r  60 or 80 miles and 
the  Hddson from  Albany way to  New 
York. I t  was certainly a  beautiful 
ride. The mountains are  mostly 
covered w ith woods and some of them 
a re  so high the clouds cover the  tops 
so they could not be seen. There are  
beautiful homes all along the river, 
and there  a re  large towns every :ten  
or twelve miles, besides lots of 
sm aller ones. The r iv e r is from  one- 
fourth  to  one-half mile wide, and to­
day it  was as smooth as glass—so 
smooth you could; see the reflection of 
the  mountains and towns jn  the 
water. We came by Tarrytown, 
where Angie is; if I had thought of 
i t  I would have sent her a  telegram  
to  m eet me. I f  I am here Sunday 
will go to  see her. The- Mohawk 
river has such a large fall th a t  i t  is 
necessary to  put dams in i t  and then 
the  boats have to  go through locks on 
the side. Saw three or fo u r of them. 
From  Albany in there a re  some 
p retty  big boats, and you will see 
small tugs pulling four or five big 
barges behind it. ■ You wouldn’t 
think i t  could pull half as many.

I  saw some real battleships today. 
They a re  sure big and strong. I t  
does not look as though anything 
could sink one. There is a  French 
battlesh ip  in p o rt here, and I  saw a 
lot of French “Jackies” or whatever 
they call themselves. They sure are 
funny. They w ear w hite fuzzy caps 
like tam  o’ shanters, with a., little 
red tassel on the top of them. 'They' 
Wear white suits something like ours, 
on ly 'the ir undershirts have stripes in 
them . Look like convicts. They are

Dear Uncle Orlow:

I have been very  slow in writing, 
and especially to you whom I think 
so much of and seems like a  father 
to  me, but will surely do better a fte r  
this. .

I  had a fine rough trip  across. I 
mean rough for I was seasick fo r a 
period of a week, b u t as soon as- th a t 
was gone I never fe lt  be tte r in my 
life for the sea breeze gave me a fine 
appetite, and the fine food we had. 
I don’t  believe I  have ever had’such 
meals since I  have been in the arm y: 
Pork chops, apples, eggs, oranges, 
peas, beans, bacbn, pie one day (the 
las t piece of pie I  have seen since) 
and the  bread fresh  every day and 
very fine; also had sausage.

We were all glad to see land, and it

beautiful inside and m any old pic­
tures and carvings both inside and 
out. The roof is made out of slab 
stone, and is very good in some places 
yet. I t  was built by slave labor, 
away hack in the year 700. Inside 
and around i t  th e  pu lp it was enclosed 
by m assive iron caging, but the 
doors w ire  open during the services. 
I think I  was the only American 
there  for I  w ent w ith a French fam ­
ily who are teaching me French and 
I am getting  along fine.

The American soldiers a re  sure 
doing wonderful work here, and have 
not lost an  inch of ground to the 
Boche. Wish we had two million 
men here in the field. T h a t would 
end i t  in a  short time. W as in hopes 
to ge t borne by Christmas, but am 
afraid not.
