Packers' Profits 
Are Regulated

T h e  public should understand that 
the profits o f  the packers h ave  been 
lim ited b y  the F oo d  A dm inistration 
since N ovem ber 1 ,  19 17 .  F o r  this pur­
pose, the business o f  S w ift  &  Com pany 
is  n ow  divided into three classes:

C lear 1 includes such products as beef, 
pork, m utton, oleom argarine and 
Others th«t are essentially animal 
products. P rofits are lim ited to 9  
per cent o f the capital em ployed in  
these departm ents, (including sur­
plus and borrowed m oney), or not 
to  exceed tw o and a half cents on 
each dollar o f ta les.

C lass 2  includes the soap, glue, 
fertiliser, and other departm ents 
m ore or leas associated w ith  the 
m eat business . Many of these de­
partm ents are in  com petition w ith  
outside businesses w hose profits 
are not lim ited. Profits in th is class 
art restricted to 15 per cent o f the 
capital em ployed.

C lass 3  includes outside investm ents, 
such as those in stock yards, and 
the operation o f packing plants in 
foreign countries. Profits in th is 
cla ss are not lim ited.

T o tal profits fo r all departm ents 
together in 19 18  w ill probably be 
betw een three and  four per cent on 
an  increased volum e o f sales.

T h e  restrictions absolutely gu ar­
antee a  reasonable relation betw een 
live  stock prices and w holesale m eat 
prices, because the packer’s  profit can­
not possibly a v e ra g e  m ore than a  
fraction o f  a  cent per pound o f  product.

Since the profits on m eat (C la s s l)  
are  running on ly  about 2  cents on each  
dollar o f sales, w e  h ave  to depend on 
the profits from  soap, glue, fertilizer 
(C lass 2, also limited) and oth er depart­
ments, (C lass 3) to obtain reasonable 
earn in gs on capital.

I t  re p rese n te d  th e  pro fits  o f a  luncheon 
served  a t  h e r  hom e fo r  th e  benefit o f 
th e  children* o f th e  so ld ie rs  of th e  
F l t s t  S e p a ra te  b a tta lio n .

“I t  is  m y b it,” Bhe said . “You w e re  
a ll so  good to  m e when I  w a s s ick  
th a t  I  w an ted  to  do som eth ing  fo r  o th ­

T h is  w om an h a s  been  o n e  o f th e  
firs t ap p lica n ts  fo r  re lie f  from  tftp 
hom e serv ice o f th e  R ed  C ross. H e r 
hu sb an d  b ad  vo lu n teered  in th e  arm y, 
an d , a f te r  h is  en lis tm en t, sh e  h a d  done 
such  heavy w ork th a t  h e r  health ' b ad  
b roken  dow n. She h ad  been i l l  in . bed 
an d  h ad  been  a tte n d e d  by a  docto r 
who h ad  s igned  fa lse  ce rtifica te s  fo r  
h e r  Insurance . F ina lly , In desp a ir , she 
se n t w ord to  th e  local R ed  Cross.

T h e  R e d  C ro ss  hom e w o rk e r cam e to 
see h e r  and  learned the fa cts in  the 
case. A  better p h y sic ian  w a s  secured, 
an d  it  w a s  found  that she  had  In c ip ­
ient tubercu losis. She  w a s  im m ediate­
ly  sent fo r  treatm ent to a  tubercu losis 
d ispen sary , w here  she  rem ained-' d u r ­
in g  the sum m er. W ith in  a  fe w  m ouths 
she  had im proved  so  w ond e rfu lly  that 
she  could  h a rd ly  be recognized a s  the 
sam e wom an.

T h e  hom e-service w o rk  o f  the  R ed  
C ro s s  i s  a  logica l extension  o f It s  m is ­
sion  o f  m ercy. N o  other organ iza tion  
h a s  so  sp lend id  a record  in  adm in iste r­
in g  relief, an d  none i s  better equipped 
to do w h a t i s  now  required. I t s  se rv­
ice  sta t io n s are  estab lished in  every  
d istric t o f  the  U n ited  States, a n d  It 
Is  w ell p repa re^ to look a fte r  the d e ­
pendents o f  a rm y  and  n a v y  men 
w herever they m ay be found.

