“Ground Flying” the Most Dangerous
Feat Which Air Fighters Are
Called Upon to Perform.

“Ground flying” is perhaps tbe most
eaciting of all the aerial tactics in
which the British airmen are instruct-
ing'their American pupils in northern
France.

War council Tfclls Chapters ef
Wonderful Work Done in
the Past Year.

LARGE SUMSW\ELL EXPENDED

In the Eighteen Months Since This
Country Entered the War the Im-
mense Amount of $325,000,000
Has Been Accounted For.

Annual -meetiugs .of the. 3,854 chap-
ters of the Red Cross were held Octo-
ber 23. The War Council of the or-
ganization sent the following message,
:overing the work for the past year:
To the Chapters of the American Red

Cross:

The War Council sends greetings to
the chapters of tbe American Red
Cross on the occasion of their annual
meetings for 1918.

With these greetings go congratula-
tions on the great work of the chapters
during the past year and, above all
things, on the wonderful spirit of sac-
rifice and patriotism which has per-
vaded that werk.

The strength of the Red Cross rests
upon Its chapters. They are Sts bone
and sinew. They supply Its funds,
they.supply- its men and.women, they
supply Its enthusiasm. Let us, then,
review together the Red Cross story
of the past year.

Some Idea of the size to which your
Red Cross family has grown may be
gathered from the following facts:

On May 1, 1917, just before the ap-
pointment of the War Council, the
American Red Cross had 486,194 mem-
bers working through 562 chapters.

On July 31, 1918, the organization
numbered 20,648,103 annual members,
besides 8,000,000 members of the
Junior Red Cross—a total enrollment
of -over one-fourth the population of
the United States.

Since toe beginning of the war you
of the chapters have co-operated with
the War Council In conducting two war
fund drives and one membership drive,
In addition to the campaign on behalf
ot the Junior Red Cross.

The total actual collections to date
from the first war fund have amounted
to more than $115,000,000. The sub-
scriptions to the second war fund
amounted to upwards of $176,000,000.

From membership dues the collec-
tions have amounted to approximately
$24,500,000.

Splendid Work Done by Women.

To the foreging must be added that
very large contribution of materials

. and- .time .given by, toe millions, of .wom-

en throughout the country in surgical
dressings. In knitted articles, in hos-
pital and refugee garments, in canteen
work, and toe other activities the chap-
ters luiv& beed called upon to perform.

It is estimated that approximately
8,000,000 women are engaged In can-
teen work and the production of relief
sullies through toe chapters.

Wer the period up to tfuly 1. 1918,
American Red Cross chapters, through
their workrooms, had produced:

490,120 refugee garments.
7,123,621 hospital, supplies.
10,786,489 hospital garments.
10,184,501 knitted articles.

192.748.107 surgical dressings.

Thesei articles were largely the
productdf women’s hands, and, by the
same token. Infinitely, more precious
than could have been th«i output of
factories or machines. These articles
going to the operating room of the hos-
pitals, to homeless or needy refugees,
and carrying comfort to-our own boys
In the field, convey a message of love
from tlip women of c£ls country entire-
ly dlstlact from toe great money value
mattaching to their handiwork.

Money Spent in Work.

By the terras-lander which tbe first
Red Cross war fund was raised, the
chapters were entitled to retain 25 per
cent of|the amobnt collected, in order,
defray local expenses, to carry on their
home Service s(ork, to purchase ma-
terials jo be utilized in chapter produc-
tion and otherwise to meet the numer-
ous calls made upon them. The chap-
ters were thus Entitled to retain nearly
$29,000,000. As a matter of fact, their
actual retentions amounted to only
about $22,000,000.

Out of collections from annual mem-
berships. the chapters have retained
about $11,006,000.

From this total sum. therefore, of $33,-
000,000 retained by. the chapters, they
have met «n the oftentimes very heavy
local demands upon -them, and to addi-
tion have provided for use by national
headquarters products valued, as
stated above, at upwards of $44,000,-

The chapters have to effect returned
to the War Council, not alone the $33.-
000300 retained out of the war fund
membership dues but, to value of
actual product, an additional contribu-

OWNED BUBINE88 CONCERNS
BRINGS NOTE FROM GERMANY

REPRISAL IS THREATENED

Mote Refers Specifically to Sale of
Steamship Property In New,,
Jersey.

Washington—Protest against toe
Americanizing of German-owned busi-
less concern”ships, and other prop-
»rty by'Alien Property Custodian
Palmer has been made by.the German
government to the state department.

The note transmitted through the
Swiss__legation and made public
declares the sale of German-owned
property In this country la conscious-
ly a*med to do lasting injury to Ger-
man economic existence.”

