IffE GOES OUT

PLYMOUTH TO HEAR 
. GREAT SINGER

Risca Williams, Who Is to Sing Here
Was On Lusitanif; Gives Thrilling
Account of Its 8inking.

W h in  the Royal Welsch Concert 
Company of Nsjvport, S. Wales, 
appears a t the High School audi- 
torium, Monday evening, November 
11, one of the numbers to which the 
audience will listen with greatest in­
terest: is the account by Mr. Risca 
Williams of the sinking of the Lusi­
tania. Three members of the Welsh 
choir went down with the ship when 
it wap struck by a German sub­
marine. . Mr. Williams was in the 
second! saloon of the boat when the 
crash pame. His. description of the 
fight !of two thousand passengers, 
the gradual sinking of the ship and 
the struggle to salve themselves from 
drowning is pathetic.

“Life never seemed so sweet to me 
as when I stood .on the deck of the 
gradually sinking -vesBel,” Mr. Wil­
liams. tel]3., “T^bs^iiV^r.on the.^deck 
became shoe-top deep", anil T  ha<Tto 
do something and do i t  quickly. I 
remember the plunge overboard, the 
struggle in the midst of a choking 
cauldron of drowning people, the 
swallowing up of all in the last 
plunge! of the giant liner, then the 
fearful struggle down, down into the 
depths^ of the. ocean. I came up 
gasping and almost dead. To de­
scribe | the terrible sights would be 
too shpeking.”

These Welsh singers are making 
their sixth tour of the United States, 
and are attracting a larger attention 
than ever before although three of 
their number, were lost on the Lusi­
tania. They have appeared recently 
a t Carnegie .Hall, New York, and 
gave 4 select concert a t the White 
House, fo r President Wilson. Wil­
liams Jennings Bryan says that Mr. 
Williams’ half hour talk is “the most 
thrilling and dramatic lecture now 
being given in America.”

Each artist is a thorough musician 
of the type that sings by  instinct, 
nature and choice, bringing to their 
work the additional advantage of ex­
perience and hard study.

SECOND DISTRICT - 
CONGRESSIONAL RACE

John Fitzgibbon, the Lansing cor­
respondent of Detroit Evening News, 
has the following to say regarding 
the congressional race in the Second 
District, of which Plymouth is a 
part:

BEAKES* DEFEAT LOOMS 
The reason for saying that Rep. 

Beakes has a slim chance of being 
returned is that lightning has never 
been knowti to strike in the same 
place four times in succession. Rare­
ly indeed have been the occasions 
When it struck . twice, and for it to 
strike three times is a near-mira- 
qle. The Second District Jias a nor- 
mal Republican plurality of 6,000, 
yet Mr. Beakes now represents it 
for a third consecutive term, 
j The Bull Moose bolt, in 1912, en­
abled him to win the election with a 
plurality of 111, and a vote of 16,- 
761, in a total vote of 48,885. In 
l|914 his Republican opponent was 
Mark R, Bacon, a fine old gentleman 
of large means, but who knew noth­
i n  about pohticsr This time Beakes 
was again elected by a plurality of 
209. Two years ago Mr .Bacon 
0(nce more secured the Republican 
nomination. On the face of the re­
turns he was declared elected by a 
plurality of 49 in a total vote of 56,- 
247. He served one year and was 
then unseated by Congress, and Mr. 
Beakes given the seat on revised i'e- 
tums tha t showed a plurality of 
about 60 votes.

MICHENER TOO STRONG 
'' Rep. Beakes is as strong as ever 
in the ’ district. Were there a split in 
the Republican, party, as irj 1912, or 
if his opponent, as in 1914 and 1916, 
Was a weak candidate .who could 
not come within several thousand 
qf polling the normal Republican 
vote, Beakes might again pull 
through. But the Republican nom­
inee this year, Earl Michener, of 
Adrian, a popular young lawyer, is 
from all reports, pretty sure to run 
a,t least even with the te st of the 
Republican ticket. He certainly made 
an excellent run in the primaries 
when he easily beat three other 
republicans. Of course, if there 
should be a Democrat landslide—and 
the most unexpected things are* liable 
to happen these times—all predict­
ions, praphicies and forecasts as to 
what will happen a t  the polls Nov. 
5 will be knocked galley west.

REGISTRATION OF WAR
BONOS IS URGED BY 

LOAN OFFICIALS

Important Information on Liberty 
Bonds Given Out by Gov­

ernment Official*.

Important information concerning 
the registration of Liberty Loan bonds, 
tf- given, out by the bond department 
oi the Federal Reserve Bank of Chi­
cago contains the following quotation 
from a letter from the treasury de­
partment :

"With reference to accepting sub-, 
script ions for bonds to be registered 
Ir. the numes of persons giving only 
initials rather than the full name, 
have to say that it la the Intent of 
the department, not for Its own sake, 
but for the sake of the holders of reg­
istered bonds, to have them registered 
in such manner as to enable the said 
holders, or their legal representatives, 
to dispose of them in the simplest and 
readiest manner. Bonds issued to wom­
en under their initials, or under the 
initials of their husbands, are not read­
ily transferable la case of the death • 
of the holder.

