Camp Greenleaf, Ga., 
October 31, 1918.

Friend Samsen:
After two weeks of camp life, I 

will endeavor to write you a few of 
my experiences and observations, 
while “breaking into” the military 
game.

Arrived Wednesday, October 3rd, 
a t Chattanooga, Tenn., going out to 
Camp Greenleaf, which is in Georgia. 
An-ambulance driver picked me up, 
saving me $2j00 the usual fare; thus 
I arrived in camp on a truck. Along 
with fourteen or' fifteen others we 
went to the quartermaster, where w e: 
were issued our cot and blankets. 
There are no sheets nor* pillows in 
the army. The blankets serve both 
purposes. This brought ( us up to 
lunch time, when we were filed into 
al long mess hall, termed officers’ 
Club, for whi©h we pay $30 a irjonth 
as long as we remain.

We turn in a t 9:30 and here I 
learned something my wife has been 
trying to teach me for a long time, 
“not to talk back.” We get up at 
0:00, ten minutes to dress, wash and 
shave, and then we have what they 
call setting up exercises. These 

; consist of all kinds of contortions and 
j extortions to cause the bald heads 

to limber up. After the satisfying 
ordeal of breakfast, we had more 
drill for two nours. Then we were 
given our “shots” for typhoid and 
smallpox. These shots laid me up 
for three days.

Our next experiment was with gas 
“as .used by the Huns.” "You are

r'ven a gas mask. This consists of 
face coveting, a piece for your 

nose and one for your mouth. You 
liearn to put; this on in six seconds 

Or suffer the consequences, as mus­
tard gas kills in three Ufeconds, you 
haven't much time to lose. I t would 
piake you laugh to see the bunch 
when the guide yells “go.”

We were next introduced to 
horses that are old cavalry nags. 
The one I drew was a particularly 
Onerous cuss. He knew more about 
army regulations than I did, for 
when commander yelled 4’s right, it 
was 4’s righ|t whether I wanted to 
go tha t way or not. This ride makes 
you pray for your Ford.

This is an old battle ground, where 
north and south fought for two days. 
Many of the caiinon remain where 

; they were left over fifty years ago, 
|  and the pine trees show where cannon 

j>alls tore through them.
There are about 2,500 doctors here, 

all training for overseas, and so the 
work of making soldiers out of 
civilians goes forward from day to 
day. It’s Uncle Sam’s big job, and 
he is doing it thoroughly.

Aside from a few minor incidents, 
as washing clothes, cleaning house, 
shaving every day, we enjoy the life 
down here. The men have a saying, 
“It’s a great life if you don’t  weak­
en,” but many of the men do weaken 
as the work is strenuous..

I pitiful thing, all the men gone away, 
and the women and girls all dressed 
in black and working so hard to 
raise crops to feed their soldiers at 
the front. They are doing a great 
work.

You. women at home are doing 
splendid work through your Red 
Cross societies and Relief commit­
tees. I tell you us soldiers over here 
appreciate more and more just what 
the U. S. means to us.

Sometimes we get a little blue and 
then along comes that old do or die 
spirit, the thoughts of our people at 
home, the 'ideals we are fighting for, 
and we take a new lease of life and 
are proud--to be over here wearing 
the uniform of an American and do­
ing our bit in the very best way we 
know how.

We were inspected Sunday by our 
General Connor, our Commanding 
General of this Base Section. He 
found our camp in excellent condition 
and made a short talk. He is a fine 
type of a soldier, tall and straight, 
square jawed and a fearless eye that 
has everything. We need more men 
of his tyjpe over here. He showed 
us how Vitally important our work 
was; without us there wouldn’t  or 
couldn’t have been so many of these 
wonderful advances made by our 
allied troops since early July. His 
word^, “Stick on,, the job, boys, you 
are more important than your com­
rades who are actually using the 
rifle.” Such talks help us wonder­
fully. We are in this thing to win, 
and the true soldier is the one who 
after it is all over can say to him­
self, “I’ve done my duty as a soldier] 
,-iving 100 per cent efficiency and do­
ing the part that was assigned to 
me.” After all that is what counts— 
the inner feeling that you are giving 
100 per cent efficiency to your gov­
ernment.

Being a soldier, I can appreciate 
how much1 the boys would enjoy those 
box lunehes put up by the R©d Crofc 
society. We are way over in France, 
but our hearts are back home in the 
good old U. S. A., where the women 
are second to none in the world.

Our work goes on night and day. 
It never stops—one crew comes off 
duty and i another crew is right on 
the job waiting to go to work. I am 
not permitted to state just what our 
work is. il t  is the job that was as­
signed to us, and we are all a t it 
with both! feet.

Dear Mrs. Allen:

I have regretted many times lately 
because I  have not put forth more 
of an effort to write you and tell you 
how much I have appreciated the 
watch you gave me, when I joined 
the “Arm^ of Liberty” on June 28th. 
Surely the boys who have left Plym­
outh will never forget what you 
have done, and the folks at home 
can never forgot, because there are 
great evidences of your generosity 
before them every day.

