Call Greenbacks “Real Money”—Com­
plain That Francs Slip Through 

.i Fingers.

Forgetting bow to figure In “regular 
money" and learning how to calculate 
in “this doggon stuff” Is one of the 
first worries of the American soldiers 
in France, says New York Evening 
Sun.

“Regular money" Is good old dol­
lars and cents, nlckfels, dimes and quar­
ters. , -

’•This doggon stuff” is the name up 
pllpd to French francs, usually paper 
money, often as low as single francs, 
or 20 cents, for most small cities have 
issued local small change currency.

The Americans do not like French 
paper money. They say It is trash, 
and tears, and is hard to count.

On the other hand, the French are 
shocked when an American crumples 
French< paper up and shoves It'in  his 
pocket the “way they do back home." 
French -money Is to be handled in big 
pocketbooks and not crumpled.

“Look ati some real money once,” a 
doughboy told a merchant, ahd flashed 
a bright new silver-certificate. When 
he crumpled It up In his fist to show 
how, “real money can be used” the 
Frenchman almost fainted.

The Americans are paid almost en­
tirely in French money and th e y __
getting used to francs, though they all 
agree “a franc’s so small It slips 
through your fingers like water.”

Well, this is Tuesday morning, and ! f nd ?Y«?n managed to shave reigular-

gpt up feeling fine, after- a good 
night's sleep, so will take the liberty 
in answering your letter of Sept. 13, 
which I received all O. K. with the 
money order for $25.00, and I thank 
you very much for being so kind as 
to think I needed money, but as the 
case-happens to  be I  l^ave plenty at 
the present and expect to be paid 
again today, but it is perfectly safe 
in my belt tha t you folks bought me 
a t Custer. I never did get the one you 
sent by mail. A wagoner gets the 
same wages as a  corporal does, so 
I get quite a  little extra, money over 
being a private. I don't-get a  lot of 
pleasure out of my money over here, 
anyhow, as there is nothing much to 
buy that I care about. I spend most 

, of my spare time writing home, and 
make the best of everything else. 
But don’t  be surprised if I should get 
homie to eat Christmas dinner with 
■you.:.- Things look as if they were 
nearly at an end, but I would not be 

-satisfied leaving here until I knew 
that the old Kaiser had drawn in his' 
horns so far tha t .there would never 
be any more war, like this one has 
been, and I am willing to give any­
thing I have got, even my life, if it  
is necessary, to keep the little fellows 
like Melvin from-getting in a mix- 
up like this one is.

I  suppose you are getting my let­
ters by this time; yours stated that 
you had received two a t that time. 
I received four Plymouth Mails yes­
terday, tha t you folks sent. You said 
you were out to the aviation field on 
Warren avenue, and saw them. 
Well, Mann*' airplanes are more 
common to me than automobiles. 
There has not been a day since I hit 
Camp Mills, but what I have seen 
them in every way and shape until 
you can't rest. They were even fly­
ing — :---- t h e ----------. By the way,
Manna, that pond is some puddle of 
water, but it [will be a joyous trip 
coming back.

I t must seem funny not to  see 
autos galore out in the States on 
Sundays. Most all of th e n a rs  that 
are used here are Dodges and Fords. 
I was surprised to hear tha t the old 
car I had sold for $262.50. I saw 
the first fellowj from Plymouth, yes­
terday, when l‘ met Karl Blake over 
here in the railroad yards. I was 
just loading upi a load of ammunition 
and he hollered] at me. He came back 
and we had quite a talk. He is sta­
tioned about three miles from where 
I am. He toldj me tha t Ray Smith, 
who went when I did, was there- to. 
The first thing he said was: “What 
are you doing dyer here in this God­
forsaken country*.” I said, “Same as 
you are doing-Lour bit as they tell 
about in the States, but tha t little 
bit means a lot to some certain 
souls.”

Did you everi get tha t agreement 
back tha t you sent me? . Did you 
ever call a t the postoffice for any of 
my mail; If there is anything of. 
importance send it to me. If  there 
are any of the Plymouth boys in ser­
vice that you can find out their ad­
dresses, send them to me, and I 
might be able to find them. I t seems 
like everybody looks alike over here 
after they get on their iron hats and 
all dressed the same, and, believe me, 
there is a bunch over here.

Somewhere in France, 
Monday, October 15, 1918. 

Dear Father and Mother:
Today finds another member of our 

company and mysef away off from 
the rest of the bunch a t an aviation 
camp. We are sent here for a few 
dayB to learn something about sig­
nalling as it applies to toe exchange 
of messages between the airplanes 
and the infantry. But the weather 
is not propitious for work today, so 
we are trying to eke out an existence 
as best we can, banking heavily on 
the possible close of hostilities as a 
result of the present peace plea of 
the Central powers and the military 
successes of the allies. Most of the 
boys who were sent here for the 
same work, have, taken an afternoon 
for hiking to a ' large town about
three miles distant, where they ex­
pect to get a  hot'bath, a rare luxury 
in this country, although I got one 
last Friday night in the little town 
where our company is billeted.

We had a pay day last week, and

Washington.—Thousands of caa 
of fraudulent acceptance of govern­
ment allowances Intended for sol­
diers’ or sailors’ dependents- have 
been discovered by special investiga­
tors of the bureau of war risk insur­
ance, in the campaign of prosecution 
and recovery that has been instituted.

As a result it was announced that 
about one-third of the four hundred 
thousand claiming dependency, who 

/ are now receiving checks, will 
dropped from the rolls when it 
shown that they were not dependent 
on a soldier before he entered the ' 
service.

There are hundreds of cases in. 
which women, not the wives of sol­
diers ar sailors, are receiving allow­
ances and allotment checks, having 
been named by the men as their legal 
wives, while the real wives go with­
out government aid.

Scores of attorneys are understood 
to be under investigation for having 
charged more than three dollars> the 
legal limit, for aiding persons to get 
allotments or allowance remittances. 
All persons who receive and cash 
checks to which they are not strictly 
entitled by law are to be cut off 
from their remittance^, forced to re­
pay the Bums they received fraudul­
ently, and prosecuted if criminal in­
tent is shown.

New York—With arrests of 13 offi­
cers and employes of the Coastwise 
Lumber & Supply company it was dis­
closed by federal officials that an al­
leged conspiracy has been in progress 
to defraud the government of thou­
sands of dollars through not deliver­
ing lumber for which the government 
paid.

The company’s government con­
tracts are said to aggregate between 
$2,000,000 and $3,000,000 and to in­
volve the supplying of lumber for 
Camp Upton, Long Island; the coastal 
naval air station at Newport, R. L;

other army posts, as well as for the 
United States shipping board and the 
customs service.

Warrants for the arrests were said 
to have been issued at the request of 
Attorney General Gregory, who is un­
derstood to have personally super­
vised the inquiry.
