The largest American lied Cross 
hospital farm in England is at Salis­
bury, Southampton, where a consider­
able part of the 183-acre estate is un­
der cultivation.

One thousand! wounded and convales­
cent American soldiers played hosts 
to King George, Queen Mary and Prin­
cess Mary at a^big military hospital in 
Dartfonl, just outside London, recent­
ly. The royal visitors inspected Amer­
ican Red Cross activities at the hos­
pital. A good time was had by all.

Santa Claus, Christmas'and the Red 
Cross roll call come but once a year. 
The roll call takes place during the 
week of December 18. Speak up— 
and dig down—when your name Is 
called.

One of Christopher J. Kringle’s first 
stops on Christmas eve will be the 
American hospitals in France. In 
every ward of every hospital he will 
find a Christmas tree and Red Cross 
workers waiting to help him fill sol­
dier socks.

The Belgian commission of the 
American Red Cross has established a 
fund known as the “Queen’s Purse” 
for war victims. Queen Elizabeth of 
Belgium goes ubout to hospitals con­
stantly supplying little extra com­
forts to patiedts. She has spent large 
sums of her own for this purpose, and 
In addition the American Red Cross 
provides a purse of $5,000 for tills 
purpose.

The American Red CroSs at Verona, 
Italy, is helping an existing orphan­
age to meet the urgent problem of car: 
Ing for mothefless young children. It 
has agreed to support ten babies un- 
d-r a year old, and 20 between the 
ages of one and three.

Americans in the American Red 
Cross ambulance service received 65 
decorations for work performed in one 
month. This number includes seven 
silver medals, four bronze, and 54 war 
crosses.

Fifteen thousand men a day were 
served on an average by each of the 16 
.American Red Cross canteens on the 
Itali&n^front. Sixteen of these can­
teens are portable.

Le Havre.—To provide Belgian 
children with shoes—and they wear 
them out quite as fast as American 
youngsters—the American Red Cross 
has started shoemaking activities at 
Limoges. Thousands of Belgian chil­
dren in Red Cross colonies in France 
will be equipped. The factories will 
give employment to a number of Bel­
gian adults.

Le Harve.—A Belgian colonel, just 
from the front, speaking of n canteen 
for which the American Red Cross pro­
vided quarters on very short notice, 
said: “One live demonstration like this 
is better than a year of talk.” He 
also stated in a report: “It is wonder­
ful to see how responsive the Belgians 
are to everything' American.”

The department of 'civil .affairs of 
the American Red Cross undertook to 
establish or maintain 14 institutions in 
the war zone of Italy, which provided 
food, clothing and care for 3.477 chilJ 
dren.

October 18, 1918.
Osar Mother:
^ I u s t  a few lines to let you hear j 
from your son, somewhere in F rance, 
now, and want to tell you this, he is ■■ 
longing for the hour to come when 1 
General Pershing sends the first mil- J 
lion men home. Heard last night it  1 
would be by Christmas, but one 1 
doesn’t  want to believe everything1 
they hear, as there is all kinds of 
such talk taking place now. Even 
the papers have good news in it— 
once in a while we get a paper three 
or four days old. Received two De­
troit papers the other day, dated the 
middle of August. They were Sun- | 
day papers, as the comic section was 
with them. We are having a very I 
long spell of wet weather, and be- J 
lieve me, it sure is very muddy, as 
the soil is limestone and yellow clay. 
You all know what this clay is from 
experience by the barn when it is 
muddy. Well. thiB is just a little 
stickier than that.

We have been in this location quite 
a long time—it is almost time for us 
to move again. Henry Meilbeck is 
working in the kitchen every day now 
and think it is a very good job for 
him He has been sick to t some time 
and is getting better now. One of 
our cooks has been sent to the hos­
pital with pneumonia. Have not 
found out how he is getting along.

I have some German articles ’that 
I would like to send home. I may 
have a chance to send them. Our 
kitchen is located in a German gun-
f»it, where they have had their artil- 
ery, and a little up the line is a 

cement hole and I guess they used it 
for a storeroom. In another place 
where I was, is a dngout about forty 
feet deep, and room for 100 men to 
sleep. This place is all lined up with 
all kinds of wire, batteries, electric 
lights, even they have water system 
so they don’t have to carry any water 
for cooking or drinking. 1 found 
some German cards and story books. 
One card I took notice of described 
the 9th loan and they paid five per 
cent iaterest on their money. Sent 
one home to Emma. Am not sure 
whether it got . through or not, as I 
only took a chance on it. These other 
cards I am,going to keep and bring 
than home with me. I have quite 
a good place here in this location. 
Am in a dugout twenty-five feet in 
tiie ground, where there is room for 
four to sleep. Have a stove here 
and it sore is nie^ and dry, also 
warm. When I lie down to tost the 
days I am off doty, I can’t teQ 
whether it is daylight or dark.

FARM BUREAU’S 
ANNUAL MEETING

The second annual meeting of the 
Wayne County Farm Btrreau was held 
at the Dearborn theatre, Wednesday 
afternoon, December 4th. Repre­
sentative farmers from all over the 
county were present.

The moving picture reels on poul­
try showing incubation both natural­
ly and artificially were very helpfuL 
The moving pictures on Pig Clubs 
and those on Home Economics, show­
ing the one-period, cold-pack canning 
were both educational and interest­
ing. '

•Following the pictures, President 
George C. Raviler of Plymouth, call­
ed the meeting to order, and intro­
duced Dr. Eben Mumford, state lead­
er of county agents. He gave an 
address on “Organizing the State for 
Farm Bureau Work.” Being an in­
spiring speaker, he gave a much 
clearer vision to the farmers present 
than has been realized before, and 
many will be able to aid materially 
in this work this winter.

Treasurer Sam Spicer gave his re­
port for the year and showed that the 
Farm Bureau still had a substantial 
remainder to aid the coming year, 
but would need a large number of 

Farm Bureau members to 
good work going.
Forrest Lindsay, -chairman 

of the poultry section, gave a very 
concise statement of what this work 
has accomplished this year. It in­
cluded the establishment of the first 
poultry demonstration farm in 
Wayne county on their own farm, 
and the 150 hens averaged $4:27 net 
per hen for the labor income for the 
year. This is exceptional and shows 
her ability as it is the best income of 
any of the demonstration farms in 
Michigr-n. The Sand Hill Poultry 
club work, of which she was leader, 
also won first place at the state fair, 
and the girls have sold several cock­
erels, for which the young ladies re­
ceived $8.00 each. The' report also 
shows over twenty flocks containing 
nearly 3,000 fowls trere culled aim 
aa one-third are generally culled out 
as unprofitable and slackers, it means 
a great saving in feed 
those remaining very profitable.
