20,000,000 boxes of safety matches;*1-
000,000 bars of chocolate sent to Eng-
land ; 25,000,000 cigarettes a month
sent to France; 15,000 automobiles
since August 1 to France; Sp000 saws
for use In lumber camps In Italy; 1-
500,000 packages of chewing gum a
month to France; 3,000 tons of con-
densed milk for the children 6f pris-
oners In Archangel. Siberia.

There are approximately 70.000 wo-
men in Red Cross canteen work In
this country.

For terrible calamity paay come to us
all. The money wealth of the Belgians
was as nothing when they were stripped
of clothing and food. And that feel-
ing of oneness with the organization
that our men on the other side have
had during the war was not merely a
great, but was the GREATEST, factor
In enabling the Red Cross to give the
efficient aid that It did.

Let ns remember what Mrs. Mar-
garet I*Ing, canteen worker In France,
told about our boys who came out of
the hospitals without money:

“Sometimes they would be able to
make np a few cents between them,”
she said, "and sometimes they did not
have anything. They would hang be-
hind those who could pay. And they
would look at the food so wistfully
that It made one fight back the tears.
The only way we could get them to
take what they needed and craved was
by saying: “You know, boys, this was
all paid for by your own people at
home.” Then Immediately their atti-
tude would change and they would
say: Why, yes, my mother* or *my sis-
ter gives to the Red Cro*s.” And then
how they would pitch In."

We are proud, we Americans. We
do not want something for nothing.
And here Is our glorious opportunity
to take the rest of our nation by the
hand, and with all pride and dignity In-
sure ourselves of our own help In time
of adversity.

This Christmas Roll Call gives every-
one a chance to be a “Dollar Man.”
And-most of ns can be ope right at
home. For by joining the!Red Crosq
now and paying the dollar we become
as actively engaged in the great work
as If we were giving all of out time
to It We are merely making our dol-
lar substitute for. those of us who are
too busy to give all of our time to the
Red Cross.

Some of the great achievements of
the Red Cross have been told over and
over, until the facts may seem old to
you. But on this occasion they are
worth telling again. We should not
forget, for instance, how the women
of this nation, like our first Colonial
mothers, turned suddenly Into great
manufacturers and made garments and
supplies worth $50,000,000 last year.
Nor let us forget how $111,000,000 waa
.sent into the devastated countries dur-
ing the time while men and women,
giving their time for nothing, went
with those dollars to see that they
were u.-ed In the way they were most
needed. And the American Red Cross
sent medicines and anesthetics to the
hospitals <f France when they Were
almost unobtainable, so that onr boys
and theirvH]lies might have some re-
lief from the torment of their wounds,
and a chance at ultimate recovery.

Thf.rf are so many things to tell
that It Is impossible to spread the
whole story in this limited apace. Bat
each worker will know. For the let-
ters that have come from the boys In
the camps “over here” and from' the
fields “over there" have been full of
the reasons. Ask the mother of any
boy who Was Imprisoned behind the
cruel Unea where food was scarce even
for the enemy army, but who got his
20 pounds of biscuits, pork and beans,
cocoa and* other good, wholesome
things, every week.

The roofs are at hand everywhere.
The reasons are manifest Everyone
sheefld become a member of the widest,
best and holiest crusade the world
has ever knomn. Membership In the
Red Crogs should be.more universal,
than taxes; as universal as’the public
school, public opinion, or our own pub-
lic government .

American Operations Previous to
1 The* Oats Were Only a Part of

Washington, Dec. S—Gen. John J.
IPerphtog’s account of his stewardship

1tl]| In the form of a preliminary re-
port to the secretary, covering opera*
tions up to November 20, after the

"I pay the supreme tribute to our
officers and soldiers of the line.

under hardships, their unflinching spir-
it of offensive action, 1 am filled with
emotion Which I am unable to express.

