As part of the new 
development program, Henry Ford 
has resigned as president of the 
Ford Motor Company, and his son, 
Edsel, was elected to fill his 
place. Mr. Ford stated tha t he de­
sired to give his entire time to  the 
new enterprises located a t Dearborn 
and down the river. I t  is believed 
that he will devote considerable time 
to his new newspaper venture, the 
Dearborb Independent The Ford 
Motor cbmpany declared a 200 per 
cent* cash dividend, arid also an­
nounced a  minimum wage scale of 
|6  per day. The Ford properties 
around Newburg, where a  water 
power is to be developed are expected 
to assume progress with the opening 
of work weather in the spring.

Any married woman, twenty-one

r Every voter must have lived in the 
state for six months prior to the date 
Of the election,.and must have lived 
in the ward in which he or she votes 
for twenty-one days prior to the date 
of the election.

Every woman must register re­
gardless of whether she has been 
registered to vote for school board 
or anything else before this time. 
This means tha t every woman, legal­
ly qualified to vote, must register.

A woman cannot vote if she is mar­
ried to 'an alien. When she marries 
an alien, even thugh she wa3 born 
in this country,' she loses her citizen­
ship, and becomes a citizen of the 
country of which her husband is a 
subject.

A woman, carinot vote if she is for­
eign born, and is the daughter of a 
foreign born citizen, who becomes a 
citizen after she is twenty-one.
What the Woman Who cannot Vote 

Should Do
If you are the wife of an alien, 

.have your husband go 'to the county 
clerk’s office, in the county building, 
or to the office of the clerk of the 
superior court in the city hall, and 
s ta rt citizenship proceedings.

POLITICS FLARED UP SOMEWHAT 

UNEXPECTEDLY DURING THE 
OPENING BE8810N.

LEGISLATURE PRAISES TROOPS

Ths Senate Reduced* the Number of 
Cormfiittees From 63 to 82—Other 

Interesting News.

(By William Lee Cafoon.) 
t.«Turing—politics flared up some­

what unexpectedly during the 
organization day sqpttons of 
legislature. - - Lieutenant Governor 
Dickinson, in m » opening ad­
dress as presiding officer of ^he sen- 
ate, assailed the recent campaign for 
the nomination of Truman H. New­
berry for United States senator and 
suggested changes In the primary 
laws which would prevent the expen­
diture of large turns In political cam­
paigns for primary nominations. He 
did not refer .specifically to Comman­
der Newberry by name, but referred 
to the nomination given to the com­
mander aa a  case In which possibly 
the most money ever spent for any 
nomination for office in the hlBtory 
of the world had been spent. Ha de­
nounced the use of money In cam­
paigns as “polluting.’*

Most of Dickinson's rpmarka were 
In line with his famous letter to New­
berry last August asking him to with­
draw from the senatorial race. Be­
fore the November election Dlokinson, 
running on the same ticket with New­
berry, had Indorsed him, so his .'re­
turn to the attack in the senate was 

complete surprise to Newberiy 
men In Lansing. Among those waa, 
Thomas Read, ot Shelby, Just elected 
speaker of the house. Read hatLcam- 
paigned for Newberry. When He ad­
dressed the house after assuming 
office he came back at the lieutenant 
governor in a short address in which 
he declared that he was proud of the 
part he had taken In aiding the New­
berry candidacy.

The state, said Read, had elected 
i “honest-to-God ■ American” as 

against a man ranked aa a pacifist 
and supported by pacifist elements, 
and the country was proud of Michi- 

i tor Its choice. The mention of 
Newberry's name by Speaker Read 
was the signal for a big outburst of 
cheering and applause, Joined in by 
members and galleries. Newberry 
men gleefully compared this, to the 
silent reception of the lieutenant 
governor's talk in the senate.

