There are many good objections to 
use of whiskey, for it had been used 
to tbe point where it had to be ban­
ished, but tobacco—it is going a step 
too fa r  tor start an agitation against 
it for thousands of people who do 
not use it in any form fail to see 
wherein it is objectionable.

I t  is not the reformers who preach 
against tobacco who can abolish it—it 
is the people. And it was the people, 

formers, who banished 
are not going to 

banish everything re­
formers take a  notion is wrong. 
Tobacco may do a little harm, per­
haps, b u t . it is a joke to consider 
“voting it out.” And the reformers 
who s ta rt such a  movement will find 
themselves snowed under so fa r  and 
so deep- they will not be able to get 
out from underneath the ballots for 
years to come.

The American people have formed 
a strong habit in recent years of 
thinking for themselves, instead of 
lotting a handful of reformers do it 
for them.

Not* however, one of fch* -officer*' 
df-the United States Labor Bureau 
advises the people' of: Arderka that 
a labor shortage of at least four 
million men exists, with no prospect 
of the situation being relieved. The 
scarcity of labour, the Bureau, says,' 
indicates “one of the greatest Wbor 
shortages in the history of the 
United States is coming within the 
next few months.”

We have heard a  pessimist or two 
in Plymouth preaching and predict­
ing hard times and low wages just 
ahead. This statement from Uncle 
Sam should silence them. And it 
should serve to  show that the man 
who is not working today is, in al­
most every instance, the man who 
is not trying very hard to find a  job.

Harvard Professor of Greek Insisted 
That His Students Should Give 

Best Efforts to Studies.

A scholar of unusual appearance and 
manner was Professor Sophocles of 
Harvard, whose genuine love of Greek 
left him no patience with indifferent 
students and sometimes fed to the 
charge that he dealt unjustly with the 
young men in his classes. This an*c- 
dote of him appears In Mr. John Spen­
cer Clark's life of; John Plske.

One day a backward student called 
to explain his remissneas and to assure 
the professor that he did love his 
Greek study.

“Then name Ovo of your favorite 
passages,” said the professor.

The student named one In the Iliad 
and one In the; Oedipus. Professor 
Sophocles handed him the bosks, say­
ing “Find those passages and read 
them to me."

The student, In his reading, made 
several serious mistakes.

“Young man,’* said the professor, 
brusquely, "you do not understand 
Greek! You have no love for that 
noble language! You murder I t! 
Enough 1 I want no more to do with
JOU."

There was much complaint In the 
class of ’03 that the professor’s marks 
were Incorrect, and particularly in the 
cases of three students, entitled to 
widely different marks. When they 
complained, Professor Sophocles re­
plied r

“I  can’t  distinguish between you, 
gentlemen. You must take your 
chances as to what you get”

The names of the'villages in which 
oar many, friends lived and from which 
they often walked 20 mllee or more to 
he of use to us I  set down in my notes, 
partly because the words, In and of 
themselves, are pictorial and atmos­
pheric and partly because their mean­
ing reveals the essential, natural 
poetry of the Serbian mind. A few 
of the most striking ones may appro­
priately bring this chapter of Serbian 
helpfulness to a dose, Caryl B. Stores 
writes In Minneapolis Tribune.

Monastir the metropolis of southern 
Serbia means “the d ty  of monks." 
Kremljanl where our camp was lo­
cated means “dwellers among quartz. 
Ite” from the quanties of quartzite 
rock In the vidnlty. The Slavic root 
of the word Kremljanl, by the way, is 
the same used lp. the name of the 
Kremlin at Moscow.

Other village names with their mean­
ings are: Livonia’, a proper name, sig­
nifying a huge, virile fellow; Krusho- 
grad. a limestone castle; Brode, the 
ferry over a river; DobrevenL people 
living In fertile meadow lands; Vrbena, 
the village of willows; Skodvir; tjie 
village of cascades; Vodena’, water 
city; Lazac (Lozshatz), the sloping 
mountain meadow cleared from forest; 
Gomlchevo, the village In the mountain 
divide; Rosno. the new village; Sa- 
knljevo, the village beyond the tower;

Brilliant Englishman Correctly Fore­
saw Dire Events of Which Ho Vain­

ly Warned His Countrymen.

