Grand Rapids—Paul Charon, six 
years old, was blinded in hlB right eye 
when struck by a steel arrow dis­
charged from an umbrella rib bow.

Ludington—Richard Bjorklund, 17 
years old, was drowned while fishing 
on the Lincoln River. The boy’s 
father saw his son’s empty boat drift­
ing and the body was recovered soon 
afterwards.

Pontiac—The Patterson Auto Body 
Manufacturing plant of Holly has been 
sold to L. A. Young, of Detroit, and 
will be used as a cushion spring fac­
tory, employing 250 men. Housing 
fatuities are now being arranged.

CadlUac—Cadillac prides Itself on 
being democratic, so that it was not 
unusual that oldest clothes were worn 
at toe D. A. R. tea. One of[ the gowns 
was 250 years old. The affair was in 
the form of a war relic exhibition.

Battle Creek—John Rowland, Negro, 
was awarded 326 in Circuit Court in
his suit against Peter Lascalenos, 
proprietor of a restaurant. The 
Negro charged that a waiter had re­
fused to serve him because of his 
color.

Houghton—The Upper Peninsula 
has.never been known very generally 
as an agricultural district, being 
famed rather as one of the world’s 
greatest copper and iron producing 
districts. The peninsula, however, is 
one of the finest gardening spots in 
the northwest and as such is to be 
widely advertised.

Grand Rapids—Becoming lost in a 
wide stretch of woodland near Reed’s 
Lake, R. Ray Baker, local newspaper­
man, was the object of a search which 
lasted well into the night before he 
was found.

Detroitr-Thousands of Detroit Jews, 
representing the 70,000 members of 
their race in toe city, protesting 
against the massacre of Jews In Po­
land, Rumania and Bessarabia, held 
five big mass meetings. The concrete 
sign of their resentment against the 
wholesale murder and pillage ot 
members of their race took too form 
of a resolution to be sent to President 
Wilson, asking for guarantees of full 
civil, religious, and political rights.

Detroit—Regulations governing the 
issue of passports to Europe have 
been made less stringent, so that now 
any person who can satisfy federal 
coart Clerk Elmer Voorhels that he 
hah good reasons* for going abroad, 
will be granted a passport. Accord­
ing to Mr. Voorhels more than 600 
American citizens residing in Detroit 
have been granted passports to 
Europe since the armistice was signed.

Battle Creek—Maj. Robert Rosaw, 
commander of a battalion of toe 129th 
Inf., was robbed of about |600 at the 
Camp Custer, community house. The 
thief used a long fishpole to reach In 
the window and haul out the officer’s 
clotheB which contained the money.

Battle Creek—James Riley, 78, of 
Marcellus, known throughout toe 
country for his remarkable mediumia- 
tic powers, is dead at his home. Mr. 
Riley, familiarly known as “Farmer 
Jim,’’ has given thousands of seances 
during his lifetime and it is estimated 
that a quarter of a million people 
have made pilgrimages to his farm 
near the little Cass county town foi 
sittings in his circle.

Detrc^t—Determined to do the ut­
most to insure training and education 
for disabled soldiers, toe Benevolent 
Protective Order of Elks, according 
to announcement just made by toe 
grand lodge, has turned another sum 
of 3100,000 over to the federal govern­
ment for vocational training purposes. 
This donation is in addition to one of 
3150,000 the Elks already had made 
for the same purpose.

Detroit—According to his latest re­
port, William H. Venn, parole agent, 
has made 1,006 loans, totaling 318,-

able.

Lansing—State taxes for 1919 and 
for 1920 will total 334,930,3^3, it Is 
estimated. by Auditor General Fuller 
The amount to be raised for 1919 
is. 318,203,320.73, and for 1920, 316,- 
727,023.20. Mr. Fuller's figures show 
that the legislature of 1919 authorized 
appropriations of 312,673,829 for toe 
current year and 311.189..523 for 1920. 
Bills which do not appropriate specific 
amounts he estimates, aggregate 3112,- 
000 and 3120,000, respectively, for the 
two years.

