in meat and other industries.”

VThe meat- packer control of other
foods will not require long in de-
veloping.”

Declaring “the history of'the pack-
ers’ growth is interwoven with illegal
combinations, rebates, and with undis-
closed control of corporations.” the
report urged the importance of full
publicity of corporate ownership for
all industries. «

“As to devices for securing control,
there does not exist adequate law,"
the report said. "In Its absence unfair
competition may run its course to the
goal of monopoly and accomplish the
rttin of competitors without the secret
ownership being suspected and conse-
quently without complaint to the com-
mission or investigation of facts. The
competitor is in Jeopardy so long as
hehas not the knowledge of true own-
ership. and the publi<®is entitled to
snfh knowledge.”

The Big Five packers—Swift & Com-
pany, Morris & Company and the
Cudahy Company—lJointly or separ-
ately wield controlling interest in 574
companies, minority Interest In 95
others and undetermined interest in
93—a total of 762 companies:

They produce or deal in some 775
commodities, largely food products.

NEW LAW WILL GO INTO EF-
FECT ON AUGUST 14.

The followin% instructions are is-
sued by State Secretary Coleman C.
Vaughan relative to isSuance by the
state,of operators’ licenses for motor
vehicles, which will He required on all
cars after August 14:

On and after August 14, 1919,
every person operating a_motor ve-
hicle upon the public highways of
this state is required to secure from
the secretary of state an operators’

license.
2. Fee is fifty cents, which must
accoippany  application;  postage

stamps will not be accepted.

3. . Application must be subscribed
and sworn to before an officer author-
ized to administer oaths.

.4. Application must be presented
for_approval, if the applicant be a
resident of a city, to_the chief of
police of such city, or if a resident of
a village or township to the sheriff
or deputy sheriff of the county in
which “such village or township is
located.

5. It is_the duty of the chief of
ponce, sheriff or deputy sheriff, as the
case may_ be, to personally examine
such apg_llgam to ascertain’ such per-
son's ability to properly operate a
motor vehicle.

6. According to a written opinion
of the attorney general, no officer
pther than thoSe officers specifically
named in the statute, viz.:  Chief o
police, sheriff or deputy sheriff, is
authorized to approve an application.

7. Examining officers are to dis-
regard the line, “Limited to operation
(o) T except in cases where
applicants have physical defects as
would limit them 'to' the operation of
a particular cSr or cars, such car or
Ic_ars only to be designated on the said
ine.

8. No license will be granted by
the secretary of state until it is ap-
proved by the proper officer.

9. Persons registered as chauf-
fers do not require an operator's li-
cense.

10.. An operator’s license does not

ermit a person to drive a motor
vehicle for hire or as an employe of
the owner thereof. - Such  person
must register as a chauffer and pay
the registration fie of $2.00.

11. Every question appearin% on
the application must be answered, as
no license will be issued until full in-
formation is at hand.

12. License will not be issued un-
less applicant is over fourteen years
of age.

- 13. Application  blanks will be
found at _this offices of the county
c.erKs, chiefs of police, sheriffs and
deputy sheriffs, an at most garages.
14. In case of the loss or de-
struction of a license, a duplicate may
be obtained by filing in toe office of
the secretary of state an affidavit set-
ting forth “such fact and upon the
payment of a fee of.25 cents.
