S trangely  enough, th e  South  A m er­
ican revolu tion  s ta r te d  In an  up rising  
o f th e  co lonists In b eha lf o f th e  leg iti­
m ate k ing  of Spain, F e rd in an d  VII. 
N apoleon hav in g  .pieced h is  b ro th er 
Joseph  on th e  throDe of Spain, Ven­
ezuela, New G ranada (Colom bia) a n d  

-B uenos A yres (A rg en tin a), revolted 
alm ost s im ultaneously  In 1810, deposed 
th e  royal officers, and estab lished  
Ju n tas  w ith  th e  avow ed purpose of 
holding th o se  colonies fo r King 
F erd in an d . In  M arch o f 1811 a Ven­
ezuelan  congress w as convened and 
on Ju ly  5 a  d ec lara tio n  of Independ­
ence w as adopted. In  New G ranada 
th e  p rovince o f C arta g en a declared 
its  independence In th e  sam e year. 
Bogota, o r th e  p rovince of Cudina- 
m arca , proclaim ed Itse lf Independent 
“during  th e  cap tiv ity  of th e  king.” 
T h e  ea s te rn  provinces sough t an  alli­
ance w ith  V enezuela.

public  tak in g  th e  nam e o f th e  U nited 
P rovinces of L a P la ta . P araguay , w hich 
revolted  in 2810, procla im ed Its in ­
dependence th e  n ex t y e a r and  re fused  
to  u n ite  w ith  L a P la ta , which, a s  yet, 
had no t revolted. U ruguay had  been 
m ade a p a r t  o f B razil In som e of the 
royal and  im perial d ea ls  of /  Europe 
an d  w as held by a  P o rtu g u ese  arm y. 
T he revolu tion  b roke ou t In Chile In 
1812 and  w as suppressed  only to  b reak  
o u t again. I t  w as no t u n til 1818 th a t 
C hile Anally declared  h e r  Independ­
ence. ,

1814 K ing  F erd in an d  had  been re ­
s to red  to  th e  S panish  throne, so those 
colonies w hich  rem ained  in  revo lt and 
b ad  no t declared  th e ir  Independence 
seem ed to  have little  excuse fo r  th e ir 
independence o r ex istence a s  govern­
m ents.

B etw een th e  beginning  o f th e  u p ris ­
ings In 1810 an d  th e  T re a ty  o f B uenos 
A yres in 1823 th e re  w as constan t 
w a rfa re  betw een th e  S panish  and  co-' 
lonial forces, each  colony p lay ing  a 
lone hand. P eru  w as th e  ce n ter of 
th e  Spanish  pow er and  from  th e re  th e

S panish  viceroys w aged w a r on the 
o th e r  colonies. In  U pper P eru , or 
w h a t Is now  Bolivia, how ever, th ere  
w a s a s tro n g  an tagonism  to  th e  royal 
au th o rity  w hich sp read  g radually  to 
th e  o th e r p a r ts  of v ice royalty  . and  
re ndered  th e  Spanish  suprem acy p re­
carious. In  1821 th is  P eruv ian  m ove­
m ent h ad  gained  such s tre n g th  th a t  
an  assem bly  o f P e ru v ian s  declared  
Independence, though th e  viceroy still 
held h is p o s t and , by th e  com m and of 
th e  sea  jvhlch he possessed an d  th e  
s tren g th  o f th e  royal fo rces , s tilh  
fo u g h t to  subdue South  A m erica to 
th e  S panish  crown.

Brazil's Independence Declared.
In  1822 B razil dec lared  Its Inde­

pendence o f P o rtu g a l and! s e t up a s  an  
em pire u n d er th e  head  o f th e  royal 
house o f B raganza , who! gave up  his 
cla im s to  th e  P ortuguese  th rone. In 
th e  tu m u lt which raged  aro u n d  her 
In South A m erica B razil took  no p art. 
H e r revolu tion  w as p eacefu lly  accom ­
plished and  h e r  Independence peace­
fu lly  secure. B ut all Spanish-A m er­
ica w as in a  s t a t e  o f  chaos. T he 
revolted  colonies could Dpt even agree 
am ong them selves and  w ere re n t  by 
In ternational d iscords, jit looked as 
f t  Spain, by a  v igorous effort, m ight 
y e t re s to re  h e r  au th o rity  In  South 
A m erica, a ttac k in g  th e  revolted  col­
onies In deta il.

Simon B o livar had  now succeeded 
In fo rm ing  ou t o f V enezuela. New 
G ran ad a  and  E cuador th e  R epublic 
o f Colombia. H e saw  th a t  union w as 
necessary  fo r th e  securing  of th e  In­
dependence of th e  colonies and  In 
Ja n u a ry  o f 1823 sen t D on Joaqu in  
M osquera to  B uenos A yres to  propose 
a  defensive a llian ce  o f th e  U nited 
P rov ince o f L a  P la ta  an d  th e  R epub­
l ic  o f Colombia.

Hoped to Have Colonies Unite.
R Jvadavla w a s  p rovisionally  In 

charge o f th e  L a P la ta  governm ent. 
H is  Idea w as to  have a ll th e  colonies 
u n ite  In a  peacefu l und ers tan d in g  w ith 
th e  m other coun try  by w hich  th e  rev­
olution should be com pleted ; he was 
evidently  listen ing  to th e  siren  song 
of th e  roya l com m issioners. M osquera 
Insisted upon a  m ilita ry  alliance 
ag a in st Spain.

