+ John Gottlieb Erlenbusch, the son of
John Erlenbusch and Minnie nee Koe-
nig, was born near Plymouth, March
14, 1875. Both parents being faithful
members of the Lutheran church, John
was baptized in this church and In
1892 was confirmed and made a fall
member of this chnrch. He lived with
his parents on a small farm south of
Plymouth, and after the degth of his
father was the only support of his
aged,, blind mother. After the death
of his mother, two years ago, he sold
the homestead and moved to the vil-
lage, 'making his home with his sis-
ters. From infancy John Erlenbusch
was troubled with asthma. Many
night he spent in a chair, not being
able to get his breath in bed, and there
was hardly a day of his life without
pain. The last winter he spent with
his Bister, Mrs. Edith Blake, in Sagi-
naw, and after visiting with his rela-
tives here during the summer he had
returned to Saginaw about six months
ago

About a week ago he suffered from
stomach t;onble, but was up and
around. Last Friday Mrs. Blake called
in her family doctor, and he immedi
ately saw that the end was near. He
ordered that he put to bed and given
the best of care. Without suffering
much pain, conscious to the end, he
went to sleep after being in bed only
three hours. His vitality was exhaust-
ed, the heart failed. John Erlenbusch
was a good Christian and therefore
ready to die. Death .was a gain unto
him. He attained an age of 44 years, 8
months and 14 days. The remains were
brought here by Andrew Erlenbusch
and Mrs. Bolton, brother and sister,
who went to Saginaw after it, and
taken, to the home of Charles Holmes.
Funeral services were held on Monday
afternoon at the Lutheran church. Rev.

Ancient Fashion of Vagus Allusion to
“ Things Is Pass# and All Say
What They Mean
About Things.

Americans used to come in for a
good'deal of teasing and “joshing™ by
Englishmen because of their tendency
to show an exaggerated delicacy In
their choice of words. Especially was
this squeamisbness apparent among
American women 40 or 50 years ago,
when so far from ever speaking of
their own legs they actually called the
uprights of a square piano limbs and
would have blushed with mortification
If you had mentioned the chair legs,
-in England-they said that an Ameri-
can woman would never refer to the
breast of t chicken, but referred to
that portion of the bird as the bosom.

Some who langhed at this over-
niceness made the comment that peo-
ple who condemned so many harmless
words must have evil minds or they
would see no harm in them. But really
it did not ihdicate evil-mindedness. It
was just a natural phase of the gen-
eral oversqueamishness of the time.
No wonder that the young woman
who was cautioned never to show
more than the tip of her toe beneath
her voluminous hoopskirts and who
couldn’t to save her life haVe taken
a deep breath—no wonder she was
overfastidiou8 in the choice of ber
words. It was part of the fashion of
the time. It really was. had form as
manners were then framed to speak
with even moderate frankness.

-But now the pendulum has swung far
In the other direction, and It is the
well-bred thing to avoid those circum-
locutions used once to soften words of
too great realism. It Is considered a
little old-fashioned or countrified now
to say that you are going to retire
when you might say simply that you
are going to bed. Likewise we speak
of bedrooms, whereas our careful

andmothers would, never have need

crfrank a word. They spoke of cham-
bers qr sleeping apartments.

“Sometime ago it was considered the
well-bred thing to use circumlocution’
when speaking of death. To a certain
extent this is still done, but in general
the progressive young American avoids
such euphemisms as “pass beyond” and
“pass away.” People more frequently
used torsay “if anything should hap-
pen to me" or “in case | should be
called beyond” when they meant sim-
ply “if I should die,” which means
exactly the same thing just as vividly
and has the advantage of being
straight Anglo-Saxon.

Old-fashioned folk used to use sof-
tened words to indicate poverty. They
spoke about being “In reduced circum-
stances.” - They would hrfve consid-
ered it rude to say a friend was poor,
though they might have said that he
was a “person of moderate means.”
If a woman found herself in a posi-
tion where she had to earn her own
living they said that “she had joined
the army of tollers,” never that she
had “gone to work.”

People spoke of salaries, remunera-
tions, compensations and honorariums,

‘'seldom of wages or pay. They spoke

of positions and posts. Nowadays the
thoroughly up-to-date young person
speaks of her.job.—Philadelphia In-
quirer.

War and After War

For one year the Bell Telephone System,
as well as other telephone, telegraph,
cablte and radio systems, was under con-
trol and supervision of the government
of the United States. This was a war
measure, designed to give the war
agencies of the country the fullest use
of all facilities of communication.

During this time the normal develop-
ment and expansion of all telephone
systems was necessarily subordinated to
governmental needs. Materials and
equipment had to be utilized first in
the construction and maintenance of
lines for war purposes.

HAS 2 INDEPENDENCE DAYS
Republic of Ecuador Celebrates August
Tenth and October Ninth as
National Holidays.

The Republic of Ecuador celebrates
two national holidays, and both are
“Independence days,” according to the
Pan-American Union.

The liberty-loving patriots had to
shoot two bolts at Spanish domination
before they succeeded In gaining per-
manent independence. The first time
they had a quiet but determined revo-
lution In Quito, the present capital of
the republic, the patriots assembling
at the house of Mamiela Canlzares, a
brave and beautiful woman, on August
5. 1800, when they prepared their
declaration of Independence and chose
the officials who were to compose the
provisional government That night
the conspirators gathered their force#
In different parts of thd city and Cap-
tain Salinas, who commanded the two
companies of regulartroops that guard-
ed the city, went to their barracks,
read to them the declaration and won
them over to the cause of the patriots.
They overpowered the body$ftard of
Ruiz de Castilla, the Spanish governor,
early on the morning of August 10 and
thus established the first republic
.without shedding a drop of blood. It
lasted only about a year, when Castil-
la succeeded In overthrowing the pa-
triotic government and again brought
the country under Spanish dominion.

The Area of liberty had been kin-
dled, however, and the Ecuadoreans
kept up their heroic-struggle, notwith-
standing many reverse#, until in 1820
the people ef Guayaquil, theheading
seaport of the country,
rebelling on Hie ninth of October.
With the aid of Gen. Simon Bolivar,
the great Tenecneian emancipator,
and .of- his compatriot, Gen. Antonie
Xoee Sucre, the- Ecuadoreans, after
many bloody battle#,succeeded in com-
pletely annihilating the Spanish force#
and established freedom in Ecuador
forever.
