The Holy Land Is appropriately *
stronghold "of the pigeon family; tur-
tle doves are found, the wood pigeon
comes in‘myriads In winter, and the
common pigeon, the true dove of Scrip
tun,. Is still abundant, both wild and
teme” throughout the country.

As a contrast of the “every raven af-
ter his kind,” the crow tribe afsevtral
species la in abundance, mi*h birds of
prey, from the great glffon vulture, the
“eagle™ of ~Scripture, to the .sparrow
hawk, are a feature of the .country.

In the deep, tropical Jordan val-
ley we find a sort of avls"y of real
tropical blrda, which found there a
refuge from the last glnetal .epoch—
the lovely little sun bird, or *Jer-
icho humming bird,"” the land-feeding,
white-breasted kingfisher and a ape-
dee of the gregarious thrush.

On the co”st la found the great In-
dian fishing owl, and among the rocks
of Maraaba the monks have half-tamed
the orange-winged blackbird, which la
really a starling ofiAfrican type,ns
much out of his latitude as the hysax.
One of the birds peculiar to Psieetiae.
the pretty little pigmy MofMte«p«r>
row, which lives In reed beds,Hope of
the rarest birds In the worfd.

Reptiles abound, and even the NOt
crocodile, the leviathan of the Bible,
lingered long enough to glva Tristram
the chance of"bbtalnisg a specimen
nearly twelve feet long, while In addi-
tion to the African cobra, we find the
grass snake among the harmless spe-
cies, and the wicked little horned vi-
per lies in wait, as in olden times, to
bite the heels of the horses.

As for the fish, they art as abun-
dant and varied as ever, and it la In-
teresting to note that the Sea.of Gali-
lee la still packed with them, and that
the most common kinds eje of an Af-
rican family, an Interesting illustration
of the scientific interest which unites
with the religious to make Palestine
among the most Interesting of all
countries.

Cutter's lliland.

The town of Hays, Kan., boa a nor-
mal school and a history. Ths two
naturally come to mind together, for
the normal school Is built near ths site
of the historical events which made
Hsys famous, and the students of ths
school have taken itopoa-themselva*
to restore the spot to something of Its
old-time appearance.

Hays was once Fort Hays, and Gen-
eral-Custer, the .famous Indian fight-
er, was stationed there during the
building of the first transcontinental
raiicpnd.

THE NEW DOG LAW

For the benefit of persons who
own dogs in Plymouth and vicinity,
we publish thé following extracts
from the new dog law: i

The dog tax law of 1919 requires
every owner, haiborer or keeper of
* ~four months_old or. over to make

application either to -the
treasurer of his_township, the dog
tax collector of his city, if he resides
in a city, or his county treasurer, for
a dog license to be isSued to_him by
.said ~township treasurer, city dog
tax collector or county treasurer, as
the case may be, who will give
such owner, harborer or keeper of
dogs, a license and metal tag upon
?a¥ment of the dog tax as per the
ollowing schedule:

Male dogs, $3.00; female, $6.00;
unsexed, $2.00.

Section 4 further says:  “The
State Live Stock Sanitary Commis-
sion (now the Commission of-Ani-
mal Industry) shall:have the general
supervision “over the licensing and
regulation of dogd~ and the protec-
tion of live stock and poultry from
dogs and may employ all ‘proper
means for the” enforcement of this
act, and all police |officers of the
state, county, munlcg_)allty or town-
ship shall be at its disposal for this
