Huan inevitably care for little fifteen
year old. Lucy, after her beast of a
father. Battling Burrows, had driven
her , from his wretched one-room

a'smile. In London’s East End, such
children could expect to hear nothing
but foul curses.

To Tmaerstand something of the
truth of such a contrast as this is
necessary to comprehend at their full-
est artistic value the nuances of
“Broken Blossoms” and the striking
moral lessons this work of art is In-
tended to convey. And the .inclusion
of these scenes of Chinese childhood
with their subtle “suggestions of
Oriental happiness is only another
proof of the keen' of artistic
values that characterize every piece
of photoplay drama that B. W.s
Griffith has done. This great picture
will be shown at the Pennimah Allen
theatre, December 31 and January 1.
