The fourteenth decennial census of
the United States started last Friday,
January 2, 1920, and it is expected
that it will be completed within thirty
days in the viil Mrs. Anna
teri will have charge of the census
in Plymouth village. i
_. A “proclamation_issued by Presi-
dent Woodrow Wilson in regard to
the census states that the sole pur-
pose of the census is to secure gen-
eral statistical information regarding
this population and resources of the
country, and the replies are required
from. individuals only to permit the
compilation of such general statistics.
Fori the protection of the rights and
interests of the persons furnishing

census bureauprcSuSiTtA. under
heavy penalty from disclosing any
information which may come -to hie
knowledge. . .

A paragraph in the proclamation
calls attention to the fact that * s
the duty of every person to ‘answer
all questions on the census schedule,
which apply to him and the family
o which He belongs, arid the farm
occupied by him or his family and
that any person refusing to do-so is
subject to penalty.

WHERE THE ROMANS BUILT

The site on which the city of Clrta
stands rises sharply from the south
to the north. * 1t Is a terrible
height. Looking up from the little
footpath running round the gorge at.a
distance of a few hundred yards from
the bottom, the great rock looms up
like a most tragic fate. The mournful
grandeur of the’ place is in. keeping
with the character of Masinlssa and
other ‘Stern and savage chieftains and
the uneomprofnlsing times In which
they lived. - . .

The gorge of the Ruramel is nar-
row, rarely more than ‘some hundred
yards across, and ‘Straight Frag-
ments of Roman ruins still cling to Its
precipitous sides wherever . lodgment
cad be found.
