*gas to the consumers, after a com­
plete shutdown, it was not until late 
Thursday afternoon that the gas was 
available to users.

While the shutting off of our water 
supply was a most serious matter, yet 
w* may count ourselves extremely 
1‘orttSnate that there was no outbreak 
or' fire while we were helpless to 
fight it. -

“Tt seems the Inexoi'jildtf law of na­
ture ihat wherever there Is something 
good to eat ihere Is something to eat 
tt, and man's existence is a continual 
struggle for supremacy over the crea­
tures that are determined to consume 
the food he requires."

During past years in'Vorlh Dakota, 
prairie chickens, sage hens and grouaf* 
held the grasshoppers in check, and 
their . plumpness and fhe delicious 
quality of their meat nttesfed to the 
superiority of their'food.

Now the prairie Chickens especially 
are going the wnv of the buffalo, and 
Mr. Greaves was assigned' to And a 
substitute that would beep down the 
insect pests with n minimum of trou­
ble and expense to the farmer. The 
answer is turkeys and guineas.

Mr. Greaves declares that flocks of 
turkeys and guineas consume millions 
of grasshoppers and other Insect pests, 
and naturally do their own foraging, 

j Early in tie  season the experimental 
flocks at the agricultural college have 
grown fat and Strong on the young 
Insects.

"On the topic o f , th# raost famous 
controversy between European and 
British criticism—the greatness of JBy- 
roh—Professor Cecchl takes very de­
cidedly the British view, if Indeed he 
is not carried so far by -bis repug­
nance to the abundant alloy in By­
ron’s poetry, as In his life, as to make 
too little of the demoniac force which 
renders his anarchy Impressive. Even 
that last expedition to Greece, which 
ha* commonly been - felt to redeem 
many aberrations, has for our critic 
the fatal touch of the theater which 
the man and the poet so rarely es­
caped ; and he compares him, tffuch 
to his disadvantage, with that Genoese 
gentleman who rushed to embark with 
Garibaldi’s thousand In evening dress 
and a^crush hat, and In this aecopter- 
ment'went to his death at Calataflmi— 
a De-Mussetllke figure, luminous with 
Its trusting smile, but touched with a 
purer spirit of'religiosity than Byron 
could hsve achieved or understood."
