DAN. McKINNEV, ClerkWith the dawn of Attic civilization 
in ancient Greece, Cecrops. an Egyp­
tian, bulk a town on the site where 
later the citadel of Athens rose In 
magnificence. He Introduced morals 
and judicial regulations, and the coun­
try under his rule’ became ap asylum 
for the^tanoceot and persecuted. From 
that time on festivals, compacts and 
laws extended their beneficial Influ­
ence. About 130 years after him the 
Phoenician Cadmus brought the use 
of let lira into Bototm^and at Thebes, 
in the skme'ttiuotry, hê erfected a cita­
del. The greatest ptofoaBd the' 
greatest general <*f .the. Greeks were 
Boeotians, but nevesthriesik -this peo­
ple was accused o f stupidity. While, 
thel*: value was npt appreciated,-their 
discoveries were’brought to perfection 
by others and more usefully applied.

'It-' is remarkable that <Cadmus, 
the father of learning, who taught 
us to hand down our- thoughts to fu­
turity. came into Greece just at a time 
when Joshua, the leader of the 
Jews, drove the Phoenecian. tribes to­
ward the. sea and compelled them to 
seek refuge in distant colonies. This 
act'of a despised people,, .scarcely 
known to Gr$ek historians, was the 
occasional cause of all the intellectual 
and moral excellence which has arisen 
through the influence of. literature.
