TO DEPORT GIBRALTAR’S APES

Wild Guardians of th© Famoua “Rock*
Must Go Back to Barbary,
Is Edict

The Barbary apes, guardians of
Gibraltar, and the only wild mon-
keys in Europe, are .to be deported
from “the Rock.” Such is the edict
of General Sir H. L. Smith-Dor-
rien.

It is a tradition that every gov-
ernor of Gibraltar shall issue at
least one order in connection with
these, animals.  Other governors
have ordered them to cease stealing
fruit, to stay in certain areas, and
one kindly ordered them to be main-
tained at the empire’s expense. A
garrison order in 185G forbade any
attempt on their lives. In 1863
only three of them were left, but
Sir William Codrington scut across
to Africa for four young monkeys
of the same species, who kept the
race alive.

Catching them for deportation
will be a difficuft task, as they are
adepts at swinging "down 100-foot
precipices.
