Detroit, Mich.—That the cry of the
3,500,000 starving children in Eastern
fvsif Central Europe may not drown
the symphony of America’s Christ*
mas carols and their dying mock
Christianity celebration of the birth
of One who came to save the world,
ffta gtate committee of the European
Relief Council is issuing “Save a Life
Certificates”, &od urging every family
in the state to. provide a place at Its
Christmas table for as many little in*
visible guests as it can afford.

“Bare a Life” certificates are to be
sold in three denominations. A ten-
dollar certificate will provide a place
at the table for a little starving child
and keep him until next harvest, pro-
viding one warm meal a day. and the

CMH|nE and medical atten-
tion. A flve-dollar certificate will
keep him for five months, and a one

certificate for one month.
State Quota 100,000 Uvea.

These certificates will be sold
throughout the state with Michigan's
quota of 100,000 lives, or $1,000,000. as
the objective. Detroit is estimated to
be responsible for 55,000 lives, leav-
ing the rest of the state to save 45,000

The organisation through the coun-
ties is composed largely of the same
personnel whlcffi worked so success-
fully, in the "war-time campaigns, and
the fbsponse has been so enthusiastic
that In many instances the chairmen
have wired David A. Brown, general
director of the campaign, that they
expected to reach their quota before
the end of the week. In several cases,
th™ remainder of the war funds were
turned over to the state committee of
the Hoover fund and the necessity of
a campaign, was done away with.

Tuesday to St. Joseph, Benton Har-
fbor and night/at Kreiger home
Stevensville, Mich. ey had a Iarﬁe
lvineyard, and 'so had our fill of the
Imost delicious grapes of several va-
| rieties. Farmers along the way have
their mail boxes placed on carriage
wheels, the children using discarded
auto tires for swings. Found roads
in miserable condifion.  Purchased
supplies at GarY, Ind. At Michigan
City bought a_large box in grocery
store, stopped in the rear and packed
same to ship home. Can you picture
lus?  Yet, we apparently "excited no
jeuriosity from the many passers by
who barely glanced our way. Next
trip be wise eénough to carry “only ab-
solute necessities. Camped near Chi-
ca?o Heights on Lincoln Highway.

t may be of interest to know of just
what a camping outfit is composed:
A 12x14 heavy canvass -tent, a fold-
ing chair and army cot for each, fold-
ing table, camp "gasoline stove (2-
bumer), water bags, oil heater and
hot water bags for nights, plenty of
blankets, a few cooking utensils, " etc.
We stayed indoors stormy nights.

Made " little progress Thursday as
roads were simply black muck. ~ All
of Lincoln Highway in Illinois is
paved, but putting in"bridges so many
places we had to detour. ~ Camped at
school near Rochelle.  Friday reach-
ed Dixon and Slerlin%, llinois, the
home of relatives. hunder storm
and pouring rain. .

meSaturday” arrived  in _Fulton, and
crossed the Mississippi river into
Clinton, lowa (toll 30c), where we
had dinner, camping that evening at
Mt. Vernon, after meeting one of the
most unique travellers. ~ He had
waqpn drawn b¥ two horses, fitted
up like a house, lace curtains at win-
dows, etc. Underneath was a crate
of chickens, and in rear, a kennel of
pupa, while tied to the front seat was
a large bull dog. He always man-
aged to stop near a grain field in or-
der to secure free food for his brood.
He had roamed over the whole United
States in the_ past seven Wears, so
was quite an interesting character.

Our next city was Cedar Rapids
and Marian, the home of an ol
friend; Marshalltown, so called, be-
cause the people of the community
assembled there to marshal their
forces against the Indians. Our first
sight of 'Indian families was at Tama.
No fruit in lowa, and only few trees
around' homesteads to serve as shel-
ter from winds. Soil is_gumbo, and
it rained most of the time, so you
can imagine condition of roads “for
motoring.

Drove until late as homes were “few
and far between.” Man came along
with team, so we inquired for a place
to stay overnight.  Said he lived
eight miles on side road, and was not
sure his folks would take us in.
Fmallg_ we spied a light at a farm
near Sidney, and they were only too
lad to accommodaté us.  Children
ought us company and tried hard
to entertain us; dpopped corn to send
along_and wanted to give us,a pump-
kin “for EaKowe’pn “laWtern. Ther-
mometers that night registered 28
above zero, and next day 1I8. We left
Michigan_in search of a warm cli-
mate.” That motning in Wyoming,
and snow-covered ground. At Chey-
enne, met our first disappointment.
Were told the northern " route by
Yellowstone was closed and must go
to Denver fojr Salt Lake City.
Arrived in Colorado _that afternoon,
and had our first sight of prairie

dogs (our only companions for days)..

They are about the size,of ordinary
house cat, face similar to a rat,
stand on hind feet like a woodchuck,
live in mounds, and there are thous-
ands of them as far as the eye can
reach.  They are rather cijté at a
distance. ~ Rode for miles_without
seeing a house, then an oil station
hove in ~sight.  Asked for a camp,
and were sent to lonely farm house,
where “there was a clump of trees,”
first, had seen in state). Mr. Layton
insisted on opemn? his summer-"cot-
tagie for our benefit, brought a half
gallon of milk, and family came down
fo spend evening, company being to
them a rarity. Had every con-
venience of a ‘home and felt we had
struck a bonanza, indeed.  Next
morning Mr. Layton took Mr. Weaver
out for pheasants and ducks, and
showed him his stock, which he says
were the. sleekest cattle_he ever saw,
and could hardly credit they were
living on what fo us looked like dry
dead grass. More sheep ranches and
further south, sugar beets, the lead-
ing industry.

Reached Denver, next day. Have
relatives there, but did not feel equal
to visiting, so went into camp. They
have “floors for tents, laundry and
every possible comfort for the tour-
ists.”
