immediately into their new home in 
Kingston, township, Tuscola county, 
Michigan, where they resided for 
many years. Mr. Youngs had been a 
resident of Newburg nearly ten 
years, where he passed away a t 11:00 
p. m., Thursday, January 13, 1921. 
He leaves to mourn, two sons, Newton 
of Detroit, and Edw’ard of Walker- 
ville, Ontario; two daughters, Anna 
and' Ada, who have cared for him 
since the death of the wife and 
mother, three years ago. He also 
leaves a half-sister, Miss Kate 
Youngs of Kingston. His life was a 
sacrifice to his family, his church 
and his country.

REPUBLICANS MEET IN 
OETROJTJEBRUARY17,

The Republicans will hold their [ 
spring convention in Detroit on t 
February 17. The purpose of the 
convention .will be to place in nomin­
ation two candidates for the supreme 
court bench, two members on the 
board of regents of the University of 
Michigan, two on the state board of 
agriculture and for superintendent 
cf public instruction.

The county conventions will be held 
on Monday, February 7.

Owing to the overwhelming num­
ber of Republican votes cast in Mich­
igan at the November election, the 
state central committee found it 
necessary to reapportion the county 
representation to keep the member­
ship of the convention down to a fig­
ure that will not make it unwieldy.

One delegate will be allowed for 
caciri 500 party members, instead of 
for each 200, as at present. This 
will increase the total number of 
persons entitled to seats in the con­
vention from 1,347 to 1,504. Wayne 
county’s representation will be in­
creased from 265 to 438.
