OF PLYMOUTH’S MOST HIGH-
LY ESTEEMED AND OLDEST
RESIDENTS, DIED AT HER
HOME HERE LAST SUNDAY,
MARCH 6.

_ Four more days added to the long
life of Mrs. Caroline Moreland Ben-
nett would have rounded out a full
eighty-five B/ears, all spent in the vi-
cinity of Plymouth. She was bom
M 10, 1836, and died at her home
in Plymouth, Sunday, March 6, 1921,
She was the daughter of John and
Prudence Moreland, and ‘was bom_in
Livonia township, about two .miles
from Plymouth.” Her girlhood was
spent not far from her birthplace
near the Briggs school, at that time
named for her father, the Moreland
school. .

At the age of thirteen she was left
by the untimely death of her mother
to the care of her father and three
younger brothers, and this family she
mothered until the boys were fu!l¥l

rown, and two boys had died. Wit
the exception of two years in_school
in Ypsilanti, she gave- her girlhood
and youth to the care of her brothers.
When she was married in 1855 to
Washington Bennett, and went into
her new home, she took the three
brothers with her, cared for them as
a mother, nursed them in their fatal
illness and two of them died in her
home at the ages of twenty-three and
twenty-six years.  The brothers died
in 1868, 1869 and 1874, and in 1877
two sad bereavements came into her
life within the year in the death of
her father and of her husband. Soshe
knew many times in_a few short
years the grief of losing loved ones
upon whom she had bestowed her
love and strength in service.

At the death of her husband, Mrs.
Bennett was left with her two sons,
Charles F. and Harry C., who have
continued to be her “life long com-
panions, always lIrving in- her home,
with the excéption of a few years
that the younger son was in a home
of his, own nearb_?/. The two sons
were her' only children, but she was
the same as a mother to Lotta Dayey,
how Mrs. H aker of Lansing,
who lived in the home with her for
sixteen years.

For almost fifty years Mrs. Ben-
nett had been an invalid, and for forty
years had not been inside .one of the
stores only a block away. For the
{Jast two years she had been confined
o the house.

Mrs. Bennett was a member of the
Methodist Episcopal church, uniting
with that communion abdut 1870, ana
continued as long as her health would
permit, an earnest and faithful at-
tendant at all the church'services.
Quite early in life failing health com-
pelled her’to narrow her world to the
walfeof her home, but her mind con-
tinued active .throughout the -years,
and although unable to mingle with
outside life, she maintained to the last
an active interest in the outside
world.  Her life was that of a
typical, self-sacrificing mother, who
lived for others, .first for her father
and motherless brothers, and then for
her, children, whfi rise today and. call
her blessed. Her suffering was in-

But Spain’s masterpiece,
think, Is turron—a nougat incompar-
ably delicate and rich, made from
nuts, fruits, and honey, Its sweetness
varying somewhat with each or the
places which are celebrated for its
manufacture: Alicante, Valencia and
Murcia. Turrones are .in famous de-
mand at the holidays, aml Spanish
groceries in New York are seldom able
to fill all their orders, for this is a
Christmas sweet par excellence. An
epicure lias called-turrones "a sweet-
meat delicious beyond words." The
most popular of the several kinds is
probably Turron Alicante. Others are
Turron Jijoiia, Turron Verna, and Tur-
ron Muzupan.

Hearts of paliu might be thought
a tragic delicacy by the lover of trees,
for every salad made of this aspar-
agus-like edible means the death of a
mountain palm. They come from Al-
giers, as well as from Spain, and the
supply seems to hold out, but conser-
vation does not concern those lands
as_yet. .

The true globe artichoke, alcacho-
fas al natural, keeps its unique flavor,
though it journeys from Spain in cans.

Manéelgisastrous Conflagration* Havs
, tho Raauit of Ineldsnt* of
Moot Trivial Character.

