PLYMOUTH DEFEATED 
TWO TO ONE

LOCAL HIGH SCHOOL DEBATING 
TEAM LOSE OUT AT KALAMA­
ZOO AFTER A CLOSE CONTEST.

The Plymouth-Kalamazoo debate 
was extremely close and extremely 
exciting' from start to finish. The 
Kalamazoo team consisted of two 
boys and one gh*l, Allan Maybpe, 
Donald Gorham and Winifred Axell; 
and the Plymouth team consisted of 
two boys and one girl, namely, Ly­
man Judson, Etha Wiseley and1 
Charles Chappel. Each team had 
one veteran debater, Allan Maybee 
for Kalamazoo and Lyman Judson 
for Plymouth.

Our three Plymouth speakers never 
did better work, in spite of the fry­
ing circumstances under which they 
spoke. The Kalamazoo Normal peo­
ple interrupted the debate three times 
with cheering and applause, which’ ia- 
terruptions are expressly forbidden 
by the .constitution of the Michigan 

»High School Debating. League. Ap­
proximately 450 people heard the 

1 debate.
The judges were Prof. Ewbank of 

Albion college; Mr. Perry of the 
Grand Rapids Social Service depart­
ment, and -Prof. Lardner of North­
western University at Evanston, 111.

The bright spot for Plymouth in 
the whole Kalamazoo trig, was the 
vote of Prof. Lardner of Northwest­
ern University. Prof. Lardqer’s vote 
is more to be desired than that of 
almost any other judge in the coun­
try For twenty-five years the Uni­
versity of Michigan won everything 
in oratory in this part of the coun­
try, but the past ten years has seen

Lardner said that Plymouth won on 
their main speeches, and beat Kala- 
mzoo completely on rebuttal.

Throughout the debate our two 
Plymouth boys appeared to be prac­
tically equal ^wjth the Kalamazoo 
boys; however, our boys were slight­
ly superior in that Charles Chappel’s 
voice was much better than Mr. Gor­
ham’s of Kalamazoo, and Lyman 
Judson spoke at a proper rate of 
speed,' whereas Allan May We spoke 
too "fast according -to ' the three 
judges.''Btha Wiseley most certain­
ly beat the Kalamazoo girl by a wide 
margin, as you will see if you attend 
the Kalamazoo Normal-East Jordan 
debate at Ann Arbor, May16th.

During the past two years, 'Plym­
outh’s debating team has won sixteen 
out of seventeen debates. We had 
hoped to make the record every one 
out of eighteen, but instead we shall 
have to be satisfied with Prof. Gard­
ner's vote an honor- worth having.

MANY YEARS AND WAS ONE
OF' THE OLDEST RESIDENTS.

Johanna Louise Justine Bolgos, nee 
Blankenburg, was born the 8th of 
May, 1838, in Reiersdorf, Province of 
Brandenburg, Germany. There she 
was baptized in the Lutheran faith, 
received her religious instructions 
and was confirmed. December 1, 
1861, she was married to Gotlieb 
William Frederick Bolgos, and lived 
with him in the old country until 
1869. July 4th of that year, they 
arrived in America, and lived in the 
following places: Livonia, Mich., 
seven years; Plymouth township, 
three years'; Canton towpship, four 
years, and in the village of Plymouth, 
twenty years. The matrimonial union 
of Mr. and Mrs. Bolgos was blessed 
with seven children, of whom five 
preceded the mother into eternity. 
Mr. Bolgos died August 21, 1910, and 
his wife remained in Plymouth for 
two more years. The’ remaining nine 
years she made her home with her 
son, William Bolgov of near Ann 
Arbor, but visiting frequently with 
her daughter, Mrs. William Blunk, 
here in Plymouth. On acccuint of 
the severe sickness of Mrs. William 
Bolgos, about five months ago Mother 
Bolgos came to stay with her daugh­
ter. Grief and worry brought on 
severe attacks of an old heart trou­
ble and she suffered severely, al­
though she received all possible med­
ical care and the best of nursing. 
She knew that the end was slowly 
drawing nigh, but was prepared for 
it, yea longed for it and prayed that 
it might come soon. Sunday morn-, 
ing the Lord fulfilled her desire, and 
took her home, as you might say, 
putting her to sleep, as a father does 
his child. She attained an age of 
eighty-two years, eleven months and 
nhte days, and leaves two children. 
William Bolgos and Mrs. William 
Blunk, daughter and —" son-in-law, 
eight grandchildren, seven great 
grandchildren and many friends. 
Funeral services were held at St. 
Peter’s Lutheran church, Tuesday 
afternoon, Rev. Charles §trasen 
preaching the sermon. Interment in 
Riverside cemetery.

