GARDEN NOTES
(By M. A. C. Horticultural Dept..)

Tomato plants may be set as soon
as all dan%_er of frost is over. The
usual planting distance is four feet
each way for the earlier varieties,
such as Earliana, and 4x5 or 5x5 feet
for the later, more vigorous growing
sorts. If the plants are to be train-
ed to stakes, set them about two feet
apart in rows 3 feet apart. It is
some trouble to tie and train the
i)lants to stakes, but they bear a
ittle earlier and the fruit is more
easily picked and sprayed.

If ‘there is dan?er of cut worms at-
tacking plants after they are set in
the garden, the plants may be pro-
tocted by placing a collar of heavy
paper around gie stem, allowing it to

extend about an inch below the
soil and covering the stem two
inches ~ above the soil,

In large gardens, where it is imprac-
ticable to use paper collars, poison
bran mash may be used with good

| effect.
