We take the following from a Po-
mona, California, paper, regardin
the death of a former well known an
highly esteemed Plymouth citizem:

r. Frank Pierce Kenyon, one of
tho best known physicians of Po-
mona, whod™ad been a resident of this
city for the past thirteen %/ears, died
at 8 oclock last night at the Pomona
Valley hospital, where he had under-
gone a critical operation on April 28.

Dr. Kenyon was taken sick a little
more than two weeks ago, and it was
decided that an operation was_neces-
sary in an effort to save his life. It
was found that he was suffering
from intestinal trouble of a serious
nature caused by the telescoping of
the intestines. The operation was of
necessity dong and a great shock to
Dr. Kenﬁon, who, although he rallied
remarkably well after the operation,
finally succumbed. He became worse
cn Friday and Saturday and little
hope was”held for his recovery.

ecause of his exceptional services
-to the community as one of the lead-
ing sprorters of the Pomona Valley
Hospital, where recently he had been
head of the laboratory, Dr. Kenyon
held a hlﬁh place in the regard of " his
‘fellow physicians, as well as in the
esteem of ‘the community. He was a
member of the Masonic and Elks
lodges, was extremely popular with
the” members of these organizations,
and had a wide circle 'of friends
throughout the city.

Dr. Kenyon was a specialist in the
administration of anesthetics and his
services at the hospital in this line
of work were of great value. He'was
a highly trained ‘member oF his pro-
fession, and his death takes from the
ranks of Pomona’s medical men one'
of the most respected and useful
ph¥5|C|ans in this city.

he funeral is to be held at 2
o’clock Wednesday afternoon at the
Todd & Patterson chapel. Further
announcements with respect to the
services will be made later.

DR. KENYON’S CAREER |

Frank Pierce Kenyon was bom in
Plymouth, Mich., and at 18 years of
age was graduated from the Ypsi-
lanti Normal School.  He attended
the Detroit Medical College, graduat-
ing in Februar?/, 1875. hile a stu-
dent at the college, he was an intern
at St. Luke’s Hospital in Detroit. In
Detroit, he studied under the late Dr.
Theodore McGraw, the noted surgeon.

In March, 1875, Dr. Kenyon went to
Europe, where he studied” for a yedr
in Berlin, and for a year and a half
in Vienna, where he” was graduated
with honors from the medical depart-
ments of the leading universities.

In 1877, Dr. Kenyon returned to the
United States, and in that year mar-
ried Miss_Gertrude Shattuck, who
survives him. He began the practice
of medicine in Michigan, but moved
soon to ‘Fargo, N. D.,"'where he prac-
ticed for several years. The rigorous
climate there affected his health so
he moved to Middleborough, - Ky.,
where he lived several years and then
returned to Plymouth, -Mich. In
1908, Dr. and -Mrs. Kenyon moved to
Pomona, which has been their home
since that time.

While in Fargo, Dr. Kenyon was
the division surgeon of the Northern
Pacific railroad, and while at Middle-
borough, he served in a similar ca-
pacity for the Louisville & Nashville
railroad.  In the Spanish-American’
war he was a surgeon with the rank
of major in the 4th Kentucky Vol-.
unteers. He served in the Philippines’
one year, but was obliged to return
to, this country on account of his
hdalth.

Dr. Kenyon became' a Knight
Templar at the age of 21, and was
also a 32nd Degree Mason and a
member of Al Malaiken Temple, No-
bles of the Mystic Shrine. He was
a member of Pomona Lodge, No. 789,
B. P. O. Elks, by transfer from the

Middleborough Lodge of which he had

served as Exalted Ruler. E
Besides his wife, Dr. Kenyon leaves
several nephews and nieces.

FUNERAL SERVICES

An impressive funeral service was
held at two o'tlock this afternoon,
when friends of the late Dr. Frank
Pierce Kenyon, who died Sunday
evening at the Pomona Valley hos-
pital, gathered at the Todd and Pat-
terson chapel to pay a last tribute
to his memory.

Member* of ~he Knights Templar
order of this city attended the funeral
service in full dress uniform and the
Elks Lodge, of which deceased was
also a member, was represented by a
large delegation of members. The
chapel was crowded with those who
were close and intimate friends of
Dr. Ken¥on, who during his thirteen
years of residence in Pomona had
made a. host of friends both profes-
sionally and through the fraternal
organizations of which . he was a
member.

The Knights. Templar were in
charge of “the services with Rev.
Stephen C. Clark, Jr., rector of St.
