A GROWING CHURCH IN A GROWING TOWN

PLYMOUTH UNIT PLYM­
OUTH ROAD’S OPPORTUNITY

EFFORTS ARE BEING MADE TO 
SECURE SUBURBAN SERVICE 
BETWEEN DETROIT AND PLYM­
OUTH ON PERE MARQUETTE 
R. R.

Several meetings have been held re­
cently in Plymouth with the purpose 
of securing suburban service to Det­
roit. The Plymouth Road Develop­
ment Corporation is pushing the 
scheme and is endeavoring to interest 
the land owners along the line of the 
railroad in the proposition. Their 
proposition is something like this: 
The Pere Marquette wants a million 
dollars in cash to build a double track 
between Plymouth and Delray and for 
motive equipment. The Grey Estate 
will advance the money at once 

condition it be secured by agree­
ments given by the land owners along 
the right of way. These agreements 
stipulate that land owners within a 
half mile of the track contribute $100 
per acre, within a mile $66 2-3 per acre 
and within Tine and one-half miles $33- 
1-3 per acre. No money to be paid 
until ten years -jpfter the road is 
built, and then in four annual in­
stallments. The Grey Estate of De­
troit now owns 1300 acres along the 
Plymouth road, and will furnish its 
share of the money.

It is contended that the large in­
crease in the value of land will more 
than doubly repay every land owner 
along the line of the road, and that 
quick sales will result immediately 
after service is established. Ac­
cording to the agreement, train ser- 
vipe will be~ established within two 
years, and there will be four trains 
each way at the beginning, number 
to be increased as traffic will war­
rant. The rate of fare is to be 35 
cents. Stops will be made half way 
between Plymouth and Stark, at 
Stark,- Elm and Oak, the time be­
tween Plymouth and the Union depot 
to be forty-five minutes. With such 
service it is further contended, many 
Detroiters would purchase suburban 
homes anywhere along the right of 
way, and Plymouth would naturally 
also be highly benefited.

We understand a number of farm­
ers have already “signed up,” be­
lieving the project a feasabte one. 
Unless the amount desired is secured, 
of course there will be no service 
established.

Suburban train service with com­
muters' rates between Plymouth 
and Detroit, undoubtedly will eventu­
ally make Plymouth, Detroit’s largest 
suburban-town. The lands situated 
on the right-of->way of the Pere Mar­
quette Railroad between Plymouth 
and Detroit will double and triple in 
value on account of this service.

Cities like New York, Chicago, 
Philadelphia, Boston, St. Louis and 
Pittsburg have long since had subur­
ban train sendee, commutors’ rates 
applying to many suburban towns in 
all directions about these cities. The 
results have been that the land values 
between the cities, increased many 
times and the towns that were served 
by this transportation always continu­
ed to grow and became in many cases, 
very large suburban cities.

The opportunity to secure suburb-
i service on the railroads isivery 

difficult to accomplish. Practically 
all of the roads are adverse to insti­
tuting suburban service—first,: be­
cause of the interference with their 
freight and passenger service and 
moreover, it is understood that this 
is not profitable business to a railroad. 
Therefore, if the Plymouth Road De­
velopment Corporation is successful 
in completing*- their arrangements 
with Die Pere Marquette Railroad 
along the line* that they are now at- 

ipting, it will probably be the only 
opportunity of securing suburban, ser­
vice ’ in or out of Detroit for many 
years to come, as attempts have been 
repeatedly made with other roads, but 
without success.

The plan that the Plymouth Road 
Development Corporation has in rais­
ing sufficient capital to institute this 
service, seems equitable inasmuch 
that if the railroad Company does not 
carry out the service and equipment 
as called for in the agreement* such 
obligations as one may sign become 
noil and 'void.

The Plymouth High school track 
team, which competed at the State 
Inter-scholastic meet, Saturday, June 
4, made a very good showing, tying 
for fourth place with the team from 
Wayne, each of the schools having 
13 points. As Plainwell won the 
meet with 16 7-10 points, it can be 
seen that Plymouth has no reason 
for being ashamed of the team. 
Stexens of Plymouth, took first 
place in the half mile run, and Wise- 
ley placed third in the high hurdles, 
and Walker fourth place in low hur­
dles.

MICHIGAN SUPREME COURT AF- 
FlfcM§.WAYNE COUNTY DE­
CISION^

The supreme court of Michigan, 
Monday, decided that a woman may 
hold the office of justice of the 
peace in Michigan.
