LIBRARY CENTER
ESTABLISHED IN CANTON

The Wayne County Library Board, 
in establishing book service through­
out this -county, has recently placed a 
collection of books in the home of 
A. H. Griffin on the Canton Center 
road, for the use of the community. 
Mr. and Mrs. Griffin have offered the 
usfe of their home, and are donating 
their services in caring for the 
books, in order that the people in that 
vicinity may have the advantages of 
a public library. The library center 
will be open Monday, Tuesday, Wed­
nesday and Friday evenings, but 
books may also be obtained at any 
other time that Mrs. Griffin is at 
home. The service is free.

The organization of library work 
by counties is a comparatively new 
development, and has only been possi­
ble in Michigan since 1917, when a 
county library law was passed. 
Wayne county is the fourth in the 
state to establish this service. It 
began here in January of this year, 
and since that time nine library loans 
have been placed throughout the 
county. Besides the collection at 
Mr. Griffin’s, there are library cen­
ters now located at Grosse Ille, Flat 
Rock, Belleville, Redford and Taylor 
Center, and special loans have been 
made to the Farm Bureau, the Sump­
ter Farm Club and the Tau Beta 
Community House in Hamtramck. 
In every case the opening of the 
library centers in this county has met 
with much enthusiasm and apprecia­
tion from the community served.

Since Saturday, June 25, the peo­
ple of Plymouth have been restricted 
in their sprinkling to  one-half hour 
a day. I think the majority of the. 
people are conscientious, and are co­
operating with the village so thar 
there may be sufficient water through­
out the entire village for ordinary 
domestic usage. In order tha t the 
water users may see what the effect 
of their cooperations in this matter 
has been, I have been tabulating the 
results of the pressure guage read­
ings at the pumping station and at 
the village hall for the past ten days, 
the first five days of which were be­
fore restrictions were made and the 
last five after they had been put in 
force. The table given below shows 
the average pressure for each hour 
both at the pump house and a t the 
hall for the “before" and “after tak­
ing" conditions. The last two col­
umns give the differences between 
the first and second periods. Those 
differences mean a great deal to the 
people living in the higher parts of 
the village. In some cases they 
mean the difference between no water 
a t all and enough for ordinary pur­
poses. In some cases it means the 
possible use of a water heater; and 
to all it means much in the way of 
convenience.

A study of these tables will show 
to every water user that his personal 
cooperation in the matter of reason­
able use of the village water means, 
a very large direct benefit to the vil­
lage as a whole. Everyone hopes 
that the summer rains will come 
often enough so that the gardens and 
lawns will not suffer from the lack 
of water, but if they do not then the 
sense of haVing helped in keeping the 
water supply adequate will have to 
take the place of one’s pride in the 
apearance of. the lawn or garden.

Eiffel tower to a  German beer stein
