CHANGE DESIRED IN
TARIFF ESTIMATES

American manufaeturers through-
outh the country are aroused by the
urgent necessity of a change in the
base for estimating tariff duties, and
are centering their arguments upon
the Committee on Ways and Means
of the House of Representatives and
the Committee on Finance of the Sen-
ate, which bodies have in hand the
preparation of the new permanent
tariff legislation, i .

Existing business depression is
charged by many to the present tariff
more than to any other cause, and
particularly to the foreign value basis
upon which duties are now computed
and collected. It is maintained that
tariff schedules, no matter how ad-
justed, will prove ineffective for the
proper protection of American indus-
tries unless American valuation is
substituted for foreign valuation in
estimating ad valorem duties. Ex-
perts both in government service and
in commercial” houses have figured
that the change to American valua-
tion will increase revenue adequately
and comprehensively provide for the
assessment of duties on all kinds of
merchandise on a basis which can be
verified in this country; eliminate
foreign exchange difficulties due to
depreciation, end duty discrimina-
tions; prevent under-valuation on im-
ports, protect the American manufac-
turer and nullify the trade combina-
tions formed in “foreign countries for
the purpose of fixing low export in-
voice values to minimize American
duties.

“American Valuation”
the discussion of tariff rates means
the fixing of the value of imported
goods, for the purpose of estimating
duties, upon the selling price in the
United States of comparable and com-

etitive American products, and may
e either manufacturers’ price or
wholesale price.

It is not a plan to exact higher
duties on imported goods. Its object
is to collect the amount due the
United States from all importations
on a basis which can be accurately
checked up in this country.

Under the present tariff system
this country is at the mercy of for-
elﬁn manufacturers and exporters.
The present customs administrative
laws ~presume that the importer
knows the foreign market value of
his goods and that the appraising
officers can ascertain it. As a matter
of fact in many cases neither the im-
porter nor the appraiser has the
requisite _knowledge and often can-
not obtain it. Rates of duty mean
little ‘Unless the basis_for computation
is accurately determined and can be
verified.

Germany after much tariff legisla
tion_found it so difficult to get relia-
ble information on foreign valuations
that the German ad valorem duties
have virtually given way to specific
duties, which” are duties charged per
pound or other unit of production in-
stead of a percentage of the value.
Specific duties are therefore not af-
fected bjLthe foreign valuation.

The majority of American manu-
facturers believe that nothln% short
of complete abandonment of foreign
sources of valuation will obviate the
difficulties incident to obtaining for-
eign values and at the same time all
inequalities due to instability of ex-
change and_differences in Costs of
Broductl_on in foreign countries will
e elimiated. Quoted exchange does
not represent equivalent purchasing
values m services, food, transporta-
tion and the tike. There is a great
difficulty in meeting the economic ef-
fect of the tremendous currency de-
predation and fiscal unstable " cur-
rency and exchange situation in
Europe at present.

Investigzators from this country
who went to Germany in the inter-
ests of American china manufactur-
ers, reported that the German china
manufacturers had two sets of prices
—one for export and one for German
customers in Germany. =~ This_is a
further -butiestioo of the impossibilit
of depending upon stated foreign val-
uations.

The American toy industry, which
grew from a production of approxi-
mately $14,000,00 in 1914 to close to
$80,000,000 in 1920, is very seriously
threatened by the influx of dolls, toys
and other playthings from Germany
and Japan, which sell in this country
at prices, duty paid, that are actually
below cost of American production.

As production in neither foreign
country is in an%( way hampered by
sanitary regulatiol factory and
child labor

aws, and as the wa\%
scales there are so exceedingly loW,
the American toy manufacturers are
placed in the position of facing a for-
eign toy invasion that cannot be met
competitively under existing tariff
regulations. - Foreign toy3 of all
kinds of German and Japanese de-
sign _and copied American _design
are offered in our own domestic mar-
ket at prices with which American
producers cannot compete at all.
According to an agreement between
German employers_and workmen—as
published recently in a German trade
yublication—a German worker on ar-
ificial flowers receives three marks
an hour or four and a half cents.
Experienced mechanics receive the
equivalent of $9.00 a week. German
wages in their toy industry, while
similarly low in the factories, have
an even’ greater significance as a ma-
jority. of the toy making is done in
the homes of the workers, and; the
whole families receive less for their
services than does one of the least
important toy factory employees.
German _manufacturers, according
to the United States Department o
Commerce, are bein?l relieved of a
large percentage of their normal pro-
duction costs through indirect gov-
ernment subsidies which aggregate
approximately 60,000,000 marks “out
of the government’s_total budget of
80,000,000 marks or 75 per cent of it.
This adds to the_difficulties of the
present almost impossible task of
d_etermlnln?_ correct foreign produc-
Fon eostMfid valéles as a b%se for.th
evy of “port duty by the Unite
States .-under our existing tariff law.
The German government buys im-
mense quantities of food stuffs,” which
it sells to the German people at a loss
of about 50 per cent. This enables
the German workman to live on a
wage which would otherwise be too
low to_cover even absolute necessi-
ties. This is only one of the many
helps given to industry by the Ger-
man government.  The lower wage
scale which it makes possible, reduces
the manufacturer’s cost of production
and permits him to manufacture a
very ~ wide varletz of commodities
cheaply and sell them in the United
States at prices that absolutely pre-
clude the possibility of American com-
petition in the American market.
The subsidizing of German indus-
tries results naturally in increased
production at a minimum expense in
Germany, and very seriously threat-
ens the” American” manufacturers so
that proper protection to American
industries is very highly essential at
this period, in order to enable our
eople to weather this strain and
old their own afterwards. The
adoption of the proposed American
valuation plan as the basis for the
proper computation of duties due the
United States government on im-
portations seem “best to those both
In government and general’ business
circles who have carefully studied the
subject for many months.
