Announcement is made today of the 
presentation before the motoring pub­
lic of Buick’s new four-cylinder line. 
There are four models in the line, in­
cluding roadster and five-passenger 
touring in the open cars, and three- 
passenger coupe and five-passenger 
sedan in the closed models.

Inasmuch as it has been known in 
the automotive trade for some time 
that Buick purposed adding a line of 
fours, considerable interest attaches 
to the specifications covering the new 
models. In motor construction Buick 
has adhered to the valve-in-head prin­
ciple with which its name has been 
so prominently connected for twenty 
years. The cylinder bore is 3 and 3-8 
inches with stroke of 4 and 3-4 inches. 
The motor develops between 35 and 
40 brake horsepower and road tests 
have shown that the power plant 
will deliver up to 50 miles an hour 
with lease. Features of motor con­
struction are the large three-bearing 
crankshaft and 12-inch long connect­
ing rods, extra long rods being pro­
vided to reduce vibration lo a mini­
mum. A circulating splash oiling 
system gives automatic lubrication 
throughout. Another important fea­
ture, which is standard equipment on 
all Buick cars, is the automatic car­
buretor heat control through which 
ideal vaporizing conditions are ob­
tained.

The transmission is of the selec­
tive sliding gear type, three speeds 
forward and one reverse. The uni­
versal joint is of standard Buick con 
struction, being virtually an integral 
part of the transmission and auto­
matically lubricated from the trans­
mission. The clutch is of the multi­
ple disc dry plate type, built in exact 
accordance with the principles which 
have guided clutch construction in 
Buick sixes. All moving driving 
parts are enclosed.

Front axle of the four-cylinder car 
is an I-bcam forging. The rear 
axle is three-quarter floating type, all 
the weight of the car being carried 
on the axle tubes and only driving 
torque and steadying of the wheels 
being taken by the axle driving 
shafts. The third member is of 
standard Buick type of construction, 
designed successfully to eliminate all 
twisting or weaving in the rear axle. 
Gear ratio of the rear axle on high 
speed is 4 and 2-3 to 1.

Wheelbase of all models is 109 
inches. The spring suspension is de­
signed to give fine riding qualities 
to a car of this wheelbase. The front 
springs, semi-elliptic type, are 36 
inches long, and the rear springs, also 
semi-elliptic, are 5 5 M  inches long.

Cord tires are standard equipment 
on all models. These tires, which 
are 31x4, are the first straight side 
cord tires in this size ever manufac­
tured. and were built especially to 
meet Buick requirements for the new 
four cylinder cars. The tires have 
been adopted as standard size.

The chassis is lubricated with the 
high pressure Alemite system. Delco 
starting and lighting system is stand­
ard equipment. All models are com­
plete with tire carrier and extra rim, 
and all are equipped with non-glare 
headlight lenses.

Shipping weights of the four 
models are: Roadster, 2310 pounds; 
touring car, 2380 pounds; coupe, 2430 
pounds; sedan, 2650 pounds.

Prices, f. o. b. factories at Flint, 
Mich., are: Roadster, $935; touring 
car, $975; coupe, $1,475; sedan, $1,650.

In adding the four-cylinder models 
to the seven models of six-cylinder 
cars now produeed, Buick executives 
feel they have rounded out their line 
and constructed cars which are in 
every respect worthy of the Buick 
name.

Doctor Vogel, a former superintend­
ent of the archeological survey Id In­
dia, lias been telling us that the pres­
ervation of public monuments In India 
Is largely dependent on public opinion.

It is due to the reverence and the 
! religious spirit of the people that so 
j much has escaped destruction, he says.

But this spirit of reverence is respou- 
| Bible for more than the preservation 
i of monuments; It 1« responsible for 
j iosses. Great treasures have vanished 
j through fidelity aud other qualities 

maintaining the secret of their hiding 
j place.

It is rhe habit u>da.v of natives of 
India to bury gold. Only the year be­
fore the war it was authoritatively 
slated that nearly all the gold dug 
from the earth in South Africa Is. by 
a fresh digging occupation, deposited 
again beneath the soil of India. That 
Is what we may call a piecemeal oper­
ation ; but Imagine the operation con­
ducted upon a wholesale scale!

Such things happened during the 
troublous days of war aud conflict and 
raid which preceded British rule. A 
wealthy prince or merchant, fearing 
Armed robbery, would deposit all Ids 
gold and Jewels, not In his house or 
In a bank, for houses and banks could 
lie pillaged like a bazar; no, he con­
cealed his riches in rhe earth, in cav­
erns In the hills, among the haunts of 
tigers ami poisonous snakes.

The practice was to entrust (h«t sec­
ret of the deposit only to the poorest 
aud lowlleat, and that for various rea­
sons. In the first place, there was the 
belief in native fidelity; then there 
was the expectation that people so 
poor would not covet rich treasure, 
and would be suspected if they did 
try to dispose of I t; and, finally, there 
was the knowledge that people of such 
humble caste would not be allowed to 
converse with people of higher caste 
to whom the hoarded wealth would he 
of worth.

In this way the very outcasts of the 
people became guardians of wealth un­
told, hidden by their fleeing lords, who, 
often enough, did not survive the 

| broils and battles to return and re­
claim their burled property.

The late Sfr Maurice Gerard, who 
spent many years iri India and inves­
tigated the subject, declared that enor­
mous treasures are burled In some of 
the old Indian hill forts. The guard­
ians are dead and the secret Is dead 
with them.

Sir Maurice himself knew î>f places 
to which treasure eruditions cling. One 
fastness In the Goona district wns that 
In which, during the Maliratta warfare 
days, the entire population of three 
villages, hiding with their possessions 
In a hill cave, were betrayed to ene­
mies by the barking of dogs.

Refusing to surrender, the refugees 
were smoked to death by fires lighted 
at the entrance to their retreat. No 
native dare enter now for feur of the 
demons which are believed to haunt 

1 the place.
{ Several English dogs were once sent 
| In to hunt through the enchanted cave, 
j All disappeared. Several days later 
1 the smallest of the lot, a terrier, came 
i out starving. The others had per- j 
| ished, hut It Is supposed that this one, 

falling down a fissure, had found Its j 
way to a jackal’s home and scratched j 
irs way out to liberty.
