SHOULD FILE CLAIM AT ONCE

Disability Demands Required on War
Risk Insurance Forma to
Gain Attention.

“If you have a disability which you
feel Is due to your military or naval
service during the war, you should as
a matter of duty to yourself and your
country immediately file a claim for
disability,” reads an article In the
American Legion Weekly.

"To make the claim, obtain from
your local post, the National Serv/e
Division of the Legion, or the Bureau
of War Risk Insurance the following
forms: Numbers 539 and 545. In
addition, make a detailed statement
of your condition and occupation prior
to service, Injury oy sickness during
service, where treated, and physical
condition since discharge. Obtain a
like statement from one or more per-
sons who were with you and knew
of your disability during service. Get
a statement also from one or two per-
sons who have known you since dis-
charge. particularly your employers
and other disinterested persons.

“Last and most important, get state-
ments from all the doctors who treated

NORTHVILLE HOSPITAL SAID
TO BE THE BEST INSTITUTION
OF ITS KIND IN THE COUNTRY.

The new city tuberculosis sani-
tarium near Northville, is practically)
completed. It will be opened
December, according to Dr. Henry F. |
Vaughan, health commissioner. "Ex-
perts say it is the best tuberculosis
sanitarium in the country, and that
Detroit is the first city in"the care of
its_tubercular. ]

The sanitarium, located northwest j
of Northville, on a 1,000-acre wooded
tract, was started in May, 1920. It |
will cost completed about $2,000,000, |
and will provide for about 400 pa- 1|
tients, including 100 children.
construction is completed except for
some interior finishing, and installa- _
tion of equipment. j

The buildings are brick and three
stories high, and lie along the top of
a heavily wooded ridge- overlooking
the country to the south for miles.

Directly” in front of the buildings,
the ridge falls away sharply into a
huge ampitheater, to be converted
into a park. Oak and niaple -trees
crowd thickly the hospital walls, so
thickly that some will have to be cut ]
to let in sunlight. |

The hospital is in two sections,
one for patients who must remain in
bed, the other for those who can be
about. . The unit for the more serious
cases is in the form of a U. with the
glqul end facing the am |theater.l

and the center of the U. !

The unit for the less severe cases
is in the form of an L, with an abund- |j
ance of (j:_'orc_hes, and in addition,
large auditorium, where movm% pic- jj
tures are shown. There will be li- 1
braries and recreation centers in both
buildings.

An idea of the enormity of the
buildings can be obtained from the
fact that if the corridors were placed
end to end, they would reach four
miles.

Cases for, treatment in this new
municipal hospital are- selected by the
department of health, through its
clinics. The same is true of the chil-
dren’s camp, and.the new children’s
hospital is now under construction.
