LOCAL METHODIST CHURCH 
MAKES SPLENDID SHOWING

When Rev.' Frank M. Field left for 
the session of the annual conference 
at Adrian, last Tuesday morning, he 
carried with him a report of which 
the Methodist Episcopal church in 
Plymouth can well be proud. It 
shows that this thriving organization 
has not only maintained its own work 
in Plymouth at an expenditure of 
something over $4,000, but has con­
tributed $3,406 for the cause of 
Christianity outside of the local or­
ganization. This includes a contri­
bution for the cause of Christian mis­
sions both at home and on the for­
eign field. Besides all these items, 
the society has reduced its indebted­
ness incurred in the erection of the 
new church, after the disastrous fire 
of 1916 by fifteen hundred dollars.

During the five years’ pastorate of 
Rev. F. M. Field, the membership of 
the church has been more than dou­
bled, it having been increased from 
196 to an even 400 full members and 
fifteen preparatory members, besides 
24 non-resident members. The Sun­
day-school has also seen a like in­
crease, having now an. enrollment of 
544 in all departments, of whom 400 
are in the main school, 104 on the 
cradle roll, twenty-eight officers and 
teachers and twelve in the home de­
partment.

During the five years Rev. Field 
has conducted over two hundred 
funerals, baptized more than a hun­
dred babies and nearly one hundred 
adults, and officiated at sixty-six 
weddings. During the five year 
period 238 people have been received 
into preparatory membership and 142 
by transfer, and of the present mem­
bership of 400, only 100 weTe mem­
bers of the local church October 1, 
1916.

Mr. Field’s return for the sixth 
year was urgently requested by 
unanimous action of the Fourth 
Quarterly conference, but inasmuch as 
several large city churches in De­
troit, Pontiac and other places are 
also seeking his services and offering 
him large opportunities for advance­
ment, his return is rather doubtful. 
The place to which Rev. Field will go 
and the name of his successor will 
not be definitely known until the 
time of the reading of the appoint­
ments next Monday.

STATE FAIR EXHIBITS 
SHOW MODERN FARMING

EDUCATIONAL BOOTHS TELL 
STORY OF EFFICIENT PRO­
DUCTION METHODS.

Efficient production methods on the 
modern farm werq. illustrated in in­
teresting fashion at' the recent De­
troit state fair. Booths prepared by 
the various departments of the Michi­
gan Agricultural College were features 
of this part of the fair program, and 
attracted the attention of thousands 
of visitors who poured through the 
agricultural building each day.

A complete model farm, built in. 
miniature by members of the college 
farm mechanics department, was one 
of the most popular features. Every­
thing from a windmill that actually 
turned to the detailed fencing of 
fields was taken care of on the 
“table” farm.

“Old Red,” a cow representing the 
Michigan average in production, was 
housed in one comer of the agricul­
tural building. To her left stood an 
M. A. C. Holstein with a record of 
40 quarts a day milk production, as 
compared with Red’s 11 quart effort; 
and to the right stood a blooded 
Guernsey whose butter production 
figures were* many times as large as 
those boasted by the average ani­
mal. Actual quarts of milk and 
pounds of butter above the stalls 
told the story of the difference in 
production graphically, showing the 
great possibilities for increased ef­
ficiency in Michigan dairy herds.

Horticulture, entomology, farm 
crops, soils, animal husbandry, bot­
any, poultry, dairy products, engi­
neering, farm management, forestry 
and home economics department# of 
the college were included in the dis­
plays, each having its own booth 
with a definite exhibit on some time­
ly agricultural subject.

1578 the Duke ('asiuilr •'killed a bar- 

•b’e with Ids piece In Hyde park 
from amoug 300 other deer." In l lie 
reign of Diaries 1 the park became 
celebrated for Its foot ami horse races 
round the ring, the ••dusty mill-horse 
drive." as Lady Malapert calls it.

"Shall we make a fling to Ixmdon,” 
wroie Ilk-hard Brome, "and see how 
the spring appears there In the spring 
gardens; aud in Hyde park, to see the 
races, horse and foot; to hear the 
Jockles crack?"

