EQUAL BOOK PRIVILEGES FOR
FARM HOME AND THE
CITY HOME.

One of the most unique exhibits
that will be set up at the Wayne
County Fair held in_Northville from
September 28th to October 1st, will
be that of the Wayne County Library
Service. It will consist of a model
library center and rest room, placed
in one_corner of the women’s build-
|n<];. There will be available a care-
fully chosen collection of books and
magazines for the use of the fair
visitors, both adult and juvenile.
Charts and maps will show the pro-
gress of the work during the past
year, and there will be a complete set
of pictures showing the library cen-
ters already in operation throughout
Wayne county. As a special feature
on the last day of the fair, the books
in the exhibit will be circulated free
of charge to anyone residing in the
county.

The organization of library work
by counties is a comparatively new
development, and has only been possi-
ble in Michigan since 1917, when a
county library law was passed.
Wayne county. is the fourth in the
state to establish this service.

The work was started here in
December, 1920, and since then eight
communities have been supplied with
free library service. Library collec-
tions are now located at Grosse lie,
Taylor Center, Flat Rock, Belleville,
Sumpter township, Bedford, Canton
Center road and the Farm Bureau
in Dearborn.

It is_hoped that the exhibit at the
Northville fair will bring the atten-
tion of Wayne county residents to
the fact that they are entitled to free
book service, and may make arrange-
ments for books in their communities
and homes by getting in touch with
the Wayne County Library Service
at the Detroit Public Library.

MICHIGAN GAME LAWS

All persons over seventeen years
of age must secure from the De-
partment of Conservation, county
clerk or game warden, a license to
hunt and trap any birds or animals
in_the state.

Trappers—Must have a
for taking fur-bearing animals.

Beaver—Closed season until 1925.

Automobile, power boats and air-

craft—Hunting partridge or water
fowl from automobiles, power boats
\or aircraft prohibited. Unlawful
| to have firearms_in automobile.
1 Spring shooting of ducks and
:other water fowl unlawful. This
Ilaw' conforms to Federal regula-
tions.

Dogs—Unlawful to use in hunting
Ideer. Presence of dog in woods,
hunting camp, logging camp _or
| clubhouse during deer season prima
facie evidence of its unlawful use.

Deer—Lawful to hunt or _take
|one male deer. Hunting parties of
not less than four persons holding
|deer licenses and camping together,
may secure _permit to kill one male
jdeer for use in camp; fee $3.00.

Metal tags attached to deer—
Deer must "be tagged with metal

license

self-locking seal immediately after
being killed  These seals will be
furnished by county clerks with
licenses.

Headlight—Unlawful
possession at any time.

Contrary to a general misconception
that seems to exist in the minds of
Michigan_ hunters, quail may not be
hunted this- year, and the state game
wardens aré anxious that nimrods
familiarize  themselves with the
amended game laws before starting
on the annual fall gunning expedi-
tions.

The 1919 legislature provided for
an open season on quail in 1921, but
the last legislature moved the date
ahead to 1924 and enacted legislation
to protect the game birds for an ad-
ditional period of three years.

The general understanding that
this was to be an open year on
quail may result in many violations
of the state law this year' unless the
hunting public is afforded the op-
portunity - of becoming acquainted
with the new regulations enacted
at the last session.

Another important change made
by the last legislature, but one that
will ~ not be ~effective until
_sprmP, is the amendment to_the fish- *
ing law protecting blue gills until
June 16, the same date that marks the
opening of fishing for bass. The law-
ful length of blue gills has been in-
creased to six inches; of rock bass to
seven inches, of sun fish to six inches
and of perch to_seven inches. X

Wall-eyed pike, blue gills, sunfish
crappies and rock bass are now pro-
tected as well as all species of trout
and bass. These fish cannot be
bought or sold, and the state depart-
mentof conservation hasissued a spe-
cial warning to hotel and resort pro-
prietors that neither these nor any
other protected fish may be served
to guests where a charge is made for
such service. It is still permite-
able, however, to serve guests with
fish they themselves caught, when
such a request is maife Ji-ig

CHILDREN TO LEARN
CORRECT FOOD HABITS

SPECIAL SERIES OF NUTRITION
LESSONS BEING PREPARED
AT M. A C. FOR MICHIGAN
SCHOOLS.

Too prevalent malnutrition among
Michigan school_children is the tar-
?et of a special campaign being
aunched by the home economics sec-
tion of the Michigan Agricultural col-
lege extension service. A special
series of Nutrition Lessons has been
prepared and will be distributed to the
schools of the state, especially in
rural communities.

The lessons, which set forth the
fundamental principles of correct
food habits, will cover everything
from the size of meals which should
be eaten to the correct balancing of
“rations’.” The first lesson deals with
milk and its value in human diet,
especially for children. .

The campaign is said to be in the
nature of follow-up work for the edu-
cational nutrition work which has
been carried on by the U. S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture and State Agri-
cultural College specialists for sev-
eral years. The work in Michigan
is to be handled under the supervision
of Miss Muriel Hopkins, nutrition
specialist with the extension division
at M. County agricultural and
home demonstration agents will co-
operate with rural school teachers
in distributing the material to the
class rooms.

by drought.”

Michigan Rosen is being' shipped to
Denmark, Germany and other coun-

Cypres* Lumbering.

Not many years ago owners of
cypress swamps regarded their prop-
erty ns practically worthless. Cypress
jumbering was attended with peculiar
difficulties because Jot Its swampy
growth. The green logs/could not be
moved with oxen or/mules because of
their great weight and'the softness of
the soil. And oftfp the logs were
so .saturated witit-dnolsture that they
would not oaf*Sometimes only about
15 per cent jJi n cut could be gotten
to market. Finally lumbermen began
to girdle the trees six months or a
year before cutting, which resulted In
a great saving.

Now the lumbermen drain the
swamps before cutting. Swamp draln-
i age Is an important part of modern

cypress lumbering. Massive machinery

also is used, in thp overhead cable
i skid method the logs are brought In
j by a carrier traveling over a powerful
cable suspended between two trees,
usually about six hundred feet apart.
