In the first pl
he is a trained executive spending his
“rhele time carrying out the policies
of the Commission. ~ He performs the
duties of the Village Clerk which
alppe, in a Village t3ie size of Plym-
outh, are nearly enough to fill "pne
man’s time. Jle is a registered grad-
uate civil engineer, who, except for
design and inspection on the water
works improvement contract, has
done all the Village engineering for
sewers, water works, streets  and
walks, and has done besides a large
gmouut-of drafting .work, m -the-0Office,
all of which is in reality free to the
Village.

Under the Council.form a Clerk
“ould be 'necessary, Costing under
jire&eht conditions” not less than
$1,200 a year. Engineering work
equivalent to that done d.uripg the
pgst would cost nearly as"much
inorp.  Thf street and” water super-
intendent would he necessary in either
form of government. It théq appears
that the Council form would cost about
as much as the_ Commission-Manager
form for administration and there
would be no one man at the head to
assume responsibility or direct affairs.
The councbmen would be well mean-
i web spending but s small
& otion Qf their time on the job could
give such important work “adequate
supervision, especially for no com-
pensation.

In Michigan there are ovor two
down otties and villa%es governed as
we $re now. Nope have ever gone
back to the old form of government.
In our state the subject of charter re-
vision has recently "been voted on in
Kalamazoo, Pontiac and o and
each city has by large majorities en-
dorsed the Commission-Manager Gov-
ernment.

The Women’s Club believes that
for Plymouth tq overthrow the pres-
ent system of government would be
a very serious Step backward. They
endorse yery strongly the Commis-
sion_management and hope to see it
continued here.

When you vote, please look at your
ballot carefully. At the end there
will he two statements, each followed
by a square. One statement is, “
favor the above proposed amend-
ments—Yes [].” The second is, “I
favor theabove proposed amendments

These are just alike ex-
cept for the “Yes” and “No." Be
sure to place your cross in the square
after the “No,” thus voting against
making any change, and help to keep
Plymouth in the line of progress and
improvement.

SOME HINTS FOR
6AS CONSUMERS

j Gas engineers, manufacturers of
| household gas appliances and home
economics ~ specialists have _recently
collaborated in the preparation of a
;nufnber  of sutggestlon_s as to the
[thrifty use of "gas in the home.
ITheir conclusions made a very weigh-
’tK regort and this was placed with
the American Gas Association for
distribution to the gas companies
over the United States.

Working in a large number of kit-
’chens, the investigators made their
Itests on actual installations during
‘the progress of routine domestic
work. It was_found that most
lwomen used their gas appliances in
m manner that did not return them
maximum efficiency.

Here are a few notes from the
Ifindings of the investigators.  Your
llocal gas company wants you to have
them, “so that you will use its service
wisely.  Ask ‘about anything at any

time ~ that you may wish fo know
jconcerning the use of gas.
as burners clean by a

Kee?
monthly bath in hot water and Soda.
See that burners are properly ad-
justed to give right proportion of
air and gas. If 'your gas flame is
long, yellow and ‘smoky, the stove
needs ‘adjustment. You are using
too much gas and getting too_little
heat. A small b.ue flame is the
ideal one.

When about to use the gas oven,
plan to use it to capacity. You
can roast meat while making a pic
or buscuits.  There is plenty of
heat to go around. Use the oven to
capacity.

The same flame heats the broiler
and oven. Both can be used at one
time.

Get out of the habit of using the
giant burner on your gas stove for
everthhing. Smaller ones will do
for 'half of your requirements.

Don't heat a kettleful —of water
when you want only a pint. And
if you have an instantaneous heater,
don’t start it up every time you
must Rave a tiny bit of hot water.

Scale in kettles and cooking uten-.
sils, accumulations of soot on the
bottom of pans and other kitchen

ware, are great little insulators to
keep heat back.  Scale is the re-
sult of chemical action. It can be

easily removed.  Soot is the result
of poorly adjusted burners or care-
less’ accumulation.  Either is waste'

ful and unnecessary, and works
against good results.” Your kitchen
is  your Taboratory. ~ Keep your in-

struments in such fine condition that
they will give the best results.

Get acquainted with the simmer
burner. It will keep boiling water
at that temperature. It will furn-
ish . all the heat you need for a
hundred purposes that you now re-
quire of the giant burner.

Dont try to use the gas for heat-
ing until”you have learned' about
what it will cost. The woman who
warms up her kitchen in the morn-
ing by lighting the gas in her oven
and Ieavinlg the door open is running
up a healthy gas bill.

When baking, heat the oven be-

fore using. Ten minutes is an
average time for a bakin% oven and
five minutes for heating the broilin,
oven.  This is _not wasteful, for i
you put your dishes in right off, it
takes that much longer to warm the
oven anyway and results are less
| reliable.
j Sheet iron and agate pans hold
|heat and burn your food on the bot-
tom and sides. Tin is the best
jconductor of heat, and most satisfac-
;tory for oven use.
