OEATH OF FORMER
PLYMOUTH MAN

The Detroit City counptff Monday, 
authorized the commissioners of the 
Detroit House of C street ion to pro­
ceed with the construction of the new 
prison building on the prison farm in 
Plymouth township. Tne new struc­
ture will cost $2,500,000, to be raised 
by bond issue, the sinking fund 
charges on which will be raised from 
revenue derived from materials so.d 
by the prison chair factory.

Construction will begin at once, 
with 300 inmates in the institution 
doing the grading and rough work. 
The commissioners now have $600,000 
for grading and preliminary con­
struction. The remainder will be in­
cluded in next year’s budget. The 
house of correction is a self-support­
ing institution.

Completion of the new structure 
will mean the abandonment of the oi4 
structure, a t Russeh and Alfred 
streets, now accommodating twice as 
many prisoners as it was intended 
for when erected. The new bunding 
will be on a farm of 826 acres, pur­
chased some years ago,

With the 
New Year, why not resolve to put 
that child, or those children upon a 
steady diet, combined with steady 
hours ?

The supply of food should be gen­
erous in amount; if insufficient, the 
body itself is “burned” to provide 
onergy, and loss of weight results; 
if too much, the body refuses to 
function properly, more food being r i- 
tained than is “burned up.” In 
either case the situation is serious, 
retarded mental development being 
the most noticeable result. The un­
derweight child is, in addition, open 
I to the ravages of tuberculosis; the 
overweight child, to pneumonia ard 
infantile paralysis.

Cut out the rich food from the 
diet’ of the overweight child; aid 
them, together with at lea3t a qua -t 
of milk a day, to the diet of the 
underweight child; and for both in­
sist upon regular meals and regulr r 
sleep. Give their bodies a chan e 
and their brains will take the chance.

The striking differences betwe* n 
well-nourished and malnourished 
children will be shown graphical y 
in the nutrition clinic which will be 
held at the Michigan Agricultur 1 
Col'ege during Farmers’ Week tb s 
winter.
