PLYMOUTH HIGH 
SCHOOL’S DEBATING TEAM

The Plymouth High school debat­
ing team continued their success of 
the season, last week Thursday even­
ing by winning a unanimous de­
cision from the Farmington High 
school representatives at the Plym­
outh High auditorium. The Farming- 
ton three presented strong argument 
in opposition of the closed shop, but 
were unable to break down the solid 
opposition of the affirmative, taken 
by the Plymouth team. The Plym­
outh speakers were stronger in de­
livery, giving every evidence of thor­
ough preparation and broad knowl­
edge of their subject.

220 BOTTLES PER DAY FURNISH
INCREASE OF ENERGY FOR 
GRADE PUPILS

Under the direction of the Civic 
Committee of the Woman’s Club of 
Plymouth, consisting of the following 
members: Mrs. Frank Millard, chair­
man; Mrs. William L. Freyman, Mrs. 
Frederick Thomas, Mrs. Louis Hill- 
mer and Mrs. E. T. Cope, the boys 
and girls of the grades are furnished 
the privilege of buying a half a pint 
bottle of fresh milk and graham 
wafers for the small sum of three 
cents per day.

The first week this committee dis­
pensed 175 bottles the first and sec­
ond day; 215 the third day, and since 
then have been -serving 220 bottles 
per day. While this means a large 
amount of work for the committee 
in charge, they seem to feel that it 
is really worth their while, because 
the teachers'1 are unanimous in their 
decision that the grade children are 
less restless in the latter part of the 
forenoon period, and that they are 
able to accomplish more than they 
were able to do before giving the 
children increased energy in the 
form of milk.

The handling of the milk in the 
school is not a charity, but good solid 
business, as the boys and girls buy 
their milk each day, paying cash for 
the same. Children whose parents 
are unable to buy the milk, and who 
are in need of the same because of 
intendent join most heartily in their 
it through the generosity of the Wo­
man's Club and other organizations, 
whicSartNasked to contribute. Tbis 
is probably the greatest aid to the 
younggp-b^ys and girls in the grades 
that has been presented in the school 
in years, and the teachers and super-' 
intendent join most heartily in their 
approval of the plan, and extend their 
thanks to those back of it. If you 
want to really enjoy five minutes of 
some forenoon, come to th e  high, 
school between 9:15 and 10:00, and' 
see the boys and girls enjoying their 
milk.
