TUESOAY, MAY 9TH

The citizens of Plymouth will vote 
at a special election to be held on 
Tuesday, May 9th, on the proposi­
tion of borrowing the sum of ten 
thousand dollars and issuing bonds 
therefor, for the purpose of paying 
the cost of that part of the expense 
to be borne by the village at large 
for the paving of Starkweather 
avenue, y

"nn!"Post of the pavement to the 
village is $30,000. Of this sum, be­
tween $17,000 and $18,000 is paid 
by abutting property owners, and 
between $12,000 and $13,000 is paid 
by the village at large. The county 
of Wayne pays the balance of the 
cost of the improvement. The vil­
lage proposes to pay back the $10,000 
they wish to borrow, the same as a 
special assessment bond, at the rate 
of $2,000 each year.

The pavement of Starkweather 
avenue has become an absolute neces­
sity. There is perhaps not a street 
in the village that carries more 
traffic than does this thoroughfare. 
With the county co-operating in the 
cost of the paving, it is a most op­
portune time for the • village to get 
this street paved and thereby make 
a permanent and lasting improvement 
that will be economy in the end.

Every citizen who has at heart 
the best interests of the village, 
should go to the polls and cast their 
vote in favor of issuing bonds for 
the small sum asked for to make this 
improvement. Remember the day, 
Tuesday, May 9th.

PERMANENT CARE OFLOTS 
AT RIVERSIDE CEMETERY

The new proposition for the per­
manent care of cemetery lots at Riv­
erside cemetery seems to be meeting 
with general satisfaction among lot 
owners who desire to have their lots 
cared for permanently. The new 
plan provides that persons owning or 
controlling lots in Riverside cemetery 
may, upon the payment of the sum of 
ninety dollars for each lot so owned 
or controlled, exchange their deed 
for ai new one which will insure per­
manent care of their lot.

This arrangement is proposed for 
the purpose of securing greater uni­
formity and harmony in the care of 
our cemetery, and also greater econo­
my. It is expected that many of the 
lot owners will take advantage of the 
new plan.

For those who may not find it con­
venient to pay this sum at once, it 
is provided that on payment of 20 
per cent with the application and 20 
per cent yearly for four years, with 
interest at 6 per cent on deferred 
payments, such an exchange of deeds 
may be made.

Persons not caring to take advan­
tage of this proposition at present, 
the assessment for the care of lots 
for the season of 1922 will be $5.00 
per lot. A charge of $1.00 is made 
for the use of water for the season 
to those who wish to care for their 
own lots.

STARKWEATHER AVENUE 
SEWEHASSESSMENT

There seems to be some misunder­
standing about the way in which the 
new sanitary sewer on Starkweather 
avenue is being assessed. Many 
think that a sewer is assessed on the 
basis of the frontage of the lots af­
fected. This is practically never so 
with a sewer. The assessment is 
made according to the number of con­
nections or benefits. A lot with one 
house needs only one connection and 
is assessed for one benefit. A vacant 
lot is assessed once for the house 
which may be built on it. A lot with 
two houses or a lot extra large which 
probably might hold two houses, is 
assessed for two benefits.

The total amount to be assessed, 
that is, two-thirds of the cost of the 
sewer is divided by the number of 
benefits, which in this case' is 65. 
This gives the amount to be assessed 
for each benefit. In this way the as­
sessment is divided in proportion to 
the service which each property 
owner is to get from the sewer. A 
pavement is properly assessed ac­
cording to frontage, but not a sewer.

If the interested property owners 
had taken advantage of the oppor­
tunity to meet the board of review, 
when it met last month, this misun­
derstanding would have been cleared 
up. As it was, only ha f̂ a dozen 
or so appeared to talk- the matter 
over. The rest have no excuse for 
not knowing all about the sewer.

As to the fact that the sewer as it 
is being constructed will not be of 
service for a few years, until the dis­
posal plant is built, this was care­
fully explained at the public meeting 
at Beyer’s hall, last fall. The prop-, 
erty owners a t that meeting pro­
fessed to understand this part of the 
proposition, and they unanimously 
voted that the village commission 
. hogld go ahead on that basis.

The Body a Working Machine 
In considering the part which food

plays in human life, the best idea of j Whereas this Commission has
the workings of the body can be ob 
tained through comparison with a 
machine. The workings of this hu­
man machine can be measured as ac­
curately as that o f any other ma­
chine. Just as the burning coal un­

der the boiler of an engine turns 
water into steam that furnishes 
power to run the engine, so the food 
is transformed in our bodies into heat 
and energy which gives us strength 
to do our work. \

