predecessors they were over expecting
to meet. It contained caves ready
formed for tiieir occupancy, and per-
haps they were not so very far re-
moved from their cavemen ancestors
in Siberia, or Northern Europe, or the
South Sea Islands—or wherever they
came from.

Perhaps an Ancient Race.

Anyway, the eaves are there, and
have "been explored, and have yielded
relics, and some archaeologists believe
that the first Indians who inhabited
them were of an old race, of a culture
somewhat different from that of the
Indians who vere there in later years
when the while men (Mire. The In-
wood ravine was doubtless then, as it
is even iinw, an ideal [dace for nil In-
dian village. There is the dry bed of
a tiny brooklet running down its cen-
ter. High up along the west wall ure
the fallen lyeks which hide the eaves.
Near by is a fine spring, and in the
forest are giant tulips, oaks, black
birches, and in the tangled underwood
grows the splcewnod. Or benzoin, used
by the savages as tea.

S. A (I. Swenson of No. 314 West
70th street is one of. the great num-
ber of thoughtful Munliuttanese who
huve visited Inwood and delight In
studying the traces loft by the prede-
cessors of white men, In this vicinity.
Amateur archaeologyCj4< one of Mr.
Swenson’s  hobbies.

The mystic ravine at Inwood, with
its caves, has exerted its fascination
upon Mr. Swenson to such, an extent
that he has collected some interesting
data -about it.

May Have Come From Yonkers,

“It is difficult to obtain information
about our predecessors on this island,™
said Mr. Swenson. “The first white
settlers who had the opportunity to
learn much about them left few de-
scriptions. The Indians In this neigh-
borhood seem to have had their head-
quarters at Yonkers, and came down
here for fishing and other expeditions.
Many”bf them, no doubt, had perma-
nent settlements on the island, not
only at the northern end. hut an me
wiay down where there were springs 1
and wells. The Jsland was rich In wa-
iter courses. East of Inwood Hill the
later Indians had tobacco fields. It is
likely the Indians of the-.southern end
of the island went to this more pro-
tected Inwood section in winter.

“The Manhattan Indians nre re-
ferred to In the records as tile llech-
gawawank, and their neighbors north
of Spuyten Duyvil creek—or I’apirinl-
men, or perhaps I’aparinoinin, as it
was called—were of the Weekquaskeck
sub-tribe of the Mohican tribe, who
belonged to the Wappinger confeder-
acy. Their chief village in Westchester
county was at Dobbs Ferry. They had
a fort called Nlpinichsen on Spuyten
Duyvil hill, the exact site of which
has not been located. The Inwood
hill section on Manhattan, called
Shomknpock, was an ideal location for
a village, being near the Hudson river
and n creek, with open water for fisly.
leg and close to the spouting fountain
Inter called Cold spring. The meadows

«in igh which the creek wound south-
ersl so attracted the first” white set-
terrs that they almost decided to settle
there instead of at the Battery. On
top «f Inwood, formerly callegy Cock
MU, was a fort some hundreds of years
ago. Bolton road, once the Indian
trail, leads now to Its site.

“There are several caves, rock shel-
ters and rock formations at the foot
of the hill made by rocks falling from
the cliffs above.

small crevices at the foot of the cliffs.
Thiee of the caves, which face east
and lie close together, were explored
several years ago by Mr. Chenoweth,
at which time they were filled with
earth which had worked its way In
since they were occupied. Fallen rocks
lay stuttered about further north near
the railway bridge.

“This strip of land Is. | think, the
most interesting place on/the Island.
It Is the only place left umtouched by
civilization. The caves make one won-
der, with their ‘look-me-over-asdong-as-
you-llke-and-you’ll-nefer-gupss - wimt's-
under-the-surface” expression.

“There are also a number of shell-

heaps marking the sites ofjcamps. The
road leading out to the caves has cut
through one of them. Tnere one can
see large quantities of oyster and
clam shells mixed with eiarth. ashes,
charcoal and stones. Some of these
heaps were examined about 1890 by
W. L. Calver and James McGuey, and
arrowpolnts, scrapers, fragments of ,
pottery and other objects kvere found.
I Imagine a great many more relics
will be found if this section eventually
gives way to streets and npartment
houses. If so, the Great Spirit will no
doubt look humanely malign and cast
an oblique light on the Intruders.

