OUTLOOK ENCOURAGING
Optimistic reports of agricultural 

and financial conditions throughout 
the west and south have been made 
by Eugene Myer, director of the War 
r  inance Corporation.- Returning 
from a six weeks’ tour he reports 
finding a more hopeful condition all 
over the west, and a future outlook 
exceptionally bright. The crop out­
look, he says, is the best in years, 
and a hopeful feeling is growing fast 
among all classes of farmers and 
business men.

Mines, he says, are re-opening in 
Utah, Montana and Arizona, and 
some railroad construction has staj-t- 
ed up in the southwest for the first 
time in five years. The buying 
power of the farmers, Mr. Myers 
declared, will be somewhat restricted 
as they are operating as economically 
as possible this season and buying 
only necessities before returning to 
their normal scale of purchases. The 
indications are that this year’s crop 
will bring good prices, with a satis­
factory supply of labor at more con­
servative wages than have prevailed 
at any time since the war.

Business men around Plymouth, 
while not over-enthusiastic, admit 
that the outlook is steadily becoming 
brighter, and that already they feel 
the trend toward normal business 
conditions, bankers are more opti­
mistic and money easier to secure.

"Wheels were invented by—" here 
father paused to consult the encyclo­
pedia.

Jumping Jlmlny 1 This youngster had 
struck the weakest link In *he whole 
chair of mechanical knowledge. Even 
the erudite compiler of facts had 
(lodged that query. It Is a riddle that 
has never been solved.

What next? Well, father remem­
bered that Homer thousands of years 
ago had written upon the subject. He 
was astounded to discover, however, 
that wheels running upon fixed nxles 
and removable at pleasure were Just 
as well known to Homer ns they are 
to the owner of the flivver of today. 
He tolls us In his description of a 
chariot that while Juno was giving 
the hit to the horses Ilehe fastened 
the wheels to tfee Iron axles. “These 
wheels had eight brazen spokes and 
the felloes were of gold and the tires 
of brass."

All the epithets that could convey 
nn idea of swiftness were exhausted 
by Homer on the chariots of his time, 
so that the wheel, running Indepen­
dently upon & fixed axle, could hardly 
have been a new Invention even then, 
observes a New York Sun writer.
- The spinning wheel has evolved Into 
the sewing and weaving machines and 
the automobile has taken the place of 
the chariot, blit this principle of the 
wheel has been retained In each. Still 
there must have heen an intermediate 
step before the wheel rfin lndoi>ondent- 
ly of the axle. No doubt the first axle 
and pair of wheels were gouged out 
of an Immense tree and were all In 
one piece. Before that people dragged 
their loads. That "absurd rolling 
thing” must have heen a great step 
in progress In that day.

The next step may have been the 
result of Inspiration rather than In­
vention. Perhaps some chariot racer 
on one of the racetracks of a city 
more ancient than ancient Troy, fired 
by genius and the desire to cash a 
winning hot, suddenly hit upon the 
Idea that a wheel that turned and nn 
axle that stood still was just the 
proper caper.
