THEIR AUTO HALTED BY AN-

OTHER CAR CONTAINING 3 1845

THUGS; 40 BULLETS ENTER
BODIES.

Riddled with bullets, the bodies of
two men were found in an automobile
on a deserted stretch of Emmons
boulevard, Lincoln Park village, early
Monday morning, a few minutes after
another automobile had been driven
down the thoroughfare at lightning
speed. The two men had been slain
by gunmen, who had over taken Them
and fired a volley without warning.

,The victims are” Robert D. Cochran,
1248 Marlborough avenue, Detroit,
salesman in the Hamtramck branch
of the Studebaker company, and Neal
Doherty of Plymouth, Mich.

The bodies were taken to Receiving
hospital. ~ There 22 bullet wounds
were discovered in Cochran’s body,
and 18 in Doherty’s. Both men were
killed instantly.

The two men were driving at a low
speed op Emmons boulevard, appar-
ently without care or hurry. An
automobile sped past them and came

W. to a full stop in such a manner that

they could not pass. Three men who
were passing stopped to look on. In
the shadows, they could see the vague
forms of three ‘men on the running
board of the machine in front.

Suddenly there were three spurts
of flame "and three loud reports.
Then yolley after volley were fired,
Dohert\g/ and Cochran” apparently
were c_rcijppled by the first shots, for
they did not return the fire.

Companies . and_ South = American
Branches, reaching _purchasers in

ractlcalclel every civilized country in
he worfct.

With  the closing_
.June, Ford records disclosed the fact
that total sales for the rust six
months of 1922 were well over the
half-million mark, the ex”ct iigures
being 652,261. This is also a new
hégh record as it is considerably in
advance of any previous half-year
peridi.

July Ford sales are expected to
equal, and probably eclipse June.
The estimated output of cars, trucks
and tractors has been placed at 151-
767, altho dealers have requisitioned

of business for

more than 200,000.

Ford Officials state tjiat every at-
tempt has been made t0 supply their
dealers with sufficient cars” to fill
their~ orders, but that for the past
three niuiiihs, prompt deliveries have
been impossible with some of the
tYpes, ihe demand for Ford en-
closed cars has been especially hard
to meet, due to the ever-increasing
popularity of the coupe and sedan
for all year-around use.

A _reflection of general business
conditions is seen 1n the record of
Ford truck sales, which show an in-
crease of eighty-four per cent over
last year. Merchants ami farmers
alike “have come to recognize the
utility of the motor truck in cutting
transportation costs and speeding up
deliveries, and the fact that they
are buying nearly twice as many
now as a year ago clearly points to
better business conditions.

“'Self-preservation Is the first law
of Nature,” it 3 true. But too often
we find evidence that men and women
place selfishness ahead of everything
else. They do, not understand that
there Is a wide difference betweelnf

fact, for "Constantly, thougn earnestly
seeking happy lives, we JKid them
seeking Worldly possessions, wordly
pleasures—most ,of which are of the’
shallowest sort.

When one faces a hard-boiled bur-
glar in tihe darkness of the night, he
rightly protects himself by whatever
means lie finds at his disposal. That’s
a case of self-preservation, for the
second-story men are usually ready to
kill raihcr than be caught. But in the
regular [pathways of life no one can
justify ilny action which, is unfair to
his fellmvmen in order to gain some-
thing for himself. Wlien a man stoo
to underbuild, dishonest methods,
whether they lie in buying or selling,
either labor or goods,” he Is certain
sooner nr later to los* resi»ect for
himself.

No mian can be happy in his own
