Within five years President David
Friday of M. A. C. hopes to increase
the annual net income of the farmlgog
|ndust(?/ in the state by $50,000,000,
he told several thousand, visitors at
the annual summer farmers’ day at
the college last Friday. This is
possible by improved production and
.marketing, he said. i o

In order to accomplish his aim,
he will ask the legislature at its next
meeting for an~ appropriation of
$2,000,0 chiefly for agricultural
extension. “We must enlist the ai
of every newspaper, every Grange,
every Gleaner’s organization, every
farmers’ club, every farm bureau
and every chamber of commerce in
the state,” said President Friday.
“Even the Catholic priest and the
Methodist preacher-and the Jewish
rabbi will be glad to come along.”

He referred to the egg production
of the state, 50,000,000 dozen during
the _last year, and declared that by
gettlnP rid of_the eggleas hens the
annual production may be raised to
100,000,000 dozen. The same can be
done with dairy cattle, hogs, fruit and
every other branch of Michigan agri-
culture, he held.

The other and more important

phase of the problem s one of’

marketing and-: distribution*, said
President Friday. “Twenty, years
ago there were ‘one million people
on the farms and one million people
in the cities of Michigan. Now
there are still one million "people on
the farms, but two and a quarter
million people in the cities.

We havent adjusted, ourselves to
the change. Our farmers haven’t
taken advantage of the markets at
their doors, to say nothing of the
possibilities of shipping goods to
Chicago by cheap water transporta-
tion. "My dutE is to analyze the
markets = of Lansing, Flint, Battle
Creek, Jackson, Detroit, Grand
Rapids and other Mlchl?an cities and
find out what_the people are eating,
what they will pay “or. The mid-
dleman is too busy to do it for him-
self. We must do it for him. We
must lay out for the farmer a pro-
gram of what to produce, how to
pack ""it, how to study the market.
That’s what the manufacturer is
doing for himself. By performing
this “service for the farmer, we may
make it possible for him to get from
25 per cent more to double what he is
gettlnghtod y. i

“If the people of the state will help
put through this program, we’ll sow
alfalfa until we have 2,000,000 acres
after the next five years. We’ll show
the people of America what can be
done when we go about it. Michigan
was the -first s™ate to establish an
agricultural college, even though peo-
ple said the idea was a farce. " I pro-
pose to duplicate this experience once
more by ?lvmg .the United States
an object Tesson in what can be done

President Friday warned his hear-
ers not to expect an increase in farm
ﬂrlces during the next two years

owever, other commodities are be-
coming cheaper, he said. Taking uj
national issues, he declared the rail-
way wages must be cut by
$500,000,000 annually if railway
workers are not to receive an income
proportionately greater than that of
farmers.

New Capital of India Hat Long His-
tory Filled With Effort, Tragedy,
and Wild Romance.

It as been said as Agra Is the
poet’s city, so Is Delhi the city of
kings. And certainly there is a sense
of pomp and glory that still lingers
about the place, an atmosphere of van-
ished splendors that strikes even the
winter tourist who wanders, guidebook
in hand, around its muss of ruins aud j
down its stately streets. Even so, as
you should see Agra first in the soft,
blurred twilight of the day, you should
approach Delhi in the broad, brave
light of early morning. Entering the
town- from the Meerut side, when the
sun is mounting serenely in a pale,
clear sky, making the broad Jumna
sparkle freshly, throwing into clear re-
lief the brown, vigorous dhobis who
bang their white washing joyously up-
on the stones, rousing the red, glowing
walls of the great fort to cheerful wel-
come. this Is to see Delhi In. its most
vital aspect, a city of life and busy,
worldly activity, always at the center
of the history of every age. For, what-
ever may be said for or against the
expensive and troublesome removhl of
the seat of government from Calcutta,
It Is at least historically fitting that
this ancient town—always at the core
of India’s history, whether as Delhi,
Indraprastha or Shahjehanabad—
should now again become Its capital.

The seven Delhls around—scattered
in ruin now—represent—each of them
—a chapter of history packed with ef-
fort, tragedy and romance. Never was
a city more teeming with the sense of
the press of life, of history inevitably
made In the shadow of Its red walls.

