TO BE $3,830,045.

The county tax levy for the 
ensuing fiscal year will be $1,176,- 

’..34 less than that for the last 
year, the board of county auditors 
will 3tate in a financial report to 
be filed Tuesday with the board of 
supervisors.

There will be required for all 
county purposes next year $5,134,- 
401.75. Of this sum there will be 
received from other sources of rev­
enue and estimated $1,304,356.64, 
leaving a tax levy of, $3,830,045.11.
