EBEN ASHTON SHOT AND MRS. ALBERT OATES
DIES SUDDENLY

KILLED AT LIVONIA FARM
Eben Ashton, 48 years old, whoi 

resided on Ann street in this village, 
was shot and killed Tuesday fore­
noon, by Guy McMillan, who resides 
on the Ashton! farm, just east of 
Newburg. The trouble, which re­
sulted in the shooting arose over the 
division of the hay crop, according to 
McMillan, who is being held in the 
county jail charged with murder. 
McMillan has been working the Ash­
ton farm on shares. On the morning 
of the shooting, hay balers were at 
the farm baling Ashton’s share of the 
hay. It was during the progress of 
the work, it seems, that the trouble 
about the division of the hay crop 
came up.

McMillan went to the farm house 
nearby, and returning with a shjot 
gun, fired it point blank at Ashton, 
the charge striking him in the breast. 
Alfred Bakewell, Ashton’s son-in-

law, who was present, placed Ashton 
in. hi* -motor, car. tptyiake- Jau
hut Ashton died on the way.

Local officers were notified of the 
shooting, and Deputy Sheriff Spring­
er, accompanied by Officer Leroy 
Reiman, went to the farm, where 
McMillan was placed under arrest, 
and later taken to the county jail. 
McMillan made no attempt to resist 
arrest.

At the prosecutor’s office, McMil­
lan said he had not intended to kill 
Ashton, wishing merely to threaten 
him.

Justice W. G. Jennings empaneled 
a jury, who, after viewing the re­
mains, adjourned until seven o’clock 
that evening. After hearing seyeral 
'witnesses at that time, the jury ren­
dered a verdict that Ashton- came to 
his death from a gun shot wound, 
said gun being in the hands of Guy 
McMillan, being the weapon which | 
caused Eben Ashton’s death.

It is said McMillan borrowed a 
gun from a neighbor the morning of 
the tragedy, evidently with a purpose. 
There had been trouble between the 
two men for .some time, over the set­
tlement of their personal affairs.

McMillan has a wife and two small 
children.

Mr. Ashton purchased a home on 
Ann street about two years ago, and 
moved his family to the village. He 
leaves a wife and5 four children. 
The funeral services will be held 
this (Friday) afternoon at 2:00 
o'clock from Schrader Bros.’ funeral 
home, Rev. S. Conger Hathaway of­
ficiating. Interment in Riverside 
cemetery. The tragedy, which caused 
Mr. Ashton’s untimely death, has 
cast a gloom over the whole commun­
ity, and the sorrow stricken family 
have the sympathy of all.

Mr. Ashton was a member of Plym­
outh Rock Lodge, No. 47, g. &  A. M., 
•and Northville Chapter, R. A. M., also 
the First Presbyterian church of 
Plymouth. The local Masons will 
have charge of the services at the 
grave.

many years a well known and re­
spected resident of Livonia town­
ship, was instantly killed at Elm, 
early Wednesday morning. Mr. 
Bentley had been serving on jury in 
Detroit for several weeks, and this 
was his last morning to go into the 
city. The train had been signaled to 
stop at Elm station, but on account 
of the dense fog that morning, the 
signal was unseen until too late to 
stop at the regular stopping place, and 
the train ran a short distance past 
the station. Mr. Bentley, hurrying to- 
catch the train, crossed the track in 
front of the approaching engine, and 

He--leave* 
sons, George and Clyde, and three 
grandchildren, all of Elm, also other 
more distant relatives and friends. 
The funeral services will be held Sat­
urday afternoon at 2:00 o’clock, at 
the home of his son, George N. 
Bentley. Interment at Riverside 
cemetery.

RODENTS CAUSE BIG
FRUITTREE DAMAGE

MICE AND RABBITS GNAW BARK 
OF YOUNG TREES, UNLESS 
WINTER PROTECTION IS fclV- 
EN, SAYS M. A. C.

That mice and rabbits are often 
the_ cause of serious damage to young 
fruit trees, gnawing the bark to such 
an extent that the trees die or become 
greatly weakened, is the warning sent 
out by Prof. R. E. Loree, of the Mich­
igan Agricultural College horticul­
tural department.