T h e  so ld ie r Is  apt to w o rry  m ost 
ove r h is  w ife  an d  babies- A n d  th is  is  
not to be w ondered at, because the 
p redicam ents they m ay fa ll toto a re  
legion. T h e  sto ry  w h ich  h a s  a lready 
been told illu stra te s one type o f  dan­
ge r w h ich  m a y  lie  in  w a it fo r  the  so l­
d ier’s  wife. T h e  Records o f  the Red- 
C ro s s  a re  filled w ith  sto rie s o f  se rv ice  
rendered  to  the  w ive s and children.

O ne  o f  the  hom e-service offices re­
ce ived fro m  a yo u n g  corpora l a  letter 
w h ich  contained these sentences: “ I  
am  so  thank fu l fo r  a l l  yon  have  done 
fo r  me. I  w ill -n e v e r  kn ow  how  to 
th aak  yon.

L o st  T h e ir  Baggage.

O n  the  w a y  a ll 
th e  fa m ily  baggage  h ad  been lose.

N o th in g  I s  m ore  v ita l than  the w el­

fa re  o f  the children. O ne  o f the home- 
se rv ice  d irectors Issued  th is  statem ent 
to the w ork e rs o f  the d ist r ic t :  .“T h e  
hom e se rv ice  Is  e specia lly  interested 
In  children^ and  we feel that its  m ost 
im portant se rv ice  la in  the conse rva­
tion o f  the ch ild  and  the hom e fo r  the 
future. F o r  th is  reason we stand  ready 
to see that a n y  ch ild  does not have  to 
leave  school to  go  to w o rk  because Its 
fa ther h a s  either volunteered o r  ha s 
been d ra fted  In to  the  arm y. W e  a lso  
stand ready to see that no w om an 
w ith  sm a ll ch ildren h a s  to go  to w o rk  
because he r hu sband  o r  son  is  se rv in g  
the  coun try  a s  a  so ld ie r  o r  sa ilo r."

A  sh o rt t im e  ago  i t  w a s  reported to  
the R ed  C ro s s  hom e se rv ice  station  In  
one o f the cities that a little g ir l of 
fifteen w a s  about to he taken ont o f  
school because h e r  fa m ily  needed the  
m oney sh e  could  earn. Irene ’s  fa ther 
w as dead. H e r  oldest brother, A lex, 
w a s  con trib u ting  $10  a  w eek to the 
fa m ily  treasury, but he w a s  sa v in g  to 
get m arried, and  that w a s  a ll that ho 
could spare. T h e  second boy, Joseph, 
had enlisted. T h e  oldest- girl, Helen, 
m ade $10 a week, w h ile  H a rry ,  sixteen 
ye a rs o ld  and  ju st  returned from  a 
ru n a w a y  jaunt, on ly  earned $7. T he re  
w a s  ano ther little  girl, e leven yea rs 
old. w ho  w as st ill In  school.

T h e  R e d  C ro s s  w o rke r exp la ined  to 
Irene ’s  m other w h y  she fe lt so  stro n g ­
ly  that the ch ild  ought to have  at.least 
a gram m ar-school education. In  June  
she w ou ld  be th rough  w ith  the  g ra m ­
m ar grades, and  in  the  m eantim e the 
R e d  C ro s s  offered to pay Irene’s  fam ­
i ly  $6 a  week, w h ich  w as about all 
that she  could be expected to earn. 
T h e  arrangem ent was^made, and  Irene  
i s  st ill in  school, w h ile  the m other I s  
g rad u a lly  p a y in g  off hier debts. W hen  
Ju n e  com es Ire n a  w ill  graduate, and  

^sbe w i l l  p robab ly  be ab le  la -e a rn  M ore, 
than  $6 a  week.

I t  i s  a  sp lend id  thljng to he lp  de­
se rt in g  fam ilies, but It  I s  st ill better 
to put them  In  a position  to  he lp  them ­
selves. T h a t  is, o f  course, the u lt i­
mate purpo se  o f ’ socia l w o rk  a s It  is  
practiced now adays. O ne o f the  large  
houje-service sections w as able to ca r­
r y  th rough  a  ve ry  la rge  job o f th is  
so rt Recently.