Referring specifically to (he pro-
posed sale of the property in New
Jersey of the North German Lloyd
and Hamburg American Steamship
iines, the note says.it is an endeavor
“to shackle through measures of force
opportunities of German shipping in-
terests to develop in the future.”

The German ‘government concluded
its protest with” tbe statement that
"it cannot, but be guided in the en-
forcement of the retaliatory orders
that,- haye been, issued against Am-
erican property in Germany by the
manner in which the United States
of America will proceed against Ger-
man property.”

Plans fsr Americanization by sale
to* American citizens of German-own-
ed property valued at approximately
$306,000,000 have been prepared and
Mr. Palmer declared they would be
carried out.

The total value of enemy-owned
property taken over by the alien prop-
erty custodian to date is between
$700,000,000 and $800,000,000. Unoffi-
cial reports place the value of Amer-
ican-owned property tak™n over by
Germany at $14;000,000.

MEN 37 CALLED ABOUT MARCH1

7,399,000 Men to Join Army Before-July
1, Says General Cro”rdier.

Washington—Draft calls for men
who have passed their thirty-seventh
birthdays are expected to begin about
March 1. Plans for bringing toe old-
er class of new registrants into camp
have not been completed, but the ap-
proximate date of toe first call was
disclosed by publication of testimony
by Provost Marshal General Crowder
before toe House Military Commit-
tee.

In all,.General Crowder told the com-
mittee, 2,399,000 newly registered men,
between 18 and 45, will be called be-
fore July 1. and of that number more
than 2,000,000 will be .physically fit
fighting men. The calls for general
service will be divided as follows:

Shotgun Properly Cared For la Said to
Be Good for a Hundred
Thousand Shots.

A question frequently asked is, “How
long will my shotgun last?” or “How
many shots can | fire from my.rifle or
revolver before It wears out7*

It Is Impossible' for anyone to say
Just bow long a firearm will last, be-
cause it Is impossible to tell before-
hand what kind of care It Is going to
get, and the care It receives makes all
the difference between a few hundred
shots mod a lifetime of faithful service.

Assuming that they are cleaned care-
fully end consistently a good shotgun
will show practically no falling off In
pattern or penetration for probably
well over 100.000 shots. A 22&llber
rifle and a revolperare both gotta for
80,000 or 40j000 toots. A hlgb-power
rifle fa good for abont 3.000 to 5,000
toots* usually the higher the velocity
the shorter the life of the barrel.

This will make
It much simpler to avoid Infection.

"It Is desirable that all iattendaitts
learn how to use a fever thermometer.
This is not at all a difficult matter, and
the use of such a thermometer is"a
great help In caring for the patients.

LATEST WQRD ON SUBJECT.

Epidemic Probably Not Spinleh In
Origin—Germ StJU Unknown—Peo-
ple Should Guard Agalnet “Droplet
Irifeetion"—Surgeon  General Bluo
Make* Authoritative Statement

Washington, D. C—(Special.)—AL
though King Alfonso of 3paln wast
one of the victims of the Influenza epi-
demic In 1893 and again this summer,
Spanish authorities repudiate any
claim to Influenza as a “Spanish” dis-
ease. If the people of this country do
not take care the epidemic will bo-
come so widespread throughout the
IJpited States that soon we shall bear
the disease called “American” Influ-
enza.

In response to a request tor definite
Information concerning Spanish Infin-
eon, Surgeon General Rupert Blue of
the V. S. Public Health Service has
authorized the following official Inter-
view:

“The disease now occurring In this
country and called ‘Spanish Influen-

In the head, eyes, ears, back or other
« part* of the body and a feeling of se-
vere sickness. In most of the cases the
symptoms disappear after three or four
day*, the patient then rapidly recover-
ing. Some Ct the patients, however,
develop pneumonia, or Inflammation
of the ear, or-roeningitls, and many of
these poapUceted cases die. Whether
this so-called ‘Spanish' Influenza Is
Identical with the epidemics of Influen-
za of earlier years Is not yet known.

“Epidemics of Influenza have visited
this country since 1647. It Is Interest-
ing to know that this firet epidemic
was brought here from Valencia,
Spain.  Since that time there have
been numerous epidemics of the dis-
ease. In 1889 and 1890 an epldemle

«vof Influenza, starting somewhere In the
fotent, spread first to Russia and
thence over practically the entire civ-
ilized world. Three years later there
was another flare-up ft the disease.
Both times the epidemic spread wide-
ly over the United States.