“Thohgh. letters of administration 
would be issued in the legal Bame of 
the deceased, and the bonds would be 
Inscribed In her name, under her Ini­
tials. or those of her husband, as the 
Case.might be. the letters of admin­
istration and the bonds would not 
agree ,as to the name, and therefore 
the administrator of Mrs. Sarah A.. 
Smith, say, would have to prove that 
fche and Mrs. Thomas W. Smith (or 
Kra. S. Smith) were one and the same 
person. It Is to Avoid troubles of this 
character that the department has In­
flated on receiving the legal name of j 
persons subscribing for registered 
bonds.

“Of eourse, the department cannot 
refuaa to Issue bonds under Initials If 
the parties Interested insist upon it. 
b«t It |a requested that yon. In nil1 
cabes. where It is possible. Insist on re 
reiving the full names of persons sub 
vrriMag fur registered bonds.”

France, Sept. 20, ‘18 
My Own Dear .Folks:

Well, folks, we moved our office 
as I told you we were going to do, in 
my last letter. We have certainly 
struck a fine place. I  will try. and 
tell you a little about our camp. 
F irst of all we have fine stone bar­
racks, running water in the barracks, 
good office building, and plenty of 
room. We are located just onthe-edge 
of town, only about fifteen -minutes’ 
walk to the center of the city. As 
yet I have not been down town, but 
from all appearances it seems to 
be a very nice place. There is no Y. 
M. C. A. or K. of C. located here, but 
I understand they will be here short­
ly. Of course that will be a great 
benefit to the 'camp. We have a 
wonderful commissary here, you can 
get most anything .you want in the 
line of eats. The “chow” or eats 
\ve get is very good and I hope to 
put on some weight now. Summing 
the whole thing up, we have one of 
the best camps, and I like it and my 
work very much. <

Yesterday I received some old let­
ters that must have been following 
me around the hospitals. They were 
written on the 11th, 19th and 25th of 
May. I was very glad to get them, 
though, because there was plenty of 
good news which I would otherwise 
have missed. I also received one 
from Aunt Lucy and one from Mr. 

They were all very wel­
come, but I think that I will have to 
answer-some of them by writing to 
Mr. Samsen.

One of them represents a row of win­
dows with people; above a grotesque 
tournament of ■ peasants riding on 
donkeys. The other represents ma­
chicoulis and battlements; between 
each of them is a personage in differ­
ent attitudes. On the • top you see 
two windows with three ladies and 
one gentleman looking -out.

Dear Folks:

Have a little spare time this noon, 
so will start a letter and finish it to­
night. We have been “over here” 
for ten days. The first two days and 
nights we camped out in a field about 
three miles from the port of debark­
ation. From there we traveled two 
days and two nights on one of the 
old fashioned French trains, getting 
whatj little sleep we could in our seats, 
whilo the flat wheel on our end of the 
coach w ent, “bumpty bump.” We 
are stationed in a  little country town

-We are drilling every^ 
day now with rain coats on, because1 
it rains most of the time here, but 
not so very' hard. Will try to fin­
ish this now.

Three of us fellows walked about 
two miles to another town last night 
to get some grapes and figs. Have 
not seen anything like candy since I 
left jCarhp Mills.

The country is fine here, but about 
all they raise is grain, potatoes, fruits 
of all kinds and sugar beets. Have 
not sjeen a bit of corn yet. The hills 
are covered with vineyards, but the 
most] of the grapes ;are used for wine.

Has Howard gone to Ann Arbor 
yet?| If  so, how does he like it? 
Is Claude still .working a t Dearborn ? 
When you write please send the Mail 
too. I haven’t  looked at a paper for 
two weeks. Haven’t  found Harold 
J. yet. Have you heard from Paul? 
This is the first chance I have had 
to write. Tell August that he 
wouldn’t  get along ver well here with 
the milk business, about all the 
people drink here is wine. They 
laugh. when they, see us fill our can- 
teeng with water. Hope he is still 
gaining every day. You will have 
to tell the news to the rest of the 
folks for me, if I  get enough for two 
letters and time to write them, it will 
keepi me busy.

Be sure to spell American out in 
full when addressing my mail, be­
cause A. E. F. stand for Australian 
Expeditionary Forces. Have been 
looking for mail quite a while, but 
none since July. Maybe it will 
come as a birthday present and that 
will be just two weeks from today.

Will close now, hoping you are all 
feeling as good as I do. Take good 
care of yourself and don't worry 
about me, and I will do the same.