I hope by the time this very short 
letter reaches you that this terrible 
war will have come to an end, and 
the great sacrifices we have made, 
and especially the French,’ will not 
have been in vain, and that the world 
will have a new birth of freedom, 
jfnd that this will never happen 
again, and I believe it never will.

I am riot able to write much that

WOMAN SUFFRAGE 
CARRIES IN PLYMOUTH

&  Woman's Suffrage amendment 
to the constitution of the State of 
Michigan carried in Plymouth town­
ship by a majority of 142 votes—326 
men said, “Yes, let the women of 
Michigan vote;" 184 men said, 
“No,” while 50 others refused to ex­
press their opinions at all."7 

On November 5, 1912,” 292 men in 
Plymouth township voted for woman 
suffrage, and 171 against it. This 
means tha t 'suffrage has gained 34 
supporters and -13 opponents in Plym­
outh township in the last six ye^rs. 
These figures suggest a surprising 
lack of appreciation of the women 
and their help in carrying on the 
world's work.

During the last three of these six 
years, Michigan women have given 
tirelessly of their time, strength and 
money to support the cause of de­
mocracy. They have spent hours at 
the Red Crosa making surgical dress­
ings, and knitting socks, sweaters 
and helmets to keep alive and com­
fortable the -boys overseas.

During the last three years, thous­
ands of Michigan women, have been 
forced into industry to support chil­
dren, and to keep the  home fires 
burning until their husbands, broth­
ers, fathers and sons return from 
fighting the Hun. During thd last 
three years, Michigan women have 
done their own big share in the Lib-1 
erty loan and Patriotic fund cam­
paigns. At the University of .Michi­
gan, last year, the women students 
oversubscribed the men, both in the 
Friendship fund and Liberty loan 
drives. The women oversubscribed 
the men in spite of the fact that 
there were 1,100 women and 4,000 
men, almost four times as many men 
as women.

With money, with time, with 
strength and with their loved ones, 
the women of Michigan have served 
well the cause of democracy, and yet 
184 men fn Plymouth township say 
that these women have no right to 
the ballot, the ballot which is the 
very essence of democratic citizen­
ship- According to their way of vot­
ing, the women of Michigan are good 
enough to work for democracy, but 
not good enough to share in its bene­
fits. I

Women vote in every country in 
Europe, except Germany, Tw keyani1 
Austria-Hungary, and yet 
in Plymouth township say that 
women ought not to vote in Michfc 
gan. Woman suffrage is a part of 
democracy and a war necessity, and 
those 326 men who voted <fqr it  last 
Tuesday have the satisfaction of 
knowing tha t they did .something 
toward helping the cause for which 
our boys are fighting over in France 
right now.

LET THE YOUNG TURKEYS GROW

I and Seed Hunting Sessqn Is 
Most Beneficial to Birds.

Although Thanksgiving is several 
weeka off, the Michigan Division of 
the Food Administration urges .hat 
turkeys be allowed to develop add 
grow fat. The turkey Is still a wild 
bird. It Is pointed out that all the 
efforts of the farmer and breeder 
have failed to domesticate this wan 
derer into a barnyard dependent that 
puts on fat at the whim of the owner

chicken Will put teed into fat at 
almost any age and at any time the 
crop Is kept filled with the Igfct 
kind of feed.

The young turkey, however, ta a 
long-legged, bug hunter until the win­
ter thatch of feathers is put on --nd 
Nature suggests that it is time to 
store up a reserve for rigorous weath 

Turkeys will put on weight rap­
idly and economically at that season 
and raisers should take advantage 
of it.

This, too. ia the season when fields 
provide plenty of feed that would 
otherwise go to waate and, in the 
case of weed seeds, would do danage 
to future crops.

Now, when we have need for t ve-v 
ounce of food that can be put into 
form for human consumption, wheth 
er ground by mills or gizzards, it is 
the soundest economy to let the 
young turkeys live through the fall 
bug-and-seed-hunting season.

A young gobbler that weighs ten 
pounds in October will weigh twelve 
or thirteen sixty day3 later if given a 
little extra feed along toward the end 
of that period. A hen in the same 
time will fill out from seven pounds 
to nine or ten. Such satisfactory 
gains can be made at no other time 
ha the bird's life. It is the season 
when Nature Is preparing for wirter. 
The turkey hasn't learned to depend 
on the farmer's grain bins.

The Food Administration suggests 
that in order to take advantage of 
this favorable season for putting on 
grains that no young turkey hens 
weighing less than six pounds dress 
ed should be marketed. Young gob­
blers should be of sufficient size to 
dreBs at least eight pounds before 
lng sold. Let the turkeys develop 
and grow fat.

Because of the diminishing ,pf the 
herds, Europe will face serious food  
shortages for years after peace Is