The report begins with General
Pershings ‘departure for France to
iptftjs the way for the army that was to
<mi«gh German resistance on the
Meuse and giye vital aid to the allies
in forcing Germany to its knees 19
months later.

Crisis on March 21.

General Pershing views the encoun-
ters-before March 21 of this year, in
which American troops participated as
-a part of their training, and dismisses
them briefly. On that date, however,
the great German ' offensive was
launched and a crUclal situation qulck-
.ly developed in the allied lines which
called for prompt use of the four
American divisions that were at the
time “equal to any demands of battle
action.”

“The crisis which this offensive de-
veloped was such/” General Pershing
says, “that on March "28 | placed at
the disposal of Marshal Foch, who had
been- agreed upon as commander In
chief of the allied armies, all of our
forces. At his request the First divi-
sion was transferred from the Toul
sectorto a position In reserve at Chau-
mont en VexIn.

“As German superiority in numbers
required prompt action, an agreement
was reached at the Abbeville confer-
ence of the allied premiers and com-
manders and myself on May 2 by
which British shipping was to trans-
port ten American divisions to the
British army area, where they were to
be trained and equipped, and addition*
al British shipping was to be provided
tor as-many divisions as possible for
use elsewhere, t

Man Eager for Test.

“On April 28 the First division had
gone into the line In .the Montdldier
salient, on thelPicardy battle front.

Single Regiment Cheeks Enemy.

“A single regiment of the Third
wrote one of the most brilliant pages
in our military annals on this occa-
sion,” General Pershing says. “It pre-
vented the crossing at certain points
on Its front while, on either flank,
the Germans who had gained a foot-
ing pressed forward. Our men, firing
in thrge directions, met the German
attacks with counter-attacks at criti-
cal points and succeeded In throwing
two German divisions into complete
confusion, capturing 600 prisoners.

Thus was the stage eet for the
counter-offensive  which,  beginning
with the smashing of the enemy’s
Marne salient, brought overwhelming
victory to the allies and the United
States in the eventful months that
have followed. The Intimation is
strong that General Pershing’s advice
helped Marshal Foch to reach his de-
cision to strike.

Counter-Offensive Opens.

General Pershing continues:

“The great force of the German
Chateau Thierry offensive established
the deep Marne salient, but the enemy
was taking chances, and the vulnera-
bility of this pocket to attack might
be turned to his disadvantage.

“Seizing this opportunity to support
my conviction, every division with any
sort of training was made available
for use In a counter-dffensive. The
place of honor In the thrust toward
Solssons on July 18 was given to our
First and Second divisions In com-
pany with chosen French divisions.

“Without the usual brief warning of
a preliminary bombardment, the
massed French and American artillery,
firing by the map, laid down Its rolling
barrage at dawn while the Infantry be-
gan its charge. The tactical handling
of onr troops under these trying condi-
tions was excellent throughout the ac-
tion.

“The enemy brought up- large num-
bers of reserves and made a stubborn
defense both with machine guns and
artillery, but through five days’ fight-
ing the First division continued to ad-
vance until it had gained the heights
above Solssons and captured the vil-
lage of Berzy-le-Sec.

First American Army Formed.

The report' describes In some detail
the work of completing the reduction
of the salient, mentioning the opera-
tions of the Twenty-sixth, Third,
Fourth, Forty-second, Thirty-second,
and Twenty-eighth divisions. ~ With
the situation on the Marne front thus
relieved. General Pershing writes, he
eould turn to the organization of the
First American'anay and the reduction
of the St Mihlel salient, long planned
as the Initial purely American enter-
prise.

A troop concentration, aided by gen-
erous contributions of artillery and air
units by the French, began, involving
the movement, mostly at night, of
600,000 men.

A sector reaching from Port sur
Sellle, east of the Moselle, eastward
through St. Mihlel to Verdun and later
enlarged to carry It to the edge of the
forest of Argonne was taken over, the
Second Colonial French, holding the
tip of the salient opposite St. Mihlel.

found they had a formidable army to
aid them, and .the enemy learded final-
ly that he had one to reckon: with.”