Joint session of the senate and 
house adopted a resolution praising 
the splendid work of Michigan troops 
in France and assuring the soldiers 
there that the legislature it anxious 
to do everything it can for their wel­
fare while they are in France and 
after their return to  their homes. It 
was ordered that this resolution be 
cabled to the commanding officer of 
the Michigan troops abroad, so that it 
could be read to them. A similar 
resolution was adopted for the state’s 
naval forces, ptil} another landed the 
work done by tfcd' Red Cross, Y. M. 
C. A., Knights of Columbus, Jewish 
War Relief, Women’s Relief Corps 
and kindred organizations.

The Joint session also adopted a 
resolution calling upon the senate ot 
the United States to pass the women’s 
suffrage amendment to the federal 
constitution, already passed by the 
house, so that It may be submitted to 
the states for ratification.

AMERICAN MOTHERS
By DR: JENNY B. MERRILL.

The phenomenal success of Ameri­
can boys at Che front after an unusu­
ally short military training was not 
only a great cause,of thankfulness, but 
indicated that American mothers’ 
methods of discipline had nqt been sp 
indulgent nor lax In the past as some 
good critics bhv^ feared. There has 
been a blessing In. disguise In the" free 
action and self-assertion that are al­
lowed AmericaifjFhIMren,

Fifty years ago a little- book entited 
’Cblldren’js Bights” appeared in this 

country. Perhaps It went too far, but 
children have suffered long from too 
great severity. Herbert Spencer In 
England wrote of children’s rights as 
well as of women’s. The Words of pro­
gressive thinkers on both subjects were 
needed. Later from Sweden, Ellen 
Key sent out “The Century of the 
Child.” Later yet came from Italy 
Doctor MontessorFs outcry against 
suppression of the child by arbitrary 
discipline, and her advocacy of disci­
pline “based on liberty."

Probably all of these leaders directly 
or Indirectly gained much of tlieir In­
spiration and guidance from Froebel, 
who dared to write even lu Germauy, 
“Follow the Child.”

Never <louririied in Germany.
Froebel, the founder of the kinder­

garten, was German but not Prussian. 
Prussia soon recognized .that “democ­
racy” would be the outcome of his 
method and promptly suppressed I t  
Many do-not know that the kindergar­
ten never has flourished In Germany.

Froebel was in a sense a martyr and 
died disappointed with his own na­
tion’s rejection of the kindergarten, 
but with his “eye of faith” he turned 
hopefully towards America in which 
country, be prophesied, his Ideas 
would flourish under democratic pro­
tection and guidance.

Mothers of America, many of them, 
as well as teachers, have studied kin­
dergarten principles for 50 years and 
have again and again testified to their 
value.

“What are these principles?” Rend 
Miss Erallie Poulsson’s “Love and Law 
in Child Training." This may be found 
In almost any library or can be 
bought from the publishers, Milton 
Bradley Co.,- Springfield, Mass., for 
SI- Its very title suggests the kinder­
garten’s principles—love and law, hut 
not license.

Kindergarten discipline is loving, 
steady and strong, not sentltoefltally 
weak. Kindergarten discipline prefers 
positive rather than negative methods. 
The life of the child is not fitted with 
“don’ts,” for there “are so many good 
things found to do, there Is little time 
for mischief. .. '

For Mother and Child Alike.
Childish mistake^, and mishaps are 

met with patience. Mother gives the 
little doe time to recover hltnself. Self- 
control Is her aim. Request Is pre­
ferred to force. Politeness Is the rule 
for mother and child alike. Both use 
frequently “the two little golden keys, 
‘I thank you’ and ‘If you please.’

“A soft answeFturneth away wrath.” 
“Grievous words” are avoided because 
centuries ago it was discovered that 
they “stir up nnger." There are no 
loud, shrill tones, but rather quiet, de­
ckled emphasis. If need he.