The pamphlet to Lord Liverpool and 
the British parliament, written by Wal­
ter Savage Landor In 1813, of which 
two copies only are known to exist, 
makes highly spirited reading. In It 
he sets out, with keen concern and 
much energy of Indignation, to criti­
cize the magnanimity with which Eu­
rope, and more espedally England, 
showed themselves inclined to treat 
Napoleon after the battle of Leipslc, 
Napoleon whom Landor regarded as a 
criminal, fit only for Ibe gallows. Of 
Elba, he declared prophetically that it 
was “a rut trap open at both ends, from 
which it was Impossible that Napoleon 
should not escape." Was the congress 
of Vienna^ he asked In bitter scorn, 
with Its “well-dressed ambassadors 
and Ingenuous, state papers," to pro­
duce nothing more lasting than* an­
other treaty of Utrecht? He called In 
vain for the temper of Lord Chatham 
which should deliver the country from 
a mere “experimental peace.” With­
in a year of Napoleon's banishment to 
ihe “rat trap open at both ends,” he 
was hack in France, and Europe was 
once more plunged Into war.

New York, May 8.—An official sum­
mary of the peace treaty delivered to 
the German delegates at Versailles by 
representatives of the associated pow­
ers was made public here by the com­
mittee on public Information. It fol­
low:

Paris, May 8.—The treaty of peace 
between the 27 allied and associated 
powers on the one hand and Germany 
on the other was handed to the Ger­
man plenipotentiaries at Versailles.

80,000 Words in Pact.
It Is the longest treaty ever drawn. 

I t totals about 80,000 words, divided 
Into 15 main sections, and represents 
the combined product of over 1,000 
experts working continually through a 
series of commissions for the three 
an# a half months since January 18, 
the treaty printed In parallel pages of 
English and French, which are recog­
nized as having equal validity.

Doos Not Deal With Foe's AWes.
It does not deal with questions af­

fecting Austria, Bulgaria and Turkey 
except In so far as binding Germany 
to accept any agreement reached with 
those former allies. .

Following the preamble and deposi­
tion of powers comes the covenant of 
the leagne of nations as the first sec­
tion of the treaty.

The frontiers of Germany In Europe 
are defined In the second section; Eu­
ropean political classes given In the 
third; European political classes In 
the fourth. Next, are the military, 
naval and air terms, as the fifth sec­
tion, followed by a section on prison­
ers of war and military graves, and a 
seventh on responsibilities. Repara­
tions, financial terns and economic 
terms are covered in sections eight to 
ten. Then comes the aeronautic sec-; 
tions, ports, waterways and railways 
section, the labor covenant, the sec­
tion . on guarantees and the final 
clauses.

Restores Alsace-Lorraine.
Germany, by the terms of the treaty, 

restores Alsace-Lorraine to France, ac­
cepts the Internationalization of the 
Saar basin'temporarily and of Danzig 
permanently, agrees to territorial 
changes toward Belgium and Denmark 
and In east Prussia cedes most of; up­
per Silesia to Poland, and renounces 
all territorial and political rights out­
side Europe as to her own or allies’ 
territories, and especially to Morocco, 
Egypt, Siam, Liberia- and Stantung.- 
(She also recognizes the total Independ­
ence of German-Austria. Czecho-Slo- 
vakia and Poland.

Must Pay for Damages.
Germany accepts full responsibility 

for all damages caused to allied and 
associated governments and nationals, 
agrees specifically to reimburse all ci­
vilian damages beginning With an In­
itial payment of 20,000,000,000 mark* 
($5,000,000,00(0, subsequent payments 
to be secured by bonds to be Issued at 
the discretion of the reparation com­
mission. Germany is to pay shipping 
damage on a ton-for-toa -basis by c e \  
sion of a large part at her •merchant, 
coasting and river fleets and by new 
construction ; and to devote her eco­
nomic resources to the rebuilding of 
devastated regions.

She agrees to return to the 14 most- 
favored nations tariffs, without dis­
crimination of sort; to allow allies and 
associated nationals freedom of tran­
sit through.

Army Cut to 100,000.

Navy to Six Battleship#.
The-German navy la reduced to six

All other vessel^ must be surrendered' 
or destroyed. Germany is forbidden 
to build forts controlling the Baltic,- 
must demolish Helgoland, open the 
Kiel canal to all nations and surren­
der her. 14 submarine cables. She 
may have no military or naval air 

.forces except 100 unarmed seaplanes 
until Oetober 1 to detect mines, and 
may manufacture aviatlpn material for 
six months.

Agreement of All lee Stated.
It states that: Bearing In mind that

A man has been known to offer a 
bucketful of- pennies In payment of a 
debt to a creditor with whom be had a 
quarrel; and In most Instances the 
creditor has felt Obliged to accept the 
coin. ,

But there was no such obligation, for 
pennies under the law of the United - 
States qre not legal tender In amounrs 
above 25 cents.*' If you owe me a dol­
lar and offer me 100 pennies it Is no 
payment unless I chocs* to accept, 
them.

How about, nickels? Exactly the 
same. They are not legal tender In 
amounts over 25 cents.

Silver dimes, quarters and half dol­
lars are legal tender up to $10. Above 
that sum they may be refused and the 
creditor may Justly claim that no law­
ful proffer of money has been made to 
him.