Ann Arbor—Ground for the e 
university hospital will be broken 
about July 1, it has just been an­
nounced. This is the hospital for 
which the 1917 legislature appropriat­
ed 3315,000 and to which fund the 
last legislature added 37Q0.OOO, making 
a total of 31,015,000 now available. 
The structure will call for an ex­
penditure of between 31,500,000 and
32.000. 000. It Is promised that future 
legislatures will appropriate whatever 
funds may be necessary.

Saginaw—The state of Michigan 
lost its fight in circuit court here to 
collect one per cent inheritance tax

OF CITIZENS HEAR EXCEL­
LENT SERMON BY REV. F. M.
FIELD.

Memorial Sunday was most fit­
tingly observed in Plymouth, last 
Sunday morning, with union services 
at the High School auditorium. 
Nearly every seat on the main noor 
of the big auditorium was taken. 
About a dozen members of Eddy 
Post, G. A. R. attended the services 

body and - occupied seats 
in front of the stage. Rev. Luther 
M. Bicknell, pastor of the Presby­
terian church, offered prayer and 
led in the scripture reading. A quar­
tette composed of Mrs. R. E. Cooper, 
Miss Genevieve McClumpha and 
Messrs. C. H. Rauch and Calvin 
Whipple, with Miss Evelyn Thomas 
a t  the piano, rendered a  beautiful 
number. The sermon of the morn­
ing was delivered by Rev. Frank M. 
Field, pastor of the Methodist church, 
his subject being, “The Sacrifice qf a 
Soldier.” It was a most timely and 
intensely interesting discourse, that 
held the rapt attention of his hearers 
throughout, and one of the very 
best sermons of its kind that 
has ever been given in Plymouth on 
a  similar occasion. We givex below 
the sermon in its entirety:

“It is not a statement of theolog­
ical creed alone, but a cardinal prin­
ciple of life, that salvation is 
through sacrifice. In our Christian 
faith we have the doctrine of the 
atonement, the vacarious sufferings 
of Christ as the world's Savior, but 
it by no means stands alone as an 
instance of the one suffering for the 
many. Our English words, “bless” 
and “blessing,” are derived from the 
Anglo-Saxon root a s '  the word, 
“bleed;” and it seems to be the way 
of life that some should bleed that 
others might be blessed.

“Indeed it is difficult to think of a 
single. blessing which we enjoy* that 
has not come by the sacrifice of 
someohe, and many, many - were 
actually purchased by someone’s life­
blood.

‘‘The Bible lies upon our table, its 
treasures open to all Who will receive 
them, but that book was purchased 
dearly. Most of those who first in­
scribed its pages suffered violent 
deaths; its first translations into the 
language of the English people cost 
the translators their lives; and 
countless others have died to make 
the Bible an open book for all the 
people.

“We have the church, with its hal­
lowed associations, its life-bringing 
message and its uplifting influence, 
but the church was “purchased with 
His own blood,” who. is its Head, 
and it has been perpetuated through 
the centuries by the spirit of martyr­
dom. ‘The blood of martyrs is the

■ seed of the church’ has been demon- 
! strated in almost every age.
| “And then we enjoy the blessings 
of this land of freedom and live un-

• der the protection of .that glorious 
, flag, blessings which we esteem so 
-lightly, Once in a while Hid poet
■ or the orator may remind us af ‘our 
j priceless heritage’ But there was a 
: price, it was the blood of our fathers 
! flowing a t Lexington and Bunker-
• hill, a t  Vicksburg and Gettysburg.
1 And now the red in the old flag is
tinged a little deeper hue by the 
blood which flowed from American 
veins at Chateau Thierry, Belleau 
Wood and the Argonne Forest.

“Yet how prone we are to forget. 
We enjoy these benefits so thought­
lessly and receive the gifts of re­
ligion and country as roattera of 
course, with little thought of the 

| sacrifice which made them possible.

“How prone we are to forget the 
; Soldier-Hero-Savior Christ who all 
alone climbed Mt. Calvary bearing 

j~the sins of the world. In these days 
i when once more we are led to ad­
mire the soldier’s courage and to 
express gratitude for his sacrifice 

I by which we are permitted to con­
tinue under th»J>lessings of life and 
liberty, we appreciate more than 
fever, the life of our Lord and his 
sacrificial death for us.