T he re su lt w as th a t  fo r  th e  first 
tim e S panish  S ou th  A m erica show ed a 
un ited  fro n t. T h e  t re a ty  w a s signed 
on M arch  8, 1823. On D ecem ber 9, 
1824, w as fo ugh t In so u th e rn  P eru  
th e  b a tt le  of A yacucho In  w hich G en­
e ra l Sucre w ith  th e  a llied  arm y  d e­
fe a ted  an d  ca p tu red  th e  Spanish  v ic e  
roy. L a Serna . F o u rteen  Spanish  
g en era ls  gave up  th e ir  sw ords th a t 
day und th e  w a r o f Independence w as 
a t  an  end. excep t fo r  a  few  m lnof 
engagem ents.

TREATY OF FREDERIKSHAVN, 1809

Sweden Gave Up to Russia All of Finland and the Aland Island*.

Amid th e  break ing  up of em pires, 
flie b irth  of new  n a tio n s  and  th e  re­
b irth  o f old ones, F in lan d  seem s to  
have come In fo r  a  p lace as  an  Inde­
pendent country , som ething th a t  she 
never h as  been  before since th e  th i r ­
tee n th  cen tu ry , when th e  F in n s w ere 
sub jugated  and  C hristian ized  by th e  
Swedes. For over a h u n d re d  y ea rs  F in ­
land form ed an  in teg ra l p a r t  of th e  
Sw edish realm  and  fu rn ished  to  th a t  
kingdom  a host of m en em inent in 
w ar and peace. U nder Sw edish ra le  
F in land  enjoyed  a n  au tonom ous con­
s titu tio n al governm ent an d  developed 
a unique civ ilization  of Its  own. 
Sw edish w as spoken in th e  tow ns and  
by the cu ltu red  class, b u t  th e  p ea s­
a n try  clung  to  th e  old F in n ish  tongue.

T hen cam e th e  ln v is io n  o f F in land  
by R ussia  In' 1809 an d  the treaty of 
lT redcrikshavn, by which F in lan d  
p assed  to  R ussia an d  the tro u b les  of 
the F in n s  began.

T he F in n s  are a rather singular pen- 
pie to  find In the northwestern corner 
of E urope, being Mongolian*, a tribe 
of that race which, wandering or driven 
from the great plateau of Central Asia, 
found a resting place at last between 
the B altic  sea and the Arctic ocean.

Near the Flnnieh Border.
When P e te r  the Great built his new 

capital amid the swamps of the Neva 
be placed It only 38 miles from the FIa- 
nish border and from thttt boor Russia 
looked upon Finland aa something that 
most eventually bo hen. The adreo- 
tnrdg of Charles XH of Sweden af* 
folded Peter his first opportunity td 
•else a port of the Covtfad territory. 
Charles was as detenafmd to crash the 
growing power of Rntete as Peter was 

make her the “colosses of tbd 
North.” At the battle of Pultow* 
June 27,1709, fought in what now calls 
itself the Ukraine, the destinies of fbo 
two nations for a while hong In the 
balance. But “victory passed to the 
triumphant czar” and Charles escaped 
a fugitive Into Turkey. By the treaty 
Cf Nyatadt in  1721 C a t  Peter granted 
peace to the exhausted Sited•*, bat 
only upon their relinquishing the Bal­
tic provinces to Russia and also the 
province of VIborg, s part of Finland. 
By taking VIborg Pater pushed the 
Finnish border baek jfnd when the 
French ambassador tntorcedad forth* 
retention o f this provtate by Sweden. 
Peter replied that *  potfk areitt

to  see  h is neighbor’s g rounds from  his 
own w indow s.”

B u t a  good chance to  grab  all F in ­
lan d  did n o t p re sen t itself, to  R ussia  
un til th e  general upheaval of th e  N a­
poleonic w ars. A f te r  th e  peace of 
T ilsit, R ussia an d  F ra n c e  being a l­
lies, th e  cz a r had  a  free  h an d  w ith  
re g ard  to  Sw eden and  resolved to seize 
F in land . H e  called i t  h im se lf “an  ac t 
o f bad  fa ith  tow ard  a  re la tiv e  an d  an  
ally .” In  F eb ru a ry  of 1808 a R ussian  
arm y  Invaded F in land , i T h e  aged and  
Incapable field m arsha l X llngspor, who 
com m anded an  arm y  of F in n s  and 
Sw edes in F in land , w a s  o rdered  by th e  
panic-stricken  S w ed lm  king, Qgnstavus 
IV, to  save h is  treftps a s  best he could.

“Gibraltar of tho North.”
With the fall of Sveaborg, which 

the Swedes called tjie ‘‘Gibraltar of the 
North," all hope of savfrg Finland was 
lost; bat during the summer a Finnish 
army fought several battles with the 
Russian troops not without success. 
In the fall, however, the Russian army 
was Increased, and on September 14 
waa fonght the battle iof Oravals, fa­
mous in Finnish annals. The battle 
lasted 15 hours and was only derided 
In fkvor of the Russians by the timely 
arrival of- reinforcements. in this 
battle the Swede* and Finns-lost 2,000 
killed, one-third of the whole force with 
which they went into battle. The rem­
nants of the army withdrew under the 
cover of night, when the Increased 
tmmber of. Russians made It folly to 
continue the battle, asadireofesed tha 
Swedish frontier. Finland pas now 
lost In 'Stockholm when the-disastrous 
news readied there, the Ifiqg was de­
posed and his son, 
regent In Seoland lay a French army

of Sweden latep-ready to 
attack. n»e regent how turned his 
attanpoo to Russia and attempted to 
dklvW out a Russian ffciny which 
c^Ngl West Bothnia.