There have been a number of cases
lately of women’s frocks catching fire
without any obvious cause. The mis*
chief has now been traced to-an “art
silk” which is really material pre-
pared during the war for the manu-
facture of cartridges.

Fires are started in all sorts of odd
ways. A man had Jnst taken his
seat at dinner when his dress jacket
burst into flames. The solution was
found in the fact that a potash throat
lozenge, loose In his pocket, had be-
come Ignited by pressure against the
side of a safety match box.

A few years ago a rounded window
in n chemist’s shop at Scarborough
focused the rays of the sun so that
they set fire to a celluloid box, while
a fly was responsible for the destruc-
tion of a large house at Westport, In
New Zealand. The insect flew into
a gas Jet, and, escaping with its wings
ablaze, blundered into a muslin cur-
tain which at once burst into flames.

Birds have been responsible for
more -than one conflagration. At
Corerack, in Cornwall, a chimney in
a farmhouse took fire.  Out of it
fluttered an owl with its feathers
burning. It settled on a hayrick, and
the latter was completely destroyed.

Rain falling on o truck of lime at
Beetles Station caused a fire which
destroyed the truck and its contents,
and the string of n military kite fall-
ing across overhead tramway wires
and a wooden house caused the de-
structlon of the latter.

A strange case occurred In u wood

near Grange over Sands. Red ants
had constructed a huge hill in the
roots of a splendid fir tree.  Hot
weather dried the heap, which was
composed of vegetable matter. Then
came warm raid and a return of heat.
Chemical actlcffi resulted in spon-
taneous combustion, and the heap ig-
nited, setting fire to the tree and
bringing it to, the ground—London
TIt-BUs.

Rich Agricultural Land.

The figyptiun fellah rarely eats
meat. He works with every member
of his family, twelve, fourteen or six-
teen hours a day. He rarely tenches
wheat flour. He makes a flour of his
own from a plant which we would
call a weed. Bat he works the most
valuable agricultural land in the
world.  Under Irrigation It produces
three crops a year. It sells for as
much as $1,500 of $2,000 an acre. His
cotton sold last year for $200 a fean
tar of 105 pounds weight. Prices jest
now are down, to u quarter of that.

Three Thousand Veterans From Le-
gion Ranks Are Explaining Sit-
uation to American People.

Taylor. mal memorial
which the Legion
has presented to President Wilson,
I'rosident-elect Harding, and to all
members of congress. Probably never
before in the history of ihe country
has- such &n army of orators been
mobilized to speak at ihe same rime
upon a single text.

The Legion aims to present to the
people of the United States the fucts
regarding the disabled in the same
language as they were presented to
the Officials of the government. The
Legion’s memorial was carried to the
President at the W hite House by John
Thomas Taylor, vice chairman of the
Legion National Legislative commit-
tee. National Commander T\ W. Oal-
bralth. Jr., gave it to Senator Harding
at Marion, where lie had a long and
important conference on the disabled
situation with lhe next President.

The Legion denounces the present
method of caring for ihe disabled as
a “failure™ which only can be rem-
edied by the entire reconstruction of
the federal machinery dealing with
the problem.

The functions of the three agencies,
which .deal with the problems of tin;
disabled, the bureau of war risk in-
surance, the federul hoard for voca-
tional education, and the United
States public health service, “must be
co-ordinated, their machinery de<-en-
tralized and all three placed under
common control,” the memorial state*.

As an equally essential remedy for
existipg conditions, the memorial
urges the immediate appropriation for
the use of the untried organization
of a sum ample to build or rent a
sufficient number of hospitals to take
care of the 10,900 ex-service men who
are unable to receive treatment at
present because of lack of beds and
shelter.

The “failure” of the government to
afford justice to the sick and wounded
veterans is attributed by the Legion
o “ait astonishing state of divided re-
sponsibility and wasted effort among
the government agencies with which
the problem rests.”