Mrs. Franklin Hoover, who died 
early Monday, April 18th, after sev- 

jeral years suffering and invalidism,
! was fifty-nine years old; having been 
I born at Welland, Ontario, July 21, 
1862. Her maiden name waf Emily 

I Jane Dawdy, and she was one of a 
family of seven children, one of whom 
died in infancy. When a child of 
four years she was brought to Mich­
igan by her parents, who made their 
new home at Fenwick, Michigan. In 
the month of August, 1878, she was" 
married to Franklin Hoover, and 
went to Greenville, where nearly all 
her married life was lived, until 
in 1912 failing health of both Mr. 
and Mrs. Hoover made it" impossible 
to continue their own home, and they 
went to live with their daughter, Mrs. 
J. A. Renter, at Durand, and later 
came with her to' Plymouth.

Three children were born to Mr. and 
Mrs. Hoover, all of whom died 
in childhood, and to fill thd. 
lack in the lonely home another 
daughter came to receive the care 
and blessings of their .home, now 
Mrs. J. A .  R e n t e r  o f  Plymouth, who 
mourns the loss of the mother..

Mrs. Hoover was a life long mem­
ber of the ohurch, having united with 
the United Brethren church in girl­
hood and later united with the Con­
gregational church in Greenville, but 
during her last years of sicknees, 
which confined her. to her home, she 
had not been permitted to share in the 
active affairs of the church which she 
loved.

Three sisters and a brother- still 
survive: Mrs. Elizabeth Weteh of 
Plymouth; Mrs. Mary Kalmbach of 
Grand Rapids; Mrs. Alberta Britton 
of Greenville, and Harmon Dawdy of 
Stanton, besides the daughter, Mrs.

WAYNE COUNTY 
BUREAU NEWS

The largest and most important 
project ever undertaken by the 
Wayne County Farm Bureau and its 
extension staff will be that of wip­
ing out in every form tuberculosis in 
the dairy herds. This action was 
approved by the executive board of 
the bureau at its last meeting, and 
the finances to pay the expenses of 
the federal veterinarians has now 
been assured by the'board of super­

visors, so County Agent Gregg, will' 
file 'at once the application with the 
state officiiHs to have" thig work done. 
It is calculated that at no distant 
date all dairy herds in the country- 
must be tested7but this work will be 
Wayne county a little in advance. 
This % particularly important in the 
matter of registered cattle.

“The villages and rural sections 
of the county are more interested 
in this work than Detroit from a 
health standpoint,” Secretary Car­
michael explains. “In the city all of 
the milk is pasteurized, so there is 
little danger of the tuberculosis from 
that source, which is not true in 
other sections. State health author­
ities consider this the most advanced 
step that can be taken in the matter 
of controlling the spread of tubercu­
losis in Michigan; in fact, it is claim­
ed that the number of cases will be 
reduced fifty per cent in two or three 
years.”

The federal authorities are now 
working in Livingston county, but 
ŝhould reach Wayne late this com­

ing summer or fall. At least ten ex­
perienced men will come and every 
milk cow in the county w;'. be test­
ed and if found diseased ordered de­
stroyed. Condemned cattle are paid 
far jointly by the federal and state 
authorities.

Nothing pays better than thorough 

soil preparation for vegetable crops. 
A fine, deep, well-farmed seed bed
is essential.

Early planting is one of the secreta 
to success in growing head lettuce. 
May King and Mignonette are good 
early varieties for the home garden. 
Try Big Boston or California Cream 
for late.

Melons and cucumbers planted now 
in pots, berry boxes or inverted sods 
should be about the proper size for 
setting in the garden any time after 
May 25th.

Smooth seeded varieties of garden 
peas are best for extra early plant­
ing. The wrinkled seeded sorts 
should be planted a little later. Try 
these for a succession: Alaska (first 
early), American Wonder, Notts Ex­
celsior, Gradus, Champion of Eng­
land (requires some support).

Early planted radishes often es­
cape the maggots. Scarlet Globe, 
White Icicle and Scarlet Turnip 
White Tipped are good.

Don’t leave a heavy mulch on the 
strawberry bed too long. The plant* 
rfiay smother. It is not necessary to 
Remove the -mulch entirely from the 
bed; simply pull it away, from over 
the tops of the plants into the row.

Don’t let the weather fool you. 
The average date for the last killing 
frost in southern Michigan is about 
May 10th.