Racing iu the ring was one of the 
greatest attractions In the park, anil 
some of tlie_ meetlugs were thought 
to he of great importance, as even 
among the state papers there Is pre­
served the agreement for a race that 
took place there. Charles I mixed 
freely with his subjects on these occa­
sions, hut. looking on the royal park 
as his own possession, he once ordered 
the ejection of a Berkshire squire, 
whom he referred to as an "ugly ras­
cal." The ■ “ugly ruscal" overheartj 
the phrase. He went away quietly, 
but vowed vengeance, and gradually 
embittered the whole of his country 
agulnst the king. He had. Indeed.- his 
revenge, for writ large on Charles I's 
death warrant was the name of the 
"ugly rascal."

The famines of the ancient world, 

usually confined to comparatively 
small countries, such ns Egypt or Pal­
estine, were largely due to the small­
ness of the urea depended upon for 
food. Unfavorable conditions were 
general aud failure In one part usual­
ly meant failure throughout the coun­
try. And only one or two crops were 
depended upon.

Another cause of those ancient fam­
ines and of aome of the famines in Eu­
rope during the Middle ages, was want 
of meana of transportation. The land 
where famine prevailed might not be 
more distant than a hundred miles 
from u district where there was 
plenty, but It was impossible to carry 
some of the abundance of the latter 
to the stricken country, or carry It In 
sufficient quantities and with suffi­
cient dispatch to auccor the needy.

One of the great assurances against 
want are our means of transporta­
tion—the steamship and the railway, 
which make available the whole 
world s supply of food.

LOCAL RED CROSS WILL 
CONDUCT CAMPAIGN

Two events, scheduled for simul­
taneous occurrence during the coming 
month of November, have a tremen­
dous bearing on the welfare t»f the 
world. The Fifth Roll Call of the 
American Red C ro ss , from Armistice 
Day, November 11, to Thanksgiving 
Day, November 24—a period which 
now has its national significance an­
nually—offers to the American peo- 

. pie the opportunity to renew alle- 
| giance to the program for the wel- 
! fare of humanity, with especial re- 
: ference to the relief and prevention 
of suffering and disease in our own 
country, but also to extend aid to suf­
fering in lands where conditions re- 

■ quire help from outside.
On Armistice Day, 1921, there also 

I will begin at the capital of the United 
| States, a conference of the great 
| powers of the world, on the subject 
of the limitation of armament. The 
attention of the whole civilized world 
will be riveted on this international 
gathering of men who guide the 
destiny of nations, for it, too, is sig­
nificant of the spirit of the times and 
the lessons that are in the minds of 
ail thinking people—lessons that are 
the result of the experiences through 
which the world passed during a war 
which it is hoped will never lose its 
qualification of greatest—lessons that 
have been emphasized in consequence 
of the burdens that have had to be 
borne since the clash of arms ended.

The coincidence in the occurrence 
of the two events ought to give a tre­
mendous impetus to the Red Cross 
Roll Call in this country. The at­
tention that will be focused on the 
international conference will put men 
and women who have not as yet be­
come members of the Red Cross, as 
well as those who must renew mem­
berships for the ensuing year, in a 
frame of mind which logically will 
find its expression in the signing of 
the Red Cross Roll, for the Red Cross 
is doing in its given field just what 
the governments of the earth, through 
their premiers and cabinets, are 
seeking to do through the channels of 
diplomacy and mutual cooperation— 
making the world safer and happier 
and relieve burdens on the people 
which interfere with the pursuit of 
their peaceful activities.

As the greatest war recedes with 
the passing of time, the need for or­
ganized effort to meet the suffering 
and the burdens of humanity and to 
prevent unnecessary suffering, be­
comes constantly more pronounced. 
Service never was stronger in its 
appeal than it is today. And the 
Red Cross stands for Service. Be­
cause of the psychology of the situa­
tion existing with peculiar force this 
year, as indicated by the events 
which will command universal inter­
est during the Roll Call period, the 
Fifth Roll Call should make a new 
record.

Numbering houses Is an important 
preliminary to census-taking in India. 
Nearly 12 months In advance of the 
census date all the villages In the em­
pire are scheduled, and every house 
is numbered. In some provinces the 
census authorities determine in ad­
vance the size of the number and 
specify the proportion of red ochre 
and oil, or other Ingredients, forming 
the substance with which the number 
-Is to be painted.
~ Racial prejudices have to be con­
sidered. In Hyderabad objection Is 
made to tar because of the color, while 
in other districts the natives consider 
red ochre unlucky, and If It is used 
they erase the figures. In the case 
of huts made of leaves, and also when 
objection is made on account of caste 
restrictions to the numbering of houses 
by enumerators, the numbers are 
painted on bits of tin, tiles, or pots, 
and are usually treated with great 
respect by the natives.