However, there are some vital dif­
ferences between the workings of 
these different types of machines. 
In the first place when no part Of the 
machine is needed for work, no more 
coal is used and the machine becomes 
lifeless, but from birth until death 
such parts of the human machine as 
the heart and the organs of respira­
tion, dare never stop. In other words 
the human machine must work to 
live and this requires fuel. Then, 
too, no engineer or driver would ever 
think of starting their machines 
without coal or gasoline, but how 
often do we expect the human ma­
chine to function properly when we 
purposely eat no breakfast or go 
without any meal? Again suppose 
some part of the other machine is 
broken what happens ? A corre­
sponding part is brought from the re­
pair shop and replaces that which is 
broken. Is this true of the human 
machine? Suppose an arm is broken 
what happens? The broken ends are 
placed together, the arm is put in 
splints, bandaged and carried in a 
sling—and you wait—you wait for 
what? For the body to build new 
bone tissue and knit together these 
two ends. Or another example, what 
happens when you accidentally cut off 
a portion of flesh from your finger" 
Does the finger heal in the same shape 
as the cut, or does it build up to its 
original shape? So the body repairs 
and replaces by building. But the 
bone tissue is built from a different 
kind of fuel than that of the flesh 
tissue. Finally every engineer or 
driver “dopes and oils” his machine. 
Who does this for the human ma­
chine? Again this is part of the 
work which the human machine ac­
complishes through its transforma­
tion of food.

These, then, are the workings of 
the human machine with its different 
fuels:

1. Furnishes heat and energy.
2. Builds and repairs bone and 

muscular tissue.
3. Regulates the running order of 

the machinery.

His Retard System of Deeply-Sunk 
Piles and Tree Buffers Has Con- 
vinced the Experts— Loot Along One 
Branch of the Missouri River 
Amounted to 10,940 Acres in Three 
Years— Mr. Woods Explains System 
to Committee of Congress.

Uncle Sam has decided to use moral 
suasion on Ids land-stealing rivers. He 
believes that, given an opportunity, 
they can be made to conduct them­
selves in an orderly manner. His 
plan for taming them was brought to 
Washington by Mark W. Woods of 
Lincoln, Neb., the man who decided 
that the way to reform the Missouri, 
most lawless of rivers, was to*co- 
operate with it instead of fighting it.

•Army engineers were impressed by 
Mr. Wood's method and persuaded him 
to present the matter to the house 
rivers and harbors committee nnd the 
senate commerce committee—the two 
committees having direct supervision 
of river improvements. Mr. Woods 
admits that he Isn't much of a speak­
er. so he expected to "say it with 
pictures.”

A movie firm made snapshot pic­
tures o f the work being done along 
the Missouri and Mr. Woods brought 
them to Washington .to show tlie com­
mittees what the farmers of Nebraska, 
Iowa, Missouri and South Dakota are 
doing to control the Missouri. They 
liuve not asked for a cent of federal 
money, hut are (jolng the work them­
selves and intend to continue doing it.

Experts Convinced.
Mr. Woods told the committees that 

It could I • done elsewhere. In fact, 
railroads are using It to protect their 
bridges in the Miami valley of Ohio; 
it is also to be used in tbe harbor Im­
provements at Jamaica bay.

Senator Wesley L. Jones (Rep., 
Wash.), chairman of the senate com­
merce committee says the Woods plan 
will solve a problem that has been 
costing the nation millions of dollars 
annually. Senator Randall (Dem., 
Louisiana), also was enthusiastic over 
it. Gen. John J. Pershing .recently- 
spent an entire day watching the In­
stallation of the new type of protec­
tion works on the Missouri and he 
said he knew of no greater piece of 
reconstruction along the Missouri.

The plan is now being used on the 
Sacramento river in California ami 
soon will be extended to the Brazos 
and Rio Gramie rivers in Toxuk and 
to tbe Black river and to tbe Red 
river of the North.

The Missouri river lone has been 
a vexing problem. The government 
sent an engineer out to look it over. 
For three years he camped along the 
stream and watched its actions. In 
those three years, lie reported, It ate 
away between Sioux City and St. 
Louis 10,9-10 ncres_ of tbe richest land 
In that fertile vifHey and has taken 
additional property tolls of millions

traded attention and It began to be 
generally followed along the river. 
The board of army engineers dis­
patched Brigadier General Padgett to 
observe Its workings. General Padg­
ett’s report to MaJ- Gen. Lansing H. 
Beach, chief of engineers, U. S. A., 
and Brig. Gen. Harry Taylor, bourd 
of engineers for rivers a*nd harbors, 
impressed them, and General Taylor 
suggested that the drainage district 
laws of Iowa, Nebraska, Missouri and 
South Dakota be amended so as to 
permit of this kind of improvement. 
The legislatures took action at their 
first sessions. A number of other 
states*are contemplating changes in 
their drainage laws.

The Interest of General Beach In 
the matter was aroused by the fact 
that each year eti ions from the banks 
of the Missouri have put .down a cube 
of earth a mile square at the mouth 
of the Mississippi, which had to lie 
dredged out to continue navigation, but 
he had no money with which to aid 
(lie work.