“There Is a big tulip tree near the
shore below the caves. It has an Iron
fence around It, and bears the Inscrip-
tion: ‘Lirlodendron Tuliplfera; cir-
cumference, 19 feet, height, 123 feet;
age, about 231 years. Hendrick Hud-
son entered this inlet In 1609, and may
have met the Indians here who used
this place for a cuinp, as shown by the
quantities of old broken oyster shells
around this tree and nearby. This tree
was thoroughly repaired and the fence
erected around It Oct. 192"

Rich in Indian Relics.

“The whole northern part of Man-
hattan is rich in Indian relics. All
kinds of objects, and also graveyards j
and skeletons, have been found along
Upper Broadway, formerly Kings- j
bridge road, and ut Dyckuntn street, j
Academy street. Seaman avenue and j
other streets. The opinion of some
urchueologlsts that the Indians who oc-
cupied the caves were oi an older nice
und a culture somewhat different from (
the later known Algonquin Indian is
not wholly supported by the remains (
found. Very probable these shelters j
and shell heaps are the remains of In-
dians who have lived here about the i
time Hendrick Hudson sailed by. The
culture of these Indians was probably *
not as high as, for instance, the Iro-j
¢’ois group northwest of New York,
or that of the Delaware Indians to
the South.

“Incidentally, it was primed a few
years ago that some Indians were al- |
lowed to camp on the south side of the |

tastic spot by moonlight that one car
easily reconstruct the gimving fires at
the mouths of the caves, (lurk cances-
lying at the river’s Up. and the happy,
savage people listening to the story
tellers about the hearths.”

Fruits and Vegetables

With the coming of the summer
it seems quite natural to think of
fresh fruits and vegetables. We con-
sciously buy them mostly for their
flavor,” but nature has "been most
generous with us in that she has
“thrown in” something more valuable
than_flavor? What did we get for
nothing?

In the first place we are buying
minerals. By minerals we mean” the
lime required for the building of
teeth and bones, as well as the
amount required for the coagulation
of the blood—a safetyJ)rovision with-
out which small wounds_would result
in death by bleeding. Then too, we
need iron for the building of good
blood. Furthermore it is™ better to
get these minerals from vegetables
and fruits rather than from medicines,
as they are more easily utilized by
the body. Not only do_ fruits and
vegetables supply us with minerals,
but they aid in the digestive processes
by making the food more bulky.
Also they are useful in giving us
more water. We need a greater
amount of water than most “people
are accustomed to drinking.

So far then we have found that
these fruits and vegetables should
be supplying our bodies with min-
erals, water and a certain amount of
bulk, also another most important ele-
ment called the vitamines, which will
be treated in the following article.
Have we really received these min-
erals or were they thrown down the
sink? The vegetable water contains
most of the minerals and for that
reason should be served with the
vegetable. Again we find that the
mineral matter is_often found in one
part more than in another. In the
potatoes, for instance, there is much
of it in the layer next to the skin.
This is why poatoes ought to be
ared as thinly as possible, or if
aked the skin ‘should also be eaten.

In order to receive our quota of
minerals each day, it is necessary to
serve one. other vegetable besides
potatoes, preferably of the green leaf
variety such as Spinach, dandelion,
lettuce, celery, beet tops, raw cab-
bage, brusselis sprouts, etc. ~ When
these are not available there still re-
main onions, carrots, turnips etc., and
he vegetables canned during the sum-

r.

. The_same holds true of fruits. If
it is impossible to buy fresh fruits
during the entire year, there still
remain the canned and dried fruits,
which are easily obtained. However,
as will he explained in the following
article, it is safer to have one fresh
fruit or green vegetable to alternate
wih canned or dried foods.

LA S TOCDAEE
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STATE FAIR MANAGEMENT AN-
NOUNCES BOYS® PROGRAM
THIS YEAR WILL BE MORE
EXTENSIVE

County School Commissioner E.
W. Yost has received information
from G. W. Dickinson, secretary-
manager, that the Michigan State
fair, “which will be held September
1to 10, will conduct its annual boys’
state fair school upon a larger basis
than ever before.