Like Rome, Delhi has two distinct
pasts lying side by side. In Rome it is
the ancient Roman civilization and the
mpast of the Renaissance, In Delhi the
old days of invading Mohanmiedun
hordes and the period of undiluted
splendor Inaugurated by the early
Mughals. But unlike Rome, Delhi has
always a background of grimness to
show to each bright picture, making
the sensuous glory of It the more hec-
ticly bright. Therefore, after a cheer-
ful, sunny morning spent among th*1
gold embroideries, the Ivories and
silks and jewels of the broad and
lovely Chandnl Chuuk—the finest
street, some say, in the world—or
amidst the Imperial, forgotten pomp
of the red-walled fort, the quiet of
the evenihg Is the time above all
others for wandering amidst the frag-
ments of the ancient Delhls. The
whole of the neighborhood Is sjrewn
with these remains, for although “the

Delhls” is a picturesque enough
term, in sober fact the cities that lie
crumbled arming the present capital
of India number twelve or thirteen,
True, of the original city of Indrap-
rastha, built by the Pandava brothers,
and said to have been on the site of
the presellt village of Indarpat, no
vestige remains. Drive out a few
miles and you will find Tughlakabad,
built by the first sultan of the house
of Tughlak. Long and ponderous
and grim. It lies, once so full of the
life and hustle of a medieval court,
now deserted by all save the wild peu-
cocks, gorgeous ns any courtier of old

who step daintily among its ruins.
—Barbara Wingfield Stratford In

G.W. Dickinson Acts
to Prevent Disease
Infecting Livestock

Farmers planning to exhibit horses,
cattle, sheep, swine or livestock of
any nature at the Michigan State Fair,
Detroit. September 1-10, need not
worry about danger of cohtagious dis-
eases.

George W. Dickinson, secretary and
manager, has arranged for every pos-
sible .prevention of disease infecting
any of the livestock on exhibition. Ar-
rangements have been made with the
state veterinary for thorough disin-
fection of every building prior to and
during the fair.

Many fly-traps will be placed in
each building where livestock is on
exhibition. Millions of files were
caught last year, which prevented
their interfering with the comfort of
any of the horses or cattle.

No livestock will be allowed to be
exhibited until thoroughly examined
for disease. Every precaution will be
taken to prevent horses or cattle com-
ing into contact with disease, once
they have been admitted to exhibi-
tion.

The health department of the City
of Detroit will maintain careful super-
vision of the food supply at the State
Fair. Not only will careful inspection
of the food given livestock for disease
or poisonous traces be made, but
preparation of foods for fair visitors
also will be supervised. Sanitary
drinking fountains will be erected
everywhere on the grounds.

RUNNERS TO HOLD 6-DAY
MEETING ATSTATE FAIR

An announcement that harness
horse racing had been dropped from
the program of the Seventy-third an-
nual Michigan State Fair. Detroit,
September 1 to 10, and the running
horses substituted, has been made by
George W. Dickinson, secretary and
manager of the fair.

LOST BY GREAT MISSIONARY?

“Lorraine” Crotees Recently Found in
Michigan Believed to Have Be-
longed to Father Marquette.

Not long ago, writes a contributor
to the Youth's Companion. some
schoolboys of Delta county, Michigan,
.who were gathering acorns at recess
from a large tree on a hill near the
Escnnnba river, found some valuable
relics that date from the time of
Father Marquette.

The boys hud climbed the tree and
shaken the acorns off. While they
were picking them up a large one
rolled under a sod. One of the hoys
pulled up the sod and disclosed four
crosses, tarnished with age. Each
was standing upright, and the tops,
which have rings in them, wertV close
together as if they had once\ hung
from a strihg. The iwuHnr shape of

i the crosses mused the hoys' curiosity,
and they took them to their teacher,
who scoured them and found that they
were of solid silver.

They are of different sizes. The
largest is six inches long and four
Inches wide; the smallest Is four
‘indies by two inches. All four crosses
are elaborately engraved; except for
the initials “It. the engraving on

ich Is different from any-on the rest.
The workmanship shows' the crosses
to be handmade; Hut, unlike the
ordinary cross, they have two hori-
zontal bars. The upper bar. which Is
shorter tfmaShe other, represents tir*
“title"" that Dilate ordered to be placed
above the head of the Savior. The
double-barred cross has several names.
It Is called the Lorraine, or Jerusa-
lem. cross, because Godfrey de Bouil-
lon, duke of Lorraine, whom the
crusaders chose as the lirst Christian
ruler of Jerusalem, adopted it as his
symbol. It is called also tin* nrehiepis-
copal. or patriarchal, cross, because in
llie Unman Catholic church it marked
the rank of cardinals, archbishops and
patriarchs.  Cardinal Richelieu, as
ardibislinju of luieon. always wore it.

How (Ud those four double-barred
crosses ever come into this country?
Cardinal Richelieu's niece, the duchess
d'Aiguillon, was much interested in
tlie missions in New Franco. She made
many gifts to the missionaries, among
which were some crosses that were to
be given to the Indian chiefs us re-
wards for good conduct and zeal for
the fnitli™nd for other meritorious
things. In honor of her uncle, the
cardinal, the duchess Jnd the crosses
made with two liars.

There were several missionaries
who received the crosses, hilt Father
Marquette was the only one who
traversed the region in which the boys
made their discovery. It is likely,
therefore, that lie himself lost them:
since the four were together. It is not
probable that Indians lost them.