While some trees which are girdled 
in this way can be saved by properly 
done bridge grafting early in the 
spring before growth starts, the in­
jury with many us beneath the ground 
and of such a nature that it is not 
practical attempts to save them, 
once' the rodents have been at work.

The only safe course is to protect 
the trunks of young trees during the 
late fall and winter months when 
there is any possibility of injury 
from mice and rabbits.

“Galvanized, wire screen, three or 
four meshes to the inch, is recom­
mended for this purpose by the M. 
A. C. horticultural department,” says 
Professor Loree. “Protectors made 
from this material are expensive, but 
they will last for several years and 
they do not need to be removed. 
Wood veneer and building paper may 
be used successfully, but such pro­
tectors must be removed each spring, 
and replaced in the fall. Heavy 
wrapping paper or even newspapers, 
when well bound around the trunks 
of the young trees, will give protec­
tion for a season.

“As an extra precaution, grass and 
weeds should be kept from growing 
near trees, and all trash which will 
serve as a nesting place for mice 
should be cleared away from the 
trunks in the fall, for a distance of 
a foot or more in each direction.

“Mounding with soil to a height of 
about six inches around the base of 
the trees is sometimes practiced to 
prevent rodent injury, and is often 
an advantage. The mounds should 
be removed in the spring.”

RURAL CARRIER EXAMINATION

The United States Civil Service 
Commission has announced an exam­
ination to be held at Plymouth, Mich., 
on Nov. 25, 1922, to fill the position 
of rural carrier at Romulus, and va­
cancies that may later occur on rural 
routes from that post office. The 
salary of a rural carrier on a stand­
ard daily wagon route of 24 miles is 
$1,800 per annum, with an additional 
$30 per mile per annum for each 
mile or major fraction thereof in 
excess of 24 miles. The salary on 
motor routes ranges from $2,450 to 
$2,600 per annum, according to 
length. Separate examinations for 
motor routes and wagon routes are 
no longer held. Appointments 
both positions will be made from the 
same register. The examination will 
be open to citizens who are actually 
domiciled in the territory of .the post 
office where the vacancy exists, and 
who meet the other requirements set 
forth in Form 1977. Rose Haw­
thorne, Sec’y Local Board.

INTERNATIONAL EGG
CONTEST ATM. A. C.

MOST NOTED POULTRY BREED­
ERS IN THE WORLD ENTER 
PENS FOR EVENT STARTING 
NOVEMBER 1ST.

With pens entered from several 
foreign countries, as well as from 
many of the states in America, the 
first Michigan Agricultural College 
International Egg Laying Contest got 
under way at East Lansing this 
week. The contest will run from 
November 1, 1922, until November 1, 
1923.

Some of the most famous poult^ 
breeders in the world have entered 
their best stock for the competition, 
according' to Prof. E. C. Foreman, 
head of the M. A. C. poultry depart­
ment, who is in charge of the con­
test. The result is that high records 
are expected to be made during the 
event, which will be one of the big­
gest of its kind ever held.

One hundred pens, all told, are en­
tered with birds from most of the 
popular breeds represented. Includ­
ed in the list of breeds are: Leg 
horns, Rocks, Reds, Wyandottes, 
Orpingtons and others.

Six new poultry houses, constructed 
at the college for the express pur­
pose of housing the contest entries, 
were completed last week in time for 
the incoming birds.

| “Laying contests are popular now in 
all sections of the country and are the 
only medium the utility poultryman 
has for getting official record on his 
stock.’.' says Professor Foreman.

Records will also be available on all 
the interesting economic problems, 
such as the amount of food required 
by the various breeds and varieties, 
the number of eggs produced, the 
seasonal distribution, cost of produc­
tion, and all the other facts involved 
in poultry economics.

“The prospective poultryman will 
also have an opportunity to study 
poultry characteristics before mak 
ing final decision on the breed he in­
tends to carry for commercial pur­
poses.’’