The, fa m ily  i n  question  had  been 
pub lic  c harges fo r  years. T h e  husband  
a n d  fa th e r ' w a s  a heavy d r in ke r and  
n e ve r d isp layed  the  s ligh te st  In c lina ­
tion  to -support h is  w ife  and  children. 
T h q  m other w as se rene  a n d  happy-go- 
lu c k y -a n d  had  n o  other though t than  
to get the m ost she  coa id  out o f  the 
different charity  o rgan izations. T h e  
fcdnse w a s  d ir ty  beyond description  
and  everyth ing  w a s  'a t ' S ixe s and 
sevtoz. \  \

Pawned H la  Woodenxj-eg.
D o u g la s, the  e ldest boy, w a s  In  the 

navy. T h e  second boy, W illiam , w as 
consum ed w ith  a  desire  to enlist, too. 
H e  had  tried, but had  been tu rned  
dow n  because of a  phy sica l d isqualifi­
cation, and. In  rage  and  d isappo in t­
ment, be h ad  gone off to t h e 'W e s t  
w here  he  w andered fo r  se vera l months. 
/When he  fina lly came home, he, too, 
se ttled dow n to be a c h a r ity  patient. 
A  th ird  boy, Raym ond , seventeen 
ye a rs old, bad  a lso  ta k e n 't o  tram ping, 
a lthough  he had a  wooden leg, the 
so u ve n ir  o f  an  accident In  the  ra ilro ad  
y a rd s  w hen  he  w a s  a sm a ll boy.

With the French Armies In 
France—The ruins abandoned by 
the Germans previously were 
carefully filled with mustard gas 
For this reason Roye Is still inac­
cessible for occupation. The Ger­
mans were not able to use all the 
gas projectiles they brought to the 
present front, and large dumps of 
them fell into French hands. They 
are now being fired against the 
enemy from some of the hundreds 
of German guns the French First 
Army has taken since August 8.

At HapUncoort, four miles east of 
Bapaume, where the British are re­
ported they are only 17 1-2 
southwest of Cambrai. Byng’s left 
wing southeast of Arras is only 14 
miles northwest of Cambrai.

The French, before Ham, are some 
13 miles southwest of St. Quentin. 
The British army which links up with 
the French east of Chaulnes is little 
more away from i t

The British stand on the west bank 
of the Somme opposite Brie and Pe­
ronne, while the French have pushed 
their lines up to the western embank­
ment of the canal Du Nord, where 
only two miles of front, between Ca- 
tigny and Sezmaize is still stubbornly 
defended by the Teutons.

Pressing eastward from Noyon, the 
French bit themselves into the west­
ern slopes of Mont -Simeon. They 
captured Landricourt and Morlincourt, 
the Paris war office was able to an­
nounce.

On the southern end of the battle, 
line the French, aided by Amerlc&nsr - 
crossed the Ailette at many placet- 
north and south of Champs, overcom­
ing fierce German resistance. Gony 
and Pont St. Mard were captured.

The New Zealanders who captured 
Bapaume didn’t stop a second. They 
dashed straight through and beyond 
he shell-battered town. The heav­
iest fighting rages around Vraucourt, 
four miles northeast, and In front of 
Haplincourt, four miles to the easL

Four and a half miles to the north­
west of Peronne, the British have 
captured the little town of Hem, not to 
be confused with Ham, one of the 
strong points In Ludendorff’s stop­
gap line.

The Berlin war office had a few 
things to say. The German day report 
shrewdly prepared the public for the 
fall of Nesle, Noyon and Bapaume. In 
its ingenious way it told of the Allies' 
Advancing “beyond” the line Dom 
pierre-Nesie-Beaulieu-Suxoy, of “Noy­
on lying before, onr battle line,” and 
of Bapaume being “subjected to heavy 
British artillery fire.”

By nightfall Ludendorff felt obliged 
to be a hit more explicit. He put the 
German line “east of” Bapaume, Pe­
ronne and Noyon,” which, incidentally, 
Implies the German evacuation of 
Peronne also.