“Although the ?resenl epidemic Is
/called ‘Spanish influenza,' there Is tit
reason to believe that It originated in
Spain. Some writers who have studied
the question believe that the epidemic
came from the Orient and they call at-
tention to the fact that the Germans
mention the disease as occurring along
the eastern front In the summer and
fall of 1917.”

white corpuscles shows little or no In-
crease above,the normafl. It is possi-
ble that the laboratory investigations
now being made through the National
Research  Council and the United
States Hygienic Laboratory will fur-
nish a‘more certain way in which indi-
vidual cases of this disease can be
recognized."

What la the course of the disease?
Do people die of 1t?

“Ordinarily, the fever lasts from
three to four days and the patient re-
covers. But whjle the proportion of
deaths In the present epidemic has
generally been low, In some places the
outbreak has been severe and deaths
have been numerous. When depth oc-
curs it Is usually the result of o«eoro-
pilcatlen.”

What causes tho disease and how Is
it spread?

“Bacteriologists who have studied In-
fluenza epidemics In the past have
found In many of the cases a very
Small rod-shaped germ called, after iis
discoverer, Pfeiffer's bacillus. In ott#r
cases of apparently the same kind of
disease there were found pneumococci,
the germs of lobar pneumonia. Still
others have beeo caused by strepto-
cocci, and by others germs with long
names.

“No matter what particular kind of
germ. causes the epidemic, It is now
believed that influenza Is always
spread from person to person, the
germs being carried with the”ajr along
with the very small droplets of mucus,
expelled by coughing or sneezing,
forceful talking, and the like by one
who already has the germs of the dis-
ease. They may also be carried about
In the air In tlie form of dust coming
from dried mucus, from coughing and
sneezing, or from careless people who
spit on the floor and on the sidewalk.
As In most other catching diseases, a
person who has only a mild attack of
the disease himself may give a very
severe attack to others."

What should be done by those who
catch the disease?

“It is very Important that every per-
son who become?? sick with Influenza
should go home at once”pd go to bed.
This will help keep Iway dangerous
complications and will, at the same
tito'e. keep the patient from scattering
the disease far and wide. It Is highly
desirable that no one be allowed to
sleep In the same room with the pa-
tient In fact, no one but the nurse
should be allowed in the room.

“If there is cough arfd sputum or
running of the eyes and nose, care
should *be taken tfiat all such dis-
charges are collected oo bits of gauze
or rag or paper napkins and burned.
JIf the patient complains- of fever and
headache, he should be given water to
drink, a cold compress to the forehead
and a light sponge. Only such medi-
cine should be given as is prescribed
by the doctor. It Is foolish to ask the
druggist to prescribe and may be dan-
gerous to take the so-called ‘safe, sure
and harmless' remedies advertised by
patent medicine manufacture™.

“If the patient Is so situated that he
can be attended only by some one who
must also look after others In the fam-
ily, 1t Is advisable that such attendant
wear a wrapper, apron or gown over
the ordinary house clothes while in the
sick room and slip this off when leav-
ing to look after the others.

Nurses and attendants will do well
to guard against breathing In danger-
ous disease germs by wearing .a simple
fold of gauze or mask while near the
patient.”

Will a person who has had influenza
before catch the disease again?

it Is well known that an attack of
measles or scarlet fever or smallpox
usually protects a person against an-
other attack of the same disease. This
appears not to be tree of 'Spanish In-
fluenza." According to newspaper im
ports the King df Spain suffered an
attack of Influenza during the epi-
demic thirty years ago, and was aﬁain
stricken during the recent outbreak In
Spain."

How can on* guard against Influ-
enza?

“In guarding against disease of all
kinds, it Is Important that the body b*
kept strbng and able to fight off dis-
ease germa < This can be done by hav-
ing a proper proportion of work, play
and rest, by keeping the body well
clothed, and by eating sufficient whole-
some and properly selected food. In
connection with diet, it Igwell to re-
member that milk la one of ithe best
all-around foods obtainable for adults
as well as children. So far as a dis-
ease like Influenza Is concerned, health
authorities everywhere recognize the
very close relation between its spread
and overcrowded homes. While It is
not always possible, especially in
times like the present, to avoid such
overcrowding, people should consider
the health danger and make every
effort to reduce the home overcrowd-
ing to s minimum. The value of fresh
air through open windows cannot be
over emphasize®.

“When crowding Is unavoidable, aa
in street cars, care should be taken to
keep the face so turned as «bt to in-
hale directly the air breathed out by
another person.

"It Is especially Important to be-
ware of the person Who coughs or
sneezes without covering his mouth
and nose. It also follows that one
should keep out of crowds and stuffy
places as much as possible, keep
homes, offices and workshops well
sired, spend some time out of doors
each day, walk to work if at on prac-
ticable—In short, make every ‘possible
effort to breathe as much pure air as