The report shows for the first time
officially that with this brilliantly exe-
cuted coup. General Pershing's men
hid cleared the way for the great ef-
fort of the allies and American forces
to win a conclusive victory. The
American army moved at once toward
its crowning achievement, the battle
of the Meuse.

The general tells a dramatic story-
of this mighty battle In three distinct
phases, beginning on the night of
mSeptember 27, when Americans quick-
ly took the places of the French *n
the thinly held line of this long, quiet
sector. The attack opened on Septem-
ber 26. and the Americans drove
through entanglements, across No
Man’s Land, to take all the enemy’s
first-line positions.

Battle of the Meuse.

Closing the chapter, General
shing says:

“On November 6 a division of the
First corps reached a point on the
Meuse opposite Sedan, 26 miles from
our "lines of departure. The strategi-
cal goal Which was our highest hope
was gained. We had cut the enemy’s
main linel of communications, and
nothing could save his army from
complete disaster.

“In all forty enemy divisions had
been used against us in the Meuse-
Argonne battle. mBetween September
26 and November 6 we took 26,059
prisoners and 468 guns'on this front.

“Our divisions engaged were the
First, Second, Third, Fourth. Fifth,
Twenty-sixth, Twenty-eighth, Twenty-
ninth,  Thirty-second,  Thirty-third,
Thirty-fifth, Thirty-seventh* Seventy-
eighth, Seventy-ninth, Eightieth,
Eighty-second, Eighty-ninth, Ninetieth
and Ninety-first.

“Many of our divisions remained in
line for a length of time that re-
quired nerves of steel, while other*
were sent In again after only a few
days oi-rest. The First, Fifth, Twen-
ty-sixth, Forty-second, Seventy-sev-
enth, Eightieth, Eighty-ninth and
Ninetieth were In tie line twice.

Although some of the divisions
were fighting their first battle, they
soon became equal to the best

Other. Corps Active.

The commander In chief does not
lose sight of the divisions operating
with French or British armies during
this time.

He tells of the work of the Second
corps, comprising the Twenty-seventh
and Thirtieth divisions, in the British
assault on the Hindenburg line where
the St Quentin e”nal passes through
a tunnel; of how the Second and Thir-
ty-sixth divisions got their chance In
October by being assigned to aid the
French in the drive from Reims, and
of the splendid fighting of the Thlrty-
seventh and NInejy-‘first divisions, sent
to Join the French army In Belgium.

Of the total strength of the expedi-
tionary force, General Pershing re-
ports:

“There are In. Europe altogether, In-
cluding a regiment and some sanitary
units with the Italian army and the
organizations at Murmansk, also In-
cluding these en route from the States,
apme|mater 2053347 men, less our
losses.”

“Of this total there are In Franc*
1,338,169 combatant troops."

Problem of Equipment.

Of their equipment he saye:

"Our entry into the war found us
with few of the auxiliaries necessary
for its conduct in tiie .modern sense.

In material were artillery, aviation
and tanks.

Battle of St Mihlel.

“ITieSe divisions, accompanied by
groups of wire-cutters and others
armed with bangalore torpedoes, went
through the successive bands of
barbed wire that protected the ene-
my’s front line and support trenches
in irresistible waves on schedule time,
breaking down aH..defense of an en-
emy demoralized by the great volume
of our artillery ‘fire and our sudden
approach out of the fog.

“Our First corps advanced to Thiau-
court, while our Fourth corps curved
back to the southwest through Non-
sard. The Second Colonial French
corps made the slight advance re-
quired of ft on very difficult ground,
and the Fifth corps took its three
ridges and repulsed a counter-attack.