What* a large part music baa and 

should have lnr the HveS of all chil­
dren! How qufckly they respond to 
a musical idea, whether of utarcljlng 
or dancing or a funuy song. All chil­
dren should be encouraged to sing, for 
the voice is Gfod-given, a priceless in­
strument tha t needs no trick for Its 
use. And it is beautifdl In childhood, 
before wrong and careless speaking 
and singing- have made their inroads 
of Injury.

We should do'nil In our power to 
encourage this sweetness of voice by 
suggesting a moderate degree of tone 
in speaking and singing, by example 
more than precept Children Imltute 
so quickly. Mother’s quiet voice or 
teacher’s well modulated one is sure 
to have effect
- Very helpful tone exercises may be 
given to the children to keep this 
beauty of voice, if given wholly In the 
spirit of play. Miss Alys E. Bently 
has devised some very interesting 
“tone plays." One of the best Is the 
ring of a bell.- -

Hearing Their Own Voices.
“Ring”—roll the “r.” then sing the 

whole word immediately, continuing 
the tone for a short while, using a 
.moderately high pitch, “ci” “d." or “e." 
Use also “sing” and “ding” In the 
same way. Pretend the bell Is In the 
hand and hold to the ear as If listen­
ing. This- listening to his own voice 
op the part of the child tends to clari­
fy and sweeten the tone. It Is amazing 
how quickly children change from u 
bud or mediocre tone to a beautiful 
one when they have really heard their 
own voices.

The violin tone Is a good one. “km.’ 
used In almost the same way as the 
bell, drawing an Imaginary bow across 
the strings.

Spin an imaginary top. using “spin.’ 
“hum.” “sing." to the same pitches, 
“c,” “d.” “e.” Always sing the word 
Immediately, continuing the tone with 
the last letter.

DENVER.—Long before the United States declared war on Germany, circu­
lars offering $50 reward for the arrest, detention and return of Warren 

Hazlett te  tba warden of the Colorado state penitentiary were scattered 
«• broadcast throughout the United

States.
A few months prior to this time 

he had been paroled from the peniten-1 
tlary. Within a  short while he failed 
to make his regular repbft and left 
the community to which he had been 
sent Warren Hazlett, as a convict 
dropped from sight.

The first word of him came to the 
state pardon board In the form of a 
letter, dirty and tear-stained. It had 
been forwarded to the board by his 

mother, and it told Its own simple and effective story:
“Somewhere in France.—I have been In France now for more than a year. 

I  have been through hell day and night. I have met the Hun. like those 
hundreds of thousands of other brave Yanks. I have seen their treachery 
•ad have fallen as one of their victims. I have been burned and blinded by 
th ^ r  poison gas, and I have been hit by their bullets. I am recuperating in 
« base hoepltal back of the Hnea We’ve got the Huns licked.

“Mother, I broke ray parole and ran away to Kansas. There I was when 
Uncle Sam declared his fight to a finish against the Hun. My patriotic spirit 
gripped me and I enlisted nndfcr an assumed name. I have done my bit. and 
now, mother, won't yon please see the pardon board and see if you can’t get 
me a pardon?”

Tbe board brought the matter to the attention of Governor Gunter, chair­
man ef the board, and he Immediately granted the boy an absolute pardon.

Sec. 4. It shall he unlawful for 
anyone to p e w it any dog o w d  by 
him or her to be a t  large m thoat a 
license tag. Any person violating" 
any of the provisions of this law 
shall be deemed gui)ty-of a  misde­
meanor and upon conviction »h»n be 
subject to a fine not exceeding $25, 
or to imprisonment, in the discretion 
of the court. The tags cannot be 
transferred from person to person, 
ilfir from dog to dog.. rt
. Tags s^all be good for only orte 

year from January 1st of the year 
issued. Note that the Dog Tax year 
now begins January 1st and -nrfa 
December 31.

Section 6. Any sheriff, deputy 
sheriff, constable or police officer 
shall have authority to destroy, andt 
it shall be his duty to destroy, any 
dog or dogs found a t large in viola­
tion of the provisions of this act.