“In recent years, before the war, 
there seemed to be an impression 
growing in some quarters that • this 
modern world had outgrown t^e need 
of a Savior; the cross of Jesus was 
to be considered as nothing more 
than the symbol of an antiquated 
faith, and for this advanced age had 
value only as a formal architectural 
design. The atonement by the offer­
ing up of the Son of God was con­
sidered by some a rather old- 
fashioned doctrine.

“But such rationalism seemed less 
rational in the glaring light of war 
as once more life hlood was flowing 
that the world might be saved. Of 
course no Christian believer would 
think of placing together the supreme 
sacrifice of our heroes on the fields 
of Picardy and the atoning death of 
the Savior on Calvary as co-equal in­
cidents with like relation to hmnan- 
ity; for in the one case we have hravt 
men laying down their lives in the 
discharge of duty to their country; 
in the other, the Son of God, the 
representative-, of the race, laying 
aside his glory which was from tha 
beginning, and taking to his own 
heart the cause of all the world, that 
he should ‘taste of death for every 
man.’ : The. two earns are not the 
same, hut each helps to explain'Hie 
other; and Calvary seems a  little, 
more *real as wie think of Hie rows 
[upon raws of little crosses that mark 
American graves a t  Belleau Wood. 
After all, why* should it ever have 
seemed strange that Hie world should 
be saved by the suffering and sacri­
fice of another? j 

“Up near

had seen through the hail of bullets 
the vision of the Crucified, welcom­
ing them with outstretched arms. 
Just before the battle one said to 
me, ‘If I  fall, write and tell mother 
I died trusting in Christ;’

But we are prone to forget the suf* 
ferine Christ, the Hero-Christ, the 
Soldier-Christ, who gathered to his 
own breast the spearpoints of all 
mankind’s wrong doing. And Jesus 
knew it because he understood human 
nature, and so he instituted a Me­
morial Day for Christians, and we 
have the sacrament of the Lord’s 
supper as a memorial of the Savior’s 
love !and sacrifice, ‘lest we forget.’

If such a memorial is necessary for 
followers of Christ to keep in per­
petual remembrance the price which 
was paid for their redemption, how 
fitting that a grateful American 
people should through these many 
years have set aside a day to re­
member the cost of our liberties and 
to express our gratitude to those 
who by their sufferings purchased 
for us this priceless heritage^/ 

'How selfish and unchristian it is 
to go through life with never 
thought in remembrance of Him who 
flied for us; how .ungrateful and un­
worthy i t  would be to forget our 
soldiers who sacrificed that we might 
enjoy the blessings of a free land, 
the protection of the old -flag.

“For there was a day, which you 
veterans well remember, when our 
nation, ablaze with civil war, was 
threatened with dissolution. Hang­
ing in the balance was the very ex­
istence and perpetuation of our gov- 
enment and those institutions which 
had been established- a t the price 
of men's life blood in former days. 
The union was threatened; the south­
ern states had seceded and set up 
their own Confederacy in defiance oi 
the nation’s authority.

“And is this the end of the re­
public? Yes, it might have been if 
it had not been for the devotion of 
those whom we now seek to  honor.

‘A call to arms was heard from the 
strong, great man in the white house, 
and from every city and hamlet and 
countryside volunteers hastened to 
heed their country’s call. Then fol­
lowed those four long bitter, anxious 
years, with their suffering and sacri­
fice, the rigorous hardship of camp 
life, the awful service on the field of 
battle, the weary marches, the long 
nights on guard, and the weary days 
of waiting, sometimes languishing in 
hospitals and sometimes wasting 
away in prison pelts. There is a 
1 it tie danger of exaggerating the 
sufferings of those terrible years. 
Think of Vicksburg, Gettysburg, 
Lookout Mountain and Missionary 
Ridge, the bloody rain 'of battle pour­
ing its ghastly flood upon the land. 
Those were days of heroism and sac­
rifice.