The break in the chain of responsi-
bility occurs, according to live me-
morial. as a result of tin* fact that
the war risk bureau is under aud re-
sponsible to an
assistant scereia-
ry of the treas-
ury, an officer of
the executive
branch ot the gov-
ernment while
the federal board
for vocational ed-
ucation is respon-
sible only to con-
gress, and is un-
der none of the
executive depart-
ments of the gov-
ernment. F. W. Galbraith,

The memorial Jr.
asserts that the
United States has been more liberal
than any other nation in Its provisions
for the disabled soldiers, but that it has
failed In large measure to make these
provisions available in spite of the
benefit of the experience of other
nations in the recent war and the ex-
perience of this nation in previous
wars.

“In the re-hahilitation of a disabled
man there are three needs— medical
treatment, vocational training and
financial support.” the memorial
states. “The government, has recog-
nized the three needs, but overlooks
the fact that they, are the simultane-
ous needs of one man, not of three
different men or of one man at three
different times. It makes three prob-
lems out of what really is one problem.

“Continuing this faulty conception,
It has given the problem over to three
agencies. All, by force of circumstan-
ces, are exercising functions they were
not intended to exercise. This pre-
sents an amazing spectacle of admin-
istrative chaos, duplication, wasted en-
ergy and conflict which is the key
to the present condition.

“The result Is the suffering of the
disabled veterans.  Thousands are
waiting and have waited for months
for compensation for their injuries.
Thousands have waited for months
for an opportunity to re-establish
themselves as self-sustaining members
of society by vocational training.
Thousands are In need of hospitaliza-
tion, and the government has no hos-
pital facilities available for them. Of

CAVE OF WONDERS

Lewis and Clark avern Never
FuHy Explored.

To Insure Its Preservation From De-
struction by Vandals It Has Been
Made a "National Monument.

Overlooking lor a distance of over
fifty miles the trail by which Lewis
and Clark traversed the great North-
west is a wonderful limestone cavern
which rivals the well-known Luray’
caves in Virginia.

This location was designated as a
national monument in 1908 so as to
protect the wonderfully colorful stu-
lactite and stalagmite formations
from the destruction of vandals.
~The cavern contains innumerable
vaulted chambers, but up to the pres-
ent has only been explored for a dis- |
tance of 700 feet horizontally and 370
feet vertically.

The cave is in the deposit known as
Madison limestone, which inclines
6teeply at this spot toward the south-
west, the cavern following closely ihe
direction of the dip.

So far only two small entri
have- been found, both of these
on the same side of a sleep e
about 500 feet below ihe rim and
feet' apart.

Only one of these can be used w
out ropes. From tbe main entrant-
stairway descends for about 175
to the main portion of the cavern,
which is nearly horizontal.

Ladders have been built at places iu
order to reach stilt lower levels. A
very narrow passage about 100 feet
long is follo™rel to reach ihe lowest
points.

Due to ihe fact thai iliere is no
custodian iu charge, it is necessary M
keep the door of the main entrance
locked, so that it is not accessible to
visitors at all times. The monument
has been placed In charge of the su-
perintendent of Yellowstone National

park.
It is expected iliar a permanent
custodian will be appointed shortly

so that the cavern can remain open.
The location Is about forty-five miles
southwest of Butte on the Northern
Pacific railway, and about three-quar-
ters of a mile northeast from ihe
post office of Cavern.

Bird Protection Effective.

That the passage and enforcement
of the law preventing spring shootiug
and marketing of migratory game
birds is now producing excellent re-
sults Is pointed out by officials of Die
biological survey. Without sugh re-
strictions they say the game birds not
only would be greatly reduced in num-
bers, but in many Instances would be
brought near extinction. The biologi-
cal survey, which Is charged with the
enforcement of the federal law and
regulations protecting migratory birds,
la receiving reports from all sections
of the country showing that with the
protection now enjoyed by the birds,
their numbers are increasing each
year, and that they are returning In
spring to numerous breeding grounds
which they have deserted for several
years.