ANOTHER LETTER FROM
J I N  E. WILCOX

WE HAVE RECEIVED AN IN­
TERESTING LETTER FROM 
JOHN E. WILCOX, A FORMER
WELL KNOWN PLYMOUTH
RESIDENT.

Twin Falls, Idaho. 
Editor Plymouth Mail,
Dear Sir:

In my letter to you some five or 
six weeks ago. I forgot to tell you 
about the muddy roads that Idaho- 
had this last winter. I certainly 
never saw anything like it. Talk 
about your Grand Rapids fly paper 
and adhesive tape for mending tires 
—they are hot in it with Idaho mud. 
But men who have been on the 
tract for some time say they never 
saw anything like it before. We live 
on -  Hayburn avenue, and the city 
limits are just across the road from 
our house. There is no sidewalk on 
our street, and we have to walk 
about thirty rods to reach the boule­
vard, where we have a nice cement 
walk. Well, we have about fifteen 
boys and girls who attend school on 
our street, and one morning they had 
a great time in getting to the boule­
vard. Some had their rubbers on, 
and some had them in their hands. 
Well, along this boulevard is an irri­
gating ditch, about eighteen inches 
deep and twenty inches wide. This 
time of the year this ditch is sup­
posed to be dry, and they all thought 
they would put their rubbers in this 
ditch and cover them with leaves, 
and when they came home at night 
get them. Well, some way the city 
turned about a foot of water in this 
ditch, and away went the rubbers. 
Now, if Henry Ford should find a 
good assortment of overshoes and 
rubbers coming' over some of his 
dams some day, he can ship them 
back to Twin Falls, C. O. D.

They have a story down at Twin j 
Falls that some farmer was coming to ’ 
town and he saw a man’s hat in the | 
road and thought he would try and 
get it. He found an old fish pole be­
side the road, and when he lifted the 
hat, he found a man’s head under it, 
and he asked the fellow how long he 
had been there, and he said about j 
fifteen minutes. He asked him if he[ 
was afoot, and the fellow said, no, | 
he was horseback. I heard they sav-! 
ed the man, but lost the horse and | 
saddle. 1

Well, I commenced this -letter the ' 
1th of April, and this morning we | 
have more snow on the ground than j 
we have had any time this last win­
ter. Apricots are in full bloom here,

, but it is quite mild and may not in- [ 
j jure them. This is one of the days | 
j when children appreciate being car- i 
| ried to school. There are -thirty- 
I three hundred pupils who attend 
! sohool in Twin Falls. They have 
j forty wagons that carry the pupils. 
They pay the drivers $75 to $135 per 
month. Some of them are five 
miles or so away. They employ 
around ‘one hundred and thirty-five 
teachers. I think they pay them 
quite g o o d  wages—all the way 
from $90 to $200 per month. Twin 
Falls certainly have some fine school 
buildings.

In the line of churches, Twin Falls 
has everything you can think of— 
Methodist, Presbyterian, Baptist, 
Congregational, Christian Science, 
Episcopal, Immanuel Lutheran, Cath­
olic, First Christian and three or four 
Morman churches. The Methodist 
and Presbyterians have the finest 
churches in the city, both of them 
recently built. Two members gave 
the Methodists a $12,000 organ. 
They had to enlarge the church to 
take care, of the organ, and it is cer­
tainly very beautiful inside, and on 
the 20th of March they re-dedicated 
at the morning service. They stated 
they were $34,000 in debt at the 
morning service, and at the evening 
services they had secured $39,000 in 
pledges. The Presbyterians have a 
fine church costing around $75,000.

The Twin Falls Commandery, 
Knights Templar, held Easter ser­
vices in the church on the 27th.

We have four banks here, three 
daily papers, Commercial club, pub­
lic library, five elevators, one sugar 
factory, four theaters, two fine hotels 
and some very fine dwellings.

They had a Chautauqua last 
August. It was certainly fine. The 
last thing on the program was an 
address by William Jennings Bryan. 
The address was given in the park. 
What a crowd. Mr. Bryan said he 
came here seventeen years ago, 
“Nothing here then but sagebrush 
and jackrabbits.” Now he says, “I 
find a beautiful city, and hundreds 
of beautiful farms. Water did it 
all.” Then he gave a toast on water, 
and no man but Mr. Bryan could say 
so much about water. Then we had 
Pussyfoot Johnson here one day.; 
Sixty men gave $10.00 apiece to have 
him brought over here in an aero­
plane from Billings, Montana. Then 
we had Wnliam G. McAdoo here last 
fall and he lectured on the league of 
nations. He was a very pleasing 
speaker.