Plan* an Immense Saving.
Government officials here now be­

lieve that approximately 600,000 acres 
of bar land lying up against cities 
like Omaha, Kansas City, Sioux City, 
St. Joseph and St. Louis can be re­
claimed by tbe retard system.

Any stream tjjht erodes Its bank or 
carries silt can' be successfully dealt 
with by the retard1 system In use on 
tbe Missouri river. Representative 
Ben <J. Humphries a t  Mississippi, 
member of the committee on rivers 
nhd harbors, believes. '

In Omaha these piles, driven to 
bedrock, halted the menace of the 
Missouri to an industrial district and 
saved more than $15,000,000 worth of 
property. At St. Louis the water has 
been switched around by this same re­
tard system. Altogether 178.075 acres 
of land ulong the Missouri has now 
been protected. Fanners of the West 
have been doing the work of reclama­
tion themselves and have not called 
on the federal government for aid. 
More than $700,00 Is toeing spent in 
Missouri alone. \

Representative hUlis NfRep.. Mo.) 
said that the plan not only stopped 
erosions, but by confining the current 
to a narrower channel caused It to 
deepen Its own channel.

“Have you ever had any trouble 
with the retard system?" Represen­
tative White of Kansas asked Mr. 
Woods.

Followed a Natural Law.
"We have never lost a single re­

tard." Woods answered. "The piles, 
which ordinarily are- 20 feet long and 
14 inches square and weigh 5.000 
pounds, are sunk hv hydraulic pres­
sure In depths as groat as 111 feet 
To the steel cables are attached trees 
Wo are simply following the law of 
nature. Every island in the Missouri 
river was formed by some tree snag 
glmr and lodging. Tf it stayed a yeai 
it created a sand bar. If It sia.vei 
two years it created an Island. W< 
are now having It build up usefu 
land instead of cutting away good 
land and ’ adding up islands that nr< 
an imp- ment to navigation."

The hoard of army engineers has 
begun to use retards on the uppei 
Mississippi to nnrrow Its channel t< 
a width of 1,200 feet, thus making It: 
current out n deeper channel. Tin 
work costs about one-third as mucl 
as the did style revetment system

The Hydraulic Pile.

Two or three years ago Mr. Woods 
bought a farm iif 6.000 acres In Ne­
braska. When he went out to look It 
over he found the Missouri river 
munching it off at about tiie rate of 
eight roils a day. lie thought he need­
ed the land worse than the Missouri 
river needed it. lie told the senate 
commerce commiltee. and so he-he- 
san to figure out a way to keep it. 
lie heard of a man who had Invented 
a hydraulic pile, ' which. It was 
claimed, could he driven to bedrock. 
The rock revetments bad been quick­
ly washed out and obviously the 
tiling to do was to find Something that 
could he sunk below any possible dan­
ger of a scour. Mr. Woods liunled up 
the man. investigated his Invention 
nnd made arrangements to give it 
trial. t •*

Woods then purchased the neces­
sary equipment and hydraulically sunk 
the piles to bedrock. To each pile 
was attached six cables, each an inch 
in diameter, and to these cables were 
attached forest trees. In the ordinary 
retard, 100 feet long, four piles are 
used, and from 500 to 700 trees of the 
unmerchantable type found along 
ninny streams lu tbe country. These 
trees were made to form a brushpllf 
lying at right angles to Lie bank 
from the bottom of the river to the 
top. and securely held In place by the 
piles.

Doesn’t Deflect the Current,
This method ‘does not deflect the 

current, but simply retards It, caus­
ing It to unload tbe sand and silt 
that tbe water Is carrying. In a short 
time the retard forms a sand-bar along 
the cutting bank; As the trees do nol 
rot under water' the river can never 
cut at this particular place again. On 
tbe Missouri it hn« been eflmwn that 
a series of these retamifltfflll protect 
any-- betid In tfte-*iver from further 
erosion.

Twenty-four hours afler Mr. Woods 
had put In his retard the cutting 
along his land vfos filling back. Day 
by day the MUsouri poured.. Its gilt 
on the retard, building tlw land up 
again, and it is now being fanned. 
This triumph over tbe Missouri at-

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low rivers with wide valleys tire pro 
paring to put In tbe new system, com 
mlttees 'if congress have been In 
formed. One of thes rivers, tbe Ca 
nndlnn. running across tbe Texas Pan 
handle and Into Oklahoma, has a habit 
of tearing down bridges and stopping 
railroad transportation at Intervals.

T he U nruly Brazos.
The Brazos, in Texas, where The 

system Is to be tried out at once. Is 
another bandit river, robbing farm 
iand. Now the retards are to be In­
stalled along Its banks.

The government lias no faith In 
levees for such rivers as the Brazos, 
which flows directly into the Gulf and 
is subject to freshets. Many farmers 
have had their life savings washed 
away In Brazos freshets. It is esti­
mated that tliis river does damage 
amounting to $1,000,000 yearly.