In every county of the state, com-
petitive ‘examinations will be held,
and the boys who show the great-
est proficiency in agricultural con-
duct, will be given a trip to the fair
at Detroit at the expense of the Fair
association.

At the fair they will be given in
struction by the state’s foremost ag-
ricultural “experts on the best and
most modem ~methods of agricul-
ture. The Michigan State Fair has
conducted this school for years as
a contribution toward _agricultural
education. Expenses of ‘the boys
from the most distant counties of
the state have been large, but have
been cheerfully met.

The rules under which the free
trip may be won are in part as fol-
lows:

Boys must be between the ages of
14 and 18 vears; effective date, Sept-
ember 1, 1922.

They must write both iri the reg-
ular ‘eighth grade examination, and
the special fair's examination.

The winner will be selected by
‘he county school commissioner,
board of f'vnmi“ers or a special com-
mittee. An alternate will also be
eelected.

Every effort -is being made to
have the fair examination questions
“ntirely practical. It will go into
the actual problems of the farm
from every angle. Theoretical and
practical phases will be joint!v
studied. A boy who can successful-
ly answer the questions, it is said
must show a pretty thorou?h
knowledge of all phases of farm life.

At the fair, the management will
see that the boys have a good time
as well as instruction in agriculture.

John Armstrong Chaloner of New
York and Cobhan, Va., author of the
laconic inquiry, “Who's looney now?"
has Just left Atlanta to continue what
he culls "“llls broad whirl" of the
United States. Mr. Chaloner is now
and has been for some months car-
rying out his plan to keep country
hoys away from the cities. He pro-
poses to prevent depopulation of the
farms by placing moving pictures In
rural communities—preferably in the
public schools—to check the move-
ment to the cities by means of recre-
ations that the farm lacks; to extend
visual Instruction in the schools, tum
them into community centers, thus
vastly increasing their service.

Mr. Chaloner said the superintend-
ents of education of seven of 3he
eleven states he had visited highly ap-
proved of his project. In December,
1920. he conceived the plan after his
own farm hands and dairymen hail
been lured away by the amusements
afforded by the neighboring towns.
He had conducted a large dairy busi-
ness on his 400-acre estate, known as
“The Merry Mills,” two miles from
Cobban, Yn. His business had ex-
tended to Richmond, 100 miles away.
Then suddenly he found, himself pos-
sessed of an up-to-date dairy plant
with no help to run It.

He decided to compete with the at-
tractions of the towns by converting
a large barn into a moving picture
theater. He installed the necessary
equipment and seats to accommodate
300 people. No admission was charged
and his theater was always crowded.
He was prevailed upon to keep the
theater open through the summer and
was even asked to charge an admis-
sion fee to support it. He reluctant-
ly charged 5 cents admission for chil-
dren and 10 cents for adults, and dur-

ing May. June and July the theater
took in $1,900. although the shows
were given only twice a week.

Incapacitated for Active Sea Duty,
Maury Devoted Hi« Time to Study
of Winds and Currents and Pub.
lished a Treatise on Navigation
Which Became a Textbook of the
Navy—His Knowledge Covered
Geography of World and All Naval
Lore.

The news that the South Is planning
a memorial to Matthew Fontaine |
Maury may give rise to the question
on many lips, "Who is Maury?" *

“We honor the railroad builders who
tracked the wilderness for our easy
travel; we take the oceans for grant-
ed. An observation ear passenger,
conscious of bridges, tunnels, ‘cuts’
and ’lills’ realizes that the civil en-
gineer preceded the one In the cub.
But many a trans-Atlantic traveler
considers that Columbus found the
way—and tlmfs that," remarks a bul-
letin from the Washington headquar-
ters of the National Geographic so-
ciety.