“On the whole front from Bapaume 
southward," says Field Marshal Haig’s 
report, “the enemy has been forced 
to abandon with great loss in pris­
oners, guns and material; as well us 
in killed and wounded, the grounj 
at such heavy cost in March and April 
of this year.”

Rowed Through Flames to Rescue
Men From Burning 8panlsh 4t*anv
shIp—Work ef Children's Year is
Proving Vary Effective.

A health rate which as far as known 
has never been surpassed has been es­
tablished by the American armies both 
here and overseas, according to re­
ports received by Surgeon General 
Gorgas.

For a recent week the combined re­
ports of the American expeditionary 
forces and of troops stationed In the 
United States show an annual death 
rate for disease of L9 per L000, less 
than two men per 1,000 per year. The 
annual death rate from disease of 
men of military age In civil life Is 6.7 
per 2,000.

This new rate Is based on approxi­
mate strength of 2^00.000 men. and 
Includes men living under abnormal 
conditions. The overseas* record waa 
made while American soldiers ware 
participating In the heavy fighting In 
the Marne sglient when they were 
compelled frequently to sleep and eat 
under the most primitive conditions.

That this record la truly representa­
tive of the general health of the troops 
Is shown by the combined reports 
which Indicate the figure of 2.8 per
1.000 as the average death rate from 
disease during the past two months.

An Idea of the progress being made 
In military sanitation is gained by « 
comparison with the following: During 
the Mexican war the annual death rate 
from disease was 100 per 1,000. Dur­
ing the American Civil war the rate 
In 1862 was 40 per 1.000, while during 
1863 the rate jumped to 60 per 1,000. 
The disease death rare for the Spanish- 
American war was 25 per 1,000. As 
far as available records show the low­
est figure heretofore recorded was 20 
per 1,000 during the RussoUapunese 
war.

Two men of the American navy 
proved themselves heroes and won 
commendation from Secretary Dan­
iels for the rescue of seven men from 
the burning Spanish steamship Serae- 
tes July 13 last They are William E. 
King, seaman, and Clarence F. Ready, 
machinist’s mate, second class, U. S.
N. R. F.. of the U. S. S. Isis.

The two men took the port launch 
of the Isis to the side of the burning 
ship arid rescued from the burning 
forecastle seven men who were 
hemmed In by flames and who were 
too panic stricken tfr^ump into the wa­
ter.

The launch's trip to the Serantes 
was made through an area of burning 
gasoline and the rescuers were in con­
stant and Imminent peril. Their com­
manding officer reports that the con­
duct of King and Ready during this 
time was cool and courageous. They 
probably owe their own lives and the 
lives of those they rescued to their 
steady nerves and cool Judgment Their 
commendation was for bravery and 
their Initiative In undertaking tbs res­
cue.

The army genera) staff has complet­
ed plans for expansions at some of 
the camps and changes at training cen­
ters. Additional plans are being 
worked ont and will be pot into ef­
fect

Camp Hancock. Georgia, is to be a 
machine gun center and will be en­
larged to accommodate between 55,000 
and 60,000 men. The officers’ training 
school now housed In tents at this 
camp will be provided for in barracks 
and quarters similar to those at other 
cantonments. These improvements 
outside of enlargement of the camp, 
will cost about 62,000,000.

It has. been decided to make Camp 
Grant an Infantry replacement camp 
to accommodate between 55.000 and
60.000 men. The present capacity of 
this comp Is about 42.000. The altera­
tions and changes necessary will be 
made after the division now located 
there has been removed.

Field artillery firing centers are to 
be located at West Point. Ky„ Camp 
Jackson, S. <1, and Fayetteville, N. C. 
Options on sufficient land for this pur­
pose have been secured a t all these 
places, jit is planned to locate six 
brigades at Fayettenvllle, six at West 
Point and four at Jackson.