“A rapid march brought reserve reg-
iments of a division of the Fifth corps
Into Vlgneulles in the early morning,
where it linked up with patrols of our
Fourth corps, closing the salient and
forming a new lino west of Thlauconrt
to Vlgneulles and beyond Fresnes-en-
WoevTe.

1AGOO0 Prisoners Taken.

We obtained from the French
the necessary planes for training our
personnel, and they have provided us
with a total of 2,676 pursuit, observa-
tion, and bombing planes.

“The first airplanes received from
home arrived In May, and together
we have received 1,379. The first
American squadron completely
equipped by American production. In-
cluding airplanes, crossed the German
lines on August 7, 1918.

“As to tanks, we- were compelled
to rely upon the French. Here,
however, we were less fortunate, for
the reason that the French produc-
tion could barely meet the require-
ments of their own armies.

“It should be fully realized that thej,
French government has always taken™
a most libefal attitude and' has been
most anxious to give us every possi-
ble assistance in meeting Aur deficien-
cies In them as well as in other
respects. Our dependencies upon
France for artillery, aviation and
tanks was, of course, due to the fact
that our Industries had not been ex-
clusively devoted to military produc-
tion.

DAVISON ISSUES STATEMENT

After Giving Outline of Duties De*
volving Upon Organization Ho An-.
nounces Plans for Extending
Membership of the Order.

Washington, Dec. 4—Henry P. Da-
vison, chairman of the war council
of the American Red Cross, announced
that the Christina? rollcall of the or-
ganization for the enroliment of mem-
bers was In preparation for the larger
sphere of peace-time work, in which
the Red cross henceforth would be
active.

“The whole American people will be
Invited In the week preceding Christ-
mas to enroll as members of the Red
Cross. It Is confidently believed there
need be no further campaigns for Red
Cross funds, but] Instead the annual
roll call will constitute the foundation
of the Red Cross. The people should,
therefore, know as definitely ns pos-
sible the plans of this thedr national
humanitarian society.

“Wherever our soldiers and sailors
may be, the Red Cross willj stay with
them until they are demobilized.
Nothing which we may do will be left
undone, either for the men in the war
zone, for those returning, for those in
the camps and hospitals or for their
families at home to whom will con-
tinue to be devoted the ministrations
of the Red Cross home service. In
this latter effort 50,000 trained Red
Cross workers are now engaged at
2°500 different places throughout the

rand.

“The problems of reconstruction. In-
volving feeding and caring for the dis-
tressed civilian populations of Europe,
arc of such magnitude that necessar-
ily they must be met very largely by
the governments of our allies.

“The war program of the American
Red Cross will thus steadily and rapid-
ly merge Itself Into a peace program.
While the plans in this direction can-
not be formulated specifically, In ad-
vance of the general relief program of
the allied governments, the American
Re® Cross is nevertheless planning to
develop its permanent organization In
this country upon a scale never before
contemplated in time of peace. The
commissions which are now conduct-
ing the activities of .the American Red
Cross in foreign countries, as well as
the temporary “rar organization .in this
country, will as a matter of course ul-
timately merge their energies with
those of the permanent organization
of the Red Cross.

“There may be, therefore, perfeef
confidence that the peace activities ol
the Red Cross .will be conducted un-
der able and Inspiring leadership. Th«
chapters will maintain their organiza-
tions upon a scale adequate to th«
new demands to be made upon them.
Local committees will Indeed appreci-
ate more -and more the value of having
In their midst strong and efficient Red
Cross chapters. The divisional organ-
izations. with honorary and permanent
staffs, will be maintained—always
ready for service; and national head-
quarters will have a large and efficient
personnel to direct the activities of th«
organization as a whole.

“For the completion of Its war work
and for the Institution of its peac*
program, the Red Cross is fortunatelj

In a healthy financial condition. Abun-.

dant occasion for the use of larg«
funds of money and great gnnntltlef
of garments nnd other supplies will
continue to arise, but It is believed
that there will be no further need foi
Intensive campaigns for funds. Tht
work of supplementing governmental
activities, which the Red Cross will
be called upon to do In all parts ol
the world, will be upon a great scale
but It will call for human service rath
er than for large expenditures.