Never was there an army char-

being hurled against our lines. In 
two days the British hath been driven 
back eleven miles. The Ok 
ports had been threatened and 
the miraculous intervention of God 
had saved the Allied linq^from being 
split in two. May 27th began the 
drive on the Aisne-Manie front, 
striking for Paris.

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acterized by more intelligent appre­
hension of the sacredness of its 
cause, or by a loftier sense of duty, a 
purer patriotism or a more deter­
mined courtage than that whicl) 
rallied to the defense of the old flag 
in 1861. From the field and work­
shop, from office and store, from 
bank and railroad, from college and 
pulpit—not for hire, not for glory, 
not for adventure, but for the preser­
vation of the government and prin­
ciples dearer than life itself—came 
this citizen army, came the best 
blood and brain of the land.

'Hungry or fed, barefoot or shod, 
mounted or on foot, hailed as heroes 
or as Lincoln’s hireling’s, they march­
ed on, fought on, endured all, braved 
all, and, thanks be to the God of 
nations, a t last overcame all. Then 
they laid down their arms, put off 
their faded uniforms and resumed 
the peaceful pursuits of civil life.

“B.ut alas, not all. Some did not 
answer the final roll call. 350,000 of 
battle, or by lingering sickness, ot 
battle, or by lingering sickness, on 
in slow starvation- gave up their 
heroic lives. You veterans saw 
them in the morning of the conflict 
when the long roll was sounded; in 
the evening they were not with you. 
They laid their lives on the altar of 
patriotic devotion; therefore does 
their country-love uiem, because they 
died that others might live in . the 
enjoyment of free institutions.

. And not they alone who died in 
battle were glorified by sacrifice. 
Some of you who hear my Words 
sacrificed as truly as they. They 
were called to die for their country; 
you were called to live through the 
conflict, and, mercifully preserved, 
to take up again the duties of the 
great soldiery of peace. -

“Five yean  age, without warning 
and with all the confidence of a  great, 
proud, arrogant super-nation, the 
world’s dread foe rushed forth, » 
taring “fipe and shells,, tramp] 
little Belgium under foot, bound for 
Pariq—and then. God knows where. 
All iiiaa r had been made to enter 
Paris 'in triumph, and humble France 
under their feet, threatening Hie 
whole world. And, now a t last, the L 
Germans  have entered Paris—mx, |  
pale, sombre, dejected men, with no f  
sign e f  helmet, sword or mil'’
uniform. Six men dressed in ___

Germany, sulking and defiant, yet 
crushed and impotent, are putting

“But in between Memorial Day, 
1918, and this- present hour are the 
battles of Chateau Thierry, that 
July day when God and the Ameri­
can army changed despair and de­
feat to a glorious victory, Belleau 
Wood, St. Mihiel, the Argonne For-j 
est, have their stories of sacrifice, 
which call for our remembrance to - ' 
day and our profound gratitude t o ' 
Almighty God who honored th e ir , 
sacrifice in the triumph of right.

“Once more the world has been j 
saved through sacrifice, the sacrifice 
of giving alL •

“How shall we honor such devotion ; 
to duty, such sacrifice?

“How shall we pay tribute to th e ; 
Hero of Calvary, who died that we [ 
may live ? Not by cheap words of | 
praise for his wonderful life, b u t ; 
witfi surrendered lives, filled with His 
spirit and going forth in His name to 
help save the world from its sin and, 
woe. Such a life of service calls for] 
sacrifices of a soldier.

“If a human government be worthy 
of such devotion as you soldiers have 
seen and shown, surely the Divine 
government which holds all human 
interests for time and eternity in its 
keeping, must be worthy of our lives. 
If such honor awaits nim who lays 
down his life for his country, what 
glory shall be his who to the’ sub­
lime virtue of patriotism add every 
holy affection and lays down life and 
will, time and talent, heart, miiid 
and body at the call of. the King of 
kings and Lord of lords. Loyalty to 
his flag meahs life eternal and it 
means sacrifice and service too.

“And how shall we keep this Me­
morial Day? With flowers, orations 
and parades? Yes. But shame on 
us and unworthy are we, if we go