(Neither race nor religion, politics 
nor policies, are to allowed to 
hamper the work which has been un­
dertaken by the American Committee 
lor Relief in Ireland for the feeding, 
clothing and sheltering 01 the thou­
sands of helpless women and children 
who are now without these necessi­
ties of life' and are starving in the 
Emerald Isle. In Tact, just as was 
true of- the Hoover campaign in war- 
lorn Belgium, it is only with the con­
sent of the government authorities 
that the work could be and Is being 
accomplished.

The first step in the American cam­
paign was indicative of this spirit of 
hmnanitarianism. The Society of 
Friends, the great Quaker organiza­
tion of the United States, was asked 
to investigate the need for relief and 
to undertake the entire distribution 
of the relief when the funds should 
have been raised and the needed sup­
plies made available.

To this end. a commission appointed 
by the national headquarter.: of the 
Society of Friends, was sent to Ire­
land-early in the year. This commls-

the visit "from the English authorities, 
moved into Ireland and set up head­
quarters from which all investigations 
have been made and all reports of the 
dire distress existent relayed to this 
country.

The commission, headed by C. J. 
France, brother of Senator France, of 
Maryland, has examined witnesses 
and consulted with' the authorities in 
Dublin. Belfast, Lisburn, Cork and 
ether Irish cities and studied condi­
tions In several counties. Every­
where. they report, they have met 
those who have lost their all. hungry 
children and unemployed men and 
women. Mr. France, in a cabled re­
port. had the following to say of con­
ditions as they were found by the 
iDmmission:
- "In ^August 232 families were com­

pelled to leave their homes. Several 
hundred women and children, scant­
ily clothed, fled from their homes on 
the night of the general burnings and 
made their way during the night to 
Belfast, over twelve miles of hillside 
roads. Mothers carrying children 
thl* distance arrived at Belfast the 
following uoon with bare feet bleed­
ing from the Journey and were shel­
tered by the local committee, headed 
by Bishop MacRory.

■Jn Cork at present thd' Cork Dis­
tress Fund, headed by the deputy lord 
mayor and local business men, has 
been distributing from $2,400 to $4,000 
weekly amoug 800 heads of families 
aggregating 4,000 men. women and 
children, who were rendered destitute 
by tlje burning of the city, but only 
$16,000 now remains in this fund, and 
there are. in addition, several thou­
sand other families in acute need 
which they have been unable to as­
sist. We are instituting plans for a 
complete study of the local eraaygency 
end future reconstruction needs here.

"Spicer and Longstreth. of the unit, 
reporting on the counties of Roscom­
mon and jSVestmeath, estimate a need 
of $1,200 weekly for destitute famil­
ies of workmen and $12,000 for restor­
ation of farm buildings destroyed. Ba­
ker and Furnas, of the unit, recom­
mend $80 weekly to relieve urgent 
distress of twenty families in County 
Longford in the towns of Longford, 
CYanard and BallinaJee.

“Wilbur and Price, of the unit, re­
porting on Counties Seligo and Leit­
rim. visited six destroyed creamer­
ies. and estimated the cost of rebuild­
ing and equipment is $140,000. These 
six creameries affect nearly 4,000 
1 aimers and their families, and if they 
are not rebuilt thfs spring there la 
grave danger that the farmers will 
have to sell their milch cows and thus 
terminate the buft-er-making industry 
in the regions affected."

The report includes a full summary 
of the precarious situation of the ex­
pelled workers In Belfast, where 5,000 
hipyard workers were driven from

their employment last July, and they^x |

pendent on relief. Director France
transmitted an appeal to American 
labor on behalf, of these starving 
workers, issued by a Joint committee 
of the Belfast Labor Party and the 
Belfast Trades Union Council. This 
section "of ihc report reads:

“During the past six months the ex­
pelled workers and their dependents, 
have been maintained through con­
tributions received largely from 
bor groups In ’ Ireland. England, and 
Scotland. Large sums havo bei
raised by Irish workers, whose 
wages average $10 weekly. In all, 
some “$G00.0iW* has been distributed. 
Widespread unemployment In Eng­
land has ended hope of further con­
tributions from this source.

“The Commission ha* found amon« 
these oxpelled workers fam ilies ol 
from five to nine persons subsisting 
on one pound sterling. $4.00, *  week, 
doled out by the local committee. 
Their rent and coal cost $2, leering • 
tfm lnr amount for Mod. They w en  
tirin g  on bread «nd tag* w ith the o *  
-cantonal luxury o f a ^ iite  o f soon."