“In point of fact the observation of
winds and currents, the marking of
fog and iceberg limits and rain areas,
and snundin.s for temperature consti-
tute a preliminary work without which
the safe nod swift ocean travel of to-
day would he impossible. The pioneer
In this work was Matthew Fontaine
Maury, whose name is as familiar .to
Ilie navigator as is that of Darwin to
the naturalist. In the early annals of
the American navy he is linked with
Charles Willies and Matthew Calhraith
Perry.*’

Who Surveyed the Ocean?
The buildiii then quotes from a
of Josephus Dardels
hieh relates The fascimitinx narra-
ve of Maury

“"Mullrv carl;y heard the eall to the
sea. His elder brother had lost his
life in the naval service, and his fa-
ther opposed Maury’s ambition to fol-
low the profession that had robbed
him of his first-born, even though the
ippolntment came from Sam Houston,
then congressman from Tennessee.
VInit romantic history hangs around
lie association of Houston and Maury

-fighters both and American pioneers
ind statesmen, too!

“The consuming passion, which
nude him always follow the path of
luty, did not permit even parental ob-
jection to dissuade Maury from the
’ligh calling in which he was to win
srimacy.

No Naval Academy Then.

“There was no naval academy when
Maury entered the navy. He laid
teen so proficient in mathematics In
the country school in Tennessee that
he was called upon by his teacher to
instruct the younger boys, and on ship-
hoard he continued the methodical
study7which made him the first scholar
ind scientist in the navy.

“Laying broad foundations, it was
not until his voyage around Cape
Horn, when he sought in vain for re-
liable Information as to the winds
and currents to be encountered and
the best paths for the, vessel to fol-
low, that this need determined the
particular study to which he would
devote himself. When but twenty-
eight years old he published his
treatise on navigation. Tt attracted
favorable attention in tills country
and abroad and became the textbook
of the navy.

“Incapaohited for active service by
a broken leij. Ids ambition for com-
mand afloat hud to he abandoned,
though while on crutches he applied
for sea service, which was denied him.
Writing to a friend at this time, he
said:” Til content myself with culti-
vating a few little patches of knowl-
edge.

“His ‘patches of knowledge’ grew
until they almost covered the geogra-
phy of the world and all jiaval lore, ns
the waters cover the sea. In his fu-
mous ‘Scraps From a Lucky Bag,” he
advocated the adojftinn of steam ns a
motive power anil predicted a new
era in naval warfare of big guns. Did
he dream of a gun that could shoot*
a hundred miles?

Urged Naval School.

“lie advocated a naval school for
midshipmen, ‘that they might he in-
structed in the higher duties of tl eir
profession.” and urged the use of regu-
lar textbooks. His new lIdeas fairly
startled old sea dogs, who basked In
the glories of tradition.

“In 1813, he rend to a distinguished
audience in Washington, composed of
the Fresldent and envoys and con-
gressmen. a paper. ‘The Gulf Stream
and Its Causes,” and later a paper on
the connection of terrestrial mag-
netism with the circulation of the at-
mosphere.

“Merely state the varied,
achievements of this master naval
scientist attests his many-sided serv-
ice. In addition to his purely mari-
time discoveries and accomplishments,
Senator Vest declared the whole sig-
nal-service system of this country orig-
inated with the navy, nnd the man in
whose brain it first had existence was
M. F. Maury.” His system of weather
reports las been extended so that on
land as well ns on sen he .was a bene-
factor. whose Ideas have not only
made for safety In navigation, but
have been of Inestimable value to
agriculture.”

It Forms, So Far as Known, Landward
End of Chain of Volcanoes Which

Spouting Fire at Intervals for Hun-
dreds of Thousands of Years—
Chance to Solve Stubborn Problems.

“The waking Into activity of Mouut
Redoubt In Alaska just reported by
wireless and cable serves to remind
the people of the United States that
In the Alaska peninsula and the Aleu-
tian Islands, which sweep from it al-
most to Asia, they possess one of the
most extensive and most active vol-
canic regions on the face of the earth,”
says n bulletin Isstsed from the Wash-
ington, D. C.t headquarters of the Na-
tional Geographic society.

“Redoubt is not remote from the set-
tled portions of Alaska,” continues the
bulletin, “but rises close to the west-
ern shore of Cook Inlet, at the head of
which is Anchorage, an important port
on .the Alaska railroad recently con-
structed by the federal government
This mountain and a companion peuk,
IlInhinn, are conspicuous landmarks
for ships which steam up Cook Inlet
They are almost perfect cones, nnd
with their snow-covered caps serve
very well ns American versions of the
fnmoug Fujiyama of Japan. Redoubt
forms, so far ns Is now known, the
landward end of the long chain of vol-
canoes which streHb to the southwest-
ward along the Aleutian Islands for
more than 1,200 miles, and which have
been spouting fire at intervals for hun-
dreds of thousands of years.