It has been decided also to s ect 
permanent buildings for the officers’ 
training schools at present boused in 
tents at Camps Lee, Gordon and Pike. 
These schools have a capacity of abpnt
6.000 men. The estimated cost of

As a result of the immediate and 
growing needs of the army for trained 
nurses, Mira Jane A  Delano, director 
of the department of nursing of the 
Red Cross, has’sent an appeal for eo 
Itetments from this year’s graduating 
classes at 3.000 nurse training iristitu 
tions throughout the country. I t . Is 
expected that about 13D00 students 
will be graduated as nurse* between 
no’sr and October 1. and It is hoped 
*matiy of these graduates wUL be en­
rolled so they can be assigned to tbs 
m ow  corps before that date.

The Japanese women of Beattle are 

asking for pamphlets on prenatal care, 
the Italian women of Wallace, Idaho, 
L500 strong, have arranged to study 
a standard hook on the care and feed­
ing of children, with the aid of an In­
terpreter. The foreign mothers of the 
mriote lumbering regions of Washing­
ton and of the manufacturing cities ot 
New England are united by the com­
mon desire to learn everything pos­
sible about safeguarding the health of 
their children.

This dertre is resulting in the brefcfe 
log down of the barrier* of alien lan­
guage and old-world superstition that 
have long stood In the way of the 
health of little Americans, born of for­
eign parents. It has been necessary In 
many cities-to employ Interpreters at 
the weighing and measuring cento* to 
answer the questions of mothers who 
do not speak English. Classes In the 
care of baby being conducted to Se­
attle and Pittsburg are made a means 
of teaching mothers to speak and read 
English.

Perhaps the most Important educa­
tional measure that has been adopted 
Is tbe provision' of public health 
nurses whose function it is not only to 
give care and service to the sick but 
to advise mothers how to keep their 
children well. As a result of Chil­
dren’s year activities many communi­
ties have succeeded In obtaining pub­
lic *or private funds foij public health 
Dtirslng. Wisconsin has adopted the 
slogan, “A Public Health Nurse for 
Every County.” and In Washington 
state an active campaign for school 
nurses Is being carried on.'

The work of the state councils of de­
fense has been so valuable to the 
country that it has drawn public com­
mendation from President Wilson with 
an accompanying suggestion that Its 
unique and widespread organization be 
utilized by all government departments 
and agepcies so far as practicaL

Secretary Baker, chairman of the 
council of national defense, which 
brought the state councils Into exist­
ence, reported to the president: “It Is 
difficult to estimate the Importance of 
the service rendered, since our en­
trance into the war, by these state 
councils, their county councils and the 
multitude of workers banded together 
under them, whom we estimate to 
number at least one miUion. I feel 
sure that you, Mr. President, as their 
commander in chief, will be proud of 
their unique contribution In the war 
and will use your authority to broaden 
the scope of their activities as condi­
tions permit so that they may go on 
to still greater achievements.”

The state councils, says Secretary 
Baker, have active county, or equiva­
lent, councils of defense under them, 
while In nearly every state the organ­
ization of community councils In the 
school districts, bringing the govern­
ment to the people and the people to 
the government. Is progressing rapid­
ly-

The president replied: “I shall be 
glad to have you express to the state 
councils my appreciation of the serv­
ice they have so usefully rendered. 1 
am particularly struck by the value of 
extending our defense organization In­
to the smallest communities and by 
the truly democratic character of 
national System so organized. I be­
lieve In the soundness of your con ten 
tlon that m the Interest of economy 
and efficiency such machinery as that 
provided by the state council system 
for the execution of many kinds of 
war work should be utilized as far as 
possible by federal departments and 
administrations.”

A recent proclamation by President 
Wilson puts into effect provisions of 
tbe shipping act making it Impossible 
for foreign tnteresta to obtain control 
of American shipping or shipyards.

Chairman Edward N. Hurley of the 
shipping board expiates that the new 
law provides that daring war or na­
tional emergency proclaimed by the 
president. It ts a criminal offense to 
sell, mortgage, lease or deliver an 
American ship to a torelgner without 

vthe consent of the snipping board, or 
to makfe any agreement, by which con­
trol of a ship Is turned ovef to a for­
eigner. The prohibition applies not 
only to completed ships, bnt to ships 
under construction.

It Is made Illegal, without the 
board’s consent, to. make any contract 
for ship construction for foreign ac­
count, unless tbe contract expressly 
provides that construction on the ship 
shall not begin until, after the war or 
tbe emergency has ended. Shipyards, 
also, cannot be transferred to foreign­
ers without the consent of the ship­
ping board.