“What the Americnn Red Crosi
needs now is not so much contributions
of” money, as the continued devotioi-
nnd loyalty ‘of Its members. This ii
peculiarly true nt this moment ol
trrnsition from war to peace Annua'
membership Involves the payment ol
only one dollar. The moneys thus re
celved not only defray nil the ndminis
tratlve expenses of the organization
hut leave a substantial balance, which
together with all funds subscribed(dl
rectly for relief, are devoted solely t<
that purpose.

When a chance comes to show the
child young kittens or puppies or rab-
bits, or the young of any animal, ten
him quite frankly, whether he asks or
not, that of course the young ones
come from the -mother, that before
they were bom they were a part of
her. Make it all seem natural to the
child.

Teach Mother-Love.

Dwell upon the loVe and care the
mother everywhere bestows upon her
children. Include father-love wherever
It Is expressed In the lower animals.

When at last thp great question

“Yes, darling, yon were once a
part of mother. How mother loves her
little son (daughter)!”

Bach mother will think of a way to
tell tho story according to circum-
stances.

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“A Visit From
St. Nicholas”

THAT is the best known poem In

016 world? Not Gray’s “Ele-

gy,¥ nor “The Song™ of the

Shirt,” nor “The Raven,” bnt “The

Night Before Christmas.* The author
Is not so well known as his poem.

One recent Christmas; the name of
Clement Clarke Moore whs honored as
never before. Above his grave in the
chapel of Holy Trinity cemetery, New
York, the choir boys sang carols on the
night before Christmas, and a service
of light was held. This beautiful cere-
monial starts with a procession of
torchbearers whose torches are kindled
from,the leader’s flame, and as the line
winds through the graveyard the fire
Is passed back from one to another un-
til the lights grow in number and dis-
pel the surrounding darkness.

The father of Clement Clarke Moore
was once the bishop of New York.

“The Night Before Christmas” was
published originally without the an-
ther’s knowledge in the Troy Sentinel
two days before Christmas, 1823
Moore had written it the preceding
Christmas just for the delight of his
own children, but its circulation slip-
ped beyond the family circle, and an
unknown friend sent It for publication.
The Sentinel readers paid no attention
to It, and It passed without comment
until seven years later, when the same
paper reprinted it The second recep-
tion was very different from the first
‘A Visit From St. Nicholas,” as It was
then entitled, was copied broadcast
and Its author awoke to find his work,
If not himself, famous.

Although Clement Clarke Moore was

educated for the ministry, he never
took orders. - For the greater part of
his life he was identified with the New
York General Theological seminary,
being professor of Biblical learning
and Greek and later of oriental lan-
guages.
« Clement Moore’s family life had many
sorrows. His wife died at the early
age of thirty-five, and the two little
daughters, for whom he wrote “The
Night Before Christmas,” both died In
their childhood. His son and name-
sake lived to the age of sixty-eight and
Is buried In the family plot.

When “The Night Before Christmas”
was first published In the Troy Senti-
nel the editor wrote:

“We do not know to whom we are
Indebted for the following description

of that unwearied patron of children,
that homely but delightful personifica-
tion of parental kindness, Santa Claus,
ills custom and his equipage, as he goes
about visiting the firesides of this hap-
py lund, laden with Christmas boun-
ties, but from whomsoever it may
have come we give thanks for it.
There is to our apprehension a spirit of
cordial goodness In It, a playfulness as
of fancy and a benevolent alacrity to
enter Into the feelings and promote the
simple pleasures of children which are
altogether charming. We hope our lit-
tle patrons, both lads and lassies, will
accept It as a proof trf our unfeigned
good will toward then”ja token of our