Mountains That ‘Blow Their Heads Off.”

“Although Redoubt, passive for near-
ly 20 years,- Is showing only clouds of
steam, those who have observed the
volcanoes of the Alaskan chain are not
reassured, for these volcanoes have a
disconcerting way of ‘blowing their
heads off with little warning. Katmai,
200viulles to the south, which is one of
the chain that Imd long been dormant,
exploded suddenly In 1912, constituting
one of the dozen greatest eruptions
historic times. A -scientific expedition
sent to the crater by the National Geo-
graphic Society found that two cubic
miles of material had been blown from
this previously passive mountain,
was while making a study of Katmai
that the society’s expedition found
thuUuulque natural phenomenon,.’The
Valley of Ten Thousand Smokes.’
Augustine mountain, in Cook inlet, less
than 100 miles from Redoubt, and long
noted for Its perfect cone, blew its top
off suddenly In 1883 leaving only a Jag*
ged stump. The whole, Alaskan vol-
canic chain Is a unit of volcanic action,
and It is always problematical where
the next outburst will occur.

Chance to Solve Stubborn Problems

“To scientists one of the significant
features In connection with the exist-
ence of the extensive volcanic region
In Alaska is the fact that it is situ-
ated where In the future at least it
will be easily accessible for study. And
there Is much room for the study of
volcanoes. Although volcanism was
probably one of the first of nature’s
spectacular phenomena to thrill man
it presents one of the few obvious
problems about which science has no
satisfactory hypothesis. Just where
the heat comes from which melts
stone, why It is concentrated within
definite areas, from what depths the
Ipolten material rises nnd why It rises
—these are some of the problems
about which there has been much spec-
ulation. but Ip regard to which few
satisfactory theories exist.

“Tell-tale fossils and types of rock
show that the mountains of the Alas-
kan peninsula and the Aleutian Islands
are older than either the Himalayas or
the Alps, systems which are practlcnlly
without volcanoes. It does not follow,
however, that volcanic activity accom-
panies age. for the Appalachians,
among the oldest mountains of the
earth, have no volcanoes.’-

Though He Has Retired as Bandit
He Goes to Chihuahua With
a Guard.

Francisco Villa, the erstwhile bandit
and revolutionary leader, Is not tak-
ing any chances these days. Although
he retired about two years ago to the
peaceful life of a planter under am
nesty granted by the government and
with a donation of 200,000 apres of
rich land in return for his pledge that
he would hereafter keep the peace, he
continues to be the most spectacular
figure In Mexican life today.

This fact was demonstrated during
his recent visit to Chihuahua—the first
that he has made since he quit the
exciting game of riding up and down
the country, killing and .looting to IlIs
heart's content. No lord or prince of
mediaeval times ever was accom-
panied by a more Impressive entourage
than that which escorted Villa to Chi-
huahua from his landed estate at
Canutillo.

With a bodyguard of fifty-three
picked men, all heavily armed, Villa
left the plantation and rode horse-
back to Parral. They there took the
train and itme to Chihuahua. They
travelled by special train and brought
ithelr horses with them. It was an im-
posing column, not without Its awe-
some aspects, that cantered through
the streets of the city. Ahead, behind
and alongside of Villa rode his escort.
It was a reminder to the local people
of the days when the daring bandit
lender with Ids mobile nnny was wont
to raid the town. Everywhere Villa
went he.was closely guarded. All the
members of his bodyguard were picked
men. Most -of them had seen long and
active service under him during the
revolutionary period.

During the few days that Villa re-
mained here he visited friends, con-
ferred with Gen. Martinez and trans-
acted private business. Every man in
his escort was under strict military dis-
cipline at his hands. No drinking was
allowed and a strict observance of law
and order was required of them wher-
ever they went. At the end of his vis-
it Villa went back to Canutillo.

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PLANTING TREES ALONG COUN-
TY HIGHWAYS.