Ttfe act has provisions which It is 
believed will prevent all attempts to 
evade the ship-transfer sections of the 
law by means of dummy directors and 
stockholders in corporations nominally 
•American bnt actually dominated by 
foreigners.

Farmers who have been placed in 
army service deferred classifications 
to stimulate production are organizing 
throughout the country and reporting 
to Secretary Houston of the depart­
ment of agriculture. “We are ready 
with HO per cent Increase of wheat, 
or whatever else* 1' you may cal! upon ns 
to do to help win tbe war."

The latest returns show the com­
mander falling back slightly In the 
count against the combined vote of 
his adversaries. In 6,002 precincts 
out of 2,187, total for the state, he 
receives 105,121; Ford 16,050 and Os­
born 40,771. Ford and Osborn totals 
106,821.

Gov. Albert E. Sleeper and LieuL- 
Gov. Dickinson were unopposed tor 
the republican nominations tor gov­
ernor and lieutenant governor.

In the Democratic primary John W. 
Bailey of Battle Creek carried the 
nomination safely against Edward 
Frensdorf of Hudson.

The number of votes cast tor gov. 
ernor in both Republican and Demo­
cratic primaries fell to a mere frac­
tion of the vote for senator.

Rep. James D. Jerome again tops 
the legislative ticket in Detroit, with 
Rep. Andrew F. Toepel second, and 
Reps. A. Ward Copley and Leo M. 
Tanbe safely renominated.

In four congressional districts Re­
publican congressmen who had opposi­
tion succeeded In obtaining renoml- 
nation.

Congressman Cramton wae nomi­
nated in the Seventh district, defeat­
ing Capt. Gilmore G. Scranton by less 
than 2,000 votes. In the Eighth dis­
trict Congressman Fordney defeated 
Townsend by aboiit 2,000 votes.

Congressman Currie defeated for­
mer Congressman George A. Loud In 
the Tenth district by 2,000 votes, 
while In the Eleventh district Con. 
gressman Scott beat State Senator 
James Wood by 4,000 votes.

Interest in the Second district cen­
tered in the Republican congressional 
contest, in which four sought the 
nomination.

Two pounds of sugar a month—half 
s  pound a week—that Is the sugar ra­
tion the D. S. Food Administration 
has asked every American to observe 
until January 1, 1919, in order to make 
sure there shall be enough for our 
Army and Navy, for the Allied armies 
and for the .civilians of those nations.'

By New Year's the world sugar sit­
uation will be relieved somewhat by 
the new crop. Cuban sugar of this 
year’s crop will be arriving In this 
country. ■■

Every available sugar source will be 
drawn on by the Food Administration 
during the next winter months to main­
tain suffi&eut stocks here to keep up 
our national sugar supply. During Oc­
tober dm first American beet sugar 
will arrive In the markets. By the 
middle of November some of our Lou­
isiana cane crop will be available. All 
of this sugar and more may be needed 
to keep this nation supplied on a re­
duced ration and to safeguard the Al­
lied sugar ration from still further

reduction. In Europe the present ra­
tion Is already reduced to a minimum.

Our Situation.
The situation which the United 

States faces in Its efforts to maintain 
a fair distribution of. sugar to the Al­
lied world Is as follows:

Sugar supplies throughout the coun­
try, in homes, stores, factories and 
bakeries are ht a low ebb. We must 
make Increased sugar shipments to the 
Allies.

Production of American beet and 
Louisiana cane crops have been disap­
pointing.

Porto Rico crops have been cur­
tailed.

Immense sugar stocks In Java can­
not be reached on account of the chip­
ping shortage; ships/4fre needed for 
troop movements and munitions.

Army and Navy sugar requirements 
have increased as well ae those from . 
the Allies.

Most Industries using sugar have bad 
their allotment reduced by one-half; 
some will receive no sugar.

Households should make every ef­
fort to preserve the fruit crop.without 
sugar, or with small amounts of sugpr. 
Later, when the sugar supply Is larg­
er, the canned fruit may be sweetened 
as it is used.