As a further Step in its campaign
to remedy the treeless condition of
Wayne county's_highways, the Wayne
County Road Commission on Arbor
Day planted on the Seven-mile road,
2,200 trees of different varieties, in-
(eluding 800 American elms, 950 Nor-

jway maples, 125 Oriental pines, 125
red oaks, 100 pin oaks, 50 paper
Ibirches and 50 mountain ash trees.

1 Until the special session of the leg-
islature last year, when a law was
passed makin% it possible to plant
trees alon% public hlgnhways, npthin%
had been done with the exception o
two miles of roadway, west of Mack
road on the Seven-mile road, along
which trees have been planted by the
Women’s Garden club of Michigan.
The Seven-mile road is now_properly
planted from Lake St. Clair to two
miles west of the Grand River road.

The commission has Tplaced the
trees of its latest planting far enough
apart to permit individual develop-
ment, with each tree a typical exam-
ple of its species, at the same time
making a continuous line of shade.

The work will be carried on in the
near future along the Seven-mile
road to the Washtenaw county line.
A survey of the entire county is being
made to provide a definite systematic,
continuing plan of tree planting.—
Detroit News.

(_:omingi: years were outlined by Pres-
ident Friday, who told' of new build-
ings to be erected on the campus, of
courses of study which are to be re-
vised and pushed, and of investiga-
tional work to be carried on.

“We are to start construction soon
on new Home Economics and Library
buildings,” said Friday. “The new
legislature will be asked for funds
for the erection of a new Horticul-
tural building, including cold storage
and_commercial greenhouse facilities.

“The engineering department, be-
ginning next fall, "will offer a new
course in engineering administration.
Work in horticulture and economics
will be reorganized and expanded, in
order to make M. A. C. a leader in
these fields. Plans are under way
for the establishment of graduate
work in agriculture and science, to
utilize the excellent facilities of the
college for this work.

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Cavalrymen Now Giwven Ad
vanced Courses by Specialists.

EEECHAE ERERIS ONHIDES

Students Are* Drawn From Three
Branches of the Army, Says Cap-
tain Gregory—Soldiers Trained to
Be Baker's, Cooks and Horseshoers
—Men Showing Aptitude Along Cer-
tain Lines Are Given Training at
Special Schools.

port Itilpy, Kansas, the home of the
cavalry school, is our most centrally
located military reservation, says
Cupt. Hugh McNeil Gregory, writing
In the United States Army Kocruilitig
News.  According to engineers, the
center of the United States lies on
one ef the promontories above the
buildings of the post. The climate of
central Kansas Is as average ns could
be found in America. Here are nil
the forms of terrain a soldier could
hope to meet.

Captain Gregory says that years
ago forward-looking officers of the cav-
alry and artillery obtained the founda-
tion of the mounted serviceNsehool

Tills was located at Fort Kilby, and
concerned Itself mainly with that
important subject—the army horse,
his feeding and care, and how to
ride him.  With the war came the
realization that the school was not
teaching all that might he desired.

The artillerymen, says Captain Greg-
ory. asked why they should Ilearn
to ride at one school and how to shoot
ut another. The artilleryman decid-
ed there ftns more that he might
profitably devote his time to. As a
result we now have at Fort Riley the
cavalry school, with the same high
Ideals of the mounted service school
as to the horse and with other de-
partments for rounding out the cav-
alryman's knowledge of his profession
School for Specialists.

Resides the school for officers, there
are at Fort Riley a number of schools
for enlisted specialists. Tlu* army is
not so keen now as It once was on giv-
ing men an education and trade that
will encourage them to leave the serv-
ice. says Captain Gregory, hut It Is
just as earnest as ever about making
them into good, intelligent soldiers
Every outfit must have some men of
special qualifications fog Important po-
sitions. Men showing aptitude along
these lines are given training at such
schools as that for bakers and cooks,
where ordinary soldiers nrt* developed
Into excellent bakers or first-class
cooks. Another school fits men to he
horseshoers. Soldiers who have
learned a little in the troop shoeing
shop are sent here to he given expert
instruction.

There is also a course for stable
sergeants. Men taking this course
are given some instruction in shoeing
and some In veterinary medicine.
They study the horse, his anatomy and
physiology, his feeding, his ills and
his care. A graduated stable ser-
geant. If he has applied himself, has
the knowledge necessary to make him
a first-class stable boss.

At such a post as this a good-sized
garrison Is required. The troops a’
Fort Riley have a threefold mission
Resides keeping themselves In rendi
ness for any unlooked-for emergency
and doing\ all that ordinarily falls
within tUe-'mensure of garrison duty,
the organizations at Fort Riley play
a definite pnrt In the Instruction of
the student members of the school.
They give demonstrations In nil the
details of a soldier's work.

Pass on Their Knowledge.

The personnel of the cavalry
school proper Is divided Into the In-
struction group and the student body,
each of which plays a vital part In
our performance, says Captain Greg-
ory. The Instructors, drawn from the
whole service, are men who have dis-
tinguished themselves In  prnctin
along at least <ne important line. Offi-
cers who have themselves been stu
«dents at this and other army schools
are here to pass on their knowledge t<
the rest of the cnVnlry service. Each
year a few students, those showing
the best work in the various lines, are
retained for a term as assistant In-
structors.  Continuing Captain Greg
ory says:

“For the different officers making up
our student hotly the work Is organ-
Ized In four courses. For the Na
tional Guard and reserve officers a
short course has been arranged, giv-
ing them a start In the more Impor
taut phases of military instructior
and paying particular attention to tlu
possibilities of their duty In civil dis
turhanees.  The officer who is start
ing his career as a cavalryman findf
a basic course mapped out for him
Instead of reporting direct to his regl
ment with little or no experience, h<
goes after a year.at the cavalrj
school, well prepared to accept nnc
fulfill the duties of a Junior officei
with a regiment.

“The officer who has served Ms
day as a subaltern and probably com-
manded a troop comes back to Fort
Riley* for the troop officers’ course
Here he perfects his horsemanship
deepens his knowledge of tactics, fur
ther prepares himself for the com
mand of troops, and looks forward t(
duty as a field officer. For the fielc
officer there is a 'refresher course’ oi
five months. Only about one-tentt
of the field officers of the cavalry cat
serve with regiments and the others
must do staff duty. R. O. T. C. duty
or details "with other arms.”

Merklinger Say They Wanted
to Keep HmM Hone.

The authorities of Aberdeen, S. D.,
have been called upon to Investigate
such a case,land the affair has caused
something of a sensation in the north-
ern part of South Dakota. Tlie victim
of the alleged cruelty on the part of
Ms father was Cecil Merklinger, the
I'ourteen-year-old son of Mr. and Mrs.
Charles Merklinger.

The boy was found with a ewenty-
pousid log chain fastened about his
neck. The chain was about seventeen
feet long. The boy’s neck was red
and scarred from the rusty chnln.
which he had carried for several .days.
Tlu* hoy Is said to have been kept In
an attic of the Merklinger home.

A neighbor hoy—Harold Melgaard—
coaxed tin* Merklinger lad to leave his
home and Join him iu the rear. When
l:e discovered that his comrade had
the log chain about his neck the Mel-
gaard boy procured a hammer and
chisel and attempted, to cut the chain
loose from his little friend

Failing In this, the Melgaard boy
summoned Ills fnther, who. upon learn-
ing of the case, reported the matter to
the police. Reese Price, assistant
chief of police, went to the scene
With n pair of steel shears he cut
the links of the chain and freed the
hoy. There are five other minor chil-
dren In the Merklinger family. The
pnrents did not think that by plac-
ing the chain about tne boy's neck
they had adopted severe measures to
keep him at home.

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“TIME ALOCK” FOR BEE

Government Scientist Invents Contriv-
ance to Keep Him on Jump.

Tin* proverbial "busy bee" is to be
kept still busier if an ingenious little
contrivance Jnst invented by a govern-
ment scientist is adopted by the apia-
ries of the country.

An official of the bureau of ento-
mology advised the bureuu of stand-
ards that he had invented a<device
which will operate on the principle
of tlie turnstile, that will register the
arrlvul home and departure of every
bee that enters the hive on honey-
making errands.

The apparatus consists, it wus ex-
plained, of a gate to he placed at the
entrance to a beehive with a series
of telephone message registers at-
tached in such a way as to register
each time a bee hops, skips or jumps
on or .over the contrivance, which
was said to he operated' electrically
by alternating currents.

The inventor explained about 300,-
000 bees go out during the day on
honey-making expeditions, and that,
while considerable electrical energy
was needed to operate the recording
gate on the average hive, the amount
of energy expended by the device each
time a h&* passed was infinitesimal.

Pathetic stories of the sufferings of
eminent scientists in Soviet Russia
have leaelfd the llussiun ueudemle
grmiji in the United Stutes.- whose
members, ineluding Russluns who
formerly taught in universities in their
native land, are now attempting to en-
list tlie sympathy of Americans to
contribute food drafts through the
American Relief Administration.

I>r. Vera DanehakolT of tlie College
of Physicians and Surgeons, Columbia
university, has made public letters und
other data showing the plight of Inter-
nationally known Russian scientists.

Here Is an abstract from a letter
written by Boris SokolT, professor of
biology, concerning his visit to Pro-
fessor Federoff, a erystallo-physidst:

“it was painful to see tlie sufferings
of Professor Federoff. Aged, with hair
all white, emaciated from starvation,
he still continued his studies on the
laws of tlie growth of crystals. |
came to see hint once and brought hint
a piece of bread. He bit it greedily,
then all at once' he stopped and suid.
*You are young. You need It more
thun I. It is time for me to die." His
last words before ids death were, ‘I
will soon die, and before dying |
want to say to you, dear friends, dear
students, more courage. Russian
science is covered with wounds re-
ceived during the past years, received
In vain, because science was outside
of politics. The wounds are deep, but
not mortal. Russian science will re
cover from them. . . . More etmr

Hope of Escape Prevents Suicide

Here is part of a letter to Doetoi
DanehakolT from Professor Maximo!;
of tlie Medical Academy of Petrograd

“With every day life becomes mon
intolerable and It is difficult to Intaglni
what is awaiting us next winter. Peo
pie die like flies. If not for the hope
of escaping, | would have commute-
suicide.

“Let me know whether I cun coun.
on any position anywhere In America
or anywhere. It is Impossible for in-
to leave Russia now, but I hope li
time it will become easier.

“Do you know and all other elvllizet
people in America know what is goln;
on here? The reality excels all hearsay
We were proclaimed parasites and
idlers. We were deprived even of tha
ration which is given to soldiers and
workmen. ‘Those of us who had in re-
serve clothes or other things sold
them gradually in order to continue
existence. Those who had no clothes
or anything else to sell, sold their
hooks.  This was pathetic.

“Tired and exhausted after a day
spent In searching for food. | enter a
cold and durk apartment. No water,
no candle. 1 go to bed without taking
iff my clothes, trying to keep warm
imi to keep down the rebellious voice
of hunger. At dawn one has to go
out and sweep the street und clear the
roads of snow. But when | see my
entomological collection perish from
cold, I do not think any more of
hunger and cold, or of the atrocities
of life, or even of my nearest ones.
I run like a madman to find pieces of
wood to make a fire to warm up and
to save my laboratory."

No Energy, Physical or Moral

Miss X., professor of mental dis-
eases In children and the duughter of
a professor of neurology, wrote to her
brother:

“If only all of you wim live so far
away could at least partly imagine our
life: hut that is im;iossiMe. We our-
selves are startled when iiiiportan’
events wake us ufl and we begin to
think. Life is such a burden that e
body makes ftnyxpTppliration for the
holidays. Nobody is capable of making
my preparation. We have no energy
physical or moral. We cannot buy any
thing. We Just dream of cleaning up
the horrible dirt in which we live."

Despite the famine, according to In-
formation reaching the United Stntes.
the Universities of Samara and Sant-
tofT are still functioning. A relief
worker abked a student from Samn#:
to tell her something of the conditions
nmongj- the women students. S
answered. “Well, one girl lived all
summer on leaves and the bark of
trees. She Is still living. It Is not an
Isolated Instance. We have for so
long, all of us. lived under these con-
ditions."”

Money for food drafts may be sent
to the American Relief Administration
42 Broadway, and should be marked
“for the educational Institutions In
Russia.” It Is promised that every
institution will get Its share.
